THE INQUEST BBOUGHT OUT 
NOTHING DEFINITE.

The Railroad not Held Responsible—The 
Cause of His Death a Mystery

The inquest held on the cause of the i 
death of llen ry  Peterson, of Canton, 
brought out no light except that the  de- 
qeased was run over by the cars, killed 
imd horribly mangled. The verdict, giv­
en iri full below, relates tha t he w as, 
"struck and run over by a train of cars.” |

citizens, exerted every effort and investi­
gated every clue that was brought to their j 
notice, searching for light to d e a r  away j 
the dark cloud that hung over the case. 
Their efforts seemed to avail nothing of 
importance, and they could only come to J 
the conclusion that the verdict gives, i 
A pparently they were of the opinion th a t , 
a mystery was attached to his death th a t ! 
they could * not fathom by evidence, j 
Supervisor Horner's evidence as to tbe 1 
life and disposition of the deceased seeno 
ed to  leave the impression that while in 
a state o f mental derangement he wan- j 
dered on to  the track and was run down I 
by a passing train. .Mr. Horner said he 
was subject to wandering tits, and ospeci-; 
ally when drinking. While lie was al-1 
most at his own door yard he would e n -1 

. quire where he was and where he lived* 
being completely lost. During the tfiiy 
he had been drinking and along in the | 
evening the hostler at the Commercial 
Hotel started him home. This was the I 
last-seen of him  alive.

About four o'clock he went out of the] 
Commercial Hotel, fell on the sidew alk! 
and was injtfred so badly tha t he was ca r-! 
tied into the barn and laid out. The evi-1 
donee _showed lie was unconscious. The 
marshal made a demand for lum about 
six o’clock and found him with a large : 
lump on the side of his head near the eye. I 
The marshal had a Frenchman, under a r - ' 
rest, w ith him. This Frenchm an was | 
held on suspicion of having caused the | 
lum p on, Peterson's head. The m arshal1 
asked Peterson if the Frenchm an had h i t ; 
him and he replied that he had not. Be- j 
ing asked w hat caused the lump Peterson j 
replied that he fell. The marshal had no 1 
right to hold the Frenchm an any longer1 j 
so set him free.

The verdict rendered is as follows:!
That Henry Peterson of Canton came to 

his death by being struck and run over by [ 
a train of cars on the Detroit, Lansing ! 
and Northern railroad at Or near th e 1 
west end of the railroad bridge spanning 

‘the river Rouge oast of the village of, 
Plymouth, Wayne county, on the twenty 
fourth (24) day of December A. D. 1894* j 
between the hours of six (0) and eleven (11)! 
p. m. of s iid day. And from the evidence ’ 
given, the jury  are unable to find that the { 
said Detroit, Lansing and Northern rail­
road o r  any of its employes arc in any i 
manner at fault or responsible through any i 
carelessness on the ir parts for the death of 
the said Henry Peterson. In  testimony j 
whereof the said Justice of the Peace and . 
the Jurors of this inquest, have hereto set j 
their-hands the dav and year aforesaid.!

police. Following on the heels of these 
accounts came the report of a man being 
killed by the cai;s here in Plymouth, and 
reported also to have been drunk, and I, 
having had a friend who was killed in a 
similar manner some 18 years, ago,-felt 
like)paying my respects to tlie law mak­
ing power of Michigan, making the sug­
gestion that they keep oii licensing the 
saloon, which brought out the old stock 
arguments, namely i “that prohibition 
doesn’t prohibit," and "the people tire not 
educated up to  it."

Now, let us look at this m atter for a 
little. As to the first proposition that 
prohibition! does not prohibit, from 1855 
to  1875 we had on> our statute books a 
prohibitory law, but iluring.tbe war every 
other consideration was put aside foi the 
preservation of tlie life of the nation, con­
sequently very little attention w.as paid to 
the liquor business. But after the war 
was over the people began to look around 
them und to think about saving the boys 
and girls from the ravages of the liquor 
traffic. And so it came to pass that the 
Woman's Crusade-was- brought into exis­
tence, and there was also unusual activity 
on the part of the Sons of Temperance 
and  Good Templars, and the result was 
; that during the 9 years previous to 1874 
■the attorney general’s reports show that 
the successful prosecutions increased 
fronuabout fiO to between 500 and (J00 per 
annum in the state. That fact so alarmed 
the liquor mc-n that on the 12th day of 
Atigu>t, 1874, they met in state convention 
in the opera house, Detroit, declared the 
law a failure and demanded its repeal. 
The result- was, a republican legislature 
repealed the law during the session of 
1873. At the very, tim e (I quote from an 
article w ritten.by John Russel) that law 
was repealed and the tax law adopted, 
there were more names before the legis 
lature asking for the retention of the pro-’ 
hibitory law and for amendments to it 
which were specifically named in the 
body of the petition, than the liquor men 
had furnished asking for its repeal.

Mr. Louis Shade, the attorney for the 
national association of brewers, speaking 
of the disastrous effects of the crusade 
on the beer business, in an address before 
the national convention of brewers held 
in Cincinnati June  30, 1875, said: “In
