For some time the council has consid- 
I ered the advisability of proceeding a- 
j gainst persons who refuse to pay their 
i poll taxi It seems a very small matter 
j for anyone to refuse, and the council has 
| endeavqred to find out if it can legally be 
i collected. The object was, -Ahat no one 
j should pay the poll tax and let others go 
| free. The attorney general j Writes Mar-,, 
shal Weeks to proceed, if necessary, and 
collect according to law. W e quote from 
a letter received from the auditor general 
as follows: “Section 2925, jif Howell’s 
Statutes, authorizes the levy of poll taxes 
in villages. Section 2929 authorizes 
placing them on the roll, and extending 
the same with other taxes. (See also sec­
tion 2935.) Section 2936 authorizes the 
marshal to co'lect such tax by levy and 
sale of the goods of the person taxed.

| I see no reasoD why the tax cannot be 
, collected.”

The bu ild ing  is abou t six  miles from  
A gra, and  as  wo rode o u t in  th e  ea rly  
daivu we heard  n o th in g  b u t th e  lioofs 
and w heels th a t  pulled  and tu rn ed  us 
a long  th e  road, a t  every y a rd  of w hich 
our expectation  rose u n til we had  
some th o u g h t th a t we m igh t b e  disap­
poin ted  a t  th e  lirs t glim pse, as  some 
say they  w ere disappoin ted . B u t how 
can any one be d isappo in ted  w ith  th e  
T aj is a lm ost as  g re a t a  w onder to  
m e as  the  T aj itself. T h e re  a re  some 
people a lw ays d isappo in ted , and  w ho 
know s b u t th a t  hav ing  en te red  heaven 
they, may critic ise  th e  a rch itec tu re  of 
th e  tem ple, an d  th e  cu t of th e  w h ite  
robes, anil say th a t  th e  rive r o f life  is  
n o t qu ite  up  to  th e ir  expectations, and  
th a t  th e  w hite  horses on w hich  the  
conquerors ride  seem a  l i t t le  sp rin g ­
h a l t  o r spavined?

F o rtu n a te ly , you 
s top  a t  an  e labo ra ted  gatew ay  of red  
sandstone one e ig h th  of a  m ile from  
th e  T aj, an  en tran ce  so h igh, so arched, 
so g racefu l, so four domed, so pain ted  
aud chiseled and  s tro lled  th a t  you come 
very g radually  upon the  T a j. w hich 
s tru c tu re  is enough to in tox ica te  the  
eye,, a n d ’ s tun  th e  im ag ina tion , and 
en tran ce  th e  soul. We go up th e  
w ind ing  staiirs of th is  m ajestic  en tran ce  
o f th e  gatew ay , a n d ’ b u y a  few  p ic t­
u res  aud  exam ine a  few curios, and  
from  it look off upon th e  T a j, and  de­
scend to  th e  pavem ent of th e  garden 
tl ia i  rap tu re s  ev e ry th in g  betw een the  
gatew ay  and th e  ecstasy o f  m arb le  and 
precious stones. You pass a long  a  deep 
stream  of w ate r in  w h ich  a ll m anner 
of b ril lia n t fins sw irl and  float. T here 
are  e igh ty -fou r fo un ta in s  th a t  spout, 
and  bend, and  a rch  them selves to  full 
in show ers o f pearl in basins of snowy 
w hiteness. Beds o f a ll im aginable 
flora g ree t the  n o stril before they  do 
th e  eye, and  seem -to ro ll in w aves of 
colors as yon advance tow ard  th e  vision 
you a re  soon to  have of w ha t hum an 
geffius did w hen it did its best; *moon 
flowers, lilac, m arigolds, tu lips, and  
alm ost everyw here th e  lotus; th ,cke ts  
of bew ildering  bloom ; on e ith e r side 
trees  from  m any lands bend tlie ir  
aborescence ov r  your head , o r seem 
w ith  convoluted branches to  reach o u t 

