E. Pope, a Detroit dentist,
was murdered in his home by a barber
named VWm. Brusseau. who had been
engaged as a nurse for Mrs. Pope. The
woman was addicted to liquor and
narcotics and led her husband an
awful life by her slovenly ways and
she-devil temper. The murderer Saysf
he did the deed in .self defense, during :

After three days' imprisonment
Brusseau confessed that the murder
was premeditated, and was for the
purpose of securing the life insurance.
He'says be was strangely under the
influence of Mrs. Pope and he cannot
understand how he was induced to do
the awfuldeed.

Religious Intoleiau re Downed at Bay City.

Six Catholic priests, 12 protestant
ministers and 100 representative citi-
zens sat on the platform at the Christ-
ian unity meeting at liaV City. There
was an audience that'lfilled the opera
house. Hon. N. H. Bradler, presided:
He stated the purpose of the
meeting was to see if there
mwas not a common ground upon
which Christians could meet in fellow-
ship. Thescene was inspiring, when
all united in repeating the Lord's
praj'er. It was.almost overwhelming
when Rev. BY. Schremb, of St. Mary's
mCatholic church, led in singing ““Nearer
My God to Thee.” The speakers were
of various denominations. All cordi-
ally indorsed the movement, which
they declared existed solely for trie
purpose of wiping out intolerance.

Maynard <m Contract Convict Labor.

Attorney-General Maynard has an
altogether different conception of his
duty than that which marked the
course of hi.s predecessor, ex-Attorney-
General Ellis. For this reason he has
summoned E. S. Grece and J. L. Petti-
bone to show cause why the suit com-
menced Dec. 31, 1894, by Ellis against
the state prison authorities should not
be discontinued. Ellis filed a', bill to
enjoin the prison officials from carry-
ing out a contract entered into last
September with the Derby Cycle com-
pany of Chicago for the labor of 75
convicts for a period of five years, his
claim being that the law of 1893 made
no provision for contracting thedabor
of prisoners. Maj-nard says it is not
his duty to attack the laws of the
state, but-to sustain them.

Lovers Frozen in Each Other's Anus.

A tragical story of the finding of a
pair of lovers in a snow drift frozen to
death comes from Shelby. They were

locked in each other’s arms and ap-
peared to be asleep. A farmer in
Benona was awakened early in the

morning by a noise about the house.
He found a horse just outside hitched
to a part of a cutter. This caused a
search to be made with the above re-
sult. The man was identified as a
teacher of the .Marshallville school
and tho lady,, though unknown, was
supposed to be hisvswe§theart who

had come to visit him.
Benona and Marshalltown are 20
miles north of Muskegon on the lake

shore of Oceana county.

Explosion.
Substances liable to explosion ahe,
as it were, says Professor C. A.

Mitchell, in a state of unstable equili-
brium, and- often a slight cause is
sufficient so to disturb that equili-
brium that a fresh arrangement of tho
particles takes place—in other words,
an explosion. A somewhat analogous
mnstance of instability, he adds, is
seen in the case of water cooled slow-
ly below its freezing point, without
solidifying, as occasionally happens in
bedroom pitchers.

Th# San Franciscans are apprehen-
sive that the commercial supremacy-
of their city will ere long be chal-
lenged by the city of Los Angeles,
which is growing rapidly. In the
first nine months of last year ovei*
900 buildings were put up there, or
more than have been put up in San
Francisco in any recent year. Los
Angeles has also taken away a good
deal of the trade of San Francisco.

Cavmtry Horse< for tho Antl-Toxine.
Serum, for the treatment of diph-
theria, has been obtained so far in
France from old hack horses. Tho
French government now proposes to
give the Pasteur institute the first
choice in the selection of horses con-
demned as no longer fit for the French
Icavalry service. It takes from six'to
eighteen months to p.*epare a horse to
furnish the. serum used in tho latest-
cure for diphtheria.

GOVERNMENT TAKEN IN.

Madison Manuscript for Which 830,000
Was I*nid.

In 1837 congress appropriated $30,-
000 to purchase from .Mrs. Madison
the “manuscripts of tho late Mr.
Madison.” After the lapse of half a
century tho general public is permit-
ted to know what was comprised in
that purchase, and No. 4 of the bulle-
tin of the bureau of rolls and library
of the department of state contains a
calendar of the manuscripts.  (

A cursory examination of its con-
tents gives us an exalted idea of the
simplicity of the government officials
who performed the transaction. The
“gold brick” and “green goods” ex-
changes are nearly similar, considered
from the standpoint of the purchaser.

We do not.mean to assert that the
sale wa3z a job, but tho government
was certainly taken in. The attorney
general decided many years after that
Mrs. Madison was entitled to what
she. retained, but we marvel at the
blindness of the official who dealt with
her.

The leal Madison letters were scat-
tered at auction two years ago. There
is only one series of letters to Madison
in tho department calendar worthy of
note—the noblo serios of Jefferson
letters.

Turning *to Washington, says the
Nation, wo find copies of five or six
letters. The originals of many (nearly
400) usually long and interesting let-
ters from Washington. Pendleton. Ed-
mund, Randolph, Joseph Jones, John
Armstrong and others wero scattered
at the sale just mentioned, and could
have been purchased for one-half tho
sum paid for the collection obtained in
1837.

In historical value thero could be
no comparison between the two lots,
and yet the government male no ef-;
fort to secure the more valuable let-'
tprs sold in 1891.

Money Wade by Doctor*.

Some idea of how mticii money a
successful doctor in England may. ac-
cumulate in the course of a long life
is shown .by the sworn statements
made to the probato offico of the per-
sonal property they leave. In the last
live yoars sixty-live doctors have left
£3,500.0'X). an average of* £50.000,
or $250,000 each. This is in part duo
to careful investments by Sir William
Gull, who was physician in ordinary
to the queen and prince of Wales, and
when he died, at the age of-74. left a
fortuno of $1,730,0 >0. He once spoke
of making over $65,000 in a single
year. Seventy-five thousand dollars
is probably as much as any doctor or
lawyer can possibly make in England,
and not more than half a dozen m.jn
probably in each profession averago
more than $50,000 a year. Of thirty-
two doctors in tho list whoso age's
were given one was 93, eight more
were 80 or over and eleven were be-
tween 75 and 80. Sir Andrew Clark,
president of the college of physicians,
left over a million; Sir Oscar Clayton,
$T50,000; Dr. Arraitage, a blind man,
over a million. Dr. .Morel! Macken-
zie. who was 55*when- he died, left
only *110.000. Seven estates only
out of si? ty-livc oxoeoded $530,000.
