Crop Eeport.

Cold weather prevailed during the
month of January. Snow fell ip the
early part of the month In sufficient
amount to afford a good protection tothe
wheat plant. The average depth of
snow in the lower peninsula on the 15th
was about eight inches, and atthe end of
the month there had been no reduction.

In reply to the question, *Has wheat
,during January suffered injury from any
cause?” J92 correspondents in the south-
ern counties answer “ye9,” and 295 “no;”
in the central counties, 34 answer “yes,”
and 142 “nor, and in the northern coun-
ties, 8 answer “yes,” and 90 “no:”

The total number of bushels of wheat
reported marketed by farmers in January,
is 1,061,838, and in the six months August
—January, 7,296,941, -which is 1,953,971
bushels less than reported marketed in
Ihe same months last year. At twenty
elevators and mills from which reports
have been received, there was no wheat
marketed during the mo.nth.

The condition of live stock averages
from 93 to 97 per cent, comparison being
with .stock in good healthy and - thrifty
eonditidd. |

Michigan Populists Me:t fn Convention at
Greenville. —A Terrible Holocaust at
Omer In Which an Entire Family Per-
ished.—Cashier lradley Goce Free.

Populist State Convention.

T.he state Populist convention at
Greenville was attended by 252 dele-
gates. J. \V. Ewing, of Grand Ledge,
was made chairnpan and V.J. Bower,
of Mt. C-emeas, secretary. Thereport
of the platform committee, to strike
out all of the Omaha platform except
the money plank, met some opposi-
tion. It was compromised by adopting
a resolution denouncing the Cleveland
administration and both old parties;
demanding unrestricted coinage of
gold and silver at a ratio of 1Gto 1;the
1 of paper money without inter-
mvi-ution of banks; to prohibit further
issue of government bonds. Resolu-
tions were adopted commending Gen.
Weaver and Eugpuo V. Debs; extend-
ing sympathy to labor organizations
amd inviting them to join the Populist
party. Gee. Weaver, K. B. Taylor,
Judge Cole, and Mrs. Martha Root of
Bay City made addresses.

The following were nominated on
the state ticket: Justice of Supreme
Court, R. B. Taylor. Bay City: regents,
V. J. Bower, Mt. Clemens and Goo. II.
Smith, Benzie cotinty.

Family of Six Burned to Heath.

A whole family, consisting of six
persons, was wiped out by tire, and
nothing is Leftbut a few charred bones
in the ashes of what was once a happy

home. John Bock lived a mile east of
Omer in a comfortable little farm
house. The fatal tiro broke out in the

Bock and his wife, the latter having
one of the children in her arms, were
found in the main living room. They
appeared fcfrtiave been trying to escape,
but had been overcome by the smoke
and flames and perished miserably.
Bock wasa .har(l-<vorking, steady man.
about 35 years of age, and nothing
goes to show anything of a suspicious
character ia the matter.. He had lived
at Omer abouts.ix or seven years, and
the family had many friends.

Queen Ltliuokalanl Renounces all Claims
as the Sovereign of the Hawaiian
Islands—The Government Has Strong
Evidence Against Rebels—350 Arrested

Queen LIl. Renounces Her Throne. .

r Pan Francisco: The’"tejameij- Austra-
lia lias arrived from Honolulu bringing-
important news. Liliuokhlani had ab-
dicated. her throne in favor df the re-
public. This is by far the mostim-_
portant outcome or the late rebellion.”
The document was drawn up,by A..S.
Hartwell at the request of the ex-
queen. It was presented on Jan.
20 to President Dole. The docu-
ment. according to .the wording,
was executed freely and voluntarily.
The queen's abdication was not ex-
pected. In many quarters it is looked
upon as a ruse to secure clemency
when site appears before the! military
court. Evidence of a very damaging
eharactpr has been piled around her.
She was arrested on a military war-
rant, and without delay ‘sheLwas es-
corted to the executive building and
confined in,a room, where* shej now re-
mains under guard. On the day of
her arrest her house was 'searched
with the result of finding tlje largest
amount of arms and ammunition at
any time since the recent rebellion be-
gan. The discovery, caused a great
deal of indignation, and proved con-
clusively that the ex-queen was in
league with the rebels. A number of
damaging papers were found. They
showed that ex-Queen L|IIuokaIan|
was so certain of restoration that she
went so far as to have a new cabinet
made out.

Arrests for treason and conspiracy
have been numerous. In all there
are about 350 men tinder lock] and key.
The three leaders all pleaded guilty

to open rebellion. The murderer of
Charles L.,Carter has been found, lie
is a liulf white carpenter named
Thdtnas Boole. lie admitted to a

native rebJl that he did the shooting.
The trial of the leaders was concluded
on the 20th instant, but the finding of
the court has notyet.been raafie public.

iSiuce the arivnl of the I'. S steamer
Philadelphia it is learned from trust-
worthy sources that LC S. Mi.hister
Willis has made objections, both
written and verbal, to the powers of
the-military court now setting. His
objection causes much uneasiness to
the government. *

Chinks Licked at Every Step.'

London: A cable dispatch from
Wei-Ifui-Wei says that tnej Chinese
fleet has, practically ceased! to exist.
The ironclad Chen.Yuen and her sister
ship, the Ting Yuen, have been sunk
and the other vessels of the Chinese
fleet are within the grasp of the Jap-
anese. The tight between thd Japanese
and the’Chinese, island forts and fleet
continued for four or five days, and
the_ former won at every point, al-
though the Chinese fought unusually
‘well. Towards tho’dose of the-fight
the Ting Yuen and Chen Yjuen were
disabled. They .gradually settled
down and foundered amid shouts of
triumph from the Japanese both on
land and sea. The other Chinese ves-
sels were in distress. The dispatch
concludes with the istatement that the
Japanese are preparing to carry Liu
Kung Tap by 6torm.

Yokohama: The Japanese have cap-
tured the Island of Liu Kung Tao', the
strong Chinese position at the entrance
ofithe harbor of Wei Hat Wjef. .Pte’p-
arptions are already being made to
move against Chee Foo.

Shanghai: The Chinese have a total
of 17s\,700 troops in Manchuria, op-
posed to 10,000 Japanese.
