PEACEFULLY AWAY.

The Three Years Spent Here Will Long 
Be fiemembered by Many.—A 

ir. Large Funeral.

It had been known for some time that 
the kindly pastor of the Baptist church 
"had been ailing aud sick, but by many it 

a was hoped that he would soon recover. 
Instead df that, Mr. Huntington sank rapf- 
idly after being confined to the house and 
within three weeks the-loving spirit took 
its flight. Last Saturday p. m. he breathed 
hia last, quietly and easily dropping out 
of this life. The funeral services were 
on Tuesday afternoon at the church, 
though the remains were to be seen at the 
house for several hours preceding. The. 
various parts of the service had been as­
signed to his Baptist brethren, and on the 
platform were the Rev. I)rs. Grinnel, 
McLaurin, Fox, Conely, Randell, Yalpy 
and Trowbridge. The honorary pall­
bearers were Revs. Wallace, Oliver, 
Church, and visiting brethren, while the 
active bearers were Messrs. Frank Hodge 
David Allen, Sewell Bennett, Marcus 
Miller, Jacob Bogert, arid Robert Birch, 
all of whom are members of the Baptist 
church. The choir sang two songs, 
“Abide with me, fast falls the eventide,” 
and “Sun of my soul, my Savior dear.” 
The platform was handsomely arranged 
with plants, among which was a beautiful 
cushion of lilies and roses on which was 
the word “Father,” and another piece, an 
anchor, o e  which was the word “Pastor.” 
The casket was covered with elegant ro­
ses and lilies.

Rev. Jay Huntington was born in wes­
tern Oneula Co, N. Y., March 29, 1829, 
and came to Michigan 24 years ago, and 
in that time has filled seven pastorates. 
He has been pastor in Plymouth for 
about three years, during which time he 
has endeared himself to all, by his kind 
and genial Christian character.. He was 
quiet and unobtrusive in manner, but of a 
warm heart, sound judgment, and cheer­
ful disposition.

The body was taken to Rome, N. Y., 
for burial.

A CHALLENGE.
The discussion and settlement of politi­

co-economic questions is a matter that 
concerns the material interests of every 
human ! being. It becomes daily more 
evident that in the near future the fate of 
even civilization • will be determined by 
the manner in which these grave ques­
tions are disposed of. That a solution for 
them must soon be found ifc beyond dis­
pute. Among the multiplicity of reme­
dies proposed, socialism is the most radi­
cal as it advocates a complete re-organi­
zation of society on entirely new lines. 
It is now having a rapid growth under 
the various names of Altruism, National­
ism, Collectivism, Co-operation, etc., but 
as they are all/aiming at the same object, 
viz., the adoption of a co-operative system 
of economics, they are virtually the same.

The champions of this system may now 
be found in the ranks of all classes of 
people, from the humble laborer to prom­
inent ministers, statesmen, educators and 
literary celebrities. If it, as a system, is 
a fallacy, folly, dream or chimera, it is 
high time that those who are seeking 
“the truth, the whole truth and nothing 
but the truth," should know it, and it is 
time thait its opponents should be able to 
meet and vanquish it on logical grounds 
which, up to the present time, they have 
failed to do. Therefore, in order that 
these questions may receive as full, free, 
fair and systematic a discussion as the 
parties engaged may be able to give them, 
I hereby issue a challenge to debate 
through the columns of the Plymouth 
M a il , thje following propositions, which, 
I believe, cover all the necessary ground. 
1st—The present system of economics is 
ethically wrong. 2 n d — The present sys­
tem of economics is self-destructive. 
3r d —1The co operative system of econom­
ics is ethically right. 4tii—If the future 
society is to be preserved under a system 
of law arid order, the adoption of the co­
operative; system of economics is inevita­
ble.

The above propositions are to be deba­
ted separately in the order named. I will 
take the affirmative side. Any further 
preliminaries may be arranged by mu­
tual agreement. As C—■— has already 
entered the field, I believe it proper to 
give him the preference, but should he 
decline the discussion, the challenge will 
remain open to anyone who may choose 
to accept it. Should ■ this challenge be 
accepted and a debate take place, it is my 
sincere wish that not the best man but 
the best cauro may win.

F a r be it from me to speak against 
the dry Hyl—for have I not fished in 
Hiddekel?—yet. In many moods, wet 
ffy fishing pleases me more. With the 
flry fly, you spy, your trout as if he 
Wore a stafe, and then proceed to in­
veigle him.! W hat you gain ini diplo­
macy you lose In mystery. But! in the 
Euphrates you may cast your fly upon 
the waters blindly and at random. 
There are many trout In all the pools, 
apd big ones in each, and who knows 
hut that each cast may not b e ju s t over 
the snout of some giant intent on feed­
ing? But though the trout of Euph­
rates will take the wet fly well and* 
eaeerly they are no fools.

The fly must be. cast to their liking; 
It must toyeh the water with less 
noise than the echo of a dream, its 
touch must: be ns light as T itania’s 
kiss, or they will have none of it, aiul 
the gut must be as fine as gut can be, 
for there la nothing finer than gut.

Such at least were the demands of 
Euphrates tijout. before George's se­
cret revolutionized their habits, and 
siueh are their demands now that 
George has lost his secret.
