A Kick on the Anti-Fusion Bill.

About 1,000 people assembled at
RalAinazoo to protest against the anti-
fosion bill passed by the state legisla-
ture. The bill prohibits any candi-
date's name appearing more than once
on an election ballot Republicans,
Democrats, Prohibitionists, Populists
and free silverites were represented,

EL M. Irish, Kalamazoo; J. W, Ewing,
Grand Ledge, and Gen. Wm* Shakes-
peare. Kalamazoo.

When the legislators at Lansing
heard of this meeting and the senti-
ments expressed there they did not
eeem much disturbed. They argue
that the law isjust, as it placesevery
candidate on precisely the same level,
giving nb one any advantage over the
other; that the name of every candi-
date ©"whatever party appears on the
official ballot once and only once, and
whoever wants to vote for any par-
ticular candidate and knows enough
-to do so has that' privilege under the
new law justas he had under the old
eystem.

8ea«atlon at Lansing.

On February 14, Rep. John A. Mat-
thews, of Detroit, introduced a bill in
the state legislature at Lansing to im-
pose stringent restrictions upon the
sale of patent medicines. There is
asothing strange about this, butit has
come to light that a firm of Detroit
lawyers—Savin & Simpson—on Febru-
ary 13, one day before the bill was in-
troduced, solicited of well known pro-
prietary. medicine firms fees of $25 to
mwork a*ilziSt thC'bilL It was also re-
vealed that this firm have solicited
lees to fight other measures. But the
points which create .the greatest seu-

tsation isthe assertion of the firm that

they have unusual facilities for gain-
ing their desires in this direction,
and the-fact that they-were-able to

to their claims. .The.firm also.seem
to insinuate that they can reach mem-
bers of committees in the house of
representatives and can control the
bills while in their hands. Itis ex-
pected that some investigation may be

made unless these matters are ex-
plained.

Good Prospects at Ifeace In the Orient
London: A dispatch from. Pekin
says that the Chinese government
through the United-States ministers
(Messrs. Deaby and Dun) bat already
agreed upon the points in the peace
conference regarding the independence
of Korea, the cession of territory and
money indemnity, the amount to be
agreed upon by the envoys. The ter-
ritory ceded is generally supposed to
be the island of Formosa! uud the
cash indemnity will be in the neigh-
borhood of $230,000,000 in gold.
I ‘London: A Shanghai dispatch says
Ithat a Chinese force of 7,000 (men, supi
ported by 30 guns, was attacked by
.the Japanese at Donshoiall The at-
tack was successful, and in (two hours
the Chinese fled toward Chin Chow,
losing 400 men. The Japanese loss
\yas 10 killed. After burping Don-
shotal for strategic reasons] the Jap-
anese recrossed .the Lino.

Japs Are After Formosa.

Paris: A Japanese squadron from
IWei-Hai-Wei, numbering 116 vessels,
has been sighted off the northern ex-
.tremity of the Island of Formosa. The
mquadron is. hovering around Kelung
Jand Tamsiti. which are the! strongest
1places the Chinese possess in Formosa.
The garrisons there amounit to 30,000
men. It is expected that the two
towns will bethe first points! of attack.

London: The Berlin correspondent
of the Standard says he learns that
China is willing to concede to Japan
the islands she desires, including For-
mosa, if France will give her consent,
but that she will not concede an inch
of territory in Manchuria.; It-is re-
ported that the Chinese enyoj' in St.
Petersburg has secured Ithe czar's
promise to oppose any Japanese de-
signs in Manchuria, evidently through
promises of valuable concessions.

Pekin: Li Hung: Chang- telegraped
the details of his commission and
powers as Chinese peace Jenvoy to
Japan, saying that if they were un-
satisfactory he would not start on his
mission. Japan's reply wasj not given
out, butit musthave been satisfactory,
as Li Hung Chang started' for Hiro-
Ishimaby way of Tien Tsin. Wung Tung
IHo, tutor to the emperor of China,
jwho has been regarded as a big stum-
fbling block to modern progress, has in-
curred the displeasure of the'emperor,
and a number of other confidents have
been dropped. On the other hand Li
Hting Chang met with especial marks
‘of royal esteem, and was granted five
audiences with the emperor and two
with the empress. Hon. John W. Fos-
ter, counsel for Chinese peajee commis-
sion, accompanied Li Hung.

Spain speedily replied through Min-
ister Taylor giving assurance that
there will be no more repetition of
such offenses as tlia filing upon the
mail steamer Allixrca. TWE reply is
in courteous and temperate pharscs.
and expressed the determination of
Spain to avbid further cause for com
pl@int on the part of the government.
As to the attempted detention of the
Allianca, they are yet without infor-
mation. and add that as soon as they
shall have received, a report from the
captain-general-of Cuba concerning
that incident, a reply will be made.

POISONIJVG COYOTES
Blethoile of Ualnc Strychnine on tho
W ild Anfannla in the W ent.

