The Im portance of hav ing  chickens 

hatched in  good time, w hether the ob­
j e c t  be egg production or tab le  chick- 
1 ess, is  apparen t, and yet by m any poul­
try  keepers no though t w hatever is 
given to  it, says a  w rite r in  Country 
G entlemen: ^The breeder of exhibition 
fowls is w ide aw ake on th is  point, oc­
casionally too m uch so, and i t  w ill pay 
those who breed for economic pu r­
poses equally  w ell to  do so. „If fowls 
a re  allowed to  breed ju s t w hen they 
like, the  resu lts  can never be satisfac­
tory. If  we (observe o ther branches of 
industrialism , m arket prices are  care­
fu lly  studied! and the  a ttem pt a t  least 
Is made to |avoid sending to m arket 
w hen prices are low. B ut in poultry  it 
is  m uch easier to  gauge the  ru ling  
ra tes  th a n  in  any o ther k inds of stock. 
Eggs a re  always dea rin  w inter, and 
chickens command the  h ighest prices 
in  the  sp ring  m onths. Consequently 
the. object should be to place supplies 
out d u ring  these two seasons and re ­
serve the  s treng th  from the  o ther pe­
riod  of thq  year. B ut to  do so is not 
possible unless though t and care are  
exercised, and It is essential to tak£» 
the, necessary steps m onths in ad­
vance.

For w in te r eggs the re  Is noth ing  like 
commencing! to ha tch  about F ebruary 
and having a  succession of chickens 
til April. £ y -e o  doing, a t  any rate  
wltjh more rapid grow ing varieties of 
poultry , the  ea rliest should commence 
lay ing  in  August, jy s t when th e  older 
hens are  goifng into the  m olt and eggs 
a re  falling  ioff, w hile the  succeeding^ 
pullets  w ill take  up the ta le  in proper 
order, and m any of them  w ill continue 
to lay. throughout the gi*eatcr portion 
of th e  w inter. B ut in  case of tabjc 
chickens an) ea rlie r s ta r t  is desirable, 
and for those who de3ire to  send a 
regu lar supply to m arket ha tch ing  op­
erations should run  th rough from Oc­
tober to Mhrch. In  th is  way birds 
should be ready to kill from F ebruary 
to July.

Much, however, perhaps m ore than  
we th ink , depends upon the  way in 
w hich the jjoung b irds are fed (luring 
th e ir  period! of grow th. I t  would be 
possible to Ihdtch b irds of the  same 
breed together, and yet by different 
trea tm en t iin feeding one lo t would 
commence to  lay weeks before' the o th­
er. A supplk' of good nitrogenous'food, 
plenty  of grljt to  digest i t  and regu larity  
in  feeding, w ith space to develop 
fram e and stam ina  arc  all im portan t in 
th is  connection.

, Tifo Cam pine Fowl.
T he Cam pine fowl is  universally 

known for itjs fecundity, and perhaps is 
rightfu lly  considered the best layer in 
the world, says M idland P oultry  Jou r­
nal, I t  is 'th e  prevailing  fowl in the 
Campine of Bolguim, to the  border of 
T urnhout, in B rabau t and  in  the  south 
of Holland. It. is darly, tam e, apd its 
flesh is exquisite, and the  capons of this 
fowl are m ost delicious. The hens, 
when not confined, lay when four or 
five m onths old. The Campine is said 
to be first cousin, b u t is more likely 
the  g randm other of the  black and gray 
Bresse fowl so m uch esteem ed iL 
F rance for the delicacy of its  flesh. It 
is also said to be the p aren t of the 
F riesland fowl. I ts  plum age is pleas­
ing to the eye and m akes a  very hand­
some appearance when in g rea t num ­
bers in the  poultry  yard. I t  Is the 
breed to recommend; for th e  farm , be­
cause i t  is the best layer and its  chick­
ens are  early  and delicious as food. It 
s tands confinement well, provided it  is 
not too dosq ly  confined, b u t i t  always 
prefers to ehjoy its liberty . The hefis 
a tta in  th e ir  full size a t the  age of five 
or six m onths; the cockerels a re  so pre­
cocious th a t they ' som etim es crow at 
tbelage o! th ree  w eeks.1

E n r l y  S p r in g  D a y  o rs .

D uring the  w in te r a la rge num ber of 
th e  hens may not lay, and  th is  is very 
annoying when eggs are  h igh  in price, 
and  especially if the  flock is well cared 
for. There I are several causes for the 
non-laying of ce rta in  m em bers of the 
flook during  th e  cold season. F irs t, 
thei hens may have molted la te  In the 
fall, and  entered the  w inter in a 'debil- 
ita ied  condition. Again, the  pu llets  in 
the  flock may have been’ hatched late, 
and a re  not fully m atured.. Next, the 
hens .may have been overfed and got­
ten  Into a fa t condition. As. all of the 
hens may hhve been fed alike, the  poul­
try  m an will ask  why some of them  are 
very fat, w hile e thers  are  laying. It 
may be s tated  in  reply th a t ?ome hens 
aro m gre inclined to fa tten  than  o th ­
ers, and tljejhens th a t  begin to  lay first 
become producers of eggs, and  are  then  
less liab le to fa tten . As no tw o hens, 
even of th e  [same breed, ea t th e  same 
proportions (of food, o r p refer the  same 
k ind  always, I t  m ay read ily  be noticed 
th a t th e  m em bers of th e  flock will vary 
I n ,condition!—Ex.

OUR STATE OFFICERS
, SHOULD KEOEIVE BETTER PAY AND 

ATTEND TO BUSINESS- 
T h s  Amendment Shonld Receive the 

H eartj  Support of Every Econom­
ic Voter.

T he submission of the amendment 
' re la tive  to the salaries of State officers 
lias brought out considerable discussion 
-and no little criticism. There seems to 
b e  a  natural deep-seated antipathy, first, 
t o  th e  adoption of constitutional amend­
m ents, but more especially to  the adop- 

, tio n  of amendments increasing the sala­
rie s  of State officials.

T he question before tho people this 
sp r in g  is not one of dollars and cents as, 
w e  think, can be show by the figures 
w hich  w ill follow.

T h e  following is a list of the officers, 
th e ir  present and proposed salaries:

T he above list comprises all the officers 

w hose salaries it  is proposed to change
T he salaries of the governor, lieutenant 

governor, auditor general, member State 
board  of education, etc., rem ain as at 
present.

T he total paid at present, $4,400.00, Will 
b e  increased (if the am endm ent passes) to 
*13 ,50u.00 per annum , making an increase 
o f  $9,100.00 in the am ount to be paid these 
State officers. This am ount is to be 
sp read  over the whole State of Michigan, 
and , to  find how m uch it will cost indh 
▼iduals, le t us do a little calculating.

The assessed valuation of the State of 
M ichigan is $1,130,000,000; $9,100 spread 
upon  this amount means an increased tax 
o f  eight-tenths of a m ill on each $100 of 
valuation, or eight mills on $1,000 or 
e ig h t cents on $10,000.

T he business man o r farm er who ’pays
