It is dangerous to overlook the 
fact;that, a vast number of onr people, with 
scant opportunity, thus far. to'examine the 
question in all it.-, aspects, have nevertht-’ess 
been ingeniously pressed with specious sug­
gestions which in its time of inl.-fortune and 
depression find willing listeners, pre­
pared to give credence to any scheme 
which is plausildy presented . as a 
remedy for—thpjc unfortunate condition. 
Whiit is ntTW necked; lftOre than anythtngel.se 
Is a plain and simple presentation of the argu­
ment in l’avor of sound money. In other words 
it is a time for the American people to,reason 
together as members of a^-greut nation which 
cau promise them a- continuance of protection 
and safe.y only long as its solvency is unsus­
pected. its houor,-uusuliied and the soundness 
of its money not questioned. The things are 
ill exchanged for the illusions of a debased 
currency and groundless hope of advantages to 
be gained by a disregard of our fluaucial credit 
aud commercial standing among the nations of 
tho world."

The President continues, in substance saying, 
that through these restless duvfi the former 
and the wage earner are tempted by' the as­
sertions that a ‘'debased, redundant, uncertain 
and degenerated currency ' will bring abetter 
price for their' products aud labor, but we 
should convince them them of the fallacy of 
this theory. While the “maintenance of a 
sound currency may. in a sense, be. invested 
with a greater or less Importance to individ­
uals according to their Condition and circum­
stances. It is; however, only a difference in 
degree, since It is utterly impossible that any­
one In our boardjand, rich or poor, whatever 
his occupation cun be really benelllted b.v a 
financial scheme, not alike beneficial to ail 
our peop e. or that anyone should be ex­
cluded" from a common ana universal 
Interest in the safe character and stable 
value of the currency of tho country. 
If reckless discontent and wild .experiment 
should sweep.our currency from its sure sup­
port, the most defenseless of all who,suffer in 
that time of distress and national 'discredit 
will be the poor. Disguise it as we may. the 
line of battle is <3rawu between the forces of 
sate currency anil those o i  silver mono-metal­
lism. I will not beliefe that tf our people arc 
afforded an intelligent opportunity lor sober 
second thought they will sanction schemes 
that however cloaked mean disaster and con 
fusion, not that they will consent, b.v under 
mining the foundation of a sale currency, to 
endanger tho .bene.went character and pur­
poses of their government."

Dun's: Progress toward bet»er business 
conditions continues, but it is slow and meets 
with many obstacles. In speculative aspects 
and in wholesale demand for goods, the past 
week shows improvement. Money markets 
ire undisturbed and a little more active. But 
among the chief obstacles is the anxiety of 
operatives to secure better wages, even while 
many manufacturing works are running with­
out profit and others at the risk of loss. In a 
number of establishments .better wages have 
been conceded, time increasing the purchasing 
power of the people, but strikes havo largely 
overbalanced settlements, several of import­
ance having thrown about ld.uob workers out 
of employment during the week. Retail trade 
has improved on the whole. Crop prospects 
will greatly affect the course of trade for some 
months, and the government report had little 
influence to discourage." For the first time in 
a long period prices of commodities averaged 
a shade higher than a Vfear ago. Failures for 
the week were 2u7 la the United States against 
218 last year.

Bradstreet'a: The feature in trade circles is 
found in the price movement, more particularly 
those for cattle, dressed beef and petroleum. 
Drought, low prices, and “hard times" within, 
two weeks have resulted Id a shorter Supply of • 
cattle. The maintenance of a generally higher 
range of clearing totals, an improved outloook 
for manufacturers in the staple lines, the 
spread of confidence, an improved crop 
outlook in western and northwestern grain 
states are among the more significantly favor­
able features.

An Egg That Holds Tiro Gallon*.
One 6f the most interesting speci­

mens in the National Museum at 
Washington, D. C., is a cast of an egg 
of most gigantic size, which was found 
in a guano bed on the island of Mad­
agascar, about twenty-five years ago. 
The sheli of this egg will hold almost 
exactly two gallons of liquid, which 
wpuid make its capacity equal to 148 
average sized eggs laid by the com­
mon barnyard fowl.

Tq the scientist—who knows i t  by its 
bones and eggs—it is known as the 
epiornis, and its restored skeletons 
prove it 'to  have been a b ird of at least 
twelve feet in height. Arab sailors 
who visited Madagascar centuries ago, 
when the epiornis was still living, are 
believed to  have brought back .the 
stories concerning i t  which finally de­
veloped into the fabulous; narratives 
of the roc.—St. Louis Republic.

Living as we do unfi^r a system of so­
ciety in which the -acquisition of wealth 
is the principal pursuit, its possession or 

jion possession is often made the criteri­
on by which people judge each other and 
it is frequently allowed to cpver a great­
er multitude of sius than charity.

How often wealth and social or official 
position exaggerates, mediocrity o r . im­
morality into popularity, while modest 
worth without these exterior embellish­
ments receives only . a half conscious 
glance of disinterestedness if not of con­
tempt. IIow often in practice if not in 
theory we associate all of the virtues with 
riches and all of the vices with poverty, 
As readers of character and judges of hu­
man nature, we are inclined to base our 
opinions on externals which have noth­
ing to do with the real character of the 
individuals, anqLas we.find their environ 
ments so we imagine them to be personal 
ly. We attempt under this method to 
make character a property qualification 
and instead of applying the “Golden 
Rule” we use the gold or 16 to 1 silver 
standard of measurement and estimat0 
people by it. Although nearly everyone 
knows this method of judgment to be a 
sham and utterly wrong, yet nearly.every 
one t mploys itto some extent. Instead of 
environments being a criterion of charac 
ter, they, in their diversity, simply illus­
trate the capacity of mau to^exist under 
widely varying conditions. IJ he cannot 
procure the gratification Ojf all his aspir: 
tions, he can a t least live ĉ n what will sus­
tain the body, hence his ability to retain 
his hold on mere life, covers a wide range 
As an imaginary illustration’ w re the rich 
to change places with an equal number of 
poor, it is quite probable tlint nearly all 
would soon adapt themselves to the 
change, aud the world would go on in 
much the same way as before. While 
circumstances and conditions may make 
or mar the happiness of the individual, 
they cannot change the inherent elements 
of character, but change may bring traits 
into play which before -were dormant; 
Prosperity or adversity brings one side of 
the character only, into prominence, and 
neither brings out all af the possibilities, 
Human nature has many attributes and 
powers. No person, knows all the possi­
bilities contained in his own organism, or 
what he would He or do in ^untried con­
tingencies. Character unfolds itsell ac 
cording to the opportunities it has and 
the influences cast around it. Each has 
within the germs of the demon and ..the 
angel, together with all the intermediate 
shades. As society is now constituted 
with mammon as the principal God and 
all the world a t commercial war, the nat­
ural result must be the development of 
selfishness, cunning, deceit, biisenoss, 
sham aud wrong. With all of the?e so 
prevalent, many who wish for better things 
despair at the thought of great reform, hu, 
if they will reflect on the possible adapta­
bility of human nature, and that reform 
depends upon the development of its bet­
ter side by a better environment, they will 
see that there is hope in- effort. Armies 
cannot accomplish it, money cannot buy 
it. I t is alone the work of brotherly love. 
Wars and mammon have had their day 
and through the blood and tears which 
they have shed we see the ruin they have 
wrought. Beyond all this we see man­
kind on a higher level, where under the 
more Divine influences of peace and broth­
erhood the earth is the common store­
house of all alike, and'we see the higher 
attributes of man flourish and grow beau­
tiful as the lilies of the field.
