because it iiIo.trinskiaily more valuable, nor is 
wheat actually worth more than It was two or 
three weeks ago. but the oxpausive and uplift­
ing force has unfortunately taken to specula­
tion rather than to production, and so we have 
higher prices in all spccumtiTO markets with­
out a larger demand for consumption. Outside 
of speculative markets, tno most Important 
feature is the rise In the price of beef, but 
which Is largely due to tho control- of sources 
ofjiupoly by a few-strong corporations.
