The Stock* at Sunderland, England

Besides, when 
week is given with which to pay a  fine 
It becomes ja debt, and as imprisonment 
for debt is abolished It would be as well 
for the magistrates to consider whether 
they will nbt lay themselves open to ac­
tion 1/  they carry out their expressed 
determination.

T he li ttle  sh iny  b lack  eggs, m en­
tioned above, are  deposited by th e  fe­
m ale louse on the  tw igs and sm aller 
branches of th e  apple tre e s  In  th e  a u t­
umn. About the  tim g the  mids beg in  
to  expand in  th e  spring , these 988* 
h atch  in to  very sm all lig h t green  lice, 
w hich im m ediately in se rt th e ir  tin y  
beaks Into the  young and tender leave# 
and commence sucking  th e ir  Juices. 
The broods jia tched  a t  th is  tim e a re  all 
fem ales, w hich m atu re  sufficiently in  
ten  or tw elve days to  enable them  to  
begin the  process of reproduction , 
w hich, con trary  to  th e  genera l ru le , 
th e y  are able to do w ithou t th e  pres­
ence of the  m ale, and  th e  slow process 
of egg lay ing  Is avoided, as  th e  young 
w hich a re  produced during  th e  sum m er 
a re  hatched w ith in  th e  m other. T he 
process of throw ing off these sum m er 
broods continues un til fa ll, w hen #  
brood of tru e  m ales and fem ales is  p ro ­
duced, from  w hich comes th e  stock  of 
eggs for the nex t season’s supply.

His 
aides therefore opened it. and dragged 
the dwarf out more dead than alive 
from the Shaking he had received.

I t  w ill therefore be necessary 
to  apply some substance w hich klllB by 
contact: and  th e  kerosene em ulsion I# 
as effective as any substance which 
can be used. This is m ade by dissolv­
ing  one-half pound of hard  soap in  one 
gallon of h o t w ater, a fte r  w hich add 
one gallon of kerbsene or coal-oil and 
m ix thoroughly, by forcing the  m ix­
tu re  back in to  the  sam e vessel by 
m eans of a sp ray ing  pum p, u n til i t  be­
comes a th ick  cream y mass. D ilu te 
th is  w ith  ten  tim es its  bulk  of w ate r be­
fore applying i t  to th e  trees.

These insects also have th e ir  natural 
enem ies, which aid  very m ateria lly  1# 
th e ir  destruction. Among these are th# 
several species of Lady-bird beetle*^ 
w hich a re  unusually  p len tifu l th is  sea­
son. They should not be destroyed, a# 
they are am ong the ho rticu ltu ris ts ’ best 
friends. <

The la tte r  
m akes a  good grow th in th e  first few 
years, w hile several years a re  re­
quired for the  best resu lts  from redtop. 
For th is  reason redtop does n o t find a 
place in  sh o rt ro ta tions. The cost of 
orchard  g rass seed, from  $3 to  55 fo r 
th e  th ree  bushels necessary to  an ' acre, 
p ractica lly  excludes th is  g rass from  a  
sh o rt ro ta tion . T im othy fits into ro ta ­
tion  well, b u t alone i t  serves for only 
a  few y ea rs  in a  perm anent pas tu re  or 
meadow. Blue grass in  M innesota 
grows too sho rt for meadows: In  choos­
ing  a  field for a  perm anen t meadow, i t  
Is well to avoid dry , sandy o r gravelly  
soil.

A t th e  M ichigan station  recently  
seeded meadows yielded m ore ha^  th a n  
those which had been in g rass  and pas­
tured for about tw enty-five years.

Th# 
m ix tu re  afforded by fa r the  largest 
crop.

I t  is aH the more to be 
dreaded because so adroitly arrayed 
the garb of a friend, because often using 
the language of amity, when the real ef­
fort of its scheme is death to the cause it 
professes most em phatically to espouse. 
Long ago it  was said by Him, who was 
wisdom incarhate, “A man’s foes shall be 
them  of Jiisi pwn household.” We have 
come upon a reactionary period in the his 
tory, not only of ecclesiastical orthodoxy 
but of Christianity itse lf.- As I hinted s 
few m om ents‘ago, this century has been 
rem arkable for its vigorous evangelism.

By what mqaos have the great evangel 
istic movements of the century been car­
ried on? On w hat basis? On t h o  h o d tOn w hat basis? On the basis 
of faith  in the Bible as the inspired word 
of God. On the basis Qf the Gospel, laid 
and built on the foundation of the proph­
ets and the apostles. On the  basis . of 
humble, deferential submission to the au ­
thority of the divine Word, by the human 
reason and the philosophies of men.

