he surmounted in extricating himself 
from the bonds of slavery. Tracing his 
career from the little hovel in Maryland, 
where he was born, to the time when he 
reached the highest positions in which he 
was honored and loved by a  grateful peo­
ple. PThe speaker showed clearly and 
forcibly how application and integrity are 
the chief factors Qf successful sfatesnian- 
ship.

“The Character of Queen E lizabeth” 
was the subject of Miss Tafft’s essay. She 
handled the subject in an interesting and 
tru ly  logical manner, showing the char­
acter aud Work of this powerful sover­
eign, aod the influence of her policy on 
th e  fortunes of England.

"Elizabeth,” she said, "gave England 
one of the strongest reigns she ever had.” 
Miss Tafft’s essay was a very creditable 
article, and was delivered in an effective 
and creditable manner. The Normal 
Quartette then sang “The Cuckoo,” which 
pleased the audience so much, that it de­
manded an encore to  satisfy it.

The next part on the program was an j 
oration entitled “The Corsican at St. Hel-1 
ena,” by Mr. Ableson. Mr. Ableson’s j 
style of delivery was forcible, he being | 
distinctly heard in every part of th ehouse .! 
Briefly sketching Napoleon’s career t i l l ! 
the time he way banished to  St. Helena, I 
the speaker dw elt somewhat more fully 
upon the residence of the “banished Em­
peror of France” upon the lonely .island 
in the midst of the  Atlantic Ocean, six 
thousand miles from the coast of France, 
The article showed care and study in its 
preparation.

Following Mr. Ableson’s .oration came" 
the light part of the program, the "Senior- 
urn Ictus Extremus, a breezy and origin­
al effort in the journalistic line. I t was a 
novel and bright article, written by the 
various members of the class, and read by 
Mr. Corwin, who figured in the capacity 
of editor-in-chief. The paper w_r s  well 
received and hugely enjoyed by the audi­
ence, and came fully  up to the statement 
at the head of the editorial column, "F u ll 
of wise saws and modern instances.” The 
students, teachers, aud various local top­
ics were “roasted” in a mild but effective 
way.

The 
room m ay be very  humble, and the 
faces th a t look into ours m ay be veri- 
plain, but who cares.* fo r th a t?  Loving 
hands to | bathe the temples. Loving 
voices to I speak good cheer. Loving 
lips to read the com forting promises of 
Jesus.

In our lks.t dreadful w ar men cast the 
cannon; men fashioned the m usketry: 
men cried to  the hosts, "Forw ard, 
m arch!” men hurled the ir battalions on* 
the sharp  edges of the enemy, crying: 
"Charge! charge!" bu t woman scraped 
the lin t; woman adm inistered the cor­
dials; woman w atched by the dying 

J couch; woman w rote the  last message 
to the home circle; woman wept a t  the 
so litary  burial a ttended by herself and 
four men w ith a  spade. ' W e greeted the 
gene ra l home > w ith b rass bands and 
trium phal arches, and. wild huzzas; but 
the story is too good to be w ritten  any ­
where, save in the chronicles of heaven, 
of Mrs. B rady, who came down am ong 
the sick in the swam ps of the Chicka- 
homlny; of Annie- Ross, in the cooper- 
shop hospital; of M argaret Breckln- 
Tidge, who cam e to men who had been 
for weeks tvlth their wounds undressed 
—some of 'them frozen to the ground; 
and when she turned  them  over, those 
th a t had an arm  left, waved it and filled 
the a ir  w ith the ir "burraji!"—of Airs. 
Hodge, who came from Cjhicago w ith 
blankets and with <pillowk. until the 
men shouted: “Three cheers fo r the 
Christian Commission! God *bless the 
women a t home:" then sitting  dow n to 
take the last m essage: “ Tell my wife not 
to fre t about me, but to m eet me in  
heaven; tell her tb tra in  up the boys 
whom we have loved so well; tffld- her 
to bear my loss like tlie Christian, wife 
of a  Christian soldier;” and of Mrs. 
Shelton, into whose face the convales­
cent soldier looked and said: '"Your 
grapes and cologne cured me.” Men

