Grfiat
clouds of mist hung over the city and
the|valley as the pilgrims, represent-
ing,almost every state of the union,
and;(Canada, ibegan their devotions.
Revl George Jt; Stuart, the celebrated
evangelist whfi assists Sam Jones led
the meeting. As he, stood aqd taiked
of the-love of God and of the peace of
thejigospel of Jesus Christ, every,mind
ran. back to that noted meeting of
nearly 1,900 ago. The sermon on the
mount was in theheartsof all present..
In a little time there was a change.
The great clouds of mist rolled back,
and the gray is turning into tho rosy
tints of the morn.

Mrs. Walker was Miss Rosa Kershaw,
daughter of a wealthy and aristocratic
Mississippi plante|r. She was a beauti-
ful young girl, well educated, part of
her instruction having been received in
Europe. Mrs. Walker's early married
life was spent in the south and later in
this city, where she Was,very popular
in society as a.ybung matron. Left a
widow, with three [ittle opes, Mrs.
Walker turned to Journalisnji, and by
her Work on the papers for the last.six-
teen years suppQrted her children until
they became self-supporting. Airs.
Walker first began her literary labors
on the Post-Dispatch, with which paper
she remained ovfer a year, then connect-
ing herself with the Globe-Democrat,
wheri- she has since remained. About
seven years ago Mrs. Walker plunged
Into the editorial vortex, publishing a
magazine called “Fashion and Fancy,”
a potpourri of matters of Interest to
women.

Mr. Whitbeck called the meetlug to or-
der, and in a few well chosen and forcible
words, explained the business ofthe meet-
ing, an | said that while Jolliffe Bros,
were free, from any censure ox blame in

lling-the milk, it was not, m his opinion,
to the best interests of the patrons to do
so, detrimental to tke’interests of others,
when it was only fora few. days at the
most that the milk would be sold.

How to Treat House-Plants.

Do not keep your rooms too warm; 70;
or 75 degrees is probably whatthe human!
occupants will insist on, and most of the!
plants will do very well in such a temper-!
ature. But frequently our living rooms-
are kept at 90 degrees or more, and plants
cannot stand such a heat because there
will be but little moisture in the air. This
dryiv ss of the air is one of the chief draw-
backs to successful plant-culture, and one
must do everything possible to counteract
it. Shower the plants daily. Keep a ves-
sel of water evaporating on the stove or;
register. Be very sure to admit fresh air
dally, by opening doors .and ‘windows,
some.distance away from the plants. Til
fresh air blows directly upon the plants,
it will be pretty likely to chill them.

Water only when the soil looks dry on;
the surface. *Then do it thoroughly. Give-
enough" to saturate all the soil in the <pot.
Some plants, like the heliotrope, ijcquiro
mncli more water than others, because of
their many fine roots. Give each one oare-:
ful attention, wild do not. go on the princi-
ple of treating all alike.

Even with the utmost care insects will
sometimes appear, and they increase rap-
idly in warm, dry rooms, if not fought
promptly and persistently. Use a reliable
insectide, and use it thoroughly—Frew?

There are in New York four young
men, clerks and heads of certain busi-
ness departments, who took hold of the
home question with such good results
that it is worth While to see what one
of them said to a writer for the Press.

“There were four of us, all southern-
er?." he said, “with incomes of not over
$1,000 each, and with acquaintances as
numerous and well placed socially as
3ur own incomes were small. For awhile
we lived in cheap boarding-houses, and
told fearful lies about the way we were
situated at ‘our~hotel.' but finally one
day, In a fit of desperation, we met to-
gether and planned- We would have
an establishment of our own. where we
could feel at homp and entertain. It
musflje large enough for a drawing-
room," dining-room and kitchen and four
bedrooms. It must be heated by steam
and there *must be a janitor. It ought
likewise to be situated s that we need
not always take a car line when going
out to spend an evening.

“Finally, and mos t important, As our
incomes were not over $20 a week, i;
must cost us enough less than $10 a
week to enable us to buy clothes and
cover all our expenses on that sum.
Thus we would have $10 a week for our
social expenses. *and for saving, if we
were frugally inclined.

“After considerable running about
evenings we found such an apartment
in the top of a very modest fiat house
for $18 a month. It was a rear flat, but
we didn't care for that. It brought our
month's lodging apiece to about $4.50.

