“Link” Mott is the inventor of a ma­
chine that is termed perpetual motion, fig 
it runs of its own accord. Mr. Mott ha9 
w.orked several years on his invention, 
and now has the satisfaction o f showing 
his friends the only machine that has 
come-any where near perpetual motion. 
The power is derived from weights that 
have a three-quarter fall in and out, as 
they travel around. That is, they work 
on slides, and on coming up they slide in 
about three quarters of the way, while 
the outer weights slide out the same dis­
tance in going over and down. Thus the 
power is all vested in the weights that go 
over and down, giving them a hundred 
per cent more power than the other 
weights have. It can be stopped at 
any point and will start again of its own 
accord. It will run placed in any position, 
except directly on its end. Whether the 
machine Is gifted for use as a propel'er of 
large machinery we cannot say, but it 
certainly has the power for light work, 
and even though it were only used for 
toy purposes, Mr. Mott has evidently 
struck a bonanza.
