By Means of Magnets Separating Is 
Greatly simplified. , '  *

In the g rea t West miners voften find 
rivers that have their beds filled with 
edormous deposits of peculiar black 
sand. This sand contains large quanti­
ties of gold dust, which, ̂ however, it is 
extremely difficult to separate from the 
sand owing to the fact that the sand 
has very much the same specific grav­
ity as gold and settles In about the 
same way as the precious metal. This 
sand contains Iron, and I t  has been 
found profitable, to a limited extent, to 
have the deposits melted, but this is 
n6t a  very paying business, therefore a 
new process has been tried with marked 
success. By mqans of magnets the iron 
particles are drawn away from the £old,
leaving thi3 substance quite clear. After 
passing through the apparatus devised 
fcjr this purpose it is found that fort* 
tops of sand yield one ton of erude sarfd 
and ore, worth about four hundred dol­
lars a  ton. If the machine that Is now 
being tested does all that is claimed for 
it,- it will be of very great value, as it 
eojsts but about a thousand dollars for 
a working plant capable of handling an 
epormovs amount of sand per day.

NEW  W OM AN IN RUSSIA.
A I’roject on Foot to Fdncate Female 

Accoucheur* and Physician*.
The council of state in St. Petersburg 

is jbusy wjth the project of a medical 
institute for women, in which women 
will study as accoucheurs and physi- 
£ia!ns for women and children. The 
course of study Is to last four years, di­
vided into eight semesters. (Half yearly 
examinations, ,on passing from- one 
course to another, will be as obligatory 
as jin ordinary universities. After com-, 
plejting their studies the students will 
have to practice for one to three/years 
in jwcimm’s clinics or similar hqspitals. 
All; women from 20 to 25 years of age 
whio have passed the ordinary hfigh- 
schiool examinations, including Latin 
and Greek, will be admitted. Those 
whp go through the whole course and 
are successful in their examinations 
wiH gain the degree and name of "fe- 
maile physician” and can practice both 
in jprivsj*** and in hospitals for women 
and children, but will not be all6w«*d to 

city hospitals or to be called as 
experts In law cases or for the army. 
The institute will.be opened In 1S97. It 
ha^ already a  fund of 576,490 rubles, and 
in (the course of ten years w;lll receive 
an i Income of 17,300 rubles, mostly de­
rived from bequests as well as from the 
gerierous gift of the brothers Schen- 
ja^ski. E very  s tuden t will pay 100 
rubles a year fo r her instruction'.

. Canadian Legislation.
T he C anadian P arliam ent has voted 

down the  bill to  give P arliam entary  
suffrage to women, and also to  raise 
the age of protection for g irls  ta  18. 
The m em ber who introduced the bill 
to raise  the age of protection voted for. 
the suffrage bill, and every member 
who spoke in  opposition to raising  the 
age of protection vo ted .against woman 
suffrage. A nother mediaeval decision 
against th e  righ ts of woman has ju s t 
been given a t  Berlin. An antiquated 
law ,still exists which prohib its woman 
scholars and apprentices from joining 
a political society. A few women suf- 
cently  formed in Berlin a  woman suf­
frage com mittee, having for its object 
to obtain for women equal political 
righ ts  w ith  men. The leaders of this 
m ovement were arraigned By the pub­
lic prosecutor, and the m agistrate  be­
fore, whom they were brought fined 
them  all, and ordered the  society to  be 
dissolved.—W om an’s Journal.

o f few elections. 
In  m ost of t h e  
s ta te s  the elections 
of la st year, resu lt­
ing  in  the  choice of 
congressional and  
legislative rep re­
sentatives, p u t a 
stop to  ac tiv ity  a t 
the, polls for about 
two years, except­

ing m erely local controversies. The few* 
local elections held since the  fall elec­
tions of 1894 have been spiritless, for 
the m ost part, and it was no t un til the 
introduction of national questions, and 
p articu larly  the money question, into 
the  s ta te  cam paigns of th is  year th a t 
they  began to interest.

