The painter confessed that 
for some time past he had vainly sought 
a head to serve as a model for th a t of 
a beggar be Intended to ’hold a promi­
nent position In a painting on which he 
was then engaged,, and that, as he 
gazed)-at- his host’s features, the Idea 
suddenly strufck him that *he very head 
he dejslred wAs before, him. With this 
explanation ,he ventured to ask 'the 
baron whether he would do him the 
favor to sit for him as' the beggar.

T he wine in Sw itzerland is left in  tho 
casks ti ll  the following spring , and  it  is 
here th a t ferm entation takes place and 
the  m out is converted into wine. The 
change begins alm ost im m ediately; the 
liquid becomes tu rb id , carbonic acid 
gas is evolved, a  scum is throw n up on 
th e  surface and the tem perature rises. 
A clim ax is reached; the in tensity  of 
the  ferm entation  dim inishes, subsides, 
th e  scum settles as a  slim y deposit a t 
th e  bottom  of the  cask and a  clear yel­
low liquid is left above. The grape 
sugar has alm ost en tire ly  disappeared, 
a  corresponding am ount of alcohol has 
ta k en  its place and the  sweet ta ste  of
th e  m out has given place to the charac- 
enste ris tic  vinous flavor of the wine. In 

th e  ea rly  stages of ferm entation enoi£' 
m ous quan tities of carbonic acid gas 
a re  given off, and huge fires are  made 
In  the  ce llars to drive it  away, B u t at 
th e  tim e l  w rite  of (October, 1893) when 
th e  v in tage was the  finest of the cen­
tu ry , w hen barrels to hold th e  m out 
could n o t be purchased for love or 
money, when every cellar on the lake, 
from  Geneva to V illeneuve, was packed 
w ith  casks of .mout, so g rea t was the 
am ount of carbonic acid gas in the  air 
t h ^  in sp ite of, every precaytion, sev­
e ra l deaths from suffocation took place 
am ong the  workers. In  the sp ring  the 
w ine is draw n off clear into o ther b a r­
rels, then  bottled. Vin ord inaire  is not
bottled  a t  all, b u t sim ply draw n from 
th e  wood.

I t is draw n off into 
qu a in t little  glass decanters, contain­
ing  ha lf a  lite r each, and so served to 
th e  unhu rry ing  Swiss, who d rink  It 
round little  tables under the  trees on 
the  sunny pathw ays or over wooden 
benches inside the red-curtained w ine­
shops.
