Slcetrh of One of America's Eml-

"T nent Legal Eights.

Judge Thomas M. Cooley was born
In Attica, N- Jan. e, 1824. He began
the stuuy of law’in Palmyra. N. Y.in
1842, and removing to Michigan the next
year was admitted to the bar at Adrian
in January, 1846. For a time he edited
the Adrian Watch-Tower, a newspaper,
and in 1857 was assigned to the .work
of compiling the general statutes of
Michigan, which were published in two
volumes. In 1858 he was appointed re-
porter of the Supreme court, which office,
he held for seven years. In 1859 he

was made justice of the supreme court
pf Michigan, becoming chief Justice in
1868, and served until 1885, when he re-
tired permanently from the bench.
When the law for the regulation of in-
terstate commerce wentAinto effect
Judge Cooley was made chairman of
the interstate commerce commission, a-
post which he resigned in 1893. He has
held the professorship of constitutional
and administrative law in the Univer-
sity of Michigan, and the chair of
American history in the same college.
He-Is the author of a number of legal
works, digests and commentaries, that
are much used, in ..the profession, and
has written a history of the govern-
ments of Michigan.

The Cigarette.

Here it is
very rare to find a man past middle life
smoking cigarettes, yet the statement is
made on good authority that Herberts
Spencer, who Is seventy-five, smokes"
them, and it is noticeable in reading/
the personal gossip of London weekly
papers that- the same fault (from a
cigar-smoker’s point of v(ew) is alleged
against many men: pf prominence in
public life. When Emily Faithful died,
the story of her fondness for cigarettes

was not unique among English ladies
in this indulgence. In the case of men.
perhaps the Inferior quality of their
cigars and the proximity of England
to the continent may account for the
preference given the cigarette.

Indeed, the proverbial French thrift is
in no way better shown than in the
readiness wifh which French women
take a share in the work of the house-
hold, even In pell-to-do families, and
this without loss of dignity, since cus-
tom sanctions the keeping of few ser-
vants In France...And but few servants
are needed, as no baking or laundering
is done at home, and polished floors do
away at once with dust, and that tear-:
ing-up *and jsetting-to-rights process
which we call house-cleaning. It would
seem that they arrange their days, as
well as their household-affairs, jsrisely
in France, and aroskilled in the happy
art of making the most of each one as
it passes. For, however busy the morn-
ing hours may be, in most French
homes the lon£ afternoon finds house-
hold pares laid asideifor a time, while
rest and qgiet enjoyment take their
place.

Perhaps one secret of this wonderful
leisure may lie ih the fact that French
mothers, strange as it may seem, do not
consider it one of the cardinal virtues
always to have cake in the house, and
it really was not evident that the chil-
dren suffered at all in consequence. It
is, therefore, quite possible that the
pleasant sight of mothers spending
whole happy afternoons with their chil-
dren out In the open air may be partly
owing to this great lack of ambition in
cake making.

The little baskets which French chil-
dren carry with them tg their much-
loved parks and gardens are usually
supplied with Agenerous piece of 6ne of
the long French loaves of bread, and a
bar oi; two .of sweetened chocolate.

AThlr.y-three Miners Entombed by Fire in

the Osceola Copper Mine at Calnmet,
Mich.—NoMopestTheir Rescue Alive

—Indications Suggest Incendiaries.

Thirty-three Miners Kille(‘]‘

The Osceola copper mine at Calumet
caught fire, and 33 miners were impris-
oned far below' the surface! of the
Garth. There was little hogelof their
escape, and in all likelihood most, if
.not all of them, were dead -within a
few hours. The fire started 'in No. 3

shaft, and investigation shewed that
fjhe blaze commenced at the twenty-

seventh level. This fjhaft contained

more woodwork than anyotlter shaft
qf the Osceola mine and this, together

‘TU Storm Hell If You VlanJ IP”

July 16,1779, “Mad Anthony” Wayne
captured Stony Point by a feat of arms
pronounced by able Judges the most
brilliant In history up -to that time. The
position was a "bluff or a promontory,
surrounded by water at times and con-
nected with the mainland by a cause-
way across the swamp. The garrison
of 600 men should have been able to
cope with 3,000 assailants on level, and
In such a fortress was all that could
be brought against it. Being weak in
numbers. Washington determined to
count on boldness and make the at-
tempt as a forlorn hope. He chose
W ayne as the boldest of the bold to
lead, and when the hero of Monmouth
and the Brandywine heard that he was
ordered against the strongest fortress
In America, he declared to his chieT.
"I'll storm hell if you will only plan it!”

