Tlie arrest of Itustamento while! aboard
an Anier(icap ship is said to be in di-
rect violation of international law and
the turbulenjt little Central American
l-epublie may be called to account for
its high-hauiiled action by the 1‘nited
States. Capt. Johnston, of the City-Of
Sydney, refused to discuss the|niatter,
saying that he could not do so until he
had first consulted Bis superiors.

Bustamentio was one of tlie njen who
accompanied ex-President Ezjeta, of
Salvador to! San Francisco on the li.
S. warship Bennington, after escaping
from Salvador subsequent,to the down-
fall of tlie Ezetas. The rebel Presi-
dent Gieterrez made repeated demands
for .thoir. surrender, but the captain
refused to give them up. Before,the
matter was settled with the. United
States authorities, the Bennington
was ordered to San Francisco. The
case of the refugees was tried wj the
1’. S. courts and  attracted world-wide
attention. The result was that the
United States refused to give) up the
men. All but'Ezeta left San Francisco
and it is,now said that Ezeta is plan-
ning toreturn to Salvador to overthrow
the present government.

Rebellion In. Salvador.

A special from Sonsdnate. Salvador,
states that during the past two weeks
there .has been rioting. Tlio! rioters
numbered more, than 300 men. mostly
discharged soldiers who servctl under
Ezeta. The government'lias sent 500
men to move against them. They re-
treated towards the coast and awaited
attack, being constantly reinforced,
until they numbered over 600 men.
The government troops Itad been
promised pay/tnit finding theinselves
unpaid, and in want of the ne«es”.aries
of life, they also begjin rioting. Their
ofticcrs succeeded inlforcing them to
fight Ihe rebels, whom they drove
away, with heavy losses on both sides.
It is claimed the rebels lost 62 killed,,
and the government’ 37, besides many
injured. The. next day, 2001 Isoldiers
joined the rebels and they made an as-'
sault and captured the city, But later
were driven off by .reinforcements
from Santa Anna. Rebels lost over
half their number. The government
troops followed up their advantage
and killed many and showed no
quarter. Nineteen rebel officers were
caught-and-shot without a trial.

San Francisco: Geh.- Antonio Ezeta.
deposed president of Salvador again
announces his determination to return
to Salvador and depose President
Guiterrez, and assume control of the
country, lie expects tchjentcrHhe city
of San Salvador in triumph. The sol-
diery will desert the; standard of Guit-
errez and the tierce tribes and half-
breeds and Indians under Gen. Rivas
are expected, to flock to Ezcta’s aid.

Show  that  while the medal
shown by the claimant was genuine
the claimant could not possibly have
had it in possession in England; and
that while many of the facts which he
claimed to remember were correct,
they must have come to fys knowledge
in some way unknown, and that the
claim set up was fraudulent.

Witnesses on-behalf of the claimant
were then sworn—among whom was
“Charles Molier.”
