The surrounding 
hills, high,terraced, 
sloping, g o r g e d ,  
were so many hang­
ing gardensof beau­
ty. The streams 

rumbled down through rocks of grey 
lime stone, and flashing from the hill­
side, bounded to] the sea. In the time 
of our Lord the valleys, headlands, and 
ridges were covered thickly with vege­
tation, and, so great was the variety of 
climate, that the palm tree of the torrid 
and the walnut tree of rigorous climato 
were only a Jittle way ^part. Men in  
vineyards and olive gardens were gatfc- 
ering up the riches for the oil-press. 
The hills and valleys were starred and 
crlmsoped with flowers; from which 
Christ took his text, and the disciples 
learned lessons of, patience and trust.

They acknowledge the God. who grows 
the harvests, and gives them all their 
prosperity. "When disaster comes that 
destroys others, they are only helped 
into higher experiences. The coldest 
winds that ever-blew down from snow­
capped Hermon; and tossed Gennesaret 
into foam and agony could not hurt 
them. Let the winds blow until they 
crack their cheeks; let the -breakers 
boom—all Is well, Christ is in the ship. 
Here' are other men, the. prey of'uncer­
tainties. When they succeed, they strut 
through the world in gtfeat vanity, and, 
wipe their feet on the'sensitiveness of 
others. Disaster comes, and they are 
utterly down. They are good sailors on 
a fair day, when the sky is clear and 
the sea is smooth; but they cannot out­
ride a storm. After awhile the packet 
is tossed abeam’s end, and it seem s as 
if she must go down with all the cargo. 
Push out from the shore with lifeboat, 
long-boat, shallop, and pinnace. You 
canndt save the crew. The storm twists 
off the masts. The sea rises up to take 
down the vessel. Down she goes! No 
Christ in that ship.

I speak to young people whese voy­
age in -life  will be a mingling of sun­
shine and of darkness, of arctfc blast 
and of tropical tornado. You w ill have 
many a long, bright day of prosperity. 
The sky is clear, the sea smooth. The 
crew exhilarant. The boat staunch 
will bound merrily over the billows. 
Crowd on all . the canvas. * Heigh, ho! 
Land ahead! But suppose that sick­
ness puts its cup to your lips; suppose 
misfortune with some quick turn of 
the wheel, hurls you backward; sup­
pose that the'wave of trial strikes you 
athwart-ships, and bowsprit shivered, 
and halliards ^swept Into the sea, and 
gangway crowded with piratical dis­
asters. and- the wave beneath, and the 
sky above, and the darkness around are 
filled with the clamor of the voices of 
destruction. Oh! then, you will want 
Christ in the ship.

I iearn, in the next place, that peopjb 
who follow Christ must not always ex­
pect smooth sailing. When these dis­
ciples got into the small boa{s they 
said: "What a delightful thing this 
is! Who woul<jl not be a follower of 
Christ when he fcan ride in one of these 
small boats after the ship in which 
Jesus is sailing?” But when the storm 
came down these disciples found out 
thht following Jesus did not always 
make smooth sailing. So you have 
found o u t. and I have found out. If 
there are any people -who you think 
oughtfto have a good time in getting  
out ofi this world, the apostles of Jefeus 
Christ’ought to have been the men. 
Have you ever noticed how Ahey got 
out of the world? St. James lost his 
head. St. Phillip was hua£ to death 
against a pillar. St. Matthew .was 
struck to death by a halberd. St. Mark 
was dragged to death through tho 
streets. St. Janies the Less had his 
brains dashed out with a fuller's dub. 
St. Matthias was stoned to death. St. 
Thomas was struck through with a 
spearj John Huss in the fire, the Albl- 
geniiSs, the Waldenses, the Scotch Cov- 
enanters^-did they always find smooth 
sillin g?  Why go so far? There is a 
young man in a store in New York 
who has a har̂ d time to maintain his 
Christian character. All th e  'clerks 
laugh at him, the employers in that 
store laugh at him; and when he loses 

diis patience they say: "You ^re a 
pretty Christian.” Not so easy is it for 
that young man to follow Christ. If 
the Lord did not help him hour by hour 
he would fail. There are scores of 
young men today who would be willing 
to testify that in following Christ one 
does not always find smooth soiling. 
There is a Christian girl. In her home 
they do not l ik e  Christ. She has hard 
work to get a silent place in which to 
say her prayers. Father opposed‘to re­
ligion. Mjother opposed to religion. 

