“Flrut Water Diamond.”

"W hat do you mean by the expres-
sion ‘first water?”*

“The expression ‘first water’ when
applied to a diamond denotes that It is
free from all traces,of color, blemish,
flaw or other Imperfection, and that its
brilliancy Is perfect. It is, however,
frequently applied to stones not quite
perfect, but the best that the dealer has,
and they may be of only second quality.
It is almost impossible to value a dia-
mond by Its weight only. Color, bril-
liancy, cutting and the general perfec-
tion of the stone have all to be taken
Into account. Of two stpnes, both flaw-
less and of the same weight, one-may
be worth $600 and the other $12,000.
Exceptional stones 'often bring unusual
prices, while ‘off-color’ stones sell from
$60 to $100 a, carat, regardlessjof size.
The poor qualities have depreciated so
much In value that some are worth only
from one-tenth to one-fourth what they
were worth twenty years ago. This is
specially true of large stones of the
second dr third quality.”

A MYSTERY OF :MPORTEO BEER

The Sales Increasing. While
ports Are Decreasing.
It is regarded by some persons as
surprising that while the importations
of beer have fallen.off considerably in
the last two years.rthe consumption of
imported beer has increased more than
fivefold, says a New York paper. Where
ten years ago there were, perhaps, a
dozen places in town at which.import-
ed beer -was sold, there are now, prob-
ably, six hundred. It has become, in
fact, a prime necessity in salbons of the
first class to have on draught imported
beer, and the multiplicity of such signs
is significant of the constantly increas-
ing demand for the beverage. Some sa-
loons keep as many as six or seven va-
rieties of imported beer; but at the
same tirrie the receipt of barrels in
which it is contained—it is shipped in
bfa}rrels, not kegs—fs constantly falling
off.

theim -

The explanation of the matter is one
which can with much greater candor be
given by a consumer than by a dealer
in the imported article. The fact is
this: Very little of the so-called im-
ported beet sold in New York city sa-
loons at present is really imported. It
is domestic beer of a different kind
from that, usually'sbld, and the differ-
ence is to be found in the use of color-
ing matter and in the larger infusion
of alcohl.. It Is alcohol that gives to
imported beer its strength and which,
at the same time, preserves it during
the oc”an voyage and the constant
changes of temperature to -which it is
subjected in its transfer over 4.000
miles of land and sea. Genuine im-
ported beer sent from Germany to the
United States contains a larger pro-
portion of alcohol than the'beer, sold-
and drunk in Germany. The distinctive
mark of American beers is that they
are what is callled light, of amber color,
and have a bitter taste, supplied in
good beer by the hops. Kaiser beer,
Pilsener beer, and some few other va-
rieties of German beer! are light, but
the great majority of beers sold in Ger-
many are dark, of a reddish-brown
color, somewhat' resembling mahogany
in hue. Now many American brewers,
and especially those in the city of New
York, brew two varieties—dark and
light. The dark is heavy; the light is
frothy. The general demand of con-
Burnerles is almost universally for light
beer, but the dark has some admirers,
especially among those persons who
like a heavier article, sometimes pre-
subscribed for medical use, and resem-
bling. to some extent, porter in its nu-
tritive properties. This dark beer, the
product of American brewers, costs
usually a little more than the light,
but it costs considerably less than the
Imported article with the duty added
to it. So In many New York saloons
the so-called “imported” beer sold over
counters or at tables Is really nothing
more or less than the ordinary Ameri-
can dark beer, colored somewhat, and
with alcohol added. Knowledge oT this
fact thoroughly explains the apparent
paradox that while thejmportationis of
foreign beer have fallen off. the sales
of foreign beer in New York are in-
creasing. During the last two years
many American brewers have been ex-
tending their trade by the manufacture
of a variety recommended to invalids
to whom, heretofore, porter has been
prescribed. This variety of domestic
beer has largely superseded porter, and,
to some extent, ale, ancj the sale of It
appears to be increasing. It Is brewed
only by very large concerns, however,
and considerable advertising work Is
necessary to get it on the market.

CONTINUE THE SLAUGHTER OF
ARMENIAN CHRISTIANS.

Demands of the Powers bat Partially
Complied With and Rioting Continues
—Great iBritain's Warships 3uay Pass
the Dardanelles to Enforce Demands

Constantinople: It is now statecU
ijpbn good authority that the total
number of killed, wounded and miss-
ing Armenians as a result of the re-
centrioting in this city, is over 7b0.
The Armenians refugees who took re-
fuge in their churches and who had
persistently refnsed” to leave those
edifices ever since, halve been persuaded
to return to their homes. They.evacu-
ated the churches in the presence of
the dragomans of the embassies of the
different foreign powers, the govern-
ment having promised”Hiat the refu-
gees should not be molested. None of
the Armenians were arrested. The
dragomans received an ovation from
the Armenian population'. Sir Phillip
L'tiVfie. the British ambassador, askpd
leave of the [government to’ visit Ar-
menians now, in prison, but no answer
was given hnn. >

The'representatives of tli&six pow-
ers sent a collective note to file Turk-
ish government calling attention to
the inadequate measures taken by the
police authorities to maintain public
tranquility in Constantinople and its
suburbs and demanding the prompt
institution of a rigorous inquiry into
the recent rioting, bloodshed and
wholesale imprisonment of Armenians
hero. In addition the powers demand
the release of all prisoners who are iu-
nocent of wrong-doing, and the.cessa-
tion of arrestA. The Turkish govern-
ment in reply to the collective note
enumerated the measures taken to
preserve order* and declared that the
Armenians were the aggressors and
Imd killed inoffensive Mussulmen. It
dbmes ordering that no food be sup-
plied to the refugees in the churches,
urges the ambassadors th assistin re-
storing order, and charges that the
Armenians agitators are intriguing to
cause fresh disturbances. The answer

