PAYING POLL TAX-

Every Person Assessed Liable to a Law-
suit if not Paid.

On several occassions the Mail has
been asked to call attention to the fact
that each year a number .are let off
from paying the poll tax assessed-Against
them, which causes those who are willing
to pay a*d do pay much annoyance, while
those who are let go are just asable to
pay.

We have beard it said more than once
that if the council did not force the col-
lection of poll tax where a man is per-
fectly able to pay, they would not pay
theirs another year. We believe we are
right in- assuring all that pay their poll
tax, that the council will make examples
of those who refuse to pay this year. Tie
new law is so clear that it leaves no
possible loop holes for to get through.
It must be paid like any other tax.

In reply to a letter sent attorney gen-
eral .Maynard we received the fo’lowing:

Lansing, Oct. 23,1895.
Hr. M. P. Gray,
Plymouth, Mich.
My dear Sir:

In answer to yours of the 22dinst. |
will state that sec. 3 of chap. 9 of act N? «
3 of the Laws of 1895, reads as follows:

“The council shall have power to levy
and cause to be collected, in each year, h
poll-tax of one dollar upon every male
inhabitant of the village between the ages
of twenty-one and fifty years, excepting
active members of the lire department,

,nd such other persons as are exempted
by general law from the payment of such
tax. All moneys co lected by virtue of
this section shall be paid into the general
highway lund,” which you will readily
see confers the power upon the village
council to-levy and collect a poll-tax.

The council has the power
to levy the tax, and it lias the power to
collect it. There Is no excuse for “lettfeg”
itf,7 except inability to ,pjy it. MFI&
therefore- the duty of the council td use
all men alike and force the collection of
every dollar of poll-tax, wliitji is-simply
justice to the willing parties.

RUSSIA, ENGLAND AND JAPAN
NOW IN A STEW.

Russiais Making BJg Preparations to Seize
Koreaand Has Hypnotized China—Eng-
land and Japan May Unite to Oppose
the Russians’ Pet Schemes.

London: The Times correspondent
at Hong Kopg,j learns from the a
reliable source that by the new Kusso-
Chine”e treaty Russia obtains rights to
anchor her fleetat Port Arthur and to
construct and weXrk under Russian ad-
ministration . railjivays from Nertchinsk
and Tsitsihar tp Vladivostoek, and
from Tsitsihar tio Port Arthur. But
the Chinese reserjve the option to pur-
chase the railways 20 years hence at a
price to be arranged hereafter. In an
editorial the Times says: “Russia
<|p.nnot possibly ijnagine that the great
powers will viejw with indifference
such an audacious destruction of the
balance of powel|c. China's option to
purchase the railway is ajestalmost
too cynical to find a place in any ser-
ious diplomatic | transaction. Under
the dedicated conditions Manchuria
\youkf practicalr/ become a Russian
province while ljekin would be within
Russia's grip. Russian statesmen can-
not pgssibly execute them unless thejr
have definitely ] resolved to plunge
into vast and dangerous activities."

Another distapeh says; A Russian
squadron of 15 sliips has left Vladivo-
stock for Chemulpo and Fusan. The
Japanes9 fleet in] Formosan waters has
been recalled and several British war-
ships have been ordered to sail for
Korea. It is stajted that Japan’s reply

. to the demand of Russia to ’evacuate

Korea is a pacific but 'firm protest
against.dictation by Russia. Itisre-
garded at Shanjghai as certain that
.Russiawill permanently occupy Fusan.
The dispatch alsp>says that the situa-
tion is'ffiOsl g»“ve and that prepara-
tions for the expected struggle arc vis-
ible on all-sides. ]

Washington: The cable reports that,
a fleet of 15 vessels was on its way to
Korea attracted [much attention among
tpe diplomatic representatives of the
east. It is “regarded as presenting
grave eonditioy.si The latest advices
from Vladivostoek indicate that/Russia
intends to forcibly protest against the
further occupation of Korea by Japan.
London cables assert that following
the lead of Russia, England has ordered
her Asiatic fleet!to the scene of pros-
pective trouble. In diplomatic circles
it is freely asserted that England in-
tends to prevent) the occupation of any
Korean port by ilie Russians., and it is
believed that an alliance between Great
Britain and Japjn may result from the
present situation.

SpanlanlK liittilvj Whipped—800 Killed.

