A tlan ta , Ga., October .22. 
Two o r th re e  days a t  the  Cotton 

S ta tes and In te rn a tio n a l Exposition 
has failed to find for us featu res of any  
im portance th a t  w ere not observed a t  
the  W orld 's  F air. T he exposition is 
sim ply a  w orld’s fa ir  In m iniature. 
W e find m any of the  sam e exhibits. 
We find also the  P lalsance in  fu ll oper­
ation—jokes of a ll k inds and Borne 
creditab le  exhibitions. In  sho rt. If one 
did no t a tten d  the  W orld 's F air, the 
A tlan ta  Exposition is w orthy of a t te n ­
tion. I t will not in te res t one who a t ­
tended the fa ir for more th a n  two 
days.

One is convinced a t once upon get­
ting  upon a  s tree t ca r th a t H azen S. 
P ingree is not m ayor of A tlan ta . H e 
is fu rth e r fully • im pressed th q t the 
s tree t car com panies m ust own the  city  
governm ent. W ith wife and child of. 
ip, .w e boarded a  s tree t car a t  t h e ’ 
Union depot and  asked to be set down 
a t  the  Boulevard House, about a  m ile 
d istan t. W e tendered ten  cents as  car 
fare. M ere was dem anded by the  con­
ductor. T h ink ing  th a t he wished fare 
for our 10-year-old, we passed up a n ­
o ther nickle. T ha t was n o t enough. 
Ten cents apiece all around  w as the 
price. And ten ceuts was the price for 
car fare all th e  tim e and h a s  been 
in A tlanta, and a  m ost unsatisfactory  
service it  is a t  tha t. T he common 
council of A tlan ta  and  the city  govern­
m ent in general is ^fated to us by the 
citizens to be woeftllly corrupt. Our 
experience in s tree t cars would seem 
to bear out th is  theory. A tlan ta  is a  
beautiful city, surrounded by a  m ag­
nificent scope of m iserable, poor coun­
try , as G eorgia country goes. The 
surface is very broken and th e  -land 
worn out. We can see no uka in  sqch 
a  section 'hlhs^o large and beautifu l a 
city.

W hile upon our tr ip  down in  South­
eastern  F lo rida we once brought? up in 
a  camp of the Seminole Ind ians; This 
was in the  edge of the  Everglades, up­
on the New R iv e r, some six  miles 
above F o rt Louder,dale. The Seminole 
is an  Indian peculiar to him self. There 
a re  some 500 of the  bucks le ft in tho 
tribe, a  few m ore squaw s th a n  bucks, 
and probably afew more “ picannines, 
as they call the ir children, th a n  bucks 
and squaw s, together. They inhab it the 
Everglades w here they re treated  dur­
ing the early  Indian  wars, and  where 
they have alw ays and do s till defy the 
governm ent to cap tu re and remove. 
,them to reservations. The Seminoles 
are  the  Only Indians in the United 
S tates who still m a in ta in  th e ir  tribal 
relations, a re  not am enable to the  laws 
of the  United, S tates and over whom the 
governm ent has no control. T he party  
which we come up w ith  a t  New 
R iver were out on a  trad ing  expedition. 
They had come down the  New R iver in 
th e ir  dug outs. One of the  bucks 
spoke some English. We left him  a t 
n igh t expecting to gain considerable 
inform ation from him in the m orning 
before our m ule team , was yeady to 
leave. But, lo! in the m orning a t  5:3u, 
poor Lo was too full for utterance . 
Some of the railroad  m en a t work up­
on the  grade near by had supplied him 
w ith a  bottle .The fellow’s nam e was 
Tommy Tiger. He could read  •and 
w rite a  little , having  been dt school a t  
Tam pa for a  time. The n ig h t before 
we had promised to get Congressman 
Linton to secure hiS en trance to  the 
Indian school nea r W ashington, and 
ho wus to have given us our answ er the 
nex t morning. B ut tho next m orning 
he was too "full for u tterance” on the 
question of education. He challenged 
us to a  "clog” on the rive r bank, which 
.was accepted, and as we assisted the 
poor fellow to wind off an Indian clog, 
•our com panion Johnson, of Springfield. 
111., snapped his "kodac” and  im m ortal­
ized the scene.

