HlcbiCsn Sunday School Association

at Detroit Very Largely Attonded—

State"Sunday School Convention

The thirty-fifth annual convention
of the Michigan State Sunday School
association was held in the Auditorium
at Detroit E. 0. Excell, of Chicago,
opened the first evening’ session with
asong «ervipe. The convention was
welcomed to Detroitby City Controller
~-F. M. Blades. Gov. Rich welcomed
them on the part of the slate, and
after Hon.' Thos. E. Backworth,V of »
* Jackson, president of the association, |
had replled on behalf of 'the 35000)]
Sunday school workers Gen.

j

of the evening, Gen. John B..Gordon, |
of Georgia. in his remarks Gen. |
Alger spoke of tfie struggle of the
Cuban patriots for liberty from the j
oppressive yoke of Spain and said that
all American hearts- burned in .sym-
pathy for them. Gen. Gordon—a Con-
federate general—gave an address full
of the air of American patriotism
.which stirred the hearts of everyone
in the vast audience.

The business sessions were full of
interest and enthusiasm, the presence
and participation of B. F. Jacobs,-of
Chicago, president of the World’s S-S.
association, adding much to tlie work.
Reporteshowed that out of Michigan's
84 counties. 75 now have county organ-
izations; 64 counties have held conven-
tions ducing the year, 11 having held
two; six district conventions have also
been held. In the state there are now
4,200 evangelical Sunday schools, with
45,000 officers and teachers and 350.000
scholars. The Sunday school mission-
ary work has, iluriug the year, organ-
ized 59schools. reorganized'47. with 517
teachers and 4.371 scholars, has made
300 conversions, visited 10,0000 families
and distributed a vastamount’of tracts
Bibles and Sunday school literature.
The report of Treasurer W. L. C. Reid,

of Jackson, showed the fotal receipts
amounted to §2,090.23 of which
$32.38 is still in the treasury.

*There is still due from county and
personal pledges §830.48., The total
debtof"the association is now §447.53.
The officers elected were: President,
Hon. E. P. Allen, of Ypsilanti: record-4
ing secretary. A- Il. Cross, of Lyons,
treasurer, W. L. C. Reid, of Jackson;
vice-presidents, J. E. Holies, of De-
troit: J. Il. Grant, of Manistee; Rev.
\V. H. Williams, of Grand RapidsT Rev.
Thomas Middlemis, of Alpena. Kala-
mazoo was chosen as the place for
holding thc’Giconvention. The other
features of the convention were ad-
dresses and conferences.on the various
branches of Sunday school work.
