American stock raisers have forbears
been clamoring that their Interests are
being injured by the greed of the res
tailers of meats. They say that the
prices at wMch the live animals are
purchased fi »m them bear no relative
position; to toe pripes at which meats
are retailed. They point out that th”re
have sometimes been advances in the
retail price at the same time that the
prices of live stock were declining.

It Is for the interest of all breeders of
stock thatimeat be sold to the people at
as low a price as possible, the middle
man and the retailer being content with
a fair profit This has a tendency to
stimulate a greater demand for meat
Wi ith such stimulation there could be
no meat of any kind exported, as tho
home market would take everything the
stockmen could raise.

Let ua illustrate. Last year we ex-
ported live stock products as follows in
value: 'Live crfttle, $33,461,922;. live
hogs, $14,756; live sheep, $832,763; beef
products, $128,259,863; mutton. $174,400;
pork products, $93X33,592. This gives
1 grand total of $156,177,296. Reckon-
ing our population at 70,000,000, this
would represent $2.23 per capita per.
year, a little more than 4J£ cents per
week- In other words, it would be nec-
essary only to increase our consumpe
tion per capita 4V2 cents worth per week
to consume the entire product now be-
ing exported.

This could be done by selling meats
at a fair price.” The fact is that a great
many markets all over the country
charge high prices, sell less meat, but
make justas much money as they would
in selling a larger quantity, at a'lower
price. They prefer this plan, for it
saves them the trouble of handling the
extra amount of meat. They are thu3
the gainers, but both the producers and
ihe consumers-are the losers. It is not
what we would call an honest market,
which would operate to the advantage
of all concerned. We cannot, however,
expect to see any reform along this line,
as a result of preaching. Commercial
selfishness is stronger than commercial
philanthropy. Tbe position will yield
only to commercial force. The time
may come when stockmen of all kinds
will be compelled to take measures to
see that their products are placed in
the hands of the consumers at a rea-
sonable price.

Feed the Com Crop.

W hat Bhall we do with the enormous
corn crop? is a question receiving a
great deal of thought et the present
time. Any crop shipped long distances
to market in its crude state cannot
bring as satisfactory and remunerative
returns as if manufactured into “fin-
ished products.” Whether the corn
crop of 1895 will be a blessing or tho
reverse, to the producer, depends en-
tirely on the wisdom* he displays oa
marketing it

It will prove a blessing only when
disposed of at a profit At the prices
now prevailing many of us will be un-
able to realize above the cost of pro-
Aduttion, ubless by some other method
of disposing of it than in its original
state. Shipping it as a raw product
involves the expense of additional
freight By becoming a manufacturer
and converting his corn, oats and hay
Into beef, pork, mutton or butter, the
fanner not only obtains an increased
price for his crop, but also a profit, on
the finished product The farmer who
has or can obtain bogs and cattle to
feed corn, will hold a decided advan-
tage over tbe maa who places his crop
on the market In its crude state. By
feeding the entire products of the farm
at home the fertility of the land is, not
only kept up, but \s Increased. The
successful farmer is the one who con-
verts all he raises into “finished prod-
ucts.”—American Corn and Hog Jour-
nal.

When | started in the poultry busi-
ness. says a writer In Farm Poultry,
had four Barred Plymouth Rocks, a
trio of Black Minorcas and six mongrel
hens. Finding my room too small for
two breeds. | disposed of the Minorca
cock and put them all in one pen. The
mongrels contained a preponderance of
Leghorn blood and laid a small white
egg, the Minorcas a large white pgg,
a»i the Plymouth Rocks a brown esk\
so that | had no trouble in distinguish-;
Ing them. For the year the percentage
cf eggs laid by each yvas as follows:
Two Minorcas 21%- per cent; four B.
P. Rocks. 46 per cent; six mongrels, 38%
per cent

Th/ough the months of April and
May the mongrels laid more eggs than
thfe other six, but at no other time did'
they equal Either the Minorcas or Ply-
mouth RoOKis.

| have no doubt that a few years’
breeding would have raised the stand-
ard of the mongrels, but I shall never
spend my time that way. They were
an eyesore to me while | had them, and
so long as | can get better, or even if |
could only get their equals ns egg pro-
ducers and have a certain amount jof
beauty combined with utility, I shall
keep a pure breed.

Bovine Rabies.—Id Ware, Mass.,
twenty head cf cattle on five farms
have died of a disease diagnosed as
rabies. The origin of the disease is
traced to a mad' dog. The most im-
portant symptoms were Intense uneasi-
ness and excitemept, grating of the
teeth with champing of tlhe jaws, fre-
quent fits"of bellowing and continued
straining. The temperature remained
normal and the changes in the pulse
were slight Death resulted In from
one to seven days after the first signs
of the disease. Nine of the animals
averaged twenty-four and four-ninth
days from the time they were bitten to
the first manifestations of illness. In
two other animals-the period of incub-
ation was forty-seven and six-eighth
days-

BRITISH BACK DOWN.

