everyw here afe i t  is in W ashington. The 
tex t selected will be found in  T itus 3: 
12, “ I have determ ined there  to  w inter.” 

P aul was not independent cf the  sea­
sons. He sen t for his overcoat to Troas 
on a  m em orable occasion. A nd now in 
the tex t he is m aking arrangem ents for 
the  approachig cold w eather, and m akes 
an appoin tm ent w ith T itus to m eet him  
at Necopolis, saying: “I have de te r­
mined there to w in te j.” W ell th is  Is 
the eighth  day of December and the 
second Sabbath of w inter. W e have 
had a  few sh rill, sharp  blasts already , 
forerunners of whole regim ents of 
storm s and tem pests. No one here needs 
to be told th a t we a re  In tfte opening 
gates of the  w inter. This season is not 
only a  test of one’s physical endurance, 
but in our g rea t cities is a te st of moral 
character. A vast num ber of people 
have by one w inter of dissipation been 
destroyed, and forever. Seated in our 
homes on some storm y nigh t, the  winds 
how ling outside, we im ag ine  the  sh ip ­
ping helplessly driven  on the  coast, bul 
any w inter n ight, If ou r ca rs were good 
enough, we .could hear, the  crash of a 
thousand m oral shipw reck^.

A t such, tim es 
the p lay-bills of low places of [enter 
ta inm ep t seem especially attractive, 
and th$ ac ting  is especially Impressive, 
and the  applause especially bew itching. 
Many a  man who has k ep t r ig h t all tlie 
res t of th e  year will be capsized no!w. 
and though last au tum n he came from 
the country and th e re  was lu s tre  in the 
eye and there w ere roses in  the  cheek 
and elastic ity  in the step, by the  tim e 
the sp ring  hour has come you wiij pass 
him  in the s tree t and say to your friend:

The yield' of w heat apd o ther grains 

In M anitoba and the o ther w estern Ca­
nadian  provinces th is  year has been

Shenom enal. Thirty-five m illions of 
nshels of wheat, th irty  millions of 

bushels of oats, six millions of bushels 
of barley, besides large quan tities of 
flajc, r£e, peas, etc., have been produced 
In  M anitoba by only 25,000 farm ers, 
iom e of whom settled on the prairies 
a few years ago with very little  capital, 
and o ther alm ost totally  inexperienced 
to  and unaccustomed to farm  work.

P rofessor Hoppe reports  In the 

/'A rch iv  fur Post und T elegraphle” a 
newi exam ple of the mechanical power 
of a  ligh tn ing  discharge. In a storm  
thati raged a t  K lausthal, in the  H artz 
m ountains, a  bolt en tering  a  house 
struck  a  wooden post on whose top two 
m etallic nallp one-sixth of an inch In 
d iam eter were m elted. No forge could 
have effected th is ;  to  b ring  it about, an 
electric cu rren t of 200 am peres intens- 
Jty  and 20,000 volts tension m ust have 
passed through the nails. Supposing 
that! the action of the lightn ing  lasted 
a second, the dynam ic power thus de­
veloped wits equal to 5.000 horse power, 
bu t' If, as is more probable, the dis­
charge lasted only one-tenth of a  sec- 
ond;iwe get a ra te  of work th a t does not 
fall «hort of 50,000 horse power.

A New Bronze.

It tu rn s  the por­
tion of polished cast Iron to which it 
I§ applied to a  bronze black,<?and when 
pouched over w ith shellac varn ish  wljl 
absorb  a  sufficient am ount o f  varnish 
to preserve it.

Duke Alexis a t tbe Kiel Celebration.
From  the W ashington  Post: The* 

naval officers who were w ith our -white 
squadron a t Kiel te ll some m ighty in ­
te res ting  stories, "w hin  so disposed’" 
as Sairy Gamp m ight say. They were 
on In tim ate te rm s w ith princes and  hob­
nobbed w ith em perors and k ings, who 
for the tim e unloaded ran k  and were 
free and easy  w ith “ the  boys.” Though 
the  officers are  curiously re ticen t touch­
ing w hat th e ir  foreign v ic to rs  ta lked  
about,^ two p re tty  significant stories 
have leaked out. The G erm an em peror 
was an  avowed ad m ire r.o f th e  clear, 
new, w hite A m erican ships, and  liked 
to v is it them  incognito—th a t is, w ith  
only an  aid-de-cam p o r two along. One 
day he was ta lk ing  w ith  a  famous 
young captain, who won his laurels be­
fore he was 20. "C aptain , I see th a t 
m ost of your country’s w ar ships are 
fas t cruisers. W hat do you call them ? 
Ah, commerce destroyers, do you no t?” 
"Yes, em peror,” said the  other. “W e’ve 
been w atching you on th is  side,” the 
em peror w ent on. “and  we have come to 
the conclusion th a t these ships are 
built for a w ar w ith  E ngland. W hat 
o ther nation has any commerce to de­
stroy?" There was a  silence a f te r  this, 
for our captain  had said m ore th a n  he 
intended. The Grand Duke Alexis was 
also a t  Kiel. He is a  full R ussian  ad 
m iral now, and the head of the R ussian 
navy. » H e was also a  frequen t vlsitoiL 
to th e  A m ericans and, like a ll th e  otheif 
notables, ta lked  w ith the u tm ost frank ­
ness to  our officers.

"W hy, do you m ean to say------” be­
gan the som ew hat s tartled  captain , 
when the R ussian  p u t his hand  on the

"Twice in my career I have heard  the 
project of cap tu ring  one or two of your 
g reat cities and holding them  for ran ­
som deliberately discussed by officers 
of European fleets whose countries had 
hard work to m ake ends meet. An 
they m eant it. too. I once made a  sen­
sation when, afte r  listen ing  to a  con­
versation of th is  kind, in which the 
officers of fdur different fleets took part, 
I said : ‘Gentlemen, the United S tates 
and R ussia are  friends.

Looks Like a Chunk of Coal—Worth 
About *13,000.

The largest know n diamond was re­
cently  found in Brazil. Though so 
large, the stone is by no m eans as valu ­
able as m any - sm aller ones, being a 
“black diam ond" and unsuited  for use 
as a gem. Says the E ngineering  and 
M ining Jou rnal: “T he diam ond in 
question w ejghs 3,100' cara ts , and  is, 
therefore, cs we have said above, by 
far the  la rgest ever known. The g rea t 
Jagersfontain  diamond, which was 
found in  South A frica about two years 
ago and which was said to be the 
largest known to be In existence up to  
tha t tim e, weighed about 970 carats. 
The stone m entioned w as found in  the 
carbon d istric t, the old diam ond field 
of Brazil. I t is of the class know n as 
‘‘black diam onds,’ or com m ercially as 
carbon, which a re  used -in diam ond 
d rills  and for sim ilar purposes, the ir 
color not adap ting  them to ornam ent. 
The original finder is, we believe, not 
known. At the present tim e the  stone 
is In the hands of the jew elry flrrii of 
K ahn & Co. of P aris , and the  B razilian  
governm ent Is negotiating  fo r its  pu r­
chase for the N ational museum.

ize each other. Thus, the  legs would 
fall forw ard w ere i t  no t th a t they  a re  
kep t vertical on the  feet by th e  strong  
tendon (the "A chilles”) a t  the  h ac k  of 
the  heel.
