CANNIBAL PLANTS.
Some of tne Characteristics of Those

Anomalies of the Vegetable .Kingdom.

From the Cincinnati Enquirer: It
has been proved time and again-that
the so-called “canibal plants,” of.which
tne Venus flytrap is the type, are much
more healthy when allowed their regu-
lar insect food]than when they are
reared itoder netting or in any other
manner which excludes them from
their regular meat diet.  The above is
an oddity of itself, especially when we
consider the fact that there is a cer-
tain school of botanists which teaches
.cannibal plants make no use whatever
of the insect prey captured by them,
but it is nothing compared with the
bold assertion made by.Francis Darwin.
That noted scientific gentleman braVely
meet3 the “vegetarian botanists” with
the assertion that all kinds and classes
of plants, whether known as “meaters”
or not; bear more and heavier fraits and
seeds when fed on meat than those that
are not allowed a flesh diet. »He grew
two lots, comprising Various varieties or
the different common plants. One lot
was regularly fed (through thpir roots,
of course) with pure Juices cptnpressed
from meat, the other with water and
the various fertilizers.  The 1llnal fig-
ures on this odd experiment proves thatl
the plants which were'fed pure meat
Juice bore 168 fruits of the different
kinds, while the unfed plants of the
same number and original condition
bore but twenty-four,s Also that tfia
pampered plants bore 240 seeds to every'
100 borne by the plants that were not
given a chance to gratify cannibalistlo
tastes.  This is certainly a discovery
worthy of much careful stujdy and ex-
tensive experiment;

GL11VIPSES OF THE DOING OF
THE BUSY WORLD,

The Venezuela Dispute Is Taking ou a
Somewhat More Feaceable Shape—
Campos Is Fired from the Command
of the Spanish Troop* In Cul

Tho Venezuelan Boundary Dispute.

The recent developments in the
boundary dispute between Great Brit-
ain and Venezuela in which the United
States has become deeply interested
owing to the Monroe doctrine being in-
volved seems to point toward an at-
tempt on the part of Great Britain to
settle the matter directly with Vene-
zuela or through some other power be- j
sides .the United States. London
papers are urging the reopening of
diplomatic relations with Venezuela
with the view of a direct settlement.
In diplomatic circles at Washington
the impression obtains that the news
contained in the dispatches coming at
this time indicated a backdown ,in
Great Britain's attitude.

A new feature of the. case has ap-

peared, however, owing to an im-
portant document published, in 1S87
having been made public. In this Vene-

zuela repeatedly affirms that, it is im-
possible for her to compromise the,
boundary claims by any treaty or con-
vention because of the AermS ojf her
national constitution, which lipids that
she cannotin any way or under any
circumstances give up any of thje ter-
ritory she held when the constitution
was adopted. It was heradherence to
this position when governed by Blanco
that largely frustrated the attempts
to arrange a general treaty .between
the Great Britain and Venezuela aqd
seems to have led to the severance of
diplomatic relations in 1887. W hether
President Crespo will, put the (same
construction upon the constitution re-
mains to be seen.
