This suggests
two things: Sunshine and a perfect sari-
itary condition is the best "consump-
tion cure.-> Many herds.are undoubt-
edly weakened and made more liable tjo
the disease by being kept in dark, filthy
and poorly, ventilated stables. Another
thought is that while tuberculin may
prove an accurate test for the presence
of the disease, it does not follow thjjt
every cow that shows the reaction
should be killed at once. A cow may
have the germs of the disease in heir
system and yet be so well cared fofl
that she will entirely recover.

Russia Obtains Control of Turkey an«l

1Ceil an Upper Hand of the Other

European Powers -In the Dardanelles
—Ragland Not at all Pleased.

London: 0 A dispatch to the, Pall
Mall Gazettejfroin Constantinople says
an offensive and defensive alliance has

been concluded .between Russia and

Turkey. The basis of the treaty is de-
clared to; be bn the liue of the Unkiars-
kelessi agreement of 1833. by which
Turkey agreed in the event of Russia
going to war, to close the Dardanelles
to warships of all nations. The French
ambassador, M. Canibou, conferred
with the sultan yesterday ahd it
is probable Franco will be included in
the n*w alliance.

Britons Don't Like It a Little Bit.

Commenting on the dispatch, the
Pall Mall, Gazette says: "\Vfe regard
the news as true aud the result of the
treaty is that the Dardanelles is the
southern outpostof RusUaand Turkey
is Russia's vassal. Wg presume the
British government will protest
against the treaty for all.it is worth.
The information is plainly of the very
gravest importance. This, brings Rus-
sia into the Mediterranean with a ven-
geance, and may necessitate the
strengthening of our fleet in those
waters. Politically, the effect will be
far greater.

Fire Bnsflno Plu:igr**d Through a Bridge.

A fire engine while being drawn at
a rapid rate to a tire in the lumber
district on the flats at 2:30’a. m. at
Cleveland’, plunged through an open
drawbridge spanning the river at Sen-
eca street. Four iiremon were on the
engine, two of whom jumped in time
to avoid going down. The other two
men were precipitated with the engine
and horses into the river, 25 or 30 feet
below. The men. while being'partly
stunned by the fall, managed to reach
some bridge piling, ami ‘were, then
rescued. The horses were drowned
and the engine lies a wreck at the bot-
tom of the river. The approaches to
the bridge are notprovided with safety
gates and the night was so stormy the
danger signals could not be seen. The
draw had been opened to per.rnit a iire-
boat going to the tire to’pass through.

Cver 40 Miners Killed.

A terrible .explosion occurred in a
colliery at Tylerstown, near Cardiff.
Wales. . The shafts were shattered
and the whole town was shaken by
the tremendous concussion, causing a
scene of wild excitement. Fifty-four
miners were below the surface when
the explosion took place, and although
several of them have reached the sur-
face witli the dead body of one of their
companions., it is supposed that nearly
all the remainder were killed.. Rescue
parties have hurried to the scene, but
their work is very dangerous, as the
pitis on lire. Fifteen bodies were re-
covered during the. afternoon and 42
miners are now said to be missing. A
later report places the number of dead
at 41, though it is feared that the
further exploration of the .wreck will
develop the bodies of more.

U. S. Ambassador Runyon Dead

Hon. Theodore Runyon, United
States ambassador to .Germany, ex-
pired suddeuly and unexpectedly at
Berlin. Mr. Runyon had been in some-
what feeble health for some time past,
but no immediate serious results were
anticipated.
