pectoral fins, or about one-thin, of the
total length of the fish. The disk isi
made up of seventeen or elghte®in pairs
of bony laminae, the edges of willich are
furnished with row’s of minut< tooth-
likei! projections. W ith this disk the!
fish attaches itself to a shark, turtle,)
or some other large fish, and is in this-
manner drawn through the wattirwith-
out:the exertion of swimming, Oc-
casipnally it will release itsi held long
enough to swim off and get sotijaething
to ejat, but immediately return >to re-
fasten itself. The South Araerlctan In-
dians make nse of this instinc of the
fish to catch sea turtles. They :asten a
ring around the remora’s tall « > which
they attach a long line. The flsl is then
taken to sea, and when"a Iturtle
is sighted the remora is throw n over-
board. It unerringly swims to the
turtle and makes fast. The line is then
drawn in, and soon both turtle and re-
mora are in the boat.. It is n< :essary,
however, to wait until the fish eels inj-
dined -to let go, for it is impoi®sible to
detach it frpn ike object by forkse withr
out: injury.

SAILING VESSEL'S FAST TRIP
The Helensburgh Crosses iroAn Hull
in Twenty-one Days.

The British ship Helensburgh. which
reaphed this port on Monday at mid,-
niant, made the passage from Hull in
twenty-one days, which is bel.eved to
be a record-breaking trip for sailing
vessel from that port, says a Writer in
the New York Tribune. Indeed, the
average voyage of steamers from that
city takes about seveuteen days. The
Heiensburg is a full-rigged, three-mast-

ed, steel ship. Captain Jefferson, her
master, said he had strong, steady
winds, varying from; east to west,

throughout the trip. Two or three gales
overtook him, but under reduced sail
his gallant ship plowed along before
thehi on her course. She had no use
for light sails at any time, and her
skipper kept her under courses, topsails
and topgallant sails. On several days
she) made 300 knots; and on one day 320,
at which rate she could have “shown
hierj heels” to many a tramp steamer.
Fjour days were taken- in the Nortih
Sea and the English Channel, and ttye
voyage from a point off Falmouth was
therefore of only seventeen days dura-
tion. Captain Jefferson is proud of this
craft, and says that once oq a.voyage
tio Australia she covered 350 knots inja
ijlay. Her present passage is the quick-
est made across the Atlantic ih many
a long day. In 1S91 the Howard ’ t>-
Thorp, a Yankee ship, surprised her
consignees by anchoring in the Bay
eleven days out from Glasgow. The
record was made, however, under the
more favorable winds of an eastern
trip by the YankeeclipperDreadnflught,
in 1859, when she made Liverpool from
here in nine days." Such ships are no
jionjger nuilt, and from Hull the Helens-
butgh'now holds the record for sailing
craft. She brings 1,000 tons of chalk,

W ild Ran of an American Ship
a Gate Off Cape Horn

The American ship W. F. BabCock.
which arrived from Liverpool a short
time ago, docked at Green street wharf
and began discharging her cargo of coal,
says the San Francisco Examiner. The
Babcock presented the appearance of a
yacht before her hatches were opened,
so spick and span did her houses, spars
and deck look. The trimness of the
craft gave little Indication of the ex-
perience she had while rounding the
Horn. From the easp coast of Pata-
gonia to the western shore she, was
twenty-one days, during which time she

The vessel wbuld have been out seyeral
weeks longer but for the bold run
made , by .dapt. Graham. The wind
veered to the southwest and Graham
took advantage of it. From noon one
day to noon of the next the ship trav-
ersed nearly 250 mile's, with heavy seas
washing over her from both sides. Capti.
Graham remained on deck all .night
lashe.d to the wheel. He gave himself
enough rope to carry him to both sides
of the vessel, and more than once he
was knocked down by the pitching of
the ship. “It was a wild night," said
the captain yesterday, “and we took big
chances making our way through the
pelting seas. ‘The v~ter came -over
from both sides, the wind blowing from
one direction and the current running
down like a mill-race from the other.
It was intensely cold, the wind blowing
almost directly from the south pole.
The crew felt the bitterness of the
weather very keenly, some of them be-
ing frost-bitten, but I did mot mind it
at all. It is possible that my anxiety
for my ship kept my blood in circula-
tion, so that I was oblivious to all other
thoughts but the safety of the vessel.
It seemed to me that as soon as the
spray struck the rigging it would be-
come frozen. The main deck was filled-
with water, which, the scuppers were
(insufficient to unload. The result was
|that by morning we had two feet of sol-
lid ice on deck, and the ice was so thick
on the running rigging that the latter
:could not be hauled through the blocks.
As soon as day broke | had the crew
out smashing tlie ice from the rigging
with axes and hammers. When the
emen had the rigging clear their atten-
tion was turned to the deck, and it was
a frightful job to break the iee up
there'. We made considerable time by
the run, but lo6t most of it in the Pa-
cific. | was more than three weeks
on a trip that should have occupied six
days.” The. W. F. Babcock is one of
the handsomest American ships in port,
and British vessels could take points
from the 6weep of her deck and sym-
metry of her spars. She is about 250 feet
in length and forty-three feet in
breadth of beam, and carries over 3,300
tons of cargo. Capt- Graham is ac-
companied by his wife and their little
ichild.
