For complete protection, inocula-
tion with a mild vaccine should be fol-
lowed after five days by.Ithe use .of a
stronger vaccine. The operations are
always harmless.

The custom of sending
valentines on this day originated with the
ancient Romans. At the feast of Luper
calla, which was held on the 15th of Feb-
ruary in honor of the great god Pan, the
names of all the virgin daughters of Rome
were put in a box and drawn therefrom by
the young men, and each youth was bound
: to-offer a gift to the maiden who fell to
his lot and to make her his partnerduring
the feast. This custom became allied to
the name of St. Valentine only through a
coincidence in dates.—Ex.

JUMPERS AT THE HORSE SHOW.

Thb«lr Work 8low« Little ld Retard to
Ability In the yield.

Does the -stjyle of riding In a show
ring differ frtjpi the style of riding in
the hunting field? This question is an-
swered affirmatively to the observer of
a cross-cOuntrjy run the minute he wit-
nesses al jumping competition at the
horse show, sajys the Rider and Driver.
Every experienced huntsman knows
that the horiaes behave differently.
Therefore, whjy should not the rider be
accordingly effected?

Capt Hayes says some horse-show
promoters In England, care nothing for
jumping itself; convert these competi-
tions into mere circus performances
and award prises to horses which no
sane man would take into the hunting
field; Jumping Competitors judged sole-
ly by their capability of getting over
obstacles jwithout touching them; win-
ning rosettes given to mad, impetuous
brutes of horses, which have to be taken
at a walk]or prance, generally tail first,
to withinja few yards of each obstacle
before being let go like an equine rocket
Into space, and genuine hunters die-
qualified becaiie they won’t take more
out of themsejlyes than is actually re-
quired. We bflvc all noticed thiB same
sort of performance at the Garden and
at other *ibovr» In the .country. But
coming to the question of riding in the
field and in the ring it is likewise to
be recalled that we have sometimes
been severe Ini(wmmenting'on the form
displayed by the riders of animals dis-
playing extraordinary  peculiarities.
Good riders assure us that if the critics
should see them in the field as well
as at the show) the difference ini style
of riding, would] be noted, j It is neces-
sary in many instances tlo exercise a
sort of perverteif style, it [eems, in or-
der t6 meet the) exigencies! of the show
ring..,

A good hunter should always land
well jbeyond his fence, so as not to
drop ;in ~ ditch that might be under-
neath, which nejcannot see in the hunt-
ing field; Ibut\fip the show prizes will
be given norsea that hop over a fence
and land !so closely as almost to brush
the rails 6ff with their hocks and tails.
To sit such a horBe ortsthe rise it is
necessary-for thie rider to Y well up on
the animal's neck, and in coming down
to be almost siipiae. To jump under
such Icircumstances every particle of
weight must be tiken off the horse’
loins, which wbuld not be so keenly
felt were the horse taking his jumps
iD an oDen stride.

Thediscussiondeveloped much
hostility to the University,-and. but
little to the charitable anil reforiua-
story institutions.

alleged excessive salaries aid careless*
Tides in ex”enditulre:-!.  Govj. Rich pro-
tested against the wholesale condem-
nation of legislatures. The legislators
were very much like the average
farmer, who, as .supervisor; was not
particular to work too majuy -hours a
day, but never failed to charge full
legal rates. CoL Vic Peiajid .struck a

the ex-legislators, who had been kick-

Coal Vessel-Loading Machines.

Machines for transferring coalr from
cars to vessels more rapidly than can
be done by any of the old processes are
now receiving a great deal of attention
at Lake Erie ports and three new ma-
chines are soon to be put in operation at
Cleveland.

One of these is for the Erie; Coal
Transfer company and is on the New
York, Pennsylvania & Ohio dock. This
will probably be completed within a
week or two. The loaded car Is run
into a large cylinder, where it:is se-
curely fastened, and the cylinder is
then rolled up an inclined plane, stop-
ping in the right position to let thje
coal fall out of the car by gravity.

The machine that is being built on
the Cleveland & Pittsburg dock consists
of a cradle in which a loaded, car Is
placed and then swung on a trunnion,
tipping thenar sufficiently to pour oiit
its contents. The coal falls through
six hoppers into six buckets, which are
then conveyed to the hold of the vessel.
A third machine," differing from the
other two, is to be built on the Cuddy-
Mullen dock. It is said that the com-
pany has orders to build similar ma-
chines at Toledo, Huron and Ashtabula.
At the latter place there is one of the
McMyler machines, which was built
last year. All of these machines are
for unloading cars which have 'no hop-
pers In their bottoms.—The lron Age.
