Captain Baldwin gave me an account
of an accident that happened to him in

May, 1866, says General Mile3 in the
North American Review. ?

"l was stationed,” said he, “at Fort
Harker, Kan., in command of a com-

pany of the Thirty-seventh infantry.
Fort Harker was located on the over-
land stage route from Fort Riley to
Denver, and after leaving Fort Harker
It, was- unsafe for any one to travel In
daylight except witn a good escort of
troops.

“On one of my journeys of inspection
| stopped within thirty* miles from-the
fort to have a buffalo hunt and hunted
all day, but at night I'was obliged to
start back for the pest. | ~pft the sta-
tion about 4 o'clock in the afternoon in
a light snowstorm, with a tolerably
fresh horse that was both strong and
spirited. 1 was alone and armed Only
mwith a small 36-caliber pistol, depend-
ing almost entirely upon my horse
escape any danger from Indians, not
anticipating danger from any other
source.

“l had iidden about ten miles when
it began to grow dark. My horse tak-
ing an easy trot, | was rather enjoying

the' ride. .1 had noticed previous to
this time the howling of wolves, but
had paid very little attention to it. As

ITode along I noticed that this howl-
ing began to get closer, and at length
was aroused from my reverie by the
bark and jiowl oE two or three wolves
very close to me. Looking back, I saw-
two coyotes and one big prairie or Lobe*
wolf following close behind me and
howling their utmost. This rather
startled the horse, as you may be sure
it did me. | Increased my speed, but
still they gained on me and it wasn't
long before their numbers grew to a
dozen or more and the distance between
them
lesseped.

“l began to appreciate the danger and
realized for the first time that | had a
weapon with which it was doubtful
mwhether | could defend myself against
such Tavenous beasts as these. | re-
called the fact that just before leaving
| had counted the number of rounds of
-ammunition | had,which was-just forty-
nine.

"1 had left the stage route. Intending
to go to the post by a trail yrhich would
save pae something .more than five
miles in distance, and as it was dark 1
had hopes of gaining‘one of the stations
along the route, but was obliged to keep
the «ail, trusting to my mount to take
me out of what had now become a real
danger. The wolves kept gaining on
me until they had got within a very
short {distance before | fired the first
shot at them, which fortunately dis-
abled bne of their number to the«extent
thatblood ran from him. and they be-
gan toi howl, whereupon tne whole pack
turned upon him and tore him to pieces.
This gave me a little start of Ido or 200
yards before they commenced follow-
ing again. | fired every shot with the
greatest care, and it was seldom that |

ewere-not less than from fifty to seventy-
five of them, and they followed me for
at least twqpty miles, cutting my horse
in the rear‘and flanks, often getting al-
most in his front, enabling me to shoot
from right to left, filing when the anl-
,were not four feet distant from

herd of buffalo, which; I think, diverted
a large portion, of the wolves from fol-
lowing me. Still some of them kept
after me until!l got within five miles
of the post, when | had only four rounds
of ammunition Ikft, arrd | felt it was
necessary to make the supreme effort
to escape from them. My horse was
nearly exhausted and bleeding from
the wounds of the wolves, but | put
spurs to him, urging him to his .utmost
speed, and reached the bank of the
Smokjr Ilill river, on*the side opposite
that on wljick the post was situated,
completely;worn out with fatigue and
excitement, and my horse dropped dead
before | could remove the saddle. |
then waded the ritfer filled with floating
Ifce.” .

In showing us
over the White House his pleasure in

pointing out trophies was undisguised

and boyish. While lunching with him,

the natural way in which he brought
himself down to the level of my youth

and small experience of life without a

touch of that visible condescension so

annoying to the young, was charming.”
Meeting him some years after, and fail-
ing to recognize him. Mrs. de Navarro

records that after his speaking to her

and announcing himself as General

Grant, before she recalled him, he said

jokingly in response to her confused

utterance that hb had “so changed”:
“ “Yes, | have grown thinner and paler;

I am no longer president, you see, and

I am consequently less banqueted.”

