council had. by ordinance, absolutely pro-
hibited liquor dealinir within the bounds.
Post asked for a writ of mandamas to
compel the council to approve his bond,
but the court denied the writ on the
ground that the village of Sparta organ-
ized under the, general incorporation law
as amended by act No. 32 of the public
acts of 1833, had the legal authority to
suppress saloons.

In the case of Peek vs. township board
of Bloomiugdale. 32 Mich, page 39%$, the
relator asked for a inandamas to compel
the township b.iard to approve a liquor
boad. In this case the constitutionality
of act No- *207, of the public acts of 1889,
known as the "“Local Option Law" was
attacked. ,, In this case Chief Justice
Ohimplin, in acarefully prepared opinioA,-
went over the whole ground and decided
that the act in question was constitutional,
in which opinion a mijority ofthe court
concurred. It is there recognized asa
well settled legal principle that the legis-
lature may suspend or authorize legisla-
tion which will necceasanly operate to
suspend the general law in particular loc-
alities. That the principle isthe recog-
nition of the right of local self govern-
ment; that one locality may feel the need
ofdifferent focal regulations from another;
and, therefore, the wants of a majority of
its electors are_ respected in granting to
the b<al municipality the right power tq
enact such laws relating to their internal’
affairaas the feelings and wishes of the
majo ity demand.

Work A non the Lepers That Has Al-
ready Produced Good Result*

Valuable work is being done by de-
voted Catholic priests among the lepers
of Burmahi says the London Times.
The annexation of Upper Burmah in
1886 revealed a terrible need for succor
to this unhappy class. Bishop Simon,
R. C., addressed the officials orf the
subject within tiro years after the coun-
try passed under British rule, but e it
was not until 1891 that Father Johann
Wehinger was able to found the St
John’s Lepjer asylum on a grant of six
acres near Mandalay.

In Burmah lepprs are not forbidden tej
frequent public places and are™not sep-
arated from their families, as in India.
They He at: the gates of the temples, in
the food bazars and on the Ades of the
bridges, where they expose their hid-
eously mutilated limbs to excite com-
passion and obtain alms. An asylum
for these miserable objects was hailed
with gratitude. In two days after it
was opened the wards were crowded
and new buildings had to be com-
menced.

Father Wehinger has made the Insti-
tution a model Ifor all leper asylums—
with a perfect/system of hygiene and
measures for the alleviation or even
curative treatment of the disease, sep-
arate wards for| the unaffected children
of leprous parents and a vernacular
flcioo, (or their eaucatlon. During IMt
year 600 lepers were on the rolls and
the demand for fresh wards grew ur-
gent. Father Wehinger came to the
end of his resources. All that self-
denial andi-devotion could achieve he
has accomplished.

He is now. we believe, in England,,,
seeking aid to enable him to go.on with
hh work, ilt is[Awork which can most,
effectively be déne by celibate breth-
ren, without the responsibility of wife
or possible children to whom the dis-

ease might be aommunlcated. Johann

BIG TOM THE CONVICT

HERE WERE
those who said that
convict 1,280 was
innocent of the
crime which sent
him to prison for
such a long term
of years that there
was scarce a hope
of bis ever being a
free man again.

They meant that
he was technically guilty. He had
sought to save a woman from a
beating at the hands of her hus-
band, and in the struggle and
excitement he had struck a blow

which- caused the death of the man.
It was accident, In a sense, but it v;a3
also manslaughter. No man who is a
man will stand by and see a woman
beaten, and yet if he interferes he
must take his chances with the law.
"Big Tom,” as the convict was some-
times referred to. was like most big
men— a child In his gentleness and
good nature. He .went to prison weep-
ing. He did not complain, but hp
grieved. He thought of the years and
years which must .drag away before
the prison doors would open to him,
and he moved about like a weak, old
man. The prison officials felt to pity
the man, bnt a convict is a convict and
all must be treated alike—all who slio'.v
obedience to the rules. They sized him
up as a chlldrlike and good-natured,
and yet they said to each other as they
talked of him:

"Look out for Big Tom! He will
break loose some day and do some
desperate thing!”

They thought it would come during”
the.first six months of his term—then’
during the second—then they almost
became afraid of him. Men who are
slow to anger—who go on grieving,
brooding and bearing a mental burden
for weeks and months are devils when
the climax comes. Big Tom had the
management of the trip-hammer in the
machine shop.

(From Farmers’ Review Stendgraphio
Report.)

At the convention in Lansing, the

following question was asked:

In what manner can the skimmilk
apd buttermilk be used to obtain the
Olost profit?

Mr. Gurler—I do not know as | can
answer that question in a satisfactory
manner. | would prefer to put them to
use on the farm, feeding them to calves
and pigs. These two foods are under-
estimated by farmers in their valup for
growing young stock. | think that in
our locality, the farmers do not .give
them one-half the value, they possess.
One great trouble has been that the
creameries do not pay enough attention
to the matter to see that the skimmilk
and buttermilk are kept sweet,for use
on the farm. It is thus not returned
to the farmer in the condition it should
be in. But that is a point that can be
remedied. The creameryman can,/with
little.trouble, take good care of the
skimmilk. | have demonstrated to my
own satisfaction that I can"get 25 cents
per hundred weight for skimmilk when
I can sell the live hogs for-4 cents per
pound. The Vermont experiment sta-
tion has done some good work by
showing what can be done by feeding
skimmilk to calves.

-Mr. Brown—We have had someexpe-
rience in feeding skimmilk to pigs, and
we have changed our hogs from old
ones to the kind that will mature in
from six to seven months. In that way
we get rid of two or three litters of
pigs per year. Practically, buttermilk
and pigs is about all we're selling Irom
the farm now, except butter.

Mr. Connell—There is a difference in
location, which will determine whether
we should grow calves or pigs, for we
have to depend largely on the market
facilities.

They arc very
istylish, and have the beautiful buff
‘color, which presents a handsome ap-
pearance, making them a favorite
variety of fowls with most people. They
iare great layers, equal to any, if not
‘'superior to most other varieties, and;
in size they rank with other Leghorns;'
Llhey are small caters and bear confine-;
inient well, and are good foragers when
