FOR VILLAGE IMPROVEMENT.

Organizing and Carrying Oat a Movement
for the Betterment of Towns. ¢

1 Jolju Gilmer Speed writes upon how to
Jorganize jupl conduct a Village- Improve-
' naeiitiSoeiety in April Ladies' Home Jonr-
ufll. IHe prefaces his paper with the as-
sertion that the "future prosperity of the
:ountry village depends, in great meas-
ure, upon its"*suitability for the summer
residence of those who prefer, at that sea-'
son, to leave the hot and crowded cities,"

nd argues furtht i* that "a Village Im-
provement Society should l.e a pure ckm
ocracy, and within' its membership it
should embrace every man and woman of
good repute in the neighborhood, and be-
sides there should be established an auxil-
iary league of children This league
should be asked, and urged, and instruc-
ted to assistthe main society. Such soci-
ti&s are usually supported by-fees and
dues?” This is very well in a village
Where the majority of the people are
quite prosperous and usually have a store
> ready money at their disposal. But
even in’such places | prefer the method
of su )porting the society by purely vol-
untary subscriptions of money, labor and
material. Labor isjustasgood as money,
andis given mu ii more freely by all save
‘those who are rich.”

After canvassing the matter Mr. Speed
suggests a public meeting, to be address-
:d by some one familiar"with the details
of th? work, preceding preliminary or-
ganization, and the adoption of.a consti-
tution Permanent officers and commit-
tees should be named at the first meeting,
and preceding" the second one the first
labor'day should be observed. “On that
day ajl the men and teams in the village
should congregate to work under the di-
rection of the"executive committee, and’
the ladies of the society should provide a
piemii luncheon for the workers that day.
In some untidy villages the whole of the
first labor day‘might be gi*eu to cleaning
up; in others the sidewalks might be put
in better order, or pieces of new sidewalk
constructed; in nearly every village it
would be a good thing'to put the grounds
aud fences of the public sclioolhouse in
ordei But tlieitt lire always very obvious
needs everywhere before the advent of
the village improver. But what is done
that flay should be done with some thor-
ougluness, and the noonday luncheon is
aptto invest the day with some of the
characteristics of a festival What is
donejwill be’discussed in every houseloi
the village, and the achievements will in
spire!confi I'Mice or provoke criticism."

Extracts from Michigan’s Liquor Law-

All saloons, restaurants, i>ars. in tav-
erns or elsewhere, afl<T all other places,
except drug stores, where any of the,
liquors mentioned in this act are*sold, or
kept for sale, either at wholesale or re-
tail, shall be closed on the first day of the
week, commonly called Sunday, on all
election days, on all legal holidays, and
until seven o clock the following morning,
and on each week day night from after
the hour of nine o'clock until -seven
o’clock of the morning of the succeeding
day. And itshall be the duty of sheriffs,
marshals, constables and police officers to

close all saloons, houses or places that
shall be found open in violation of the
provisions of this section, and to report

forthwith all such violations to the prose
cuting attorney, whose duty it shall be to
immediately prosecute for such violations.
The word -closed' in this section shall be
construed to apply to the back door or
other entranceias well asthe front door.
Aud ill prosecutions under.this section it
shall not be necessary to prove that any
liqguor was sold: Provided, that inall cities
and incorporated villages the common
council or board of trustees, or council,
may, by ordinance, allow the sah”ps and
other places where said liquors shall be
lie forenoon

any wv.-k-day uighl. except on election
divs aud legal' holidays. Any person
found m tin* act of violating-any of the

From Village .jCharter Law.

The marshal shall be the chief of police
of the village.

From! documents furnished
by Mons. cle Clcrcq, consul of France at
Florence, it appears that the produc-
tion of dairy produce In the Italian pe-
ninsula in 1S93 exceeded in value about
£4,840,000. Compared with 1892, there
has been a falling off in Cheese and
butter. The great scarceness of fod-
der has resulted from an extraordinary
and persistent (Trought in Piemont,
Lombardy, VenetjIC, Sidle and Sardigne,
and the provinces bordered” by the Ad-
riatic and Mediterranean seas. In Sar-
daigne there has been great mortality
amongst the catjtle. Lombardy takes
the first place for manufacture” dairy
produce and Liguide comes last.—EXx,

Plowing Under Cow Peas:—Experi-
ments made at the Alabama station
show that the fall is the proper time
to plow under cow peas. An analysis
of the vines was'made in the fall ahd
again id the spring and the evidence
was conclusive (that the vines in the
fall’ contained six and, one-half times
as much nitrogen as they did ip the
spring. The escape of nitrogen !l
therefore, seen to be very great,.
