One would infer that Northville has the
roads leading to her village in pretty
good shape. All appropriations to lin-

j- prove stich were voted down. The same
is true of thofee who were so anxious last
year to have their roads fixed at this end
of thp township, as they were on deck to
vote down any appropriations to be made
in that line. With good roads leading to
one town and poor ones to another, who
will get the farmer’s trade? There is
nothing that will draw trad“ better than
good roads. It ijs time, however, that
more care was exercised in this line, and
it would appear ap if 'he taxpayers were
going to take a hand in it. If-they do, its
money to marbles we will have better
roads built and less money expended.

There.seems to be a growing feeling in
the township, of Plymouth that a division
of the same is becoming an absolute ne-
cessity. There may be the political reasons
and the fact of inconvenience in having
officers at either end of the township, but
above all that stands out the expenditures
as made in either end. If the Plymouth
end gets an appropriation for any improve
m**nts the Northville end grows jealous,
and vice versa Both sides of the line
seem to be ready to join issues for a div-

' ision, and thus give each side the privi-
lege of spending its money as it sees lit,
and not incur hard feelings on the part of
the other side. AgaiiTThere is to be'tak-
en into consideration the factof more rep-
resentation on the board of supervisors.
The only objection Ae have heard raised
is the fact that the expense would be
greater to run each township. That may
be so, but we believe that all defends on
how it is run. We have it on good author-
ity that this end at least can be run as
cheap, if not cheaper, than heretofore.
There are very few men who have not at-
some time during the year some business
to transact with the township officers, and
if he has to go to Northville or come to
Plymouth the time lost or the expense in-
curred would go a long Tray in paying the
addition made to his taxes for running.a
separate township, -should a division be
made and the expenses increase.

As will be seen in another column the

taxpayers, out of a total of $5.05u
recommended by the board,
voted to raise $1,850. For this year

that is sufficient, as there is now in the
treasurer’s hands about $0,500 Some
were surprised to learn that that amount
of money was on band, and did not-know
it when the vote was Liken. It is there-
fore safe m say [that had the treasury been
empty-tfije result would have been a mis-
take on the part of the taxpayers. For
Why V It is not possible to n“msact the
township's business .with $2,000. What
then ? Money would have to be borrowed.

The interest !'would’ be an added ex-
pense. Ano’her year and it would have
to all be provided for. Hence, .taxes
would be higher than ever. But, you say,
let us cut down on so much improve-
ments in one year, or two or three years.
That may be all true enough and Work
mell; but the chances are that a piece of
road, of a bridge, that needs repairing,
that can be fixed for $100 this year may
cost $300 next year. In addition to that
there may result an accident that would
costa sum not, pleasant to pay. We are
In-favor of just as low ltaxes as can possi-
bly be fixed; having in view the
future and the safety of the township,
iusing every taxpayer alike.

This statement
is| now given with the reserve
w.nitHi its international importance
warrants, pointing out only that the
sensitive money interests are, often
bejptpr informed ou sucl\_matters than
isiuly other part, of the community ex-
cept; the highest officiall authority.
Suieh a treaty would have a vastly iin-
portant bearing upon continental
situation, it Would have a oommemsu~
rate!y important bearing upon the
Cuban que.stu/n in the United States.
The Salisbury ministry is disposed to
do;anything it can with safety and in
reason to check the pretensions of the
American government to interfere in
either \Ycst Indian or South American
affairs.

The treaty will include giving to
Great Britain the right to harbor and
rent her fleets in the Mediterranean
ports of Spain. The Soudan “expedi-
tion, iu behalf of Italy and England’s
open sympathy with life tripleajliance
hiiwjug won the hostility of France
an'd Russia, the importance of such an
alliance to Great Britain is readily
seen.
