AR up and fa r back 
in the history  cf 
heaven there  came 
a  period when. Its 
m ost illustrious c it­
izen w as about to 
absent him self. He 
w as not going to 
sail from beach to 
beach; we havo 
often done tha t. He 
w as not going to 

p d t cu t from one hem isphere to a n ­
o ther hem isphere; m any of us have 
done tha t. C ut he was to  sail from, 
wprld to world, the  spaces'unexplored  
ami the im m ensities untraveled . No 
world has ever hailed heaven, and 
heaven has never hailed any other 
world. I th ink  th a t the windows and 
the balconies were thronged, and th a t 
the pearly  beach was crowded w ith 
those who had come to-see him  sail out 
of the  harbo r of light into th e  ocean be­
yond. Out and out and Out. and on 
and on and on, and down and down and 
down he sped, u n til one n ight, w ith  only 
one to greet him , when he arrived , h is  
d isem barkation  so unpretending , so 
quiet, th a t it was not k n o y n  on ea rth  
until th e  excitem ent in the. cloud gave 
in tim ation  to the Bethlehem! rustics th a t 
•something grand and glorious had 
happened. Who comes there? From  
w hat po rt did he sail?  W hy wa%' th is 
the place of his destin a tio n ^ , I question 
the shepherds. I question the camel 
drivers. I question the angels: I haw  
found out. He was an  exiic. B ut the 
world had plenty of exiles. A braham , 
an exile Ifrom Ha ran ; John, an exile 
from  Ephesus; Kosciusko, an exile 
from P oland; Ma/.zini, an exile from 
Rome; Ejrnmet, an exile from Ireland; 
V ictor Hugo, an  exile from  France; 
K ossuth, an exile from H ungary. But 
th is  One of whom I speak to-day had 
such resounding farew ell and  came into 
sucli chilling reception—fori not even a  
hostler w ent out w ith h is  > lan tern  to 
ligh t him  in—th a t h e . i s  m ore to be 
celebrated than  any o ther expatriated  
exile of ea rth  or heaven.

F irs t. I rem ark  th a t C hrist was an 
Im perial exile. He got down off a throne. 
He took off a  tiara . He closed a  palace 
gate behind him.' His fam ily  were 
princes and princesses. V ashti was 
:turned  out of tlie throne-room  by Aha- 
suerus. Davld—w'as dethroned by Ab­
salom 's infam y. The flvd kings were 
hurled into a  cavern by Jo shua 's  cour­
age. Some of the H en rvs  of England 
and some of the  Louises of F rance were 
jostled on th e ir  thrones by d iscontent­
ed subjects. B ut C hrist was never more 
honored, or m ore popular, or m ore lov'ed 
than  the day he left heaven. Exiles 
have suffered severely, but C hrist 
turned  .him self out from  throne-room  
into sheep-pen, and down from the top 
to the bottom. He was not pushed off. 
He w as not manacled for foreign tra n s ­
porta tion . He was not put out because 
they no m ore w anted him  in celestial 
dom ain, but by choice departing  and 
descending into an  exile five tim es as 
long as  th a t of Napoleon a t St. Helena, 
and  a  thousand tim es w orse; the  one 
exile suffering for th a t he had destroyed 
nations, the o ther exile suffering be­
cause he came to save a  world. An im­
perial exile. K ing eternal. "B lessing 
and honor and glory and power be unto 
him  th a t s itte th  uyon the  th rone .”
 ̂ B ut I go fu rthe r, and tell' you he was 
an exile o g a  barren  is la n d .; This world 
is one of the sm allest islands of light 
in  the ocean of im m ensity. O ther s te llar 
kingdom s are m any thousand, tim es 
la rger th a n  this. C hrist cqme to th is 
sm all Patm os of a world. W hen e?:iles 
are  sent out they a re  generally  sent,-to 
regions th a t are  sandy or cold, or hot 
—some Dry Tortugas of disagreeable­
ness. C hrist came .a s  an  exile to a 
world scorched w ith heat and bitten 
w ith  cold, to deserts sim oon-sw ept, to 
a  how ling wilderness. It was the back­
door yard, seem ingly, of the universe. 
Yea. 'C h ris t came to the poorest part 
o f th is  barren  island of a world—Asia 
Minor,- w ith  its intense sum m ers, unfit 
for th e  residence of a foreigner, and in 
the  rainy  season unfit for. the residence 
of a n a t iv e .. C hrist came not to such a 
land as A merica, or England, or Fr-ance, 
or Germ any, b u t to  a land one-th ird  of 
the year drow ned, ano ther th ird  of the 
year burned up, and only one-th ird  of 
the year ju s t tolerable. Oh! it was the 
barren  island of a  world.. B arren 
enough for C hrist, for it gave such 
srhall w orship and such inadequate afr 
friction, and such little  gratitude . Jn>- 
perial exile on the barren  island of a 
world.

