I t is found th a t  the 
forests re tard  the  m elting  of the snjows 
and-so cause the w aters to flow down 
gradually  over a m uch longer period, of 
tim e than  Is the case w here the  trees 
are  cut away. They thus  have a  pen­
dency to prevent floods in -the spring  
and droughts in the summer. I t Is very 
evident th a t we will soon have, to! fol­
low the exam ple of F rance and bjegin 
the reforesting  of our mountains.

Tea in India .—The inhab itan ts  o | In ­
dia long ago found th a t tea grow ing 
was an  im portan t industry , especially 
as the  tea sold readily  to foreigners.
