Scalp Insects

One of the bulletin8"reeefntly issued
by the Agricultural Experirnent station
at Tucson, Arizona, is of unusual in-
terest to scientists, as it deals in a
thorough and comprehensive.way with
the scale insects that have become such
pests, not only upon the Pacific coast,
hut throughout alt the fruit regions of
the country. Professor Toufney, the
author of the bulletin, made a careful
study of these pests in Arizona, and
not only found that, many of those
knovn to science are present in the
territory, but he discovered six entirely
new Species. None of these how species,
however, are known to be injurious to.
cultivated plants. The old or better-
known-species described in this bulletin
are the San Jose scale, Date Palm scale,
California Red sfale, California Black
scale. Csage Orange .or “Frosted" scale
and Rose scale. Besides the description
there is given an account of the dis-
tributiCra*of each in Arizona, and the
best methods of combatting them. Sev-
eral species not of economic value are
al.’o described. The bulletin is No. 14
cf il.ii series issued by the station, and
it, an*! n-l/ others issued, are sent -free
tr-fiTl residents of Arizona writing lor
then: to’ the Director Experiment Sta-
tion. ‘iacsch.

STORM IN MICHIGAN.

25 PEOPLE KILLED IN THREE
COUNTIES.
1
, Ortonville,, Metimora. Oak-

*M d and IThomas Severely Stricken—
Thbe Last (four Practically Wiped Out

«* Existentc.

It is seldom indeed that any portion
of Michigani'is visited by such a tor-
nado as sweptover the counties of .Oak-
eland, Macomb Sind Lapeer. It was a
:storm of Kansas cyclone fury. It
*Struck about half a mile north of the
*illag« of Ortonville and traveled
swiftly eastward. Its path was about
m mile wide, and everything- had to
give way. In the townships of.Grove-
land and Brandon it is reported that
snore than a dozen persons were Kkilled
and twice as many hurt. The village
«of. Thomas, jon-the Bay City division of
the Michigan Central railroad, was

jLswept away. From Thomas the wind
struck off {to the southeast, and the
village of IOaliwood Ls also reported
to have besen swept away. Ortonville
reported about 17 to 20 people killed
and scoresof houses wrecked. The path
of the cyclone was then through Mu-
comb county, and reports from Mt.
Clemens aie to the effect that many
ImiMings yere destroyed and several
.persons seriously injured, four prob-
ably fataHy.

The,telephone and telegraph wires
were all torn down, and the only data
of the work of the cyclone is furnished
by survivors who hurried to the near-
est towns. But from comparison of
their stories it seems certain that from
20 to 25 lives have been lost, and at
least 100 injured.

At Mt. Clemens a clean path of ruin
was cat through the city. It dealt
with dwelling houses as though they
wiere mere toys, lifting them from their
foundations, toppling them over and in
some cases utterly demolishing them.
A number of persons were buried in
the ruins and 11 injured, but probably
only one fatally, Mrs. AnnaPohl. llcr
three sons, aged 14, 12 and 10, arc
among the injured, the! others being
Russell Carter, his wife and babe, Mrs.
Joseph Iljarter, Mrs. Wm. Ormsby,
Mrs. Ann| Belle Teabo and Gustave
Cutche. |

Near the town of Bondurant it Killed
its first! victims, the four members of
the Bailie family.

Jasper
bounty.-'were nearly wiped from the
face of the earth, and adjacent coun-
ties were laid waste with considerable
joss of life and great destruction of
railway and other property. At Du-
rango. la., the flood that swept down
(tlite valley, struck the station in which
were Airs.

The storm occurred between 9and 10
p. m. accompanied by a deafening roar,
a deluge of rain and bail. Its track
was several miles in length and from a
quarter to half a mile in width. A
great amount of live stock was.killed
and the crops in the path of the storm
utterly destroyed. The district trav-
ersed ny the storm is very fertile. It
is settled with well-to-do farmers and
villagers. Timber and dead stock arc
stejvn over the path of the storm in all
directions. It is reported that on the
Illinois Central between Dubuque and
Sioux City eighteen bridges were
washed away, and another at Bellevue
is gone. North the road is badly
washed out. Other roads suffered sev-
erely. Lostbridges and washouts and
wires down are reported all along.

Whom the storm crossed the Alissis-
sippi rjiver into Illinois it again took up
its work of death and destruction. A
Rockford dispatch says: Four killed
and many injured, a' number of them
fatally. if the result of the cyclone
whichlswept through this section, be-
sides great loss to property and the
complete ruin of crops in the path of
the storm.

The! storm caused a property loss of

$100,000 in Galena. 111  The river
swelled rapidly. flooding several,
streets.
