I t  is lo­
cated near Jackson 
park, a t  the junc­
tion of S ix ty-th ird  
s tree t and the  Illi­
nois C entral ra il­

road. I t  is the largest am usem ent build­
ing in  the  world, b u t w ill not hold as 
m any people as the St. Louis conven­
tion hall, b u itt especially for the  repub­
licans.

N owadays the sale of tickets of ad ­
mission en ters largely  into national 
conventions. The idea was first in ­
augurated  in i860 wh'en L incoln Was 
nom inated by the  republicans a t  Chi­
cago. A wigwam v,-as erected for the 
purpose. Since then the  national exe­
cutive com m ittees of th e  .two leading 
parties, in  locating th e ir  conventions, 
have alw ays dem anded assurance of ihe 
ab ility  of-such cities"to seat, feed and 
sleep a  g rea t crowd.

The m ost famous halls  in  which n a ­
tional conventions have been held ire 
(or were) tbe  ,two Chicago wigwams— 
the Lincoln and the Cleveland wigwams 
—the old Exposition building and -he 
A uditorium , Chicago, and the  exposi­
tion halls  in St. Louis, M inneapolis i nd 
C incinnati. I t  would be hard  to say 
Which of these was m ost satisfactory, 
b u t in the m inds of those who have a t­
tended the national conventions of the  
la s t tw enty-five years th e  wigwam idea 
is least liked. The wigwam th a t sael- 
tei%d the  la s t dem ocratic national con­
vention is especially condemned be­
cause of the  general feeling of inset ur=. 
Ity on the  n ig h t of the storm  
drenched the-;entire crowd w ithin 
w alt3 of the  ram shackle hall, and 
cause i t  was large enough to hold njore 
people than  could be properly m anaged. 
W ith the  Coliseum th is  Near, however, 
th e  dem ocratic com m ittee, w ill be uble 
to house i ts  convention comfort* ,bly 
and  securely, so th a t such storms

1,500 people, and the three Baltim ore 
conventions of the sam e year were held, 
one (the Douglas) in a  theater, th e  Bell- 
E v e re tt in. a  church and  the Breckin­
ridge in  a  hall w ith  a  capacity  of not 
more th a n  $2,000. B ut halls  of th a t size 
will not answ er now, for the re  are  a l­
m ost 2,000 delegates and  represen ta­
tives of the  press who hav^ business 
to  tra n sa c t in the convention" bull ding, 
to  say noth ing  of the throngs of outsid­
ers who th in k  it  th e ir  du ty  to  see per­
sonally to-the nam ing of the presiden­
tial candidates and the  fram ing  of the 
platform  principles upon which they 
shall stand. The ru le is th a t the re  are  
two convention delegates to  each elec­
to ra l vote, so th a t the re  are  tw ice as 
m any as the m em bership of both houses 
of congress. Besides tfi^se the re  are 
the te rrito ria l delegates, and  behind 
each delegate is an  a lternate . Many 
of these a lte rn a tes  a tten d  the  conven­
tions w hether the ir princ ipals do or not, 
and m ust be provided w ith  places. 
A nother calculation in  figuring on the 
seating  capacity , and  iiy fa r  the  m ost 
im portan t, too, is that, th e re  w ill be 
about ten spectators to each delegate.

T f l e j j r a p h  C e n t e r  N e c o a s a r y  N o w .

the^delegates and the  press, but the  city  
itse lf could not accommodate the  crowd. 
N either was i t  a  la rge enough telegraph 
cen ter to handle tbe  m illions of words 
of m a tte r th a t was w ritten  for the  great 
pqpers of o ther cities. The old exposi­
tion on the lake front, Chicago, w here 
Cleveland was nom inated in  18S4, Is 
said to have been p articu larly  well 
suited to  th a t use in  regard  to size, a r ­
rangem ent and all o ther considerations. 
The A uditorium , w hich held the  con­
vention  th a t nom inated H arrison  and 
Morton, was in  g rea t favor w ith  a  cer­
ta in  elem ent for th e  dem ocratic conven­
tion. The A uditorium  w ill h o ld 1 as  
m any people as some of the  eom m itte- 
men th in k  have any r ig h t to a ttend  the 
convention, and presents as well all 
neaessary facilities for conducting busi­
ness In a proper way. The C incinnati 
halls, Sm ith & Nixon’s and the  exposi­
tion , were sufficient to accom m odate the 
crowds' th a t assem bled a t  conventions 
in the  days when conventions w ere fyeld 
there. New York has had but one n a ­
tional convention of e ither of the g rea t 
political parties  the  dem ocrats of 1868, 
which nom inated Seymour, and  Blair, 
and th a t was held in  Tam m any hall. 
Even then  an effort was made to stam ­
pede .the convention fo r  Pendleton, of 
Ohio, and both parties have been w ary 
of New York ever since.
