But of all the attractive features of
this charming spot, Rothenburg, the
annual Festspiel, celebrating the cap-
ture of the town by Tilly during the
thirty years’,war, ranks first, says the
Chambers’ Journal, fAt that time, and
Indeed until 1853, Rohenburg was a
free city, taking an active part in the
peasants’ war of 1325, and in the thirty
years’ war of the following century.
It was in the course of the latter, in
1631, that the celebrated Tilly appeared
before Rothenburg and demanded Its
capitulation. This the citizens refused,
with the result that the gallant little
town was besieged and taken. Tilly
and his generals proceeded to the Rath-
haus and demanded the municipal keys
of the burgomaster. At the same time
Ty imposed a fine of 30,000 thaler*
and garrisoned the town with his sol-
diers. The burgomaster pleaded in
vain for some mitigation of the penalty
—until the victorious general, after re-
maining for some time unmoved by his
entreaties, ‘conceived the extraordinary
notion of offering to restore the free-
dom of the town on condition that one
of the inhabitants should come forward
and empty at one draught an immense
beaker of wine, containing about three
and a half liters (over three quartg).
This was an unheard-of feat, even in
those hard-drinking days, and for some
time his offer remained unaccepted.
The opportunity of freeing the town
from a foreign yoke seemed, however,
too important to be lost, and accord-
ingly a patriotic.citizen named Nusch
resolved to attempt the difficult task
Imposed by the conqueror. As a mat-
ter of fact, he drained the beaker at
one draught, and, although tradition
relates that a severe illness followed
the feat, still he saved the town, for
Tilly kept his word and restored the
independence of Rothenburg.

Prison Mallnsrer nr

A case showing great cunning and
perseverance, as well as tolerance of
much self-inflicted pain continued for
many months, is worth telling. The
convict was most determined and re-
sourceful in his efforts at malingering.
He began by running a piece of copper
wire into his knee, by*which he nearly
lost his leg. He then produced a num-
ber of sores round the -knee joint and
kept up a great degree of spelling and
inflammation by means of rag and
thread pushed into the wounds. Upon
the discovery of this he took to intro-
ducing limo below the skin. On an-
other occasion a bandage was found
firmly bound round the man’s thigh,
the result being, in medical phrase-
ology, ’extensive swelling and lividity
of the thigh.” The doctor ordered his
limb to be enveloped with a large piece
of gutta-percha so as to checkmate the
prisoner's malpractices.  The latter,
however, by means of a strip of sheet-
ing and the skewer to which part of
his dinner was attached, formed a
tourniquet and by it compressed hi3
leg so much during the night as to
quite neutralize the medical treatment
it had received during the day. The
imposture was at length detected by
an order of the doctor to expose the
limb outside the bedclothes to the view
of the officer by day and night and
from that hour progress was toward
complete recovery.—Chambers’ Jour-
nal.

ARE THE MOST COURAGEOUS

OF LIVING CREATURES.

N the animal king-
dom : self-preserva-
tion is the strongest
instinct, says the
New, York World.
Courage is its dis-
regard. Under this
definition the game
cock must without
doubt be awarded
the palm as being
the most courag-
eous ofiall living creatures.

A game, bull terrier will fight to the
death, put it is doubtful ‘ifeany dog
would begin a fight with a live coal
burning into his spine. The coal would
take his thoughts away from the other
dog and turn his energies to getting
rid of the coal. A live coal does not
affect a gamecock’s ferocity.

Aj famous breeder of game fowls in
Kentucky recently determined to as-
certain if possible what amount of pain
would disconcert a thoroughly good
gamecock. He tried several measures
without avail before resorting to a final
and supreme test.

This enterprising and unfeeling gen-
tleman selected two fine birds of equal
weight and put them through the usual
conditioning and training for a battle.
During this period they were kept in
small peiis, where they were in con-
stant view of one another, though un-
able to “get together.” .

When they were fit to fight they
were first heeled with spurs in the
usual manner. Then the experimenter
by means of a leather strap with an
iron socket set In it strapped a live
coal to the back of each bird’s neck
at its base. _They were then faced in
the pit and freed.

The coals burned through the feath-
ers almost instantly, and the sizzling
flesh told they were quickly sinking
in towards the spine.

