;of Virginia; Harrlty. of Pennsylvania, 
■are re! the recipients’of Individual ovations. 
.On the platform were the members of the 
:national committee. Among the distin­
guished guests seated in their rear were 
.a number of gold leaders, who have been 
;conspicuous In previous conventions, but 
]>who were swept aside by the silver co­
ntorts in their States. But strangest of all 
•were the little coterie of silver senators 
who bolted the Republican convention at 

Louis. Gen. John B. Weaver and 
'other Populists and^ilveritcs like Senator 
Stewart were also there. Although many 
well known faces were missing, it was a 

- dlstir.arulshed gathering.
\ At 12:50 Wm. F. Harrlty. of Pennsyl­
vania, chairman of the 'Democratic na­
tional committee, called the convention 
to  order, and Rev. E. M. StireS, a youth-, 
ful Episcopal divine, road an eloqueitt 
prayer. Mr. Harrity proceeded to read 
the majority report of the national com­
mittee, naming David B. Hill, of New 
York, for temporary chairman. A mighty 
yell was- Instantly let loose at the men­
tion of that name, and then the real fun 
began. HenryG. Clayton, of Alabama, took 
the first opportunityMo offer a minority 
repprt, which he said was twenty-three 
members osalnst twenty-seven, present­
ing the name of John W. Daniel, of Vir­
ginia, as the silver men’s substitute for 

v the majority report. The cheers which 
greeted Daniel’s name were even more 
tremendous than the previous demonstra­
tion. Speeches of great fervor followed. 
Alexander McDermott, of New Jersey; 
John I. Waller, of Connecticut; John R. 
Fellows, of New York, and Gen. St. Clair.

’ of West Virginia, championed Mr. Hill’s 
cause, and C. S. Thomas, of Colorado; M. 
I*. F. Tarpey, of California; C\, A. Ladd. of 
Illinois; Delegate Marston. or Louisiana, 
and National Committeeman Clayton, of 
Alabama, Insisted upon his overthrow. 
Then Mr. Harrlty called for a vote on the 
motion to substitute the minority report 
for ths majority. When the vote came 
to be taken W. J. Stackhouse one of the 
administration*^ federal officials in Iowa,' 
In order to flaunt the divisions in the 
Botes division. chaHenged the vote c f  the 
atate and uncovered seven gold men. Mr. 
H&lldeman did the same thing in Black­
burn’s delegation, and Mr. McKhlght. a 
silver M ich^n* delegate. showed Twelve 
•liver votes in his delegation which were 
locked up by the ‘unit rule. The result 
of roll call showed 566 votes for Daniel 
suid 34f for HiU-

“Senator , Datflel received an ovation 
when ,he was introduced by Chairman 
Harrity. The senator begun his speech 
by complimenting the Pennsylvanian on 
his ability and Impartiality In presiding 
during the preliminary session, and the 

.--compliment! was deserved. Daniel then 
entered Into an exhaustive effort In 
behalf of silver, sounding the keynote In 
a  speech, which was eloquent, but which 
did not ho d̂ the delegates and specta­
tors. Silver had won the first battle, And 

/  that was enough far one day. When 
Chairman Daniel had flnlphed there were 

V. cries for Hill, jbut the New Yorker kept 
■ bis seat and smiled grimly. A resolution 

was adopted thanking Mr. Harrlty for 
bis work as chairman of the national 
committee. «Tbe convention committee* 
were then mimed. and the convention ad­
journed for the day.

\  The proceedings of the second day were 
* practically1 without result, as far as get­

ting through, the work of the convention 
eras concerned. Chairman Daniel rapped 
for order at 10:50 a. m. Rev. Francis E. 
Green, of Cedar Rapids. Ia.. delivered the 
opening prayer, and then the temporary 
chairman called for reports of commit­
tees. The credentials committee was not 
ready to ^report, so to while away the 
time the bands were riven a chance to 
show what they could do, and then 
•peaches were called for. For three hours 

.th e~invw ; orators held the platform and 
1 the gold men had to listen in silence. They 
; seemed Indifferent while thousands yelled 
themselves hoarse, Ex-Gov. Hogg, of 

