HIS DESIGNS CHECKED IN BRIT-
* ISH GUIANA.

Home Government Askod' by the Local
Ministry to Redoes Boundary Forces
—No More Guns Needed —+Project to

Enlist Native Indians.

Washington, Aug. 5—Word reaching
here from British Guiana indicates that
the legislature of the colony, is inclined
to resist the London authorities on mat-
ters connected with the Venezuelan
boundary trouble.

Colonial Minister Chamberlain’s pol-
icy has been to-atrengthen the colonial
military force and buy Maxim guns.
He found difficulty in securing the guns,
and now the high court has passed a
resolution respectfully urging the home
government to reduce military ex-
penses.

Mr. Hunter, who introduced the reso-
lution, said in supporting it that the
Venezuelan boundary trouble has re-
sulted in swelling the cost of the police
from $185,000 to $300,000. They were,
he said, simply sentup to the Venezuela
boundary to be made -“*dummies” of.
Mr. Hunter’ strictures on the’military
and police caused something of a sen-
sation. He was supported by a number
of members, and the resolution calling
for retrenchment passed.

Sir August Hemming, the governor-
general o? British Guiana, has brought-
forward a;novel plan for strengthening
the military branch of the colonial
government by enlisting Indians as co-
lonial troops. Ttwas explained that the
system would be somewhat similar to
that conducted by Great Britain In East
India, where the native troops are one
of the most effective branches of her
majesty’s military forces. The plan was
discussed at length but hasnot yet been
passed.

SILVER NOT THE ISSUE.

Campaign tn Alabama, Wher®
Elections*’ Arej at Stake.

Birmingham, Ala., jAug. 5—At an
early hour this morning returns con-
tinued to come in slowly from yester-
day’s elections, but, bo far as heard
from,- do act add to populist hopes. On
the contrary, Johnston, the democratic
nominee for governor, reports substan-
tial gains in populist strongholds.

At the southern extremity of the Dead
Sea, in the valley of Balt, they were defeat-,
ed; and in six months the Edomites in the
mountains and defiles of Idumea
duced to submission and garrisons placed in
the conquered district. Thus David’s empire
was extended to: the south as far as the
desert.

They are
weiring cheap caps in which there is no
profit. And, in general, every man, wom-
an hnd child in the country is saving up
enough to buy a wheel, so that nothing is
ipeut on confectionery, on jewelry, on
theatre matinees and other luxuries. It
is estimated that there are 250,000 bicycles
in New York afane, and that they repre-
sent an investment of $12,000,000. There
are 80,000 bicycles in use in Buffalo.
These figures are representative. One
authority states that the presumable ex-
penditure for bicycles thus far will teach
the sum of $100,000,000, and much of this
represents a mortgage on the incomes of
the people of moderate means who are
paying for their wheels on the “install-
ment plan.” It is safe, however, to as-ure
the complaining tradesmen that the bicy-
cle has come to stay, and this, as every-
body knows, is conclusive argument.

Americans Shot Down Like Dogs

Havana: A ipacifico living* near

Jaruco has brought to' Havana news
that various Americans who came here
on the Three Friends expedition; re-
cently landed east qf Havana, were
captured by Gen. Ochoa, tied in rows
and shot by the roadside. One body,
supposed to be that of Perry Atkinson,
was left unburied. The body was ter-
ribly mutilated by machete cute.

BLOODSHED IN A STRIKE.

The'Brown Hoisting Co. Trouble Again
Causes Bloodshed.

The strike, at thte works of the Brown
Hoisting Co. at Cleveland has been ,re-
newed by order of the strikers’ execu-
tive committee. The men find,the get-
tlement effected by the state board of
arbitration, does .not include recogni-

*tion of authority of labor union, com-

mittees”nor the discharge of all non-

union men, and on these points they'
will continue the battle, tserious/
trouble resulted at once as soon as the ’
announcement was made and the

strikers attempted to intimidate the

non-union men as they were going

home from vrork, under police protec-,
tion. Firstthe rioters begin to shout

at the non-unionists and then to hurl

bricks.

TAMING A HUMMING BIRD.

A NBlonIiil SaceeM I»-In Catching One

Several cases ‘are eon record,, of at-

tempts to tame humming birds, but

mwhen placedj in a cage they do not

thrive and sooon die, says Our Animal
Friend?. Tte orange groves of south-
ern California abound in these attract-
ive creatureaid several can often fite
seen about the flowering bushes, seek-

piay. : Once, [when living on the slopes
of the Sierra’Madre mountains, where’
they were very plentiful, | accomplish-
ed the feat of taking one In my hand.

I first noticed it in the garden rest-
ing on a mustard stalk and, thinking
to see hjow neare! could approach,
| gradually moved toward mit by
pretending to* be otherwise engaged
until 11 was within five feet of
it The bird looked at me calmly
and | moved|slowly nearer, whistling
gently tq attract Its attention, as | be-
gan to think .something was the matter
with it. It bent its head upon side,
eyed me.sharply, then flew to another
stalk a few feet away*_contemplating
me as before. Again | approachedl
taking care not to alarm it, and this
time | was almost within reaching dis-
tance before;it flew away.-

The bird seemed to Jiave. a growing
confidence ip me and | became more
and more deliberate' in my movements
until *T finally stood beside it, the lit-
tle creature gazing at me with its head
tipped upon ohe side, as “questioning
what | was ribout. | then withdrew and
approached again, repeating this sev-
eral tinjies ljefore | stretched out my
hand to) take It, at which it flew to an-
other bush. But the next time it al-
lowed ine to-grasp it arid | had caught
a wild bird open-handed without even
the use of salt!

Such instances must be rare where
birds are familiar with human beings.
In some of the islands of the south Pa-
cific birds have been found that had
never seen ft man before and allov*ed-
themselves>fo be picked up-And”pven
had to be poshed out ofjpeople’s way.
