Stf rep resen tatives on Feb. 7, 1878, said:
*i believe the  struggle now going on 
in th is  country and  o ther cdunutries 
fo r a  single gold standard  would, if 
successful, produce widespread disas­
te r  in  and th roughou t the  com mercial 
world. The destruction, of silver as 
m oney and. the establish ing  of gold; as 
the  sole -rtMait of value m ust havq a 
ruinous effect on all form s of property, 
except those invested- whi<ih yielcj ;'a 
fixed* re tu rn  in  money. Tliese would 
be' enorm ously enhanced in  v&lue, and 
would gain a  disproportionate and un ­
fa ir  advantage over every o ther spe- 
Cie3 of p ro p e rty /

"W,e are told th a t any  a ttem p t upon 
the  p a r t of the governm ent to  redeem 
Its* Obligations in  sliv e r would, p u t a 
prem ium  upon gold, b u t w hy should it? 
The B ank of F rance  exercises the  r igh t 
lo  .redeem  all bank  pamper in  either 
gold or Silver, a n d  yet [F rance m ain­
ta ins the  p arity  between gold and  [ s i l ­
ver a t  th e  ra tio  o f-15% to 1, and  re­
ta in s  in  circulation  miore silve r per 
cap ita  than  we do ip  th e  U nited States.

"W e contend th a t  fre$ and  un lim it­
ed coinage of sHVer by th e  U nited 
S ta tes alone w ill ra ise  the  bullion 
value of s ilv e r toi I ts  coinage value, 
and  th u s  m ake s ilver bullion yporth 
$1.29 per ounce in  gold th roughou t the 
world. This proposition i« id  keeping 
w ith  n a tu ra l laws, not In defiance of 
them . The best-know n law  of com­
m erce is th e  law  of supply and demand- 
W e apply  th is  law  to money w hen we 
say th a t  a  reduction in. the  volum e of 
money w ill raise th e  purchasing  power 
of th e  dollar; we also apply the! law 
-of supply and  dem and to  s ilver when 
we say  tk a t a  new  dem and fo r silve r 

-created b y  law  w ill raise  the  price of 
, s ilve r bullion.

" If  our m in ts are.opened to freehand 
unlim ited  coinage a t  th e  present .ratio 
merchandise auve r-can n o t cozne [here, 
because th e  labor applied to  i t  has 
m ade i t  w orth  more in  the  form  of 
merchandise than  it. will be worth a t 
our mints. We cannot even expect all 
of the annual product of silver, be­
cause India, China, Japan, Mexico and 
all the other silver-using countries 
must satisfy their annual need* from 
the annual product; the art* w 11 re­
quire a  large amount; and the gold-

open m ints, provided th e re  a re  suffi­
c ien t open m ints to fu rn ish  a  m onetary  
dem and fo r all -the gold and silver 
available for coinage.

"W e are  to ld - th a t th e  resto ra tion  of 
b im etallism  would be a  hardship  upon 
those who have entered in to  contracts 
payable in  gold coin, b u t th is  is  a  m is­
take. I t  w ill be easier to  obta in  the 
gold w ith  w hich to  m eet a  gold contract 
w hen m ost of th e  people can jise  silver 
th a n  i t  is now w hen every one! is try ing  
to feecure goi$. ■] .

" In  oonclustonr perm it me to say a ‘ 
word in regard  to in ternational b im et­
allism . The advocates of free coinage 
have, on all ocasions, shown th e ir  w ill­
ingness to co-operate w ith  o ther n a ­
tions in the  re in sta tem en t of silver, bu t 
they  a re  not w illing to aw ait the  pleas­
ure of o ther governm ents, w hen im ­
m ediate relief is needed by the. peo­
ple of the  U nited S tates. How long 
m ust we w ait fo r b im eta lism  to  be 
b rought to us by those who profit by 
m onom etallism ? If  the  double s tan d ­
ard  w ill b ring  benefits to  our people, 
who w ill deny them  th e  rig h t to en­
joy those benefits? W e shall n d t offend 
o ther na tions  when we declare the 
r ig h t of th e  A m erican people, to govern 
them selves, and, w ithou t le t o r h ind­
rance from  w ithout, decide upon evsry 
question presented for th e ir  considera­
tion. In  tak in g  th is  proposition vre 
sim ply m ain ta in  the  d ign ity  of 70,000,- 
000 citizens, who a re  second to  none in 
th e ir  capacity  for self-governm ent.”