i th e ir  arm s tow ard  you i,n welcome. On

'o f  aw e, and  tenderness, and hum ility , 
and  worship. T he b u ild in g  is only  a  
g rave, b u t 'w h a t a grave! • B u ilt fo r a 
queen w ho, according to  some w as yery 
good, and  according to  o the rs  very 
bad. I  choose to  th in k ’she was“verv  
good. A t‘ any  ra te , it  m akes m e feel 
b e t te r  to  th in k  th a t  th is  com m em ora­
tive pile w as se t up fo r th e  im m orta li­
zation  of v irtue  ra th e r  th a n  vice. The 
T aj is a  m ountain  of w hite  m arble, b u t 
never such w alls  faced each o th e r w ith  
exquisiteness; never such a  tom b was 
cu t from block of a lab as te r; never

such a  congrega tion  of precious stones 
b righ tened , and  gloom ed, an d  blazed, 
and  chastened, an d  glorified a  bu ild ing  
since , scu lp to r's  chisel c u t its  first 
curve, o r p a in te r 's  pencil* tra ced  its  
first figure, op m ason 's p lum b line’ 
m easured  its  first w all, o r a rch itec t’s 
com pass sw ept its  first circle.

T he T aj lias six teen  g re a t arched  
w indow s, fo o r^ a t each  corner. Also 
a t  each  Of th e  fo u r co rners of th e  Taj 
s tan d s  a  m in are t 137 fee t h igh . Also 
a t  each side of th is  b u ild in g  is a sp len­
did m osque of red  sandstone. Tw o 
hund red  and fifty  yea rs  has th e  Taj 
stood), an d  y e t n o t a  w al l is cracked, 
n o r  a  m osaic loosened, no r a n 'a r c h  
sagged, rior a  pane l dulled . The 
sto rm s o f 250 w in te rs  have n o t m arred , 
n o r  th e  h ea ts  of 250 sum m ers d i s in t e ­
g ra ted  a m arble. T here is no sto ry  of 
uge w ritte n  by mosses on its  w hite  
surface.

Siva is here 
rep ie sen ted  by a figure six teen  feet 
n ine  inches h igh  one h a lf  m an and  one 
h a lf  w om an. R un a line from  the  
forehead s tra ig h t to  th e  floor o f th e  
roelc, and  you divide th is  i^tol in to  m as­
culine and  fem inine. A dm ired as th is  
idol is by m any, it  w as To m e about 
th e  w orst th in g  th a t w as ever cu t into 
porphyry , pe rh ap s  because th e re  is 
h a rd ly  an y th in g  on e a ith  so ob jection­
ab le  as a be ing  h a lf  m an and  h a lf  wo­
m an. Do be one o r th e  o ther, my- 
heare r. Man is adm irab le, and  w om an 
is adm irab le, b u t e ith e r  in flesh o r tra p  
rock  a cofnprom ise of th e  tw o  is h ide­
ous. Save us from  effem inate m en and 
m asculine w omen

Yonderj is th e  K ing H avana w orship­
ping. Y onder is th e  scu lp tu red  rep re­
sen ta tio n  of th e  m arriage  of Sbiva and 
K a rh a t i . : Y onder is Dakslia, th e  son 
of B rahm a, born from  th e  thum b  of 
his r ig h t hand, l ie  had  s ix ty  dau g h ­
ters.