A bill just Introduced in the Colorado
legislature provides for the purchase
of strychnine by'county commissioners
for the destruction off wolves and coy-
otes, which are becoming quite desper-
ate"all over the, state and are multiply-
ing in spite of the bounty iaw- One
way.-(to put out poison Is to take a
fresh dead cow or horse, remove the
hide, cut the animal open, gash the
outside with a knife and put strychnine
in the incision and on the entrails. The
crystals of strychnine soon dissolve and
penetrate the flesh. Carcasses thus
prepared are often frozen before the
wolves find them, but the wolves eat
of the frozen.” blood from the thorax
and die within an hour after eating.
The! action of the poison in warm
weather is much quicker. Occasionally
poison is unsticcessflully used, but the
hunter Is almost sure of some pelts,
and is sometimes richly rewarded.
From fifty to;seventy-five wolves have
been killed in one night from the poi-
soning of one carcass. This wasin Mid-
dle Park, where the wolves are very
plentiful. *

It takes two bottles of strychnine to
poison oue Tlead cow or horse, and
from one”ourth to one-third of a bot-
tle for a sheep; smaller birds or ani-
mals require a less proportionate
amount. All the carnivorous animals
may be destroyed by strychnine. The
larger ones may be -poisoned by put:
ting a few crystals%» small .balls of
butter or lard. When the animal is
frozen so that it will not absorb poi-
son. scatter the balls round about.
Small animals can be killed by poison-
ing scraps of meat, or small birds,
mice or-fishes. The red fox can be
easily poisoned where it could not be
trapped. Strychnine must be handled
with great care. It should be used
moderately In small baits and placed
Whore dogs &nd cats "are not likely to
findi it.

Poisoned animals may be kept for
mouths If necessary, and if promptly
removed when thawed the skins will
be good. A hole bored in a log or
block of wood and filled with lard
mixed with strychnine Is very effectual
when weather is not freezing. The
animals lick |it:out so slowly tﬂat they
die before they get away. The ap-
proved method used here in Colorado
is to place small quantities of crys-
tallized strychnine in drugigsts’ cap-
sules and insert one of these in a bait
of meat abo-ut the size of a hen’s egg.
Hang up a calf’s head or some fresh
meat in a tree or onji fence so high
that wolves can not reach it Then
scatter the bait around the spot every
few feet. Therfresh meat in the tree
attracts the animals, and they readily
pick up the bat on the ground. A
drachm bottle of strychnine costs 35
cents, and contains forty or Fifty doses
of poison. The capsule method is rec-
ommended as best of all.—Denver
Field and Farm.

4. The courts have decided that refusing to take
newspapers orperiodicals from the postoffice, orre
moving and leaving them uncalled for is primu facie
evidence of intentional fraud.

THE 00-OPERaTIVE SYSTEM 01
EOONOMIOS IS ETHICALLY
RIGHT.

The co-opjerative system being founded |
on the principle of brotherhood practical- !
ly carried into effect, and the burdens
being equitably distributed among all |
who are mentally and physically able to*
perform thjeir proportionate part of the i
necessary duties in the department of,
public service to which they are assigned,
receiving from the state as remuneration
such commodities as they personally;
might prefer, each citizen would virtual-
ly be a public office-holder of life tenure 1
or during good behavior. Each and |
every one would in sgme capacity render |
service directly to the government, anil iri
retprn would fatten'at the public crib, ]
The spoils would belong to all and all
would enjriy them. As the quantity and
quality of the spoils received In' each one
would depend entirely on the.'(plantity ,
and quality of service rendered, each one !
would be induced to render efficient ser- |
vice. Money being dispensed with, i
there could be;non bribery for election to |
representative or executive positions,’
neither could such offices be corrupted or j
used for sejlfish or base purposes to any !
great extent. There would be neither i
opportunity or incentive for large private
accumulation, hence the princely luxury
now seen among the very wealthy would
give placelto greater public convenience.
Overgrown cities overflowing with men-
tal and physical degradation, corruption
and diseasp, w-ould become obsolete, and
towns or cities of sufficient size to carry
on some branch or branches of produc-
tive industry in and around them on a
large scale, wojuld take their place. The
whole peojple could be domiciled in com-
munities sufficiently- large to afford pub-
lic lighting, heating, cooking, laundries,
halls, libraries, amusements, baths, trans-
portation, etc., and still enjoy all the ben-
efitsTof sunlight and fresh air, thus uni-
ting thio advantages of urban and rural
life. So many of present occupations
would become .useless, apd the forces
now spent on them would he turned to
better purposes that the. large cities
would shrink in size and population to
the advantage and improvement of the
smaller ones. One-half of the. effort now-
spent in advertising, banking, insurance,
merchandising, trading, speculating, and ]
many oth”r occupations would, if proper* |
ly applied by co-operative organization, |
result inla comparative luxury much |
above thejaverage of today. The present
civil and'penal codes of law being largely j
based on individual property rights,
would bej reduced from their present
cumbersome, unwieldy, and complex
proportions to more’simple forms, and lie
more easily administered.  There would
be less crime”~nd?more justice, less worry
and more comfort,- less suffering and
more happiness, less, ignorance and more
culture. ] j

In whatever way we make the com-
parison between the two systems, that of
co-operation stands forth aslthe highest
human conception of right arid ethics. It
seeks no conquest on sulphurous fields
nor lives pn class or sectional hatred, but
would bind humanity into one harmoni-
ous whole. if it is right that the neces-
sary burdens of life should be borng by
all without distinction except; that of
natural fitness, if it is right that all
should enjoy what they earn without fear
that it will be taken from them by dis-
honest means, if it is right that all
should have the full liberty of conscience
and free opinion without fear of injury to
material interests, if. it is right to create i
an environment for the whole people in
which the inducement and opportunity
to do wrong is reduced to a minimum and
tho inducement and opportunity to do
right is raised to a maximum, if it is
right to pjut into fijill every day.business
practice that ideal morality which, for
many centuries, has been held in theory
to be the best, if it is right to abolish war
and establish peace, to"“Love thy neigh-
bor as thyself,” and to “Do unto others as
you would that they should do untoyou,”
then the [co-operative 'system of econom-
ics is ethically right.