Instead of reason dictating to God what 
he should teach, and how he should save 
the world, the ohurch accepted .grace and 
tru th  as He supernaturally revealed and 
offered them. Now, w hat is being done ? 
Men ask, “Did you say the Bible was the 
inspired Word of God? We would like 
you to prove it. I t is no more inspired 
than you and I may be now. No more, so 
far as the essential thing, the genusjmspir- 
ation, is concerned. There may have been

where the ir w'orm dieth not and their 
tire is never quenched.’’

Then again, you meet an adversary iu 
the form of false science’ and false ph il­
osophy. I am not afraid of being tu rned ’ 
upon*by either with the charge, “Ha- 
then you are opposed to philosophy and 
science?” No, sir, I  am not, but I will 
not take anything you label “sciepce” to 
be science because you label it as such.
I wjjl not take w hat you prescribe as 
philosophy because you prescribe it as 
such. For I  find in those schemes which 
some scientists in the ir carnal way pro­
nounce the highest science, tha t they lose 
sight of the  very first principle on which 
all true science rests, namely, the proper 
consideration and valuation of all facts. 
You w ill remember the lesson of the 
class room. You have often heard it. I 
say they ignore, reject and refuse to use 
one of the absolute essentials of legiti­
mate science, everywhere and in all ages, 
tha t is, a fair attention to all the facts of 
every m atter pres-ented for investigation. 
“Mr. Darwin, w hat do you think of the 
Bible?” “0 , ^ have nothing to do with 
the Bible, sir, l  am a scientist, I am a 
naturalist, I have nothing to do with the 
Bible.” ‘' “Did yom ever meet w ith one?” 
“0 , yes, but as the word of jGod I have 
nothing to do with it.” “Very well, sir, 
le t it alone then as the word of G od; but 
it is a word. I f  it is not the word of God, 
it is either the  word of the devil or the 
word of man, and you cannot deny that it
is, and have no right as a scientist to dis­
card it even as a mere phenom enal fact.” 
Now, you w ill not find one of them that 
recognizes the Bible iu th is way. But, 
for the moment, le t us yield to them. 
Allow that it is not the, word of God. 
Nevertheless, it  is vhere. I t is here and 
ju s t as real a th ing  as th e  rocks of geolo­
gy, ju s t a s 're a l as the plants of botany, 
ju s t as real as the fossils of paleontology, 
ju s t as rea l as they are. And honest sci­
entists are bound to read it and see 
w hether there is anything in  it bearing on 
the subject to  which they  profess to have 
devoted the studies of the ir lives. And 
so with the higher philosophy, the m eta­
physical, they, are pursuing the same 
course, and they • w ill confront you as ad­
versaries of the same stamp. I mean now 
philosophers, who claim the power of 
man, as a  rational being, to find out th e . 
last essence of all things independently 
of any divine and supernatural aid. I 
deny the  premises. They have not done
it. Old Greek philosophers failed in  the 
attem pt, and modern im itators have fol­
lowed the ir inglorious example w ith the ' 
same results. They cannot do it. There 
were men in a little secluded nation of 
the East tha t had  received illumination 
from  heaven, who knew and taught more 
concerning the primordial facts of science 
and the first principles of true philosophy 
than all tha t were called philosophers, 
and tha t are still almost worshipped in 
many of our colleges, and exalted as 
possessors of wisdom surpassing tha t of 
Moses apd the prophets. And yet, Thales, 
Pythagoras, Socrates, Platovand Aristotle- 
did not Ud o w  o d e-thousandth part of 
what the simplest Israelite knew, as he 
was going through the desert, abuot the 
first things pertaining to the earth, to 
man, and 'to  God. B ut philosophers still 
saj’, “ If  there be a God, we will find him 
out in our own way.” Job  said long ago 
tha t He was past finding out tha t way, 
and these vain devotees of science have 
proven it to be so.