H ere comes a  
group of little  barefoot children to  the 
door of the D orcas society. T hey need 
to  be clothed and  provided for. W hich

of these d irec to rs  of I banks would know  
how m ^fty  yards it w ould take  to  malfe 
th a t ’ifttle gjrl a dress? W hich of the?e 
m a^culine brands could fit a  h a t to th ^ t 
*Vtle g irl's  head? "Which of the wise 
fcien would know l|ow to tie on th a t 
new pair of shoes?] M an sometimes 
gives hia charity  In a  rough way, and 
it fa lls  like the fru lf of a  tree in the 
EastJ which fru it comes down so heavily 
th a t it  b reaks the skull of the m an who 
Is try ing  to gathek it. B u t womain 
glides so softly  in to  the house of desti­
tution, and finds out all the sorrows 
of the place, a n d p u ts  so quietly  the  do­
nation  on the table', th a t all the-fam ily 
come out on the frojnt steps as  she de­
parts, expecting th^.t from under her 
shaw l she will th rp s t ou t two wings 
and go righ t, up tow ard heaven, from 
whence she seems to have come down. 
Oh, Christian young woman! if you 
would m ake youfselfl happy and win the 
blessing of Christ, Jgo out am ong the 
destitute . A loaf of! bread or a bundpe 
of socks m ay ma(i?| a  homely load to 
ca rry ; but the angels of God w ill come 
out to watch, and the .Lord Almighty 
will give his messenger hosts a charge, 
saying: "Look after) th a t woman. Can­
opy h e r  with y o u r|w ings  and shelter 
her from all harm ;') and w hile you are 
seated in the house) of destitu tion  arid 
suffering, the little) ones around the 
room will w hisper: [‘Who is she? Ain’t 
she beautiful?" and) if you listen righ t 
sharp ly  you will hear dripping dov,jn 
the leaky roof, anil rolling over the 
ro tten  stairs, the hngel chan t th a t 
shook Bethlehem: "Glory to God in the 
highest, and on ea rth  peace, good will 
to m en ." . Can you tj»il me why a  Chris­
tian  wom an, going; down am ong the 
haun ts of iniqui ty onj a . C hristian  er­
rand, never meets tyith ‘any indignity? 
I stood in the chapeliof-Helen Chalmers, 
the daugh ter of the celebrated Dr. Chal­
mers, in the m ost abandoned p a r t of the 
c ity  of Edinburgh; and I said to her as 
I  looked- around upbn the fearful su r­
roundings of th a t place: "Do you come 
here b ights to hold service?” "Oh, yes," 
she said. “Can it be possible th a t you 
never meet w ith ah insult while pe r­
form ing this Christian errand?" 
"N eyer,” she said ;i— "never.” Thkt 
younjg w om an who has hCr fa th er by 
her side w alking diown the street, an 
arm ed policeman a t  each corner of the 
stree t, is not so well defended as th a t 
C hristian  who goes forth  on Gospel 
work into the haun ts of iniquity, c a rry ­
ing the Bibles apd bread. God, w ith the 
r igh t arm  of his w ra th  om nipotent, 
would te a r  to pieces anyone who should 
offer indignity. He would smite him 
with! lightnings, and drown him w ith 

-floods, and swallow him w ith ea rth ­
quakes, and dam n him w ith e ternal in­
dignations. Someone said: "I dislike 
Very) much to see th a t C hristian  woman 
teaching  those bad boys ip- the mission 
school. I am afra!id to have her in ­
s tru c t them ,” "So.f' said  another map, 
"I /im  afraid, too.’ji Said the firsti *j*I 
a /\  afraid  they w ill use vile language 
before they leave ,ihe place.” "Ah(" 
said ' the o ther man, “I am  not afrajd  
of tha t. W hat I am afraid  of is, tha t 
If any  ; of those boys sho,uld use a 
bad ! word in tfiat presence, the 
o ther boys would te a r him to pieces 
and jklll him  on the spot.” T h a t woman 
Is the  best sheltered who is sheltered 
by Omnipotence, and it is alw ays safe 
to go where God tells you to go. J t  
seems as if the Lord had ordained 
w oman for an  especial work in the 
solicitation of charities. Backed up by 
barrels in which th^re is no, flour, arid 
by stoves in which there is no fire, and 
w ardrobes in which there a re  po 
clothes, a  w oman is irresistible; pass­
ing on her . errand, God says .to heir: 
"You go into th a t bank, or store, or 
shop, and  get the money." She goes 
In and gets it. The m an is hard-fisted, 
b u t she gets it. She could not help bflt 
get it.. I t is decreed from etern ity  she 
should get it. . No (need of your turn ing  
your back and pretending you don't 
hear; you do hear. There is no 'need  
of your saying you nre begged to death. 
There is no need t>f your w asting  y.oiir 
time, and you mjlght as well submat- 
first, as  last. -You |iad better righ t aw ay 
take down your check-book, m ark the 
num ber of the check, fill up the blank, 
sign your name iaind hand it to .h^r. 
There Is no need of w asting  time. Those 
poor children on the back stree t have 
been hungry long enough. T h a t sick 
man m ust have some farina. T ha t con­
sum ptive m ust hajve som ething to ease 
his cough. I meet this delegate of ia 
relief society corrjlng out of the store 
of such a hard-fisted man. and  I say; 
"PId you get the money?" "Of course, 
she says; "I got (the  money; th a t 's  
w hat I went for. The Lord told me to 
fjo In i and get it,|jand he” never pends 
me on a  fool's errjapd'.”