“By carefully looking up the subject
of creamed codfish, mackeral and" egg
breakfasts and simple dinners, we
found that four men chat did not in-
tend to have mahy pies or cakes or pud-
lings, can set aftable well on $1 a day—
$7 a week for all. This calculation left
us still under $12 a month apiece, with
lodging and meals found. 'But there
were other things. Starting right here,
though we hired the Hal christened it
‘The Eaves,’ and engaged a house-
keeper. But. oh, dear, how expensive-it
was! At the end of a month we dis-
charged our girl, and now we have the
prize plan of living of the Century.

"Way down in Georgia there lives,
or did live, an old darky aunty, dear
to the memory Of two of us, and as we
wrestled with the question of 'help,’ and
the attendant one of ‘profit and loss,
we decided tu bring her north if sh<
would come. Getting a vacation of a
week last summer. 1 visited my people
in the sOUth and got aunty. A few days
later she' was Installed ia 'The Eaves,
with a beautiful little decorated iSront
room, all her own. and -a general sweep
of management that reconciled her to
mjhsna dar cramped northern ways.
Aunty had never seen a fiat before.
After looking things over pretty well
she decided that she 'wud do it all an
hav’ time fur ter spare on her hands
Next aunty decided that sha would
do all the laundry work. And when
we got her a washing machine and’
a nice little sot of wringers crd
pressers, and all the things thai
her soul coveted, she decided tha
she would also do the part usually relc
gated to the accomplished but ruthless
hands of the Chinaman. In othei words
she 'does up' our fine linen and puts ?
polish upon a dress shirt that cau»?;
us to be objects of envy amoag-ou
frieqds. Lot

“There really seemed to. be no Umi-
to the things that aunty could ant
would do. And as we freely supplied hei
with all things for convenience, sht
she seemed to think she had a verj

.easy lot indeed. There was a great dea.

of mending to be done. And it lookeo
as if we would? have to spend more than
the $10 per week in replenishing sock#
and under clothes. But one da>
Adolphus, the dude of the company,
walked home with a package that con-
vulsed us as much as It delighted aunt;"*
This package consisted of a pattern for.
footing socks. Adolphus had seen it
advertised and bought one; and. best-dr*
there was a splendidly contrived seat
for putting ‘jeans' in applepid orde;
Aunty fairly gloated over the purchase
And ‘that night at dinner we noticec

the best portions &f the fried chick

ere placed near Adolphus and thai
he got more than his meed of aunty's
southern lut pudding.

“"About aunty's- pay we were in per
plexity first. At her southern home,’
with a relative of my own she had beer,
‘gettun keep an’ ’bout hunnerd dollar?
a yftar.” But that did not seem right in
view of northern prices for help; so, as
we were getting off with less than 7
a week apiece thus far. we decided to
pay aunty $1 a week apiece, or $16 a
month. This seamed such a fortune tc
her that she is saving money, sending
funds home. and bargaining for our
provender as tfiough our -lives depended
upon the turn 1cent.

"We had a little trouble at first about
clothes. If y&M are a clerk, trying to
go In goofi *society on $20 a week—as
thousands, re/.lly do—you will have
some apprehension of the dismay with
which you vfew a cracked shoe or the
dismalness <f a fringe around your
trouser leg. If a man has a wife and
a modest ho?ne he can live all right on
$1,000 a year and look well, but for a
clerk who m ast throw away his clothes
when they get worn it is pretty bard.
We talked All this over and hit upon
a plan. We hired Adolphus,to spend hi*
evenings for aWeekwith a Ninth avenue
tailor, and t*hen he 'graduated* at the
end of the week he knew so much about
creases and buttons and restoring color
and pressing that we were awed;at his
knowledge. Next came the T cliib.

"Among our friends the T cliib Is a
mysterious organization, a veritable se-
cret society at which many things art
learned and many new branches
studied. Our respective new girls now
think it an organization for the study
of the Japanese language and literature
and not long ago it was a tariff re-
search. ButIn 'The Eaves’it is the tail-
oring club, and It means that every
man must or many bring out his clothe#
for the refurnishing which Is so ne«es-
eary tor their social appearaae*
Adolphus superintends zhe process, bu/
aunty does the work. Under the tute-
age of Adolphus, she has mastered all
the art* so patiently learned by him-
self, and she can_f)ut creases equal t«
any BreMdwar frtilor yet found.’

Agricultural Collie* and DnlrylDg.