S tate elections w ill be held on No­
vember 5 in  twelve states, as follows: 
Iowa, K ansas, K entucky, M aryland, 
M assachusetts, M ississippi, N ebraska, 
New York, New Jersey, Ohio, P enn­
sylvania, V irginia, and  in the  te rrito ry  
of Utah, which will, by th a t tim e, have 
about1 complied w ith a ll th e  conditions 
required of it in m ak ing  it  a  s tate. Ore­
gon, Rhode Island, M ichigan and W is­
consin held elections early  in the year.

The look ahead a t the election of 
1896 is highly in teresting , not only be-’ 
cause a president and  vice-president are 
to be ehosen, b u t because ai new house 
of rep resen tatives m ust be elected, and 
the fate of tw enty-nine senators, whose 
term s expire in  1897, w ill be affected 
by the determ ination  of contests in  
th e ir  states.

The successor 
to Senator Teller w ill be chosen by the 
leg islatu re to be electee^ in 1896.

choose Senator B lackburn’s successor. 
The successor to Senator B lanchard 
(dem.) of Louisiana w ill be elected by 
the session of the  leg islatu re to be held 
in  May, 1S96. •

The successor of Senator Gibson of 
M aryland w ill be elected by th e  four­
teen senators and all of the lower house 
of th e  leg islature to  be chosen Novem­
ber 5. In  M issouri, the successor of 
Senator V est (dem.) will be chosen by 
the  leg islature to  be elected in  N ovem­
ber; 1896, a t  which tim e also .Nevada 
w ill choose a leg isla tu re  th a t w ill elect 
a  successor to Senator John  P. Jones 
(rep.). On the sam e day New H am p­
sh ire  w ill elect a  leg islatu re to  choose 
a  successor to Senator G allinger (rep.), 
and!

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T he estimates in  th is report are based 
on more than  800 returns received since* 
August 1.

W heat is estimated to yield in the 
southern counties 10.88 bushels; in  the 
central 12.14 bushels and in  the northern 
11.48 bushels per acre, the average for 
the State being 10.91 bushels per acre. 
One year ago the estimates were for the 
southern counties 1 >.57' bushels, for the 
central counties 15.05 bushels, and for the 
northern 15.46 bushels, the average for 
the State being 15.47 bushels. The re ­
ports as to quality va<ry greatly, from.the 
same and from adjoining localities some 
of the  correspondents reporting the 
quality  “good,” o’.hers “average,” and still 
others “very poor.” In the State 265 re­
port the quality “good” 878 “average” and 
104 “bad.”

T he number of bushels of w heat report­
ed m arketed in Ju ly  is 437,804 as com­
pared with 847,972 reported marketed in 
Ju ly , 1894, and the amount marketed in 
the  twelve months, August-July is 
11,007,604 bushels as compared* with 
15,146,278 bushels in the same months last 
year. &

Oats are estimated to yield 22 bushels 
per acre in the southern I counties, 23 in 
the central, and 17 m  the northern, the 
average for the State being 21.

The average condition of corn is 79 per 
cent, comparison being with vitality aud 
growth of average years, and potatoes in 
the State are estimated to yield 70 per 
cent of an average crop.

T he estimated yield of hay per acre is 
only three-teuths of the yield iu average 
years, and the condition of meadows and 
pastures is but 31 per cent of condition in 
average years. Clover sowed this year is 
nearly an entire failure, the estimates 
showing condition but 13 per cent of an 
average.

Apples promise, scarcely more than 
one-fourth of an average crop.

T he mean tem perature of the State for 
Ju ly  was 67.8 degrees, which is about 1.0 
degree below the normal. I t was below 
the normal in each of the four sections of 
the State. The mean of the maximum 
tem perature was 80.6 degrees, and the 
minimum 54.8 degrees.

The average precipitation in the State 
during Ju ly  was 1.28 inches, which was 
about one-half the normal. The average 
in the southern four tiers of counties was 
1.62 inches as compared with the normal 
of 2.51 inches. The average rainfall in 
the central counties was about one-third, 
and in the northern one-fourth of the 
normal.

There was practically no rainfall in the 
lower peninsula before about the middle 
of the month. Three light rains have 
since passed over the State, the first 
occurring on the 15th. the second on the 
19th to 21st, and the third on the 27th to 
29th.