The column was formed in two wings,
each preceded by a body of picked men
carrying unloaded muskets and fixed
bayonets. The vanguard of each wing
consisted of "0 men. Under coyer of
night the little army—1.200 wajs the
nuraberj-crossed the morass, reaching
the base of the hill at 11:30 p- irf.
the 15th. As the assailants climbed, tin
wings entirely .separated and on oppo-
site sides of the ascent, some British
sentries took alarm and opened fire. “To
arms! To arms!” sounded in the fort,
and In a few seconds a Volley of mus-
ket balls and grape swept down the In-
cline. Only a rush could win the day.
The troops quickly passed the abatis,
which the advance guard had partly cut
away, and mounted the parapets., bayo-
net in hand. Waymiwas struck, down
by a bullet in the head. Believing the
wound mortal, he cried: ‘“‘March on!
Carry me Into the fori, xor 1 will die at
the head of my men." Two aids raised
him up and carried him inside jlust us
the two columns, which had moved up
with remarkable unanimity, met on the
parade. W ayne's men had not fired a
shot, yet they fought-their way in. One
of the advance parties,of 20 lost 171 killed
and wounded.. Altogether the American
loss footed up 15 killed agd S3 wounded.

McPherson, Brilliant and Hold.
July 23, 1304, the only ar;ny
mander killed in battle on the Union
side fell at Bald Hill in front of At-
lanta. That day two corps of Hood's
army made a sortie frorrv the trenches,
aiming to turn and destroy McPherson's
line, near Decatur. In a heroic! effort
to save his command, an effort highly
successful, McPhersop died as simply
and as obscurely as the commonest sol-
dier who went down that day W hile
Hardee's Confederates moved silently
up té confront McPherson s right wing
under Blair. Cheatham's corps passed
beyond to ?.ike up the battle against
any Union forces thrown in on. Blair's
left. That morning McPherson had or-
dered Dodge's Sixteenth corps to form
on Blair's flank, and at noun It was
on the grounds preparing to deploy
its lines. Suddenly there wair*an out-
.burst of musketry away beyond Blair's
left. There was swift confusion on
both sides. The Confederates pushed
their way through a blinding thicket
only to run upon Sweeny's division, un-
der arms and waiting for nothing in
particular, hence waiting for a chance
tight. Sweeny met the attack, which
McPherson saw was no accidental col-
lision. -The latter again ordered Dodge
to placg his divisions under Sweeny and
Fuller, upon~Blalr's flank. But a swift
glance told him that, after Dodge should
have formed his line to match the ene-
my confronting him, there would be a
gap between the two corps. Galloping
off to Blair, he directed a brigade sent
to the gap. Returning after a time down
the line with two or three aids and an
orderly, "he rode on along the unoccu-
pied ground toward the Confederate po-
sition. Just then a brigade of Ten-
nesseeans-Jiappened to march past, and
come of them, seeing the blue coats, let
fly @ volley. McPherson fell from the
saddle and was dead when his orderly

reached him.

The Open Stockade,

Durtng the last year of the civil war
,a Virginian tfficer, who had entered the
Southern army at sixteen, and fought
gallantly In all the campaigns in his
native state, was taken prisoner in a
skirmish He was conducted jto the
headquarters of General Meade, near
Culpeper Court House, and then tem-
porarily confined In what was jknown
as a bull-pen. This was an open stock-
ade, made of,split pines,
long, set upright in the ground.

This stockade was not morq than
twenty-five miles from the homestead
where his mother had lived before the
,var. Tie farm Itself had been, aban-
doned, but the family had occupied the
house about the time of the skirmish.

The officer ~thought of his old home
when he fnteged the stockade, jbut he
was not prepared to meet onel of his
own family In such a place of

menL Y« that VM his sad
His youngest brother was thei boy
in delicate health, who had t car-

twenty feet,

ried away fAemlthe olE homestead 'by
soldiers for spin# reason, and lodged
In this open-air prison, with nothing to
protect him from the weather but an
old shawl which hie mother bad
wrapped around him.

It was a strange meeting for the
brothers,” who had been separated for
a long time. Both were prisoners, one
by the fortifies of war, and the other
In consequence of suspicion,or of wan-
ton barbarity.

The night was bitterly cold, and there

was a snowfall. The stockade was
forty feet In diameter, and there was
no fire. The officer wrapped his over-

coat around the sick boy, and muffling
him In thp shawl, held him through the
long nigh! in his arms.

When daylight came they were sep-
arated. The officer was taken to W ash-
ington and put Into the OIld Capitol
Prison, where he remained until the
end of the war. The sick bdytwas con-
veyed to Alexandria, where he -lied in
the common ja4l without a frle.-d near
him.

That one night In the blinding snow-
storm was the lasc that they spent to-
gether, and the memory of it brings a
shudder of horror to the veteran* even
to this day

The pathos of such a story as this
may help the younger generation to re-
alize how heartrending and barbarous
war'invariably Is.—Youtfh's Companion.