.Brothers and sisters opposed to re­
ligion. The Christian girl does not al­
ways find it smooth sailing when she 
tries to follow Jesns. But be of good 
h eart As seafarers, when winds are

Agkiri, my subject teaches me that 
good people sometimes get very much 
frightened.

The Redferri b ill makes six changes 
in the law  regarding teachers. They  
are as follows; ')

Examiner m ust .now jliaye been a 
teacher of at least nine months’ expe­
rience and a holder of a t  least a third  
grade' certificate.

In addition to  the jqualifleations 
formerly required of the commissioner, 
he m ust havje I'had 12 months’ expe­
rience in teaching.

Teachers’ exam inations for county  
‘certificates wiilinow be held on uniform  
dates in a ll the counties of the state.

N o certificate can legally  be granted  
to  persons 21 years of age and over 
w ho are not citizens of the Edited  
States.

The clause in the former law w hich  
forbade commissioners aind examiners 
from having an interest in summer 
normal schools was stricken out.

City teachers m ust be ‘lega lly  quali­
fied. Exam ination must be conducted 
by authority of the board of education  
in a manner satisfactory to  the super­
intendent of public instruction.

Act No. T!$ authorizes the state board 
of education to indorse certificates 
granted in other states. .

Act No. 101 requires (commissioners 
to  exam ine candidates for admission 
to  the Agricultural college.

A ct No. 5(i 'makes it the duty of 
school officers to  provide a flag and 
flagstaff for every school house.

Act No. 1.11 provides that the ttution  
shall not exceed the average cost per 
capita more than 15 per1 cent. It also  
provides that children supported in 
county houses shall he adm itted to the 
scliooi nearest the county house, the 
eounty paying the tuition.

Act No. ‘113 provides fqr teaching  
the modes by w hich dangerous com­
municable diseases are spread and the 
means of prevention.

Act No. 95 is the new compulsory 
school law , and its  chief features are 
as follows:

The school age for compulsory a t­
tendance is from 6 to 14 throughout 
the state and from 7 to 30 in cities, and 
a t least four months attendance Is re­
quired. | The on ly  pupils who jare ex ­
empt are those- who attend private 
schools, those who have already ac­
quired the ordinary branches, those 
w ho are physically unable to attend  
and pupils living more than tw o miles 
from school.

These would be placed on the 
rampftrts and as the enemy approached 
the jet would be turned on. Aa water 
is a good conductor, the stream would 
be heavily charged with electricity of 
fatal power and every man within Its 
radius woulfl be killed. An Auburn
ex-alderman has just escaped what 
might might have been unpleasant 
consequences from seeking to experi­
ment in the same field of electrical con­
duction.

A dispatch from -.N orfo lk . Va., says: 
“The A m erican Book company of New 
Y o rk  has -just gained a  signul v icto ry  in tbe 
courts  o f V irginia and has received an afc- 
fo lu tean d  com plete vindication  a fte r  a lo n g  
and  exhaustive tr ia l  by special ju ry  in the 
C ircu it court of th is  c ity . The P ilo t news­
paper of this c ity , upon the  aw ard ing  of 
th e  co n trac t fo r school books to  the  A m er­
ican Book com pany, p rin ted  a  long a rtic le  
w ritten  and prepared  by R. B. B yrd , an 
agen t and a tto rn ey  fo r G inn &jCo., of New 
Y ork, in  which i t  was charged th a t  the 
s ta te  superin tenden t bad been bribed by 
the  Am erican .Book company. The P ilo t 
w as im m ediately  sued for libel, and, a fte r  
a  five weeks’ tria l,, which crea ted  an im ­
m ense am ount of in te res t th roughout the  
s ta te , a  verd ic t fo r punitive  dam ages woe 
recen tly  aw arded , and tbe  ju ry  found th a t  
th e  s ta tem en ts m ade w ere false and  a 
deliberate  libel. N ot only ’ so, b u t the 
com pany, upqn unim peachable evidence, ,

though, i t  is perhaps tru e  th a t  m ost 
southerners did not realize how big the 
W orld's- F a ir  would be or of how much 
im portance it criuld be to the| south 
from  a n  industria l po in t of view.