Improvement In British Sheep,

A writer*fn the London Agricultural
Qazettd on the progress of improve-
ment says of British sheep breeding;
“It is obvious that very much has been
accompflstrtd within the last hundred
years. There, has been an dnormous
improvement in the flocks of the coun-
try generally; in other words, there
has been a great leveling-up of the av-
erage, and Great Britain now undoubt-
edly possesses more good'sheep and less
bad ones in proportion to its area than
any other country in the world. Is the
best Leicester or the best Southdown
of today superior as a breeding and
feeding animal, as a mutton and wcjol,
producer, to the best of those~bred by
Robert Bakewell and John .Ellmap?
This is a difficult, probably an impos-
sible question to answer, for there are
no means of accurate comparison. |If
we were to take'inarket value as an in-
dex, it would have to be admitted that
Bakewell obtained prices far the use
of his rams which have, we believe,
never been exceeded in this country.
Thus ip 1789 hfris recorded to have let
three rams for 1.200 gs. ($6,000), and
seven others for 2,000 gs., and we are
hot aware that these prices have since
been equaled. But it must be admitted
that be had a monopoly for the time,
and he consequently obtained monopo-
list prices, and that no one has since
had” the same opportunity.

W ithin the last half century breed-
ers have devoted themselves largely to
what may be termed the development
and accentuation ‘'of varieties or
“breeds.” The special characteristics
of particular breeds have been assidu-
ously cultivated, so that the differences
between them have become more
marked. A stickling for absolute “pu-
rity” of breed, which amounts almost
to.pedantry, la the main characteristic
of the breeders of the present day.

Nowaday”
the 'breeder relies entirely upon selec-
tions within the limits of the breed, and
crossing is regarded as a cardin,atsin.

Tho Hampshiredown “tias been
well-known  fpr about 100 years,
feeding on the short grasa “that
covers the chalky trills or “downs”
of Hampshire county, England, from
whence it derives its name. It is the
taUest of tile four principal breeds in
England. I't. is large-boned, long-
bodied. and long-legged, and easily
identified as a breed by its face and
ears. The face is long, with prominent
frontal bones or bony protuberances
over the 'eyes; the face has a decided
Roman profile; thick hanging -utider
lip; face and legs are glossy black.
The best authorities say; “"That black
'tips to the ears, as well as very black
faces, are deemed essential, and any
£ight color orlspecks on face or ears, as
sometimes seen in Shropshires arid
Southdowns. are regarded with dislike
and discredit.”  ~The® ears are very
long, thin and oily to the touch, defici-
ent in wool covering and seem almost
bare; are set close to-the eyes, Igqw
down pn side of head, and inclined to
droop to the hind feet; wool is of me-
dium length, about two and one-half
inches, and is thick and even, contain-
ing considerable natural oil, and of fine
fiber, with an inclination to mat on
under side.

Poultry and eggs viuY greatly in fla-
vor and palatableness. ] Food has a
great influence on the "flesh and eggs
of fowls, says the Baltimore Sun. When
hens are fed bn offal and food that is
unclean, their eggs will have sometimes
a peculiar taste. An epicure willfluick-
ly notice the taint or unnatural flavor
of such eggs or poultry meat.

Eggs from such a source have been
known.to produce serious cases of chol-
era morbus, and the trouble blamed ”oa
everything else except the real causae
The public now demand good poultry
and eggs, and the scrawny specimens
of dressed poultry and the eggs that
used to contain about eleven different
sizes in evei® ddzen are becoming
Scarce.. .1

The size and appearance of dressed
poultry lias been greatly improved, as
have also the eggs. There is also much
more uniformity in both.

cver, of tree roosting, hunt-for-a™iv-
ing chickens; The owners of flo«ks
kepj in the olj™-"tj led way still get old-
fashioned results.

stances compared *wlth the chance” a
farm affords.

Cows cannot yield butter fat without
suitable materials from which to make
it, and cattle capabl® of producing
them cannot use the coarse fare of the
lower grades of stock to advantage.
Neither can they withstand the ex-
posure which stock endures
with discomfort and injury.

Fine butter needs no breed. Thie
only question with a man possessing a
fine herd of flative cows Is, can he
make as much flatter? Can he afford
to keep k cow yielding 3 per cent of fat,
when the same care*and pasture would,
bring him 5 per ceat from a thorough-
bred?

Ever aim at a better-bred dairy, if
for no other reason ,than that the sur-
plus stock will sell for much 4>etter flg-
siures, and that the heifers raised are
certain to show a higher grade of ex-
cellence.? There will be fewer cows not
worth the keeping.

Let us not forget that if a herd of
Jerseys gets no better treatment than
the natives had before them they will
give no better return. To be moct
profitable there must be a radical im-
provement in -methods of feeding and
caring for finer stock.

A rather-unique device is In-use by
a San Francisco'railway to overcome a
25 per cent grade on an electric line.
There are two tracks on this gradeie”
cars going in different directions; On
the grade tfcere is a conduit like that
for cable roads, and It contains an eDd-
lgss cable passing over pulleys at the
two ends. An up-going and down-
going car are attached to this cablfe
by men stationed at the grades, and
the two cars then work together by the
use of their own motors, the one going
down hill assisting the one which is
going up.