The Cuban junta in t}ie United
States lias received advices o'f a heavy
battle in the province of l'ugrto Prin-
cipe in which the Cubans won a great
victory!, which gave them control of
that province. The dispatch says:

Gen. Macco, lacting under orders
from the war ]minister, started to
march from Santiago de Cuba to join
Gen. Sanchiez in Las Billas, in the
province of Santa Clara, where they
were to unite forces and ravage the
sugar plantations.  The Spanish got
wind of Gen.', Mjaceo's intentions and
immediately dispatched a formidable
column of 2,S0'0 men under Gen. Echa-
gue to prevent|the junction of the
Cuban armies. This column- found
Gen*Maceo as far advanced on his way
as the San Juan valley, in the south'of
Cuba, between Polguinand Barajugua.
Meceo had 3,0t)0 men. of which 500
were cavalry and 2.500 infantry. The
Spanish had 200 men less, but this dif-
ference was more than compensated
for. by the possession of three excellent
pieces of artillery. The battle began
at once and was fought by the Cubans
with great fury.' After four hours of
terrific fighting Gen. Ecliague was
driven from thdffield in disorderly re-
treat, leaving 8*0 killed and wounded
men!, and all his artillery behind him.
Sinde-the battle ithe .insurgents have
overrun Puerto Principq and have af-
fected a junction with Gen. Sanchiez
at Las Billas.'

Washington: There is a rumor
afloat*tbat Mr. Olney is contemplating
retirement from the cabinet. The al-
leged excuse for thii is a supposed dis-
agreement between himself and the
President in regard to'th'e foreign
policy, especially with reference to the
Venezuelan matter, in which the
rumor says that Mr. Olney favors a
morei vigorous courser'than does the
President. Owing to' the absence of
Mr. Qlney and President Cleveland, as
well as all members of the cabinet, it
is impossible to obtain any definite in-
formation which will confirm or dis-
prove Ri.

Constantinople: : Advices from an
Armenian source repoyt a terrible
massacre, hear Baiburt, on the road be-
tween Erz”roum and Trebizond.. These
reports allege that 500 MusSnlihans,
made an unprovoked attack uponthe -
Armenian inhabitants of'several vil-'
lages, and itis further alleged thata
number of young men and]women
were burned alive at stakes, aind thait
many women were outraged and hor-
ribly mutilated.

Upon Mrs. Tuttle's property will be
built a thriving*city and one of the
largest winter hotels iu the south, to
contain 1,500 rooms. Miami will be
the southern terminus of the road-for
many years and the trade of. South
America, Cuba anil the Bahamas will
pass through her doors, as will the
mails of tlicse countries. The road
will be 375 miles-long, ilt is owned
by Il. M. Flagler, of Standard oil
fame , Who also owns three mammoth
hotels at St. Augustine, two at Balm
Beach and three others along the line
of the road—with Miami nine in all.
The railroad aud hotels, with the
canal, iu which Mr. Flagler is a large
owner, constitute gigantic enterprises.
The canal has' redeemed millions of
acres of worthless lands aud the rail-
road wijl bring thorn into market and
together they will serve to bring iin-

The canal follows near the .ocean
ridge and the railroad but a short dis-
tance away all the way down the
coast, through a series of rivers, bays,
sands and bayous, occasionally cutting
through ridges of high laud aud
stretches of muck laud. Together tLey-
will and are doing wonders for this
heretofore practically unknown section
of the Union, southeastern Florida.

The rivers emptying into the Atlan-
tic ocean j«id Biscayue bay In this sec-
tion are most beautiful—broad, deep
and lined with dense tropical trees td
the very banks,-the mangrove, that
most peculiar of ajbtropical trees, prbl
dominating. The tree which puts out
from its branches all the way to the top
limbs resembling milts, which seek the
ground and Imbed themselves- there.
We sailed up three of these rivers
nearly to the Everglades. They are

mere In the nature of sounds than
fivers. When they reach the Ever-
glades they suddenly grow shallow

aud narro.w; and when they reach the
top of a nine or ten foot lrapids are
scarcely more than creeks.-* These
rapids need deepening into the Ever-
glades, at a comparatively nominal
outlay, to drain many thousands of
acres of pine land. The canal com-
pany's drainage system will be extend-
ed to this work in order to bring this
vast stretch of now worthless country
into the market.

Since our return from the southern
part of the county some attention has
been given to the system of agricul-
ture practical in this section of the
state. Farming in Southern Florida is
not what it is in the Northern States.
Fifteen or so acres is as large a farm
as a fatally of thfee male members
should attempt to care for. nttd for
that matter a good deal more .unless
there is,-at least, ten acres set out to
orange**, lemons, limes or bananas.