These Indians obey only th e ir  own, 
laws. The penalty  of dea th  is adm in­
istered upon sligh t occasion. They are 
a  moral people, en tirely  devoid of anv 
knowledge of religion, and for th a t 
m a tte r  of education. It was s ta ted  to 
us tha t Tom m y.Tiger. Dr. Big Cypress. 
Billy. Bow Legs anti Tommy Okeecho­
bee a re  the only Indians in  tho  tribe 
who can read  and w rite. F cr over 
sixty years the Seminoles have defied 
the governm ent. I t  would now be 
im possible for the governm ent troops 
to capture them. They are fam iliar 
w ith every w ater way and island in the 
Everglades. A com pany of soldiers 
could npt tran spo rt supplies for over 
a week’s* m aintenance through th is  sec­
tion. The Indian could' subsist in ­
definitely. He could change his base 
,of operations in a  iWght and leave no 
trail. A mtmth Would be required to 
again locate £inl. His ligh t dug-out 
cypres^ boat, executed w ith g rea t skill 
m echanically, wpuld tran sp o rt a  com­
pany of tw elve o r fifteen w ith supplies 
and not draw  over th ree  inches o f  wa­
ter. W e saw one of these boats. It 
was about six ty  feet in length, some 
four feet in breadth, and  some th ree  
feet above the w ater. Four men could 
postage it  a  considerable distance. It 
carried  two sails. I t was a  “dug-out,” 
a  cypress tree having been used. The 
m echanical work w as exceedingly fine. 
Tommy Tiger had p^iintel “Sem inola” 
upon the bews in  quite  fa irly  formed 
le tters.

The bucks are  m agnificently built 
specim ens cf the hum an fam ily. Tall, 
square-shouldered, deep-chested and 
strong  of limb. They, as well as the 
squaw s, who are  very  inferior physical­
ly. w ere dressed principally  in buck­
skin. The squaw's- wore im mense 
necklaces of beeds. bears’ claws, bears’ 
tee th  and periw inkle 
lnoles*subsist p rinc ipally  upon fish and 
game. They k ill la rge num bers of 
deer, bear, pan ther, w ild cats and  o tter, 
selling  the pelts. The o tte r  of F lorida 
is  a  splendid specimen of th is  fam ily, 
and  his skin averages the Indian  about 
five dollars. F arm ing  to some ex ten t 
is  engaged in. Our party  cam e across 
a, num ber of patches of pum pkins 
squashes, sweet potatoes an d  o ther 
garden tru ck  grow ing upon the  sm all 
“ham m ocks” o f  rich  land to  be found 
frequently  in th e  pine woods.. They 
were practica lly  grow ing w ild. They 
are  never gathered  except as  needed, 
an d  are  allowed to

pum pkins o r to  reproduce in the  case 
of ip o ta t^ s  and other p lants. W e saw

th e  sw eet potato ' and  Irish  potato had. 
grow n for several years w ithout re ­
p lanting . They dig them  w hen' they 
need th e m ,- th in n in g  out the  m atu re 
p lants, leav ing- the  green ones. This 
would seem queer to a  no rthe rn  fa rm ­
er. I t  certain ly  struck  us as  a  peculiar 
m ethod of cropping. B ut they ican  do 
no o ther way. If  dug and stored  they 
would spoil. Cellars are  no t necessary 
and  the re  a re  none.

S outheastern F lo rida  is largely  fine 
sand land. There are  a  -few “ham ­
mocks” :of sm all ex ten t of a sandy loam 
natu re . These a re  low places of m uck 
land; b u t the  m ajo rity  is fine sand.. In  
M ichigan i t  would be w orthless for a g ­
ricu lture. Only the  clim ate of F lo rida  
m akes i t  very  valuable. A successful 
sou thern  F lo rida farm er spends more 
th a n  double the  am ount for fertilizers 
eacty year per acTe th a n  a  M ichigan 
iqan takes  off h is  land in value of crops. 
In  some places for ce rta in  crops he 
spends as high as  $S5 per acre for fe r­
tilizers. He cannot .afford to do w ith- ‘ 
ou t th is  h e iv y  fertilization. H is farm  
produces no 'fertilizer as  does the  n o rth ­
ern  farm . H e h as  no barnyard  to 
fu rn ish  m anure. He has no rotted- 
straw . H e tu rn s  undpr no cloverseed 
as he raises same. He dods som etim es 
sow a  heaving sowing of edw peas afte r  
he has taken  off his garden tru ck  in 
.February or M arch artd tujrn§ it under 
before he p lan ts  his n ex t crop in  Octo­
ber—long enough before to allow  it to 
rot.