THE.SULTAN FORCED THEM TO
*TAKE WATER.”

British GannUhlp Dryad Made to Turn
Baric After Sho Bad Started to Paas
Through the Dardanelles—The Powers
Divided—The Sltnttlon la Turkey.

Sleeping over the -crater of tempo-
rarily quiet volcano anight be called a
comfortable position when compared
with the situation in Turkey in gen-
eral and in Constantinople in partic-
ular. To be an ambassador of one
powers to the porte is at present not
what might be termed a "snap” and
within the past week those officials
have not boon resting on “flowery
beds of ease.” This is especially the
easi with air Philip Currie, the British
uinbassatior. This gentlemen took the
lead of tht. representatives of the pow-

ers .in demaDuing of the porte
that cucli of the powers be grunted
hruians ipafesortsi  for at least
one more guard-ship each to pass
tarough the Dardanelles and be

stationed before Constantinople for
the purpose of protecting foreign resi-
dents. Abdul Humid, tue sultan, and
his .ministers consulted* and Tweiik
Pasha, minister of .foreign allairs, in-
formed sir Philip- Currie that the re-
quest would be granted. This eased
matters up somewhat, as the ambassa-
dors had begun to feel that it would be
refused and a crisisWas felt to be
imminent. Acting on the report of
Tweiik Pasha the Lrilish am-
bassador ordered the gunboat Dryad
to make the pa&s-ige from ba-
lonica bay, where the fleets of the
powers were stationed, through the
the Dardenelles. Tqis was to be fol-
lowed by guardsliip>of Russia,. Italy
ujid Austria at least. Hut in the
njeantimfe the “palace party,” consist-
ing of the priests, chamberlalus valets,
etc., who are the sultan sreal advisors,
had taken a hand and made Abdul
Lkiinfd believelthat the gathering of
any more foreign warships in the
1jl,>osphorous would be equivalent to a
‘Inaval demonstration before Constanti-
nople. and as such would so inflame
the Mussulmans that they would
regard it*as an affront to ‘their sultan
and resent it by a terrible carnage of
bloodshed in which no Christiap would
be safe. This bad the effect the

“palace party ’desired and the! sultan
hurriedly called Tweiik Pasha and sent
him to bir Philip Currie with in-
structions to doieverything possible to
induce the British ambassador to
countermand his order for the gun-
boat. fcir Philip, however, refused to
do so, saying that lie wastired of:being
trilled with: Tewhk* Pashalreturned
to the palace in a very unenviable
irame of mind and announced the
failure of his mission. The sultan is
said to have been frantic with rage
and drove Tweiik from his presence
with fierce revilings. The president
of the state coun.dL,. Said Pasha, who
is supposed to have some influence
with feir Philip Currie, was thereupon
hurriedly sent for and Abdni Hamid
eagerly besought him to go im-
mediately to the P.ritish ambassador
and spare no effort to induce him to
order the recall of the Dryad. The
entreaties of Said Pasha seem to have
had weight with the ambassador, for
bir Philip finally consented to place the
whole matter, at that late hour, once
more before his government, and to
await further instructions, although
he is understood to h*ive carte blanche
as to what steps he thinks it neces-
sary to take ini treating with the
sultan. There was some delay in ob-
taining a reply to the'message to Lord
fculisbury, but .it finally became
apparent that Great Britain “would
notdo anything calculated in any way
to hinder the efforts-of the sultan to
restore order and put in force*the
reforms advocated by the powers, and
therefore, in view of Ahaul llamids
strong objections, -the demand for the
extra giuiraships woul 1 not be carried
to the extreme oL forcing the passage
of tlife'-DunJeuelies.” Therefore the
1ryad was ordered to return W Sa-
lonica bay. *

Thin was, to the diplomatic corps,
quite an 'Unexpected denouement of a
situation* which .had assumed a most,
dangerous aspect,, and the general
opinion is that t:ie powers have been
placed in a somewhat ridiculous posi-
tion. Following the repeated throats
of forcing the passage of thei.Dardanel-
les if the sultan persisted in refusing
to allow the gunboats to enter .the
Bosphorus, this looks very much a* if
Abdul JlamSjd 'and his a.ivisers were
well informed when they persisted in
holding* out against the demands of

the repre entatives of Great Britain,
Russia, Italy and Austria for.addi-
tional guarilships, believing that

th.y were justified in sodoing on the
ground that the powers aremot 5n ac-
cord. as so frequently- claimed and
officially stated, and that the dissent-
ing powers were behind Abdul llamid
in the stand tu has taken. However
bir Philip strongly impressed upon the
min iof the sultan tnat any further
disturbances which would threaten
the lives of foreigners would be the
signal for. the enforcement oJ the
treaty rights of the powers regarding
the extra guarJships even if Great
Britain had to act alone in the matter.
McamVkile' the “palace party” is
triumphant, and the impression is be-
ing conveyed to the Turkish public
that the sultan has won a great victory
o”er the powers. This tends to make
the matter'more delicate to handle” as
to demonstrate that 6uch is not the
ease is almost certain to lead to an
outbreak.