* % * "it was about this time that
my friendship with General Sherman
also began,” writes Mrs. de Navarro.
“Ho was one of the few eminent men |
have met whose interest in every sub-
ject of conversation was so great that
hi3 particular metier ccuid not have
boon guessed. He knew much about
the stage, Shakespeare and the drama
generally, and was a passionate lover
of the arts, |[Lhinking them all worthy of
equal regard. As a critic he was good,
though, perhaps, too enthusiastic over
any excellence, however small, if gen-
uine enthusiasm can be callejl a fault.
His manner was brisk and hearty. -llis
personality gave the impression of a
rugged strength, so much so that his
entrance into a room waw like a breath
of fresh, invigorating air. He scorned
Tear and discouragement of every kind,
and refused to allow any one to -give
way to cither.”

An Army Hard to.Get Into.
There i3 but one army in the world
that is-hard to enter, and that is the
little army- of the United States. Most
European armies are hard to keep out
of, since over most of Continental Eu-
rope every able-bodied ma®. must do
military service. The British army is
ftill maintained by voluntary enlist-
ment, though the British- recruiting
sergeant has winning ways of his own
that exercise a compulsion upon his
victims different in kind from that of
the press gang, but almost equal in de-
gree. The recruiting sergeant intthe
United istates army is not required to
exercise any such influence upon men.
eligible for-enlistment, for at every re-
cruiting station in this country there
are many more applicants than arc
needed. A recruiting officer in the
army of the United States may be as
nice as he will in choosirig his recruits.
There Is no great rush tej enter the ser-
vice, but there are always many more
men offering than art, needed. The
physical test for applicrnts is extremely
severe, so that only tie soundest men
can stand IIf, jvhile the applicant must
‘have a fair education and proper certif-
icates of character from at least two
reputable persons. It Is still true that
less than a majority of those seeking
to enter the service are native Ameri-
cans; but it is required that every.maa
enlisting shall at least have declared
his intention of becoming a citizen ef
the United States, and the effefet is if
possible to obtain natives. The stripe
of men applying is remarkably good.
Germans are now more frequent than
others. Danes and Swedps also present
themselves, and make good soldiers.
Thbe Germans usually have the advanr
jtage Of having seen military service at
| heme. Reenlistments are frequent, and
jag about half a score of non-commis-
| sioned officors reCeive commissions

There
is a strong prejudice in the English
army agafnst rankers, as these
men that rise from the ranks
to commissions are called, but
there is said to be no such
prejudice in our own army, ii is said
that favoritism is unknown In the mat-
ter of promotions from the ranks in the
United States army.

WRITING ON THE SKY.

Signaling Device Which PromiscH to Be
of Great UtUlty.

From the Electrical Review: The vip>
tues of an electric monogram signal
have already been referred to in these
columns. The device Is a sort of type-
writer delivering its message, letter by
letter, in midair, or ai any distant point,
in gigantic characters of light. The ob-
servers. may be miles away and jet
read the message with ease. The key-
board is manipulated exactly as in an
ordinary typewriter and its function is
to switch 'n or direct the current
through a series of distributing wires,
which are carried in a cable to the mon-
ogram or display frame. According to
a predetermined scheme the keys exer-
cise a selective function, and each one
switches in the leading wires only,
Which connect with the members of the
monogram constituting the letter of the
alphabet which that particular key rep-
resents. By reference to.the monogram
one may easily trace any letter of the
alphabet in form so nearly convention-
al as to he readily understood. Thus, if
on the keyboard the A button is pressed
the lamps-of all members of the mono-
gram entering into that letter shine out
sImultaneosly, while all other lamps
eupon the display frame remain dead.
And so on for,every letter. The ob-
server has, only to follow the letters as
they flash but one after another to spell
out the words of the message. It will
be seen that this is a sort of visual tele-
graph, and that it may be' made to talk
In almost ahy language spoken.by man.
It is also serviceable for cipher writing
according to any prearranged code. The
monogram frame -is five feet" high by
three and one-half feet wide and is
equipped with 16-candle power lamps.
Signals flashed from this frame are vis-
able to the flaked eye for distances of
from one to three miles, depending .on
the weather. With a glass the signals
maye easily read up to ten miles.
Some frames are made much larger and
can be seen further.