I go fu rther, arfcl tell you th a t he was 
an  exile in a  hostile cquntry. Turkey 
was never so much against Russia. 
F rance was never so m uch against-G cr- 
mjanv, as th is  ea rth  was aga in st Christ. 
It. took him  ic th rough the  door of a 
stable. I t  th ru st him  but ait the po in t' 
of a  spear. The Roman governm ent 
aga inst him  w ith  every w eapon of its 
arm y, and  every decision of its  courts, 
and every beak of its w ar eagles. For 
years a fte r  his arrival, th e  only ques­
tion  w as how best to  'put him  out. 
Herod hated  him , the  h igh-priests  hated 
hijm, th e  Pharasees hated him, Judas 
Isjcariot h a te d 'h im ; Gestas, the  dying 
thief, hated  him. -The whole ea rth  
sejemingly tu rned  in to  a detective to . 
w ^tch his steps. And y e t he faced th is  
ferocity. Notice th a t m ost of C hrist's  
w bunds w ere in  front. Some scourging 
on the  shoulders, bu t-m ost of-C hrist's  
w punds in  f ro n t  He was .not on re trea t 
w hen he expired. Face to  face w ith the 
w orld’s ferocity. Face to  face w jth the 
w orld’s sin. F ace ' to  face w ith  the 
w t ld 's  woe. H is eye on the  raging  
Countenances of h is  foam ing an tagon­
is ts  w hen h e  expired. W hen the cav- 
H»Y officer row eled h is  steed so th a t he

m ight come n ea re r up and see th e  to r­
tu red  visage Of the  suffering exile, 
C hlrst saw it. W hen the spear was 
th ru s t a t his side, and when the  ham ­
m er w as lifted for his feet, and wfren 
the  reed w as raised to s tr ik e  deqpcr 
down th e 1 spikes of thorn , Chfjist 
w atched the  whole procedure. W hen 
h is  hands were fastened to the  eibss 
they w ere wide open still w ith  benedic­
tion. Mind you, his btead w as not fas­
tened; he cbuld look to the r ig h t Qnd 
he could look, to the left, and  he could 
look up anti he could look down. He 
saw when the spikes had been drijyen 
home, and the  hard, round, iron heads 
were in the palm s o f his hands; he saw 
them  as plain ly  as you ever sa\V any ­
th ing -in  th e  palm s of your hands. No 
ether, no chloroform , no m erciful anaes­
the tic  to dull cr s tupefy ,, but, w idea­
wake, he saw  the  obscuration of the 
heavens, th  s unbalancing  of the  rocks, 
the  countenances quivering w ith  riigo 
and the caehinnation. diabolic. Oh!; it 
was the  hostile as w ell as tho Luri'cn 
island of a  world.

I go fu rth e r, and toil you th a t tilxis 
exile w as fa r  from l/jrae . I t is ninety- 
five m illion m iles from here to- the  sjun, 
and a ll astronom ers agree in saying 
th a t pur solar system  is only one; of 
the s i l l i e r ,  w heels of th e  g rea t .ma­
chinery of th e  universe tu rn in g  around 
some one g rea t 'cen te r,'th e  cen ter so jfar 
d is tan t it is beyond all im agination  and 
calculation, and if, as some th ink , th a t 
g rea t center in the  distance is heaven. 
C hrist' came fa r from home when he 
came here. H ave you ever th o u g h t of 
tho hom esickness of C hrist? Some, of 
you know  w hat hom esickness is Wlien 
you have been only a few w eeks absent 
from the domestic circle. C hrist was 
th irty -th re e  years aw ay from  home. 
S om e.of you feel hom esickness when 
you a re  a hundred or a thousand miles 
aw ay from the  domestic circle. C nrist 
was m ore million m iles aw ay from 
home than  you could count if all your 
life you did noth ing  but count. You 
know  w hat it is to be homesick even 
am id p leasant surroundings, but Cnrist 
s lep t in .h u ts , and he was a lh ljo jj and 
he w as a-hungered, and lie was op the
way from being born in  ano ther m an 's 
ban! to being buried in ano ther tman's
grave.

I have read  how tho Swiss, when 
they are far aw ay from  th e ir  native 
country, a t  the sound- of the  national 
air £& so hom esick th a t they  fall into 
m elancholy and som etim es they die 
under the  hom esickness. But oh! the  
hom esickness of C hrist. Poverty hom e­
sick for ce lestial riches. W eariness 
hom esick for rest. H om esick for an ­
gelic and arckangelic com panionship. 
Homesick to  get cu t of the n igh t apd 

| th e  storm  and the w orld 's execration. 
H om esickness w ill make a  week seem 
as long as  a m onth, and it seenis to 
me th a t the three decades of. C hrist's  
residence on 'earth  m ust liavtf" seemed 
to him  alm ost in term inable. You have 
often tried  to m easure the otlwir pangs 
of C hrist, but y ou  have never .tried to 
m easure the m agnitude and ponderosity 
o'f a  Saviour's hom esickness.