Neither bird, however, seemed to be
conscious of the acute pain which the
burning must have caused. With £
rush they dashed at one another, strik-
ing viciously. They were both fast
fighters, and in less than three minutes
one had succeeded ip delivering his
opponent a fatal thrust through the
brain. The wounded cock collapsed,
anld, with convulsive tremor, died.

The victor, with eye out, badly slash-
ed) in the neck and breast and with
the coal still smoking in his back,
picked once or twice at the dead cock
and, lifting up his head, crowed a
shrill, heartfelt crow. AIll that makes
life beautiful for game roosters was at
that moment experienced by this ex-
traordinary bird.

The coal, which was still hot enough
to burn a man’s hand, was unstrapped
and the wound dressed. It had, how-
ever, eaten too deep and paralysis of
the spinal cord resulted, which made
wringing the brave birds neck the
most merciful end of the cruel experi-
ment! 1

Although cock-fighting is a brutal
sport properly forbidden by the law its
popularity is probably due to the fact
that,the game birds give no sign of the
pain they undergo. Thus their battles
do not shock the sensibilities of the
spectators as do dog fights. In spite
of the authorities hundreds of coc&ing
mains come off within,a few miles of
New York every year.

A chicken that has earned $3,000 for
his owner is the champion heavy-
weight gamecock Defiance.

Defiance is 6 years and 3 months old,
which is an advanced age for a game-
cock, but he is s8till in the pink of con-
dition, having from youth up left whis-
ky alone and kept early hours.

Only three months ago Defiance won
the world’s championship by Kkilling
Victorious, the talented Spanish pile
that previously held the belt. This
battle came off at Blissville, where is
a celebrated cocking pit

Defiance’s natal egg was hatched at
Sayville, L. L, in January, 1890, giving
him a good start in the stag class <of
his year. His father was a muchr
respected Spanish brass-back cock of
bluej blbod, and his hen mother was
likewise of an excellent Spanish- brass-
back family.

The.sheriff has called
for troops.

ILLITERACY IN THE NATION.

P*rc«nta*« Hot Or*»t.r la Haw
land Than In- the Waat.

From the Minneapolis Times: The
report of the commissioner of educa-
tion presents some curious and inter-
esting facts with regard to illiteracy in
the United States. This information
is derived mainly from official records
and deserves careful attention. It ap-
pears that the number of persons over
10 years of age who can not read and
write is 6,324,702, or 13.3 per cent of
the total population, according to the
latest statistics. In 1880, the rate of il-
literacy was 17 per cent, and a de-
crease of 3.7 per cent since that time
is gratifying in the sense that implies
gradual Improvement, but the situa-
tion is still lamentable, and no good
citizen can contemplate It without ex-
periencing a certain degree of humil-
iation.

The government is based upon the
idea of popular intelligence as an as-
surance of political safety and pros-
perity, and vast sums of money are
expended .fqr educational purposes.
There Is really no excuse for ignor-
ance in a country where free schools
abound and instruction is within'easy
reach of all classes. Nevertheless, over
thirteen out of every 100 of the people
are unable to, read and write. This
great army of illiteracy Is a standing
reproach as well as a menace, and
there is no more important duty than
th£$ of reducing it as rapidly as pos-
sible.

There was a time«=when New En-
gland led all the rest of the country
In the general average of popular in-
telligence, but this Is no longer true.
It is now In the west, and not In the
east, that the best showing is made
of the education of the masses. Ne-
braska stands at the head of the states
in point of literacy, only 3.1 per cent
of its population being unable to read
and write. No state west of the Mis-
sissippi river, with the exception of
the four southern states, ranks as low
as Massachusetts in the number of il-
literates in Its population. This
means, of course—and the fact is a
very significant one—that a large per-
centage of the educated element of the
east has removed to west, thereby
materially modifying its “wild and
woolly” condition, and it means fur-
thermore that the west has been doing
a great deal in the enlargement of its
educational facilities.

The public schools 0f such states as
Minnesota, lowa, Kansas, Nebraska
and ,the Dakotas are equal in every
respect to those of any of the eastern
states, and their academies and univer-
sities are rendering effective service in
the sphere of higher learning. So far
as the south Is concerned, allowance
must be made for the presence of the
colored race, the illiterate members of
which constitute nearly one-half of the
total number of illiterates in the
United States, but evgn with this
serious drawback, the southern states
are making substantial gains in educa-
tion, and the conditions promise an ac-
celeration of such progress from year
to year.