': Texas; Senator BlaCkburn. of Kentucky; 
Gov. Overmeyer, of Kansas; Gov. Alt- 

Illinois, _and ^ex-congressman

“When 5̂  o'clock arrived the |blg building 
was crowded more than ever, but it was 
forty minutes later before order was 
called by Chairman Daniel.! But he be­
gan business at once by announcing that 
the committee on credentials (was ready to 
report. When the reading cltrk read the 
report seating four silver' district dele­
gates, from Michigan, which changed the 
complexion of the delegation under the 
unit rule from gold to silvejr, there was 
considerable applause among the sl.ver- 
men on the floor. Ex-Congressman John 
C. Crosby, of Massachusetts, on behalf 
of the minority of the committee, pro­
tested against the.decision of the major­
ity. He was supported by Jbhn H. Bren­
nan, of Wisconsin. Gov. McLaurin, 
of Mississippi, and F. ! M. Taylor, 
of Arkansas, defended the commits 
tee, and then the Michigan delegates 
were given a chance to air their com­
plaints. Replies were made; and red-hot* 
speeches on either side were made by at. 
least a  dozen talkers from.yarlous states. 
Applause and cheers were [plentiful, but 
it began to grow wearisome after about 
two hours had been spent\in this manner, 
and finally delegates and spectators began 
to call for a vote. Chairman “Daniel put 
the question, first on the adoption of the 
minority report to confirm the sltt'qg... 
delegates In their title to the seats. The 
roll was called. Nearly every state was 
challenged and the work was very slow. 
There wr.3 wild cheering when ex-Gov. 
Flower cast the 72 votes of New York 
for the minority report. It continued for 
a full minute, when the cheering sudden­
ly swelled into a roar. The gold dele­
gates mounted their chairs and waved 
thejr handkerchiefs, while the galleries' 
grew perfectly frantic with enthusiasm, 
and turned the convention into pandemon­
ium. The enthusiasm rose and fell, only 
to rise again like the oncoming tides of 
the ocean. Chairman Daniel tried to se­
cure order with his gavel, but tbe“ sound3 
were swallowed up in the awful din with­
out effect. After about 15 minutes the roll 
call proceeded, and the result was finally 
announced. 568 nays. 368 yeas, thereby 
unseating the delegates from the Fourth 
and Ninth districts of Michigan.

A scene of great disorder followed this 
announcement. The silver delegates stood 
up and cheered, the St. Louis Bland Band 
played “Dixie." the Cherokee delegates 
from the Indian Territory danced a war 
dance) out in the :ai3le, and war whoops 
and shouts mingled wlthj stamping feet. 
Hats and handkerchiefs were waved, and 
the music of the regular band was drown­
ed in the tumult that ardse.

Finally order was again, restored and 
then the majority report which changed 
the Michigan delegation from gold to sil­
ver was adopted without division. The 
report of the committee on permanent 
organization was called for and Delegate 
Finley, of Ohio, its chairman, made his 
way to the stage and read the list of per­
manent officers selected, which was head­
ed by Senator White, of California, for 
for chairman. Temporary Chairman 
chairman end Thomas J. Cogan, of Ohio. 
Daniel, in yielding the gavel to the Cali­
fornia senator, made a most graceful 
speech, thanking the convention for its 
courtesy. Mr. White made a brief but 
telling speech, after which a silver gavel 
was presented by \Y. A. Clark, of Mon­
tana. At 10 o’clock adjournment was 
taken until 9:30 a. m.. the following day.

Chairman White was so hoarse he-could 
scarcely speak when he called the con­
vention to order on the third day. Con­
gressman Richardson, of Tennessee, took 
charge of the gavel and called for thp ma­
jority report of the commit tee on reso­
lutions. which was read by Senator Jones, 
of Arkansas. The platform presented is 
as follows:

the Democrats of the United S ta tes  in 
national convention assembled, do  reaffirm our 
allegiance to these great essential principles 
o f ju stice and liberty upon which our ln stl'u - 
tlons are founded, and which the Democratic 
party  has advocated from Jefferson's tim e to 
our own— freedom of speech, freedom of the 
press, ^freedom of conscience, the preservation 
of personal rights, the equality  of all dti*enf: 
l<efore the^law and th£ fa ithfu l obaervance of 
constitutional lim itations.

D uring all these year* the Democratic party  
has resisted the tendency of selfish in terests to 
the centralization of governmental power, and 
sreadtastly  m aintained the Integrity of the dual 
scheme of government established by the found­
ers of th is republic of republics. Under Its 
guidance and teachings, the g reat principle ,of 
local self-government has found Its best expres­
sion In the m aintenance of the righ ts  of the 
s ta tes  and in its  assertion of the necessity of 
confining the general government to the exercise 
of the power* granted by the constitution of 
the United States.