H e concluded w ith 'th e  following ap­
peal to the  citizens of the g rea t s ta te  
whom he was addressing: 

a, “Citizens of New Y ork: I  have tr a ­
veled from  the cen ter of the  continent 
to  th e  seaboard th a t I m ight, In  the 
very  beginning of th e  cam paign, bring  
you greeting  froin the  people d u t wesl 
and  south, and -assure you th a t th e ir  
desire is not 'to destroy, b u t to  build 
up. The advocates of free coinage be­
lieve tou t, in  striv ing  to  secure the  im ­
m ediate res to ra tion  of bim etallism , 
they a re  laboring  in you r behalf as 
well as in  th e ir  own behalf. A  few of 
your people m ay prosper under present 
conditions, b u t the  perm anen t welfare 
of New York res ts  upon the  producers 
of w ealth . The g rea t city  Is bu ilt on 
the  commerce of the  nation , and m ast 
suffer if th a t  com m erce Is im paired. 
P roduction  of w ealth  goes before toe  
exchange of w ealth . You canno t a f­
ford to  join the  money changers in  
Bufiport o f a  financial policy w hich, de­
stroying  the  purchasing  pow er of th e  
products of toe  soil, m ust in  th e  end 
discourage th e  crea tion  o f w ealth .” .

T he delivery of Mr. B ryan’s  speech 
consumed nearly  tw o houfs, and  its  
finish was greeted w ith  h ea rty  ap ­
plause. T he chairm an  introduced the  
v ice-presidential nom inee, A rth u r  Sew­
all, and  Gov. S tone presen ted  h im  w ith  
the  fo rm al nom ination  d ocum en t Mr. 
Sewall m ade a -sh o rt speech of [accept­
ance, and  th e  m eeting  adjourned.

In  U nion square, facing  t h e . Bar^ 
tholdi hotel, took p lace ju s t  a f t e f  the  
adjournm ent of th e  m eeting  a t  M adi­
son Square G arden a  scene, th a t  outdid 
in  excitem ent those th a t took p lace in  
the  hall.

I t  Is said to  be necessary to establish  

an  exa^t equilibrium  between light and 
m oistu re in order to produce dowers 
w ith  perfum e. In  exceedingly hot, dry 
c o u r s e s  flowers have com paratively 
li ttle  odor. An au tho rity  on th is  sub­
jec t says: “The in tensity  of the  per­
fum e of a  flower depends on it s  equi­
librium , w hich is established  every 
hour of the day between the  pressure 
of the  a i r  in  th e  cellules of the  flower, 
w hich tends to  drive, outw ard the  per­
fum es already contained  in th e  epider­
mis, and the  ac tion  of ligh t w hich co n ­
tinually  com bats th is  condition. In  the 
ea st flowers have less odor than  with 
us. V egetation is thorny, and th is  con­
dition of affairs is accounted for by 
th e ir  hav ing  too m uch lig h t and  too 
li ttle  w ater.

Few  jugg lers ge t th rough  th e ir  per­

form ance w ithout in troducing  th a t  odd 
and w ell-known fea t of sp inning  plates 
on the  end of a  eharp-potn ted  stick.

Get tw o long corks and cu t them  
nicely and ev e n ly . down th e  middle, 
[rom end to end, thus  m aking four half­
corks. In  the  end of each half in sert 
th e  prongs of a  fork, the  la tte r  being 
Inclined to  the  smooth side of th e  cork 
at a  li ttle  less th a n  a  r ig h t angle. Place 
the  four corks as- shown in the illus­
tra tion , around the  rim  of the p la te , 
a t equal d istances from each other, and 
see th a t the  tee th  of th e  forks are 
against th e  rim  of th e  p la te  to  prevent 
them  from  swaying.

Now bury the  eye-end of a  needle in  
the co rk  of an up righ t bottle, and  (put 
the p la te  upon the  point of the  needle, 
using care to balance it. Thie you 
find n o t ha rd  to  do, and  having 
a need i t  you may m ake i t  ro ta te

keep up fo r a  long tim e because there 
Is hard ly  any fric tion  a t  the  poin t of
contact;