The 
le f t  hand  god has p leasure in a ll its 
fea tu res  and  the ' hand has a  flower. 
B ut th e re  a re  gods and goddesses in 
a ll directions. T he ch ief tem ple of 
th is  rock J is 130 feet square and 
lids tw en ty -six  p illa rs  ris in g  to 
tb e  roof. A fter th e  conquerors 
of o th e r lands, and  th e  to u r ­
ists  from  a ll lands  have chipped, and 
defaced, and b lasted , and  c a r­
ried aw ay  curios and  m em entos 
fo r m useum s and  homes, th e re  are  
enough en tran ce ip en ts  le f t to  de ta in  
one, unless he is cautious, u n til he is 
dow n w ith  sonic of th e  m alarias which 
encom pass th is  land , or g e t b ittenW ith  
some of its  snakes Yes. I fe lt th e  
chilly  dam pness of the  p lace, and  lef. 
th is.congress of gods, th is  pandem on­
ium  of dem ons, th is  pan theon  of in­
d iffe ren t deities, and  came to  th e  steps 
and looked off upon th e  w ate rs  which 
ro lled  and flashed, a round  th e  steam  
y ac h t th a t w as w aiting  to  re tu rn  w ith 
us to Bombay. As we stepped aboard , 
our m inds filled w ith  th e  idols of the  
E lep h an ta  Caves. 1 w as im pressed as 
never before w ith : th e  th o u g h t th a t 
m an m ust have a relig ion  o f some kind, 
even if lie has to  contrive one him self, 
and  he m ust have a god, even though 
he m ake it w ith  his - own hand.

A R B IT R A T IO N .
•Colonel Carroll I). W right, United 

States commissioner of labor, has formu­
lated and had introduced into congress a 
bill entitled, “A bill concerning carriers 
engaged in inter-state commerce and 
their employes.” The bill,' proposes the 
appointment of a boaid of| five commis­
sioners whose duty it shall)be to investi­
gate, conciliate and arbitrate all differ­
ences bejtween corporations land their em -; 
ployes. The ostensible objects aimed at 
is the obviation of strikes wjith the ir con­
sequent disturbance of general business, 
the doing away with expensive and irrita­
ting  military suppressions, | the giving of 
greater security to capital and the making 
of labor a less turbulent element. This 
bill was at first condemned by capitalists 
and the daily press as a socialistic meas­
ure. but Colonel W right declares himself 
oppos'id to state socialism which, he says, 
is making dangerously rapid progress, 
and that his bill is intended and will op­
erate as a check to socialism by allaying 
much of the discontent o f the laboring 
class. He argues that unless laws more 
fully recognizing the rights of labor are 
put in force socialism is imminent in the 
near fu tu re .. Thus 'w hen the real object 
of the measure is announced—the check­
ing of socialism—we witness a  great 
change of opinion and' a willingness on 
the part of capitalists and the daily press 
to give the m atter more serious consider­
ation. Leaving socialism entirely out of 
the calculation, the author and friends of 
this bill do not seem to comprehend tha t 
the present competitive capitalistic system 
of production and distribution contains 
elements of both an economic and ethical 
character which will bring downfall and 
destruction to the system just as naturally 
as the ripening and decay lof fru it on the 
tree.

In economics we find tha t an extensive­
ly rapid production makes an overflowing 
m arket which in tu rn  causes a lowering 
of prices. This necessitates a cheapening 
of production which again overflows the 
market. This completes a circle of an 
ever downward spiral which must eventu­
ally reach a zero line, then comes a col­
lapse. W hether the cheapening of pro­
ducts isg brought about by the in troduc­
tion of labor saving machinery or a re­
duction1 in wages, labor must always be 
the sufferer as profit is the sacred right of 
capital. In  ethics we find the demorali­
zation of the masses keening step with 
economics in the downward spiral and 
they too must reach the zero condition in 
time and play the ir part in the collapse 
Colonel W right admits that the wage sys­
tem  is virtual slavery because the labor 
m arket is so overcrowded tha t the em ­
ployed laborer, however ldw his wages or 
disagreeable the restrictions placed upon 
him , must strive in every way to retaio 
ihis place on account of the very remote 
possibility of obtaining better or even any 
employment elsewhere. I t is a system of 
ever increasing slavery with a constant 
decrease of means of subsistence and will 
soon present a choice between the down­
fall *f capitalism and the starvation of a 
multitude. This proposed bill really 
amounts to an official attem pt to  persuade 
the laborer by a few unim portant conces­
sions to more gracefully accept as inevit­
able the ever lowering condition of slav 
ery and subm it more peicably to being 
crowded off the earth by machine pro­
duction and capitalistic competition for 
profit. As a check to socialism it will be 
about as effectual as a handful of straw 
would be in checking an overwhelming 
tide. Were socialism not in sight the 
present system is bound by the nature of 
its inherent elements to  fall in spite of all 
the props devised to  hold it up and as so­
ciety will be reduced to a choice between 
socialism or nothing there is little doubt 
as to the outcome. As all means hereto­
fore proposed for the checking of social­
ism ha9 invariably resulted, both in this 