You m ust meet them. On w hat 
ground will you stand? There is only, 
one. Take the tex t for your motto and 
say, “God, in Christ, through the gospel, 
has opened for me a door, a great door 
and effectual, and ju s t because there are 
adversaries confronting me as I enter up­
on the field to work there for my Maker, 
for my fellow-men, and for a glorious 
immortality, I  will work all the harder. 
I will not faint because they frown, I 
w ill not succumb because they eneer. 
But I w ill work with all mv might while 
I have power to  work.” Many are doing 
this. Make them  your pattern and-your 
model. r’~

A few weeks ago some laborers in one 
of the mines in the Upper Peninsula 
were suddenly shut in with smoke, with! 
su lphur and with flames. The cry went 
all around, “the mine is on fire and the 
men cannot escape," and what followed ? 
H undreds of brave men, young and old, 
came-offering the ir services. “O, it is all 
in  vain! You never can reach them and 
help them out!” We will try. And 
w ith all their strength they w ent at work. 
For w hat ? To rescue, perchance, forty 
or fifty‘Unfortunate fellow-beings from a 
dreadful death. 0 , let me ask you 
w hether there are . qot tens of thousands 
now around you in a far worse condition 
than those imprisoned miners? Will 
you le t them  perish ? Is there nothing 
for you to do? . Cab you not hear a voice 
like tha t which * reached the holy Apostle 
from across the sea, “Come over into 
Macedonia and help us?” Can.you not 
hear the cries and groans of dying hu ­
manity righ t around your^homes, not on­
ly in China and' Japan, but close against 
your very threshhqld, -beseeching you, as 
you have mercy in your hearts and pity 
in your souls, to come and rescue them 
for tim e and for eternity ? Be entreated 
then, I pray you, to see with clear dis­
cerning eye, the open door tha t stands 
before you and invites you to fields of 
toil where you may work for God, hu­
manity and heaven. ,.i

I. 44: "And he said unto them, these 
are the Words which I spake unto you. 
while I was^yet wfth you. th a t all th ings 
m use be- fulfilled, which were w ritten  
in the law  of Moses!, and' in the prophets 
and in the psalm s, concerning me." 
Note th a t while some of the prophecies 
were fulfilled in C hrist’s earth ly  life, 
m any of them  could be fulfilled only 
afte r  his death, in the founding and 
upbuilding of the. C hristian  religion.

II. 45: "Then dpened he the ir under­
standing, th a t they m ight understand 
the Scriptures." Thus alone would 
they understand God's plan salva­
tion; thus only they would know the 
full tru th  about Je£us C hrist; thu s  they 
would avoid false Ideas about the Sav­
ior, and  erro rs which would injure 
where he desired, to  bless,

III. 46 and 47: "And thus it bqhooved 
(was fitting) to suffer and rise from 
the dead on the  th ird  day." These are 
the two g reat essential fac ts  of the gos­
pel. C hrist died for the sins of m an­
kind, and arose glorious and im m ortal 
to prove his divinity, to reveal immor­
ta l life, and  open heaven to the world.

Mr. G ust h a d  an  ea rly  b reak fa s t and  
w as off by  6 o’clock; and  th ro u g h  vary ­
in g  slopes of farm  and  fo rest, and  over 
b e t te r  roads th a n  those of th e  day  be­
fore, reached , L ebanon  by  noon and 
found q u a rte rs  a t  th e  Ind ian  Queen 
ho te l of U ncle B illy  Fergusson; and  by 
2 o 'clock h e  and  Joe  w ere off fo r Old 
F o rt, d is ta n t seven o r  e ig h t m iles, over 
a  passably  good road. T hey crossed 
th e  M iami by  a  rope ferry , in  a  b oa t 
propelled  by th e  cu rren t, an d  reached 
th e  fo r t  by  5 o 'clock. T h e  re s t  of the  
day  w as consum ed in  p itch in g  th e  te n t 
n ea r th e  river, a t  th e  n o rth w es te rn  
ang le  o f th e  v as t ea rth w o rk s , and  in 
g e ttin g  ready  fo r th e  in tended  survey.

By 6 o 'clock n e x t m orn ing  b reak fa st 
w as over, and  Mr. G ust and  J  oe s ta r te d  
fo r a  p re lim inary  survey by  ■walking 
over th e  en tire  w ork  and  m ak ing  no tes 
o f its  le ad ing  fea tu res, i-'his is w h a t 
th e y  found:

T he fo r t—if  fo rt i t  w as—w as s itu ­
a ted  on a  w ooded p la in  elevated  some 
fo rty  fee t above th e  level o f the  M iami 
river. In  g enera l te rm s, i t  w as a  
square  em bankm en t n ea rly  h a lf  a  m ile 
in e x te n t on each  of i ts  fou r sides, w ith  
a  m ound of fo rty  fee t base and  th ir ty  
in  elevation  in  th e  cen ter.