Again: I have |tp tell you th a t It il: 
w om an's specific right to com fort under 
the stress of dire disaster. She is called 
the -weaker vessel; but all profane as 
well as sacred histkiry a tte s ts  th a t when 
the crisis comes qhe is better prepared 
than  man to m eetjthe emergency. How 
often you have seen a woman who 
seemed to, be a  disciple of frivolity  arid 
-indolence, who*, lindpr one stroke of 
calam ity, changed to a herofne-. Oh, 
w hat a g reat m istake those business 
men make who newer tell their business 
troubles to the ir [Wives. There comes 
some g rea t loss t'a the ir store; or some 
of the ir companions in business play 
them a  sad trick) iand they ca rry  the 
burden all alone. | |H e Is asked in the 
household again apd again: "W hat {is 
the m atte r?"  but! jhe believes it a sioirt 
of Christian- du t^1 to keep all thkt 
trouble w ithin his own soul. Oh. s|r! 
yotiir first duty Was to tell your wiife 
all about; it. She; perhaps, m ight niot 
have disentangled! your finances, or ex­
tended your c red it b u t she would have 
helped you to  t*jar misfortune. You 
have no righ t to  earry  on one shouldjer 
th a t Which i* Intended for two. There 
are  -business men who know w hat I 
mean. There comes a  crisis'In  your a f­
fairs. You struggle- bravely and long: 
bu t a fte r  a  while there comes a  day 
when you say: "H ere I shall have [to 
stop.” and you call in your partners* 
and  you call ih the  most prom inent men 
in  your employ, and you say: "W e 
have to  stop.” You leave t'he stbre sud­
denly. You can scarcely m ake up  yorir 
mind to  pass thrjough the stree t arid 
ofc-er on the  bridge) or on the ferry-boat. 
You feel everybody will, be looking a t  
youL and  blaming)you, and denouncing 
youf You hasten [home. Yon tell yobr 
wif^ all about the (affair. W hat does s)he 
say I  Does she plajy the. butterfl^  ?. Does 
she) ta lk  about the silks, and the rib ­
bons, -and the (fashions? No. S|he 
jeomes up to the emergency. She quails 
not under thd stroke. She helps you 
to  begin to plan righ t aw ay. She offers 
to go out of the com fortable house Into 
a  sm aller one, and  w ear the  old cloak 
ano ther winter- She Is one who under­
stand*  your affairs w ithout filam lng 
you; You look unbn w hat you thought

w as a  thin, w eak aromafi’s arm  holding 
you up; bjit while you look a t  th a t 
a rm  there comes Into the feeble muscles 
of it  the s treng th  of the  eterrfal God. 
No chiding. No fretting . No telling 
you fibout the beautiful house of her 
father, from  which yoil brought her, 
ten, tw enty, or th irty  years ago. You 
kay: “Well, th is is the happiest day q£ 
my life. I am  glatP I  have got from 
undey my burden. My wife don 't care 
—I don’t care.” A t the moment yo\i 
were u tterly  exhausted. God sent a 
Deborah to meet the host of the  Amale- 
kites, and  sca tte r them like chaff over 
the plain.

There are  sometimes, women who sit 
reading sentim ental novels, an d  who 
wish th a t they had some g rand  field 
in which to display the ir C hristian 
powers. Oh, w hat grand and glorious 
things they could do if they only had 
an opportunity! My sister, you need 
not w ait for an y  such tijne. A crisis 
will come in your affairs. There will 
be a  Therm opylae in your own 'house­
hold, where God will tell you to stand. 
There are hundreds, of households 
where as much courage is dem anded of 
w o m a n \s  was exhibited by G race D ar­
ling, or M arie A ntoinette, or Joan  of 
Arc.