Prof. C' S. Plumb has made a review
for the Indiana Farmer of the relation
cf our agricultural colleges to the dairy
Interests, and finds that:

“At the present time special courses
In dairying are provided in the agricul-
tural colleges of Wisconsin, Minnesota,
lowa, Pennsylvania, Indiana, Vermont,’
New Yorjk, Maine and 'Michigan. Of
these states, Wisconsin devotes entirely
to dairying a $40.0f0 building and equip-
ments, New York a $50,000 building,
Minnesota one costing about $25,000,
lowa $4,000 and Indiana $1,500. Dairy-
ing in the other colleges is taught in
buildings used for other purposes also.
At the present timeithe course in dairy-
ing in each of these agricultural schools
is, | believe, a thorough success, al-
lhough Michigan is this year attempt-
ing the work for the first time.”

One of the great disappointments of
the friends of agricultural colleges has
been the meagre patronage of these
schools of learning by farmer', ions.
There is no disguising thq fact that no
substantial demand for an agvicultural
education to be used in tMling the soil
has been developed. Su'f rs not the
case with the dairy schools, which are a
part of the life of ti-.ese colleges. Yfhy

is this? Two facts stand out promi-
nently in the history of the. dairy
schools, nrimqgly: Jheir course of

study are short and directly applicable
to a department of f-rming and tuffu.

Touting; Homeopathic Remedies.

While I rely on spongia >a most all
cases of roup, yet it is not a specific by
any means, writes E. W. .Amsden in
Southern Fancier. -In the first symp-
toms, running at the iK-sirils, and a
short, qufck sneeze, accoaiium nux as
a remedy is preferable. Whenthereisa
thick discharge from the nose, mercur-
ius is indicated/ We have found hepar-
sulphur, in alternation with spongia,
effective as a cure when spongia alone
would not be sufficient. Spongia is
very effective when there is a rattling
sound in the throat. For canker, first
clean the cankerous substance off the
surface; rinse the mouth and throat
clean, -and apply either burned, pul-
verized alum or powdered borax, with
a little sulphate of copper mixed with
It; put hepar-sulpbur in the drinking
water.

Here is a remedy for warts, or sore
head, as it is commonly called. It is
a species of roup. | have had fowls”
combs and wattles filled with these lit-
tle cankerous sores before they were
discovered. | first bathe the head in
warm water and vinegar or boraccic
acid. Soak the sore spots well, then
wipe dry with a clean cloth. Now take
a piece of copperas, dip it in water and
rub it on the sore spots; it will kill tha
cankerous mattqr of the sore and dry it
up in t2 hours. This is a never-fail-
ing'remedy for canker sores. You need
not be afraid of getting it in the eye,
for it will do no hurt. If the fowl ia
feverish, give aconite in the drinking
water. Epsom salts, one tablespoonful
to a quart of water, is a good preven-
tive. Homoepathic remedies are easily
administered, and if the right remedy
is selected, they are a sure cure. Fowls
are very susceptible to homoepathic
treatment.

Engliah Butter Market,

The competition in furnishing fresh
butter for the English market grows
daily keenfcr. Once the Danes nad it
all their own way, and Danish butter’
was in demand at the highest prices.
Seeing what the dairy schools had ac-
complished for that little kingdom,
other nations followed suit and began
a vigorous rivalry for the London
market.

Sweden has been so successful in
her efforts that by many her product ia
reckoned even superior to the Danish
article.  French butter at one time
ranked very high, but carelessness and
the admixture of oleomargarine caused
it to fall in disrepute. It has only just
regained its lost footing by exercising
extreme care in the preparation of the
article and by the rigid exclusion of all
adulterating substances. By herculean
efforts Australia has succeeded in plac-
ing on the market a butter of excellent
quality,-and there is no room to doubt
the rapid 'betterment of the Canadian
and American article. The butter stand-
ard throughout the world has steadily
risen. In nothing are the benefits of
competition more clearly shown than in
this one product. The average butter
has improved more within the past de-
cade than .during the whole of the pre-
ceding century.—World. .

Doubt" Tuberculin.

Dr. W! L. Zuill, chairman of the vet-
erinary faculty of the University of
Pennsylvania, declares that tuberculin
will not react in every case of tubercu-
lar disease, but will react where no tu-
berculosis exists, and therefore is not
reliable. He says it is positively dan-
gerous, as it may arouse a latent or
encysted tubercle into activity, and thus
lause an aggravated tuberculosis .that
will render the milk unfit for rood and
hasten the cow’s, death, whereas with-
out tuberculin such a cow might enjoy
health and yield- perfectly Harmless
milk. Prof.. Guillehan of the veterin-
ary schbol at Berne, Switzerland, ex-
presses the same opinion and adds ,that
becauselof the great loss in cattle and
danger In milk by the use of tuberciilin,
he thinks it will never be rendered
obligatory by law. Dr. Zuill concludes;
"My position is this: | cannot, do not,
and will not indorse tha indiscriminate
use of tuberculin as an agent for diag-
nosing tuberculosis in dairy cattle.
Every new report we get of the general
arbitrary use of this substance proves
it vrrcLable. It is not used by law in
any country of the world.”