I  w ould like to  ca ll attention to the 
waifs who are fonnd in our almshouses, 
and  to somej of the difficulties in the way 
o f giving them  proper careJ

F irst, there are those wiio are tem po­
rarily  dependent and m ust ibe kept for a 
short tim e at public expense, sickness of 
parents or other reasons may dem and11 i t ; 
in some states these are boarded at private 
homes w ith good results.

8econd, those who for pome physical 
defects a ie  rejected at oth« r  institutions 
and m ust be detained jn our poorhouses.

O ur Michigan law-makers acknowledge, 
the  situation, as we find jin our school 
laws, page 28> act 131,189.0 .[ this act. “Chil 
dren in almshouses at county expense 
must be adm itted to the s c Jiq o I  of the dis­
trict, the county paying the tu ition .”

W hile this may reach (some cases, it 
would be nearly impossible to enforce it 
in  D etroit poorhouses on account of the 
distance from the school bouse, and in 
most cases the same objections to  receiv­
in g  them  in the ttate school (such as a 
contagious scalp disease oil other physical 
defects) would certainly apply to our dis- 
tr ic t school as well.

Third, we have homes and state schools 
fo r those suitable for adoption, there are 
m any children crippled.inj body who are 
b right in  intellect, not admissable to other 
institutions. The public lowes a double 
duty  to those who have ho prospect in 
life except through public channels; oth- 
e r  waifs may drift into homes or grow up 
ignorant, and  still make the ir way u p  in  
life if  le ft to  themselves For instance, 
one with crippled feet shnfuld be educated 
and taught one of the  many occupations 
tha t reuqire the use of the hands only, 
b u t if left in  the almshouse, surrounded 
by those baneful influences, through neg­
lect they become lifelong public charges, 
when a little effort w ould make them 
self-supporting and useful members of so­
ciety. T hat we may better, understand 
this, le t us look for a niotheirt at the dif­
ferent classes of people ifonnd in these 
places. It is a mistake to; think that these 
people are all ignorant and vicldus; many 
are the victims of unfortunate circum ­
stances that are liable to befall anyone.

Y et they come to our (city poorhouses 
in  hordes, the refuse of! our slums and 
haunts of vice, bringing with them  only a 
memory of a life of crime and its fearful 
consequences. No child should he al­
lowed in such a place beyond the  brief' 
period w hile they need a!m other’s special 
care and nursing. Society should see to 
i t  th a t these children do pot’ start in life 
weighed down with disabilities, from 
which the wonder is tha t one of a thdu- 
sand ever frees himself. In  a place of 
th is  kind children are often surrounded by* 
th e  vicious, who for theiij own amusement 
would in one hour teach |a child  a lesson 
th a t would poison its. whole life. Many 
of these poor waifs are born with tenden­
cies downward, “sure anil steadfast.” If, 
then , instead of being helped to throw 
these inherited vicious tendencies off by 
every possible refining ajnd uplifting in­
fluence, they are still (further clogged 
through^heir most impressionable years, 
by all sorts of degrading influences and 
debasing surroundings, who shall wonder 
if  th e ^ k eep  on in the ways of the ir fath­
ers and mothers, the only difference b e ­
ing tha t they will inevitably sink deeper 
and the wiork of reclaiming them  be al­
most hopeless. (There seems to me to be 
a practical solution to  tbiis difficult ques­
tion, nam ely: tha t each of our larger 
poorhouses provide a  coRage far enough 
away from the  main builjding to be entire-, 
ly separate, with a suitable matron and 
conducted somewhat after the plan of our 
state schools.) The financial side of the 
question commends it to the tax-payer; it 
has been said (“The most expensive th ing  
th ing  in society, is the; crinfinal.”) A 
small am ount spent id the prevention 
of pauperism  is better than these enor­
mous sums tha t are demanded later m life 
in  the hopeless attem pt at cure. As a 
m atter’of economy our town councils and 
county and state officialsj should see to it 
th a t this flood of human life, tending so 
directly to  pauperism add crime, should 
be diverted into better channels.