Mr. W. J. Shone, of Cocoanut Grove,
supervisor of his township, furnishes
us the following data iu regard to to-

Tn concluding'this Jengtliy letter, let
us tell the reader something of the
progress made at Lynton during the
past nii“e days 'since our arrival -in
Palm Beach. Lynton |Is seventeen
miles south of 1‘alm Beach, and is
named after Congressman W. S. Lyn-
ton, of Saginaw, Mich., who is Presi-
dent of the "Sé6utli Florida Land Com-
pany; D. Stvynton, of the same place,
being secretary. The company controls
some 200.00& acres jof pine lands in
this section and Lynton is the first
town to be started under the super-
vision of "Messrs. Lyutpn and Swyu-
tou. At the time of out first visit to
Lynton. Gftober 1st; ther« :was not a
settler iu Lynton,* the surveyors and
street graders having just commenced
laying out the town and cutting out
the streets. Tim town is situated on
the drainage canal and the East Coast
railway. Along the canal is a strip of
heavy muck land something over a
half mile in width. This land is to be
devoted to early, vegetable raising and
is divided into 2 1-2 acre lots. Next to
tlie ocean is a strip of hammock laud,
covered with wild oranges, limes aud
gauvas. The ocean front is designed
for winter residences am|l .winter ho-
teLs. The surf bathing is all* that could
be asked fbr winter orrsunimer. The
gulf stiieam passes within eighty rod9
of the ijeach. Steamers, lu going north,
follow in-ftho gulf stream, and in go-
ing soutli they take the eddy of the
gulf.stream, and come vqrv near to
sthe bench inside fbe gulf Stream, a
mile back from the: ocean Is the depot

and the center of the town,. The resi-
derice lots are ,70x130 feet in size,
numbering, several hundred. Then

there lias"been laid off besides sever-
al five-acre lots in the village. Outside
the village the .lots are twenty acres.
Egch man is given two and a hall
acres of muck, a five-acre tract In the
village, if ho likes, and a twenty-acre
tract. Eael) man is then made a pre-
sent by drawing of a village lot. He
pays $50 per acre for Ins muck land,
which has no timber upon it. For his
spruce pine land to be used for pine
apples he pays $23 per acre, while foi
his high pine land he pays $23 pei
acre. There is a section of undrained
muck land in the edge of the Ever-
glades, a mile or more back from the
depot, selling at '$5 per acre. This-
will be drained next year. Many of
the settlers are purchasing about ten
acres of the high jiine lahd to be used
for -orange and lemon purposes- and
ton acres of this undraiued muck.
This muck j?es next to the high pine
land, and it can be conveniently used;
for fertilizing. For phosphates, the
1. -h of the ocean will be used for fel
* *ilizing.

Yesterday was the day for the divi-
sion of the land by lot. Where there
was not a settler {October 1st. yester-
da# forty-one pieces- of land were
taken by Actual settlers. These people
are all living iu tents at present. The
town will liftve fully, 200 heads jpf fam-
ilies within" thirty days. Most of the-
settlers arc frolfi Michigan. Three*
ubu brought theiij families, while one
lady cajoie from West Branch with
her so*.-.Thirty more men are on_theix
way from Manistee, and ten or fifteen
Will -come®on from West Branch soon.
Large numbers are coming from. Bay
City and Saginaw, and one colony Is
to be oin hand shortly from Sprmg-
Jield, 111

Every man owning Iand wnhm two
miles of..town will have his home in
the village. This is for the purpose ol
religious, social, educational and other
privileges. Mr. Lynton was In his
glory all day yesterday. The scheme
was of his own conception and he
was highly pleased at its success.
Last night he pureliased a ship cargo
of cccoanuts. already sprouted, and
banana roots, off which he makes a
present to the colony by -planting
them throughout the town. The cargc
came from the-Mahamas', only about
forty miles across the gulf stream.
,The town will lje sjettle® almost ex-
clusively by northern people. Mr. Lyn-
ton expects to see 3;000 people nicely
settled in his neyv town, within eigh-
teen months. So much for a Michigan
congressman. Tlie settlers -are all
highly pleased x*'ith their uew loca-
tions. \

The family of the writer having
been the first t0 set foot on Lynton
territory, one of the priqgcipal streets
was named Pearl, after our daughter