If he raises June  apples, he sca tters ' 
about two tons per acre of cottonseed 
meal over the ground and rakes  i t  in 
to produce the  p lan t. Before the p lant 
fru its  he again goes over the  ground 
andsprink les into the head of the  p lan t 
his phosphate for-purposes of fertiliza­
tion. If he has an  orange grove and is 
nea r the  coast he gathers  seaw eed and 
cu ltiva tes i t  into the 'soil aud m ulches 
the  roots of the  trees w ith  it, and per­
haps plows under two crops of cow peas 
per year. Yet w ith all this, w hich fu r­
n ishes a  heavy body for. the  land, he 
lacks phosphates,- am m onia and  some 
o ther ingred ien ts to cause h is  fru its  to 
ripen  and fill perfectly. He m ay add 
the  phosphates by ca tching  shark , ta r ­
pon, Porpoise and several o ther kinds 
of fish, bury them  un til they decom­
pose. and  then  add them- to  the  soil for 
phosphate. B ut th is  m u s t- be done in ­
te lligently ; he m ust know w'hat his soil 
contains and w hat it. lacks.- then  sup­
ply the  deficiency in an  in telligen t m an­
ner. T h is intelligence is easily  ac­
quired. Before a  p inery is in bearing 
(tw enty m onths) or an  orange orchard 
produces fru it (four years) the  m an of 
average intelligence know s h is  busi- 

, ’jfaess. H is truck  gardening  is easily 
learned. H is soil contains m uck and 
lime only. The res t m ust be adfled. 
Any produce dealer ,v/ill fu rn ish  i the 
necessary ingredients. Remeipber' th a t 
the  h igh  p ine land or the  m uck .l&ind 
or the  ham m ock land w ill produce good 
crops, farm ed as the  average nqrthern  
farm er farm s, the  two la tte r  for sev­
eral years  w ithout fertilization ; b u t a 
farm er' cannot afford tq do w ith  an  o r­
d inary  crop, where hi6 m uck land is. 
w orth frotn $500 to $1,000 per acre, as 
these lands are selling in places on In ­
dian River, and where he c^n get from 
$3.50 to $7 per crate of th ree  pecks for 
s tr in g  beans, $4 to $8 per cra te  of three 
pecks- fo r tom atoes, where h is  onions 
are  w orth say from $1,500 to  $2,500 an 
acre for the  Berm udas and h is  s traw ­
berries anyw here from 5v cents to $2.50 
per quart. He m ust ra ise  a) fu ll-crop  
and m ust add fertilTzeijjB largely,. The 
soil never has a  re s t in F lorida. If it 
is hot grow ing a  crop of vegetables or 
fru its  it  is grow ing a crop of .weeds; a 
continual 'd rain  is ccmstantly being 
made upon the soil. hav6 seen pig 
weeds, the red root, grojwiirg upon the 
m uck dands a t  and  near Lyivton, fully 
fourteeh inches jn d iam eter’.

There rsia condition of atm osphere ir> 
southern  Floridja very peculiar—its 
dryness— wljile at the sam e tim e irriga ­
tion is not necessary, as is the  case jn 
soutern  California. The rainy  seasons 
are M arch and Septem ber. The Maft-h 
ra in s  m ay  be extended over into A pfil 
and the Septem ber rnins ov«Y into Oc­
tober, as was the case th is  year, but 
during  the w inter scarcely any  ra in s  oc­
cur. as  is the case during  the summer.

Ivan Noble Walker...

Gen. Ivan  Noble W alker, who was 
eie#ted com m ander-in-chief of the 
Grand Army pf the Republic a t  the Na­
tional E ncam pm ent in Louisville, is a 
native of Indiana, having been born in 
Rush county, Feb. 3, 1839, and be bas 
been a  m em ber pf the G. A. R. since 
1867. A t the breaking  out of the  w ar 
Gen. W alker held, an  Im portan t civil 
office, b u t he resigned this! to  devote his 
fervices to the cause of d ie  union. He 
raised  a  com pany of volunteers, which 
was incorporated into the! 73d Indiana 
regim ent, under his command. This 
body was sent to the  fron t a t  once, and 
was engaged atf Richmond, Perryvitle, 
and Stone River^ wbfere for ga llan t con­
duct Capt. W alker won the ran k  of 
major. Soon afterw ards, in March, 
1863, he was prom oted to lieu tenan t 
colonel, and  a t  th e  death  of the colonel 
in May following he was placed in  com­
mand of the  regim ent. In  a daring  raid 
which he led into the  enem y’s coun­
try  Col. W alker was captured and shu t 
up in Libby Prison, from which he

A t Biscayne Bay the  tra d e / w inds 
have fu ll effect, and  for eleven m onths 
out of the  tw’elve the w inds blow from 
the ea st to *he southeast, tem pering  the 
clim ate so th a t S6 degrees is la high 
tem perature, and  then  the  stiff s a lt air 
breeze-ftnakes it invigorating. B ut tha t 
one m onth w ith  the  wind from  the