BLOW AND BLUSTER.

An Extensive and Disastrous Ftorn VIsHs
Several States.—Vessels Wrecked.

A severe wiqd storm and blizzard,
which was a coinbination of a hurri-
cane from the Gulf of Mexico and a
genuine terror from Manitoba struck
tjie central Mississippi and the lake
states and did great damage. In
Chicago telegraph and telephone com-
munication was completely broken up;
the trolley wires broke down and
traffic was at a standstill in the city;

several horses were killed by live
yvirea Passengers on several subur-
ban electric street railroads were

snowbound in a desolate portion of
the city, and some of them were com-
pelled to remain all night in the cars,
being unable to reach their homes.
Freight and passenger traffie from
every direction waspractically blocked
and suburban trains very much de-
layed. The same state of affairs is re-
ported throughout Illinois, although
but one fatal accident is reported.
The steamer John Emory Owen and
consorts Nicholson and Michigan went
ashore at Lakeside, north of Chicago,
Itig seas swept the wrecks for an hour
or more, and the Owen and Michigan
were scuttled to,save them from pound-
ing on th<?rocks buttho Nicholson sank.
The wrecks were sighted by life savers
from Evanston an hour after they
stranded and the crews were taken
ashore. The.Nicholson’s crew lostall
they had and the captain’s wife and
child were rescued in their night
clothes. The stranded boats arc owned
by the J. Finery Owen estate, Detroit,
snd were valued as follows: Steamer
Owen. S.15.U0J: schooner Michigan, $35,-
000: schooner Nicholson, $10,000. They
carried a total of .),C00 tons of coal.

The-steamers Jewett and JoImDudes
were™* badly damaged by striking
as they entered the harborsof Milwau-
kee and £out!i Chicago respectively.
There were numerous minor mishaps
at various lake ports.

In the oil regions of Ohio gresitdam-
age was done by the blowing down of
hundreds.of.derricks. Over 1,000 were
wrecked about Bowling Green alone.
The village of Cygnet was almost en-
tirely' blown away, it is reported.
At Cleveland many houses were un-
roofed, ainoug them tho Music hall,
one of the largest structures in the
city. Trees were uprooted and nearly
all wires were down. John Zimmer-
man was fatally injured by a_»oof fall-
ing on him. Several residences were
wrecked at Akron and people Bought
safety in their cellars. Toledosuffered
likewise, and Cincinnati had some
startling experfences. A number of
large boats were torn from their moor-
ings and sent tpinning up the river in
great danger of dashing against piers,
bridges, etc. m'A Congregationalchurch
at North Columbus, just finished, was
totally demolished and the Pan Handle
railroad shops were wrecked.

At Elwood, Ind., the casting hall of
ttie glass factory was demolished over
the heads of 400 workmen. Only two
were injured, and they not fatally.
The McCoy lamp chimney factory was
lifted from is foundation. Much
other damage was done. The loss is
estimated at $100,000 and 700 men are
temporarily idle. At Frankfort, Ind.,
the root of the new Clyde window
glass factory was unroofed, business
blocks-were demolished and the In-
dianapolis gas pumping station was
destroyed. Loss $30,000 aud 300me’,
are rendered idle. Many small build-
ings wracked at JndianapoKb and sev-
eral larger ones unroofed. A factory
on Madison avenue was dismantled,
and a new Moravian church was up-
ended. James Howard was seriouslg)/
injured at Anderson, Ind., by a build-
ing falling on him.

The storm raged violently through
Missouri and Arkansas. The Texas
ranches are covered with snow several
inches deep, severely exposing all
kinds of live stock, ifthe temperature
falls much lower there will bo great
loss of cattle and sheep.

The little news received at ODnstan-
tinople from Asiatic Turkey only tends
to make the situation look blacker.
The hurrying of‘troops to Syria and
Palestine continues, and there is no
doubt that the rebellious Druses will
have to submit to a heavy reckoning
with the Turks for their-uprising.
Tho flames of a holy war, always
smouldering among the Mussulmans,
arc being dangerously fanned, and
may at any time burst forth into a
conflagration which will compel all
Europe to take a hand in saving the
lives and property of many thousands
of almost helpless Christians. Every
report,* which reaches Constantinople,
not only confirms the stories of re-

rted outrages, but adds to the listof

rrors recorded and swells the death
roll by hundreds daily. Blood, fire
and famine havelbeen stalking un-
checked, if not encouraged, through-
out the Asiatic dominions of the Turk,
and the hour, it is again said, cannot
long be delayed vvhfen Europe must
cry “Halt!” to the'bloodthirsty infidel;
and the cross be upraised against the
green banner of Mahomet.