I take a stop fu rther and tell, you 
th a t C hrist was in  an exile w h ich 'lie  
knew would end in assassination. '-•Hol­
m an H unt, the  m aster pain ter, has a 
p ic tu re  in  w hich be rep resen ts .Jesus 
C hrist in the N azarene carpenter-shop. 
Around him  are the saws, the ham m ers, 
the  axes, the d rills  of carpentry . .The 
pic ture rep resen ts Christ, ds ris in g  from 
the  ca rp e n te rs  w orking-bench and 
w earily stre tch ing  out his arm s as one 
w ill a fte r  ibeing u r  contracted or up- 
com fortable posture, and 'the ligh t c l 
th a t p ic tu re . is so arranged  th a t  the 
arm s of C hrist, w earily stretched forth, 
together w ith his body, throw  on the 
wall the shadow of the cross. Oh! niy 
friends, th a t shadow was on everyth ing  
in  Chlrists's life-tim e. fLsivadow of ja. 
cross on the Bethlehem  sw addling 
clothes. Shadow of a cross on,the road 
over which the three fugitives lied into 
Egypt. Shadow of a  cross on Lake 
Galilee as C hrist walked its mosaic 
floor of opal arid em erald andi crystal. 
Shadow of a  cross on the  road to  Era- 
mans. Shadow of a cross on the ©rook 
K edron, and on the  tem ple, and op the 
side of Olivet. Shadow of a cro^s on 
sunrise and sunset. Constantine, m arch­
ing w ith  h is  arm y, saw ju s t oiice |a 
cross in  the  sky, but C hrist saw the. 
cross all the time.

On a rough journey we cheer our­
selves w ith the fact th a t it will ehd in 
w arm  hospita lity ; b u t C hrist!knew  th a t 
h is  rough path would end a t ad e fo liag - 
ed tre6  w ithou t one leaf and  w ith  only' 
tw o branches, bearing fru it of sueft biit'r 
terness as no hum an lips had ever taslt- 
ed. Oh w.hat an  exile—sta rtin g  in an 
in fancy  w ithout any  cradle, a n d 'e n d ­
ing in  assassination. T h irst w ithout 
any  w ater. Day w ithout any sunlight. 
The doom of a desperado for more than 
angelic excellence. Fof- w hat th a t ex­
patria tion  and th a t exile? W orldly gold 
som etim es comes from wordly . evil. 
The accidental glance of a sharp  blade 
from a  razor-g rinder’s wheel put out 

! the  eye of G am betta ami excited sym ­
path ies "which gained him an .education  
a n d 's ta r te d  him on a  career th a t'm ad e  

| h is  nam e m ore , m ajestic am orir 
F renchm en than  any  o ther nam e Jr. 
the last tw enty years. H aw thorne, 
tu rned  out of the office, of collector, a t 
Salem, w ent home in despair. His 
wife touched him  on the shoulder and 
said.

The only 
for which a  lady dresses gaylj 
dings, birthdays- and feasts dr ceremo 
nieus visits. Ladies always vear silks 
—never any th ing  m ore common—but 
the ir "best" are elaborately em broid­
ered. The first outer garm ent is tlfe 
san—the single or unlined long co)tit 
hanging  loose from the shoulder to the 
knees, w ith  no w aist line. A lady has 
o ther coats—lined, fur-lined and  w ad­
ded. Under her coat she w ears a white 
coat, and under th a t a  sm aher w hite 
garm ent, the  chin san.

Under every th ing  goes the "piece of 
cloth,” a plain, short apron lapped over 
a t the  back. Ju st such ano ther thing 
is the  sk irt, which is worn outside atnd 
reaches half a foot below her outer cqat. 
T h is s k ir t  is alw ays black, except on 
special occasions. A t her w edding it 
is red and a t  o ther special tiriies it  Is 
pink, blue, purple, violet or green, and 
is em broidered w ith gold or p re tty  silks. 
She w ears broad trousers to  w ithin half 
aji inch of the  ground. The bottom s jof 
the legs a re  elegantly bord|erjed w ith 
em broidery.

Ladies w ear socks w ith the  seam' tip 
the fron t and beautifu lly  em broidered 
silk  shoos. In  w in te r a  w idded Bilik 
legging w arm s the calf and ankle. Oiut 
of doors every lady w ears a ("back afid 
front,” o r long sleeveless coat, over all 
her clothing.