Recognizing th a t th e  money system is para­
m ount to a ll othdbi a t  this time, we invite a t ­
tention to the fact th a t the federal constitution 
nam es silver and gold together as the money 
m etals of the United Stales, and th a t the first 
coinage law pasted by congress under the con­
stitu tion  mude tho silver dollar the monetary 
unit and adm itted gold to free coinage a t  a 
ra tio  based upon the si Iyer dollar unit. We 
declare th a t the ac t of 1873 demonetizing silver 
without the knowledge or approval of the 
Afnerlcan people has resiiltod In the apprecia­
tion of gold and a corresponding falling in the 
price of commodities produced by the people; 
a  heavy Increase in the burden of taxation  and 
of all debts, public and p rivate ; the ienrtch- 
tnenc of the money lending ctars a t home and 
abroad; prostration of Industry and impover­
ishm ent of the people.

We are unalterably opposed to monometal­
lism, which has locked fas t the prosperity of 
an  Industrial people In th e  paralysis of hard 
times. Gold monometallism is a  British policy 
and Its adoption has brought other nations into 
financial servitude to London- I t  is not only 
un-American, but anti-Am erican and I t-c a n  
be fastened on the United S tates only by the 
stifling of th a t  spirit and love of liberty which 
proclaimed our political Independence in 1770 
and won it In the w ar of the revolution.

We demand the free and unlimited coinage of 
both gold and silver a t  the present legal ratio  
of 16 to 1 . w ithout w aiting for the aid or con­
sent of any other nation. We jlemand th a t  the 
standard  silver dollar shall be a full legal ten­
der. equally w ith gold, for all debug public and 
private, and we favor such legislation as will 
prevent for the future the demonetization of 
any kind of legal tender money by private con­
trac t.

W e are opposed to the policy and practice of 
surrendering to the holders of the obligations of 
the United S tates the option reserved by law 
to  the government of redeeming such obliga­
tions in e ither silver coin or gold coin.

We are opposed to the Issuing of interest- 
bearing bonds of the U n lti d S tates in time of 
peace, and condemn tho trafficking w ith banking 
syndicates which, in exchange for bonds and 
a t  an  enormous profit to themselves, supply the 
federal treasury w.t.i gold to m.ir.t&ln the policy 
of gold monometallism. •

Congress alone has the power to coin and 
Issue money, and President Jackson declared 
th a t th is power could not be delegated to cor­
porations or Individuals. We therefore demand 
th a t the power to Issue notes to circu late as 
money be taken  from the national banks and 
th a t  a ll paper money ataall be issued directly by 
th e  treasury  departm ent, be redeemable In. coin 
an d  receivable for all debts, public and prt-

num ber of useless offices the salaries of which 
drain the substance of the people.

The absorption of w ealth  by the few, (the con­
solidation of our leading ra ilroad  systems, and 
the formation of tru s ts  and pools require a 
s tric te r control by th e  federal government of 
those arte ries of commerce. W e d-rhand the 
enlargem ent of the powers of the in terstate  
commerce commission and  such restrictions and 
guarantees In the control of railroads as  will 
protect the people from robbery and oppres­
sion. yj

W e denounce arb itrary  Interference by federal 
authorities in local affairs as a  violation of the 
constitution o f the United S ta tes a n d .a  crime 
against free institutions and we especially ob­
jec t to government by injunction as  ai new and 
Highly dangerous form of oppression by which 
federal judges. In contempt of the la>vs o f the 
s ta tes  and righ ts of citizens, become a t  once 
legislators, judges and executioners; and we 
approve the bill passed a t the la s t session of 
the United senate and now pending In [the house 
re la tive to  contempts In federal courts and pro­
viding for tria ls  by Jury In certain  caseB of 
contempt.

No discrim ination should be Indulged by the 
government or the United S ta tes In favor of 
any of i ts  debtors. We ap ‘ "
of the fifty-third congress _  ______
railroad funding bill and denounce the effort 
of the present Republican congress to enact 
a  sim ilar measure

Recognizing th e  Just claim s of deserving 
Union soldiers, we heartily  Indorse th e  rule of 
the present commissioner of pensions th a t  no 
nam es shall be a rb itrarily  dropped from the 
pension roll, and  the fac t of enlistm ent and 
service should be deemed conclusive evidence 
ag a in st disease or disability before enlistment.