■(country and in Europe, jin making more 
socialists, it is to be hoped tha t many 
more checks w ill be devised. They all 
help in the needed agitation and educa­
tion of the masses, and the more often 
socialism is cbecked,i the sooner w ill the 
people discover the virtue in it and re­
solve themselves in tohn  arbitration com­
mittee of the whole who will abolish 
wage, s-lavery.and the exploitation of labor 
by. capital, use the plenty now produced 
for the benefit of all and forget the folly 
of every man making war upon his 
brother. L. H. G.

HYPNOTISM  AND CHIME.

The conviction of a Kansas man on a 
charge of m urder who it is alleged hypno­
tized another to do the deed, the arraign­
ing of another man in Minnesota on similar 
charge and the supposed part played by 
hypnotism in many cases marks a new era 
in criminal procedure. It is an attem pt to 
give a scientific force to the old (Stereo­
typed ijilea of being influenced by bad 
company. W hile everyone possesses hyp­
notic power in a greater or Ipss (degree 
accordibg to organization and strength of 
will anjd while this power is operative 
often unconsciously in the affairs of every­
day life to a much greater extent than is 
generally supposed, it is certainly! a very 
fine point for a jury, however intelligent, 
to decide what am ount of influence one 
person [has hypnotically exercised over 
another. Its quantity, quality, intensity, 
volume or specific gravity cannot be meas­
ured by any known science or expressed 
in any know n terms. I t can tfnly be felt 
by the Sensitive nerves and its effect can 
only bp judged by external appearances 
which 5s often very deceptive, tlierpfore 
the verdict of a ju ry  in any case where 
hypnotic influence is alleged can only be 
guesswork of the most superstitious char- 
aoter.ajnd hypnotism as it is now known can 
not afford sufficient proof beyond reason­
able djoubt of either guilt or innocence. 
Professional hypnotists claim that it is 
impossible for a liypnoti^cr (to compel a 
subject however much under [control to do 
anything for which the subject while in 
the normal condition has a naturally 
strong antipathy. For instance if the sub­
ject, while in the normal state,, has an 
inherent repugnance to comjmitting m ur­
der tio hypnotist could influence success­
fully flliat subject to commit pueh a crime, 
but such self-protecting repugnance must 
be inherent in the natural character and 
a merely assumed virtue would not he 
effective against hypnotic power. In 
other words the hypnotist, to be com- 
ple’elv successful in mattersjbf) impor­
tance such as the commission of grave 
crim ek m ust operate in line or harmony 
with tjhe natural character of the subject* 

W hile a man may be so organized that 
he would willingly commit crime except 
for fe ir  of detection and punishment, the 
influence of the hypnotist might over­
come fhe fear of consequences Bind the 
subject, if so directed m ight commit 
crime Before any ju ry  could find n just 
verdict in a case of this kind thejy would 
have to become mind readers ana that, at 
present, is beyond the power of I an ordi­
nary jury. I t is very doubtful if even a 
ju ry  of professional hypnotists, knowing 
all thjit is at present known about hypno­
tism, jwould base a verdict in any case 
upon jit. But it is a subtle mysterious 
power and, as such, will no doubt in the 
future often serve the crafty lawyer 
whose only object is fees and fame re­
gardless of who is hung or goes free.— 
Com.;