A t th e  
n o rth w es t an g le  w here th e  co rner 
cam e n ea r th e  rive r w as* an  opening  
tw e n ty  fee t w ide in  th e  m ain  em bank ­
m en t, from  w hence b an k s  of e a rth  
co n tin u ed  dow  to  th e  w a te r 's  edge— 
th o u g h  now  m uch w orn , aw ay—w ith  
s tro n g  ind ica tions th a t  th is  h a d  once 

"been a  covered w ay  from  th e  fo r t  dow n 
to  th e  w a te r  T he h e ig h t of th e  m ain 
•em bankm ent w as  e igh teen  -tor tw en ty  
fee t, th e  b read th  upon th e  top  consid­
e ra b ly  m ore, and  th e  base fo rty  feet. 
A nd over a ll th e se  b an k s  o f e a r th  and  
over th e  inclosed a re a  w as a  heavy 
g ro w th  of fo re s t trees—n o t of one or 
a  few  varieties, as  gene ra lly  occurs 
•on new ly  tim bered  p la ins, b u t

sk u ll w ith  w arm  glue, and  se t it 
aside to  dry. ju s t  as th e  com pany of 
young  folks rode up.

F ergusson  a t  th e  In d ian  Queen 
w h a t w as bein g  done a t  th e  fo rt, 
a n d  had  ta k en  th is  occasion to  
have a  ho rseback  ride  tog e th er, and  to  
v is it th e  fo rt. T hey cam e fam iliarly  
■up an d  soon m ade th e  acqua in tance  of 
Mr. G ust, and  s ta r te d  on a  ride  a round  
th e  banks. T he fem ales h ad  a l l  ob­
served " th e  s ile n t b oy ,” an d  a ll pro ­
nounced h im  very  handsom e. Joe  had 
indeed lo s t a ll claim  to  be ca lled  “ li t­
t l e ”—a  t i t le  given to  him  in  childhood 
an d  w as fa s t g row ing  in to  a  y o u th  of 
fine form , w ith  prom ise o f becom ing 
ta l l  an d  im proving in  s ta tu re  and 
m an ly  bearing .

On resum ing  h is  investiga tions  a t  the  
snonnd, Mr, G ust m ade rap id  progress 
in  th e  l ig h t  sand, an d  w ith in  an  hou r 
h a d  u n ea rth ed  a  num ber o f in te re s tin g  
relics, am ong  w h ich  w ere  a. sh ear head 
■of b ea ten  copper (procured p robab ly  
from  th e  L ake S uperio r region), sev­
e ra l s tone  h a tch e ts , some p o tte ry  and  
a  n u m b er o f discoid beads m ade from  
tm*o shells  from  th e  river.

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The following is a condensed report of 
the 21st annual convention of the Michi­
gan Woman’s Christian Temperance U n­
ion, held in Battle Creek, June 4'*-7, in­
clusive, by Miss Mary Rogers, delegate 
from P lym outh:

The convention was held in the First M. 
E . church. The pulpit was beautifully 
decorated with plants and cut flowers. Sus­
pended from the organ was the handsome 
banner ot the state W. C. T. U., -‘For God 
and Home and Native Land.” and above 
this was a lovely silk American flag. At 
the right of the pulpit was a motto in white 
letters, “We Greet You. All Hail to our 
White Ribbon Host." At the left of the 
motto, “Let us be the Women to bring 
Things to Pass.” A t the front of the P lat­
form was a large portrait of Mary Lath- 
rop on an easel, with a 1. • ge ribbon draped 
above it. The session opened with a con­
secration meeting led by *irs. Barrett, and 
then came the roll call. \ Inch showed all 
officers, and most of the superintendents 
to be present. Commrttv. - w ere thcri ap­
pointed, and each district president allowed 
three minutes in which tp speak. Their 
reports showed that more money had been 
raised than at;y previons“year. Tuesday 
evening opened with prayer by Mrs. Kulp. 
The choir sang a beauritul selection enti­
tled, “Wine L a mocker,!’ alter w hich the 
pastor of the First M. E. church, Rev. Mr. 
Kulp, on behalf of the churches of the city 
extended a cordial welcome to the dele­
gates of the convention, lie  said that all 
the utterances of the church were against 