F o m a n  Is fu rther endowed1 to  bring 
us into the kingdom of heaven. I t  is 
easier for a w oman to be a C hristian 
than  for a man. W hy? You say she is 
Weaker. No. H er heart is more re­
sponsive to  the pleading of divine love. 
The fac t th a t  she can more easily be­
come a Christian, I prove by the s ta te ­
m ent th a t three-fourths of the mem­
bers of the churches in all Christendom 
are women. So God appoints them  to 
be the chief agencies for bringing this 
world back to God. The grea test ser­
mons are not preached on celebrated 
platform s; they a re  preached w ith an 
audience of two or three and in p riva te  
home-life. A patien t, loving, Christian 
dem eanor in the presence,of tran sg res­
sion, in the presence of ̂ hardness, In 
the presence of obduracy and crime, is 
an argum ent from the force of which 
=no man can escape.

Lastly, one of the  specific righ ts  of 
woman is, through the grace of Christ, 
finally to reach heaven. Oh, <what a  
m ultitude of women in heaven! Mary, 
Christ’s  mother, In , heaven; E lizabeth 
F ry  In heaven; C harlotte E lizabeth in 
heaven; the m other of A ugustine in 
heaven; ther Countess of H untingdon— 
who sold her splendid jewels to  bu ild . 
chapels—In heaven; while a  g rea t m any 
o thers who have never been heard of 
on e ir th , or known but-Httle, hav# gone 
to the res t and peace of heaven. W hat 
a  rest! W hat a  change It was from  the 
small room, w ith no fire and one win^ 
dow, the glass broken out, and  the ach­
ing side and w orn-out eyes, to the 
"house of m any m ansions!” No more 
stl-tching> until 12 -o’clock a t  night, no 
more th ru stin g  Of the thum b by the em­
ployer through the work tb show th a t 
it was not done quite right. P lenty  of 
bread a t  last. H eaven fo r aching 
heads. .« Heaven for broken hearts. 
Heaven for anguish-bitten  fram es. No 
more s itting  up until m idnight for tfie 
coming of staggering  steps. No more 
ro u g h . blows across the  temples. No 
more sharp, keen, b itte r curses. Some 
of you will have no re s t In th is worlfi. 
I t  will be toil, and  struggle, and suffer­
ing all the way up. You will have to 
stand  a t  your door fighting back the 
wolf with your own hand, red with, 
carnage. B ut God has a  crown for yoiu.
I Want you to Realize th a t he is noiw 
m aking it. and w henever you weep i a  
tear, he sets ano ther gem In th a t crowjn, 1 
until, a f te r  awhile.

The condition of E gy p t a t  th e  tim e 
seeks in  vain  a  parallel in  history. 
Saladin  had  followed a  trad iton  of ea st­
e rn  despotism  in the  form ation of a,| 
b o d y g u a rd  destitu te  of all ties  except 
those w hich bound them  to h is  person. 
P urchased as in fan ts  in  Georgia or 
C ircassia, they  were, like th e  jan iza­
ries a t  Constantinople, tra in ed  to arm s 
as an exclusive profession, and, m ount­
ed on th e  finest steeds of A rabia, be-: 
came th e  elite  of h is  arm y. In  tim e 
th is  body of acu te and pow erful men 
transform ed itse lf into a  w arrio r caste, 
was divided U nto tw enty-four compa­
nies, and  obeyed no 'au th o rity  except 
th a t of its  captains. These were known 
in  orien tal phrase as  beys, the  subor­
d inates w ere them selves w hat we call 
the  M amelukes, and  the  whole formed 
a k ind  of ch ivalry  w hich governed the 
land w ith  despotic power, and, caring 
noth ing  for the  nom inal suzerain ty  of 
th e js u i ta t ,  bade defiance to  h is  shaky
authority .

The first portion of B onaparte 's proc­
lam ation  sketched the  evils of Mame­
luke ty ranny , th e  second called on the 
populace to  a id  th e ir  liberators. ‘‘We, 
too; are  tru e  M ussulm ans. Is  it not wq 
whr> have destroyed the  pope th a t said1 
w ar m ust be made on the  M ussulm ans? 
Is  i t  n e t we who have destroyed the 
K nigh ts of M alta because those insen­
sa te  chevaliers believed God w anted 
them  to m ake w ar on M ussulm ans? 
T hrice happy they who are on our side! 
They shall prosper in  th e ir  fortune and 
in  -their place. H appy those who are 
neu tral. T hey shall have tim e io  
understand us and shall a rray  them ­
selves w ith  us. B u t woe, th rice  woe, 
to those who shall take  up arm s for the 
M amelukes and fight aga in st us! There 
shall be no hope le f t for them ; they 
shall perish !” The con tras t between 
th is  language and th a t w hich its  au thor 
had  used in Ita ly  concerning the 
church  shows how m uch sincerity  there 
w as in  either.—Prof. Sloane’s “Life of