Froth In Separated Cream.

Many-people who use the hand sepa-
rator frequently find that they produce
a greatjdeal of froth in the cream, and
it is not uncommon to notice that they
are unaware oi a method of avoiding
this, says Dairy (London, fengland). A
visitor to-a recent dairy exhibition, who
had met with such a difficulty, saw a
plan which prevented it, and, although
it. is not new, he does well to speak of
it. He says that, while watching, the
operations, he noticed that the cream
of the separators, after the milk was
whirled* had no froth or foam upon it,
and in aPPearance resembled the cream
from the deep *Metters.  As this was a
matter worthy of, mg}mry*, it was soon
demonstrated that if the cream as it
came from the separator spout Wwas run
through-Ismail hair sieve on its wa
to the cream can, the foam would be all
obliterated or diffused, and* in the

The style of New York journalism
which sends men across the country in.

The
subject has been treated extensively in
newspapers andvinagazines, and a book
has been published thereon. It is a
hackneyed subject. If a newspaper cor-
respondent is found beating his way he
Bhould be treated like any other tramp.
Possibly his punishment should be a
little more severe. This sort; of "en-
terprise” is not commended by reput-
able newspapers.

An unusual line of business furnishes
a living for a man in Washington. He
owns a large number of bulldogs, which,
he rents to the owners of houses who go-
away in the summer. Ehch dog is
chained in the back yard and Intruders
are given a very cordial reception. The
dogs are effective, guardians of the
premises intrusted to their care. The
rent of a dog is but a month, and

-the owner, who is known as Bulldog
Douglass, goes the rounds each day and
feeds-the animals. Up to the present
time no better way of protecting prop-
erty in the absence of th§ owner has
been discovered.

The Pingree scheme grows in fayor
in Detroit. Over two hundred acres
have been plowed in that city for pota-
toes this spring, and about 1,600 people
have applied for land ~ cultivate. It
is the rule to give one-third of an acre
to each family and enough potatoes and
beans to plant it. This will produce
sufficient “truck” to feed an ordinary
family through an entire season, and
many poor people in Detroit, who for-
merly went hungry, now enjoy an
abundance of vegetables during the
winter. The land-seekers who were
distanced in the rush for the Kickapoo
reservation may repair their fortunes
and soothe their wounded hopes by re-
pairing to some enterprising city and
engaging in the cultivation of potatoes.

One of the states of the union where
the d”ath penalty has not been in-
flicted for any offense is Michigan, the
others being Rhode Island and Wiscon-
sin.  The people in Michigan, through
the legislature, have expressed the be-
lief that life imprisonment for murder
is a failure; for the state senate the
other day passed by a nearly two-thirds
vote the law restoring capital punish-
ment. If life imprisonment meant what
it says there jvould not be such a de-
mand for the restoration of the rope,
but kind-hearted governors, the impor-
tunities of friends, and other influ-
ences, have induced the executive to
pardon men who ought to have re-
mained in prison for the rest of their
natural lives or be hanged.

You occasionally meet a man who
entertains you for a half an hour with
an account of his wonderful abilities,
and.what he has done and expects to
do. The only impression he makes
upon you is that he is a born braggart.
Again you meet men who dp not. say
a great deal, but who “ive you, in a
few minutes, a keen appreciation of
their good sense and solid worth.

A man can maintain
a proper amount of self-respect with-
out showing excessive conceit, and an
advertisement can be forceful and im-
pressive without being offensive.

CHAPTER VI.—Continued )
burned, the two-story mouse and con-
tents entasking a4loss of a few thou-
sand dollars. oh the next day after
the fire the secret place of deposit of
some of Molier's money was discovered
on clearing away the ruins from the
cellar.

his dig”~tive powers would be to sacri-
fice the end to the means. And this
argument will apply, of course, with a
fortiori cogency to a proposal to amend
the 5 Oclock program by inserting the
yord “beef” before the lword “tea.”