We favor the admission of the territo ries of 
New Mexico and A rizona into the) union as 
s ta tes  and we favor the early  admission of all 
the territories having the necessary population 
and resources to entitle them  to statehood, and 
while th fy  rem ain territories we hold -that the 
officials appointed to  adm inister t h e . govern- 

,of te rr ito ry , together w ith the D istrict 
o f Columbia and Alaska, should be* bona M e '1 
residents of the territo ry  or d istrict in which 
th e ir duties are  to be performed. The Demo­
cratic party  believes in home rule and th a t  all 
public ldnds of the United S tates shduld be ap ­
propriated to the establishm ent of free homes 
for American citizens. We recommend th a t 
th e  territo ry  of A laska be granted ;a  delegate 
in congress and th a t  the general, land and 
tim ber laws of the United S tates be extended
to  said  territory.

He shook the hands of the pre­
siding officer, and .then with a smile 
bowed his acknowledgements to the 
shouting crowd. Men were on their 
chairs waving handkerchiefs, flags and 
tossing hats In the air. The vast volume 
of sound ebbed. and 'flowed, and would 
no sooner die away than it would be 
again taken up and echoed and re-echoed, 
until the great building rang. Mr. Hill 
said he deprecated attacks on tho«e 
who belleve.-l in the free coinage of sil­
ver at 16 to 1. He had always tyeatvd 
men of this opinion with respect and he 
would do the same to-day. i. To hlniTthe
auestion was one on which men fairly 

ifffered. He- believed the! best course 
for this convection to pursue was to 
take the first gyeat step toward interna­
tional bimetallism.

Advices from Havana, say that a  panic 

prevails in the Spanish army in conse­
quence of the terrible increase of y e l­
low  fever. I t  is estim ated that fully  

-•40 per cent of the cases' prove fatal. 
In Santiago de Cuba there are over 
4,500 soldiers in the hospitals. Maj.- 
Gen. Linares is stricken and his life is 
despaired of. The physicians and 
nerses are utterly incapable of coping 
w ith  the disease. The epidemic is also 
very serious a ll along the trocha. In 
some cases w hole companies have been 
stricken. Gen. Arelas and nearly  
every member of his staff are ill. In, 
Baracoa. Holgran and other places in 
eastern Cuba the fever is raging w ith  
great vinilence and it  is spreading to 
the central points. From Matanzas 
comes most distressing tales. In that 
city it  is w£fd that the mortality is 
about 60 per oSnt and that i t  is becom­
ing difficult to bury the dead. The 
hospitals of Havana contain nearly  
6 ,0 0 0  patients and every day the num­
ber is being increased.

B e m * r k » b l«  I n t e l l i g e n c e  D is p la y e d  a s  

R e p o r t e d  b y  a  C it iz e n .

T have been having a  good deal of 
troub le lately w ith  th e  b irds on my 
goose ranch ,” said Col. S titt-FIoyd of 
W harton, Tex., to  a W ashington S tar 
reporter. V

‘I had an order for 1,000  dozen goose 
eggs, and my troubles all arose In try ­
ing to fill th a t prder. I t  is  the firsts 
tim e I ever attem pted to m arket any 
eggs, always heretdfoire relying on the 
sale of feathers and live b ird s fo r my 
profit.

"T his is the  laying and hatching  sea­
son with us and I  though t I would have 
no trouble to  get eggs enough to  fill the 
order. Now, a  hen, you know, will le t 
you rob her nest r ig h t along, ju s t so 
you leave one egg. I t  is supposed th a t 
a hen has no idea w hatever of num bers. 
But th is  is  not tru e  of Madam Goose, as 
I found out to  my sorrow. •-

‘The first tw o or th ree  days we se­
cured a  big batch  of fresh eggs.but after 
tq a t the ‘find’ began to dw indle down so 
te st th a t I determ ined to m ake a per­
sonal investigation. I w ent down to 
the rive r bottom next day and found 
m at instead of being off a ttend ing  to 
business, all the geese which were not 
iltting had ‘flocked’ and were roVing 
tbout feeding. Just as if they never ex­

pected to  lay  ano ther egg. W hen I  ap­
proached them , instead of running  
&w&y they all sat down and began to 
(hiss a t  me.

" I t  was. a  clear case-of str ik e  and I 
was a t  a  loss to  know how to settle  the 
trouble. I  tried  pu tting  ha lf a  dozen 
porcelain eggs in  each nest, bUt i t  would 
n o t work. The geese came up, eyed 
them  solem nly and walked off. Then, 
U  despar, I told the boys to  p u t the 
eggs we had gathered back and see if it 
would break  the strike.

"W ell, sir, inside of two hours after 
the eggs were returned" every goose was 
back on her nest, and for the  nex t four 
or five days the re  were more eggs laid 
on the Floyd ranch than  there ha& been 
before in years, b u t I dare not under­
l a y  to  fill th e  egg order.”