■ the liquor traffic, and the church should 
not be blamed for what some of the mem- 
pers did. He told the-'ladies not to be 
radical in his church, for his members were 
used to it. Mrs. Farley, president of the 
Battle Creek W. C. T. U-, on behalf of the 
union, ,\yt lcomed the delegates, Mrs. 
Knapp, of Howell, responding. Next came 
a memorial roll call for those who had 
been called higher during the year. Only 
one district, the 12th, had lost a less num­
ber of members thari our own district, our 
district having Most but fo i r  members, and 
two of these being from our own town. 
Mrs. Howard, of Bay View, presided over 
the memorial service, and gave a very 
tender tribute to our late president, Mrs. 
Mary T. Lathrop, and letters from former 
officers, telling of the valued work of the 
deceased, were read. Miss Crooker sang a 
beautiful solo, “The Holy City.’’ Among 
those present on the platform, were Mr. 
Lathrop and niece, whose hearts were 
deeply touched by the many expessions of 
love and sympathy by the speakers. W ed­
nesday evening the devotional services 
were lead by Mrs. Preston, of Detroit, and 
closed by singing “Jesus, Lover of My 
soul.” The ladies of Ingham  county present­
ed Mrs. Benjamin with “Mother S tuart’s 
Book of the Crusade.” I t was a complete 
surprise to Mrs. Benjamin, and she thanked 
them "w ith loving words. The treasurer’s 
report was given, and accepted by a rising 
-vote of thanks. Next came the report of 
the corresponding secretary. She said there 
were 3,000 places for selling liquor in the 
state. 27 new unions had been organized 
during the year. Our most serious mis­
take, she wild, was lack of knowledge of 
the work; a member should never accept 
an office unless she will dJ her whole duty. 
H er report was accepted with a rising vote 
of thanks. Mrs. Harris then gave a report 
of our state paper, “The Michigan Union.” 
Balance in the treasury $2S and some 
cents; with n9 out standing debts; Miss 
W illard thinks the paper would sell better 
if gotten up in more tasteful and pleasing 
style. D uring the forenoon it was an­
nounced that the common council would 
present each delegate with a souvenir of 
their visit to Battle Creek, In the form of 
a Copy df the “Battle Creek Headlight,” 
descriptive of the city, This was greeted 
with applause, and accepted with a rising 
vote of thanks. Mrs. Benjamin said it was 
the first time a common council had thus 
recognized their convention, and Mrs. 
VoOrhies said it was no common council, but 
a very uncommon council. Noontide prayer 
was fetid by Mrs. Pittee. The afternoon 
session was opened by devotional exercises 
led by Mrs. Dawson, of Pontiac. Mrs. 
Law spok: of the work of, the W . C. T. 
U. “A general organization is most needed 
Y oung women are drifting away from the 
temperance work, and, consequently the 
young men also. We must reach out af­
ter thim , for they wield a great influence in 
a community.” Mrs. Ford, of Grand R ap­
ids, spoke eloquently for her people, the 
colored race. She said the colored people 
had much to contend with, and, with the 
same chance of education and refinement, 
<he thought they were the equals of the 
whites. All things, considered, the negro 
is as temperate as the white. Miss Mc- 
Ciuskin then gave some methods to be 
employed -in temperance work, “normal 
schools should be established, a course of 
study pursued, and diplomas awarded.” 
She spoke of a young colored lady 
Kalamazoo, who had repeatedly applied 
for a position in the public schools, and 
been refused. This matter, she thought, 
needed attention. She spoke of one Loy 
al Temperance Legion earning money and 
putting it into a bank to build themselves 
a hall; Next came Mrs. La Tour, who 
spoke about press work. She said that the 
papers do more for our work than anything 
else, th  it our papers are becoming daily 
more pure, but our public schools are yet 
crowded with much objectionable matter. 
Mrs. Bradley then spoke on narcotics 
She thought more boys were buried on ac 
count of the use of the ciga *ette than the 
wine cup. More men and boys have given 
up the bottle the past year than ever be 
fore. She said “don’t become discouraged 
-because •we cannot accomplish great
things as others have. Work diligently done hits 
accomplished much." The president, Mrs Benja­
min, then delivered the annual address: "  The hope 
of our nation lies in the youth. Neglected gardens 
become tangled wildernesses. The men of the fu ­
ture must be different from the men of today, or 
this nation is doomed. W e must preach, and teach 
and practice. W e m ust cleanse politics.”

A t four o’clock all the delegates and the local W. 
C. T . U. were treated to a reception at the Hattie 

- Creek Sanitarium, given by Mr. and Mrs. Kellogg. 
Divided into thirties of twenty, the ladies were 
shown through _tljg building, after which ten w.u> 
served and each guest presented with a souvenir 
book telling all about the sanitarium. Wednesday 
evening was given to the district presidents, and at 
tiie clusc of tneir addresses, Rev. Mr. Harter pre­
sented the local union an elq $ u $  satin banner, the 
g ift of the Mayor, ex-Mayofis, 'gfid business men. 
Mrs. Benjamin said she thought Battle Creek was 

. the greatest place she ever was in; she never heard 
• ii such a mayor and ex-mayors.
.-Thursday morning the meeting opened with the
