noon alrider can scarcely get a  glirnpfe 
of the sun after 12 o’clock. The path 
varies in length, conform ing to the  lop 
of the levee, but is not. less than  eight 
feet wide a t  any place, and in  some 
places as much as tw elve feet. T he 
leveo was first dressed off w ith a  road 
scraper and then  a  coat of gravel, 
slightly  mixed w ith  ea rth , w as well 
packed w ith  a. heavy roller. On top 
of th is was rolled a  th in  coating of cin­
ders and sand mixed, m aking as smooth 
a coat as could, be desired and one tha t 
has no suction to cling to the-tire.
^ A t  m any places along the path  rustic  
seats have been placed, and  a t  one 
point, w here the re  arc  two very fine 
springs, there a re  a  num ber of long 
rustic  benches, and  a  bicycle track  th a t 
can accommodate nearly  lOO wheels.

The tow-path section of the path  ic 
all th a t is finished, b u t the directors of 
the W heelway league w ill begin work 
th is week on the second section, which 
will extend across the hills and valleys 
to  F all Creek, a  d istance of abou t six 
m iles. It will then follow the  north  
bank of th a t stream  back to  the city, 
m aking about tw en ty -tour miles in all. 
Thus all but abou t six miles of the  path 
will be on the banks of w ater courses. 
I t  is for th a t reason th a t it is claimed 
to be the m ost picturesque path  in  the 
United States.

B ut th a t is not all th a t m akes It a 
pleasant place for ride rs. One mile 
from the beginning of th e  path  is A rm ­
strong’s park, a popular place of amuse­
ment. I t  contains one o f the  open-air 
sum m er theaters  of the  city. Every 
n igh t in  the  w eek there  is a  dram a pre­
sented a t  th is  park , and picnics^flll it 
during  the  day* F our miles fa rth e r 
north  Is the  m oft popular reso rt near 
the city—Fairv iew  park—a place owned 
and m aintained by the Citizens’ Street 
Car Company. I t  is  on the east bank 
of the canal, and the  bicycle pa th  is on 
the w est bank, m aking the  path  the 
best route for bicyclers to  take to  get 
to the park. This is a  beautiful woods J 
p a rk 'o f more th a n  200 acres, w ith  h i’.ls 
and dells, the hills r is in g  ab ru p tly  from 
the can&l bank. F u lly  10,000 people 
v isit th is park  every Sunday, arid be­
tween 3,000 and 4,000 every other day 
during  the en tire  summer.

F ive m iles fu rth e r out on the  path 
is the  suburb of Broad Ripple, where 
the suburban s tree t car com pany m ain­
ta ins a  p a rk  only a little  sm aller than 
Fairview . I t  is here th a t the bicyqle 
race track  is located; and It Is th is  park  
th a t is the  Mecca of cyclists, i i  is a t 
the end of the path  so far as  bu ilt now.

Two miles ou t the  path will! pass 
th rough H aihm ond’s  park , a  priva te 
picnic ground, where a  large dam in 
the creek gives deep w ate r fo r boating 
purposes for m ore than  a  mile. The 
path  w ill have a  r ig h t of way through 
the park.

The sem i-centennial of Its own pub­
lication  w hich the Scientific American 
com mem orates is practica lly  a  celebra­
tion also of the first fifty years of the 
American paten t system , says an ex­
change. The system  had indeed existed 
from  the  early  days of the  republic 
B u t in those early  d a y s ’few patents 
were granted, and It was no t un til 1845 
th a t the. American nation  began to be 
noted for. its  invenfive powers. As 
the  Scientific American poin ts out, up 
to the  end of the  year 1845 only 3,873 
paten ts  had been issued by th e  p at­
ent office of the United States. W hen 
the  year 1895 closed th e  num ber was 
531,619, a  wonderful tr ib u te  to the in ­
ventive genius of the A merican people, 
because out of th is  g rea t num ber com­
paratively few were Issued to  foreign­
ers. “The largeness of the num ber is 
.a tribu te  to th e  far-sighted  liberality  
of the paten t statu tes, originally  estab­
lished by our forefathers In the days 
when .th e  individual counted for far 
more th a n  ini the p resen t day of fierce 
com petition and w ealthy com binations 
o f capitalists. Even in those days it 
was recognized th a t the individual in- 
ventqr required the  fosteriifg~protectipn 
of the law, and i t  was known th a t the 
best possible policy for the  country was 
to  g ran t him  th is  protection for the 
enrichm ent ‘of o thers and for the  good 
of the  country a t  large.”

Paper Telegraph Poles.
Paper telegraph poles are the latest 

development ol the art of making paper 
useful. These poles are made of paper 
pulp, in which borax, tallow, etc., are 
mixed .In small quantities. The pulp 
is <̂ ast in a mold, wijth a core in the 
center forming a hollow rod of the de­
sired length, the cross pieces being held 
by key-shaped! wooden pieces dkven in 
on either side'of the pole. The paper 
poles are said to be lighter and strong­
er than those of wood, and to be un­
affected. by sun, rain, dampness or any 
of the other causes which shorten the

Years have, rolled on since 
then ; factories have largely increased 
in  num ber, m ore and more of Eng­
land’s beautiful rive rs and country 
scenes have been fouled and blackened, 
b u t the  w orst featu re of all has been 
th a t the factories have not only used 
the rivers for the leg itim ate1 purposes 
I referred to, but have made them  the 
ou tlet of all the ir filth—stream s of 
m uddy refuse. More unhappy still, the 
thousands of cottages crowded in these 
large m anufactu ring  tow ns have needed 
outlets; so sew er drains have been 
formed, the  only outcast for w hich is 
the unfortuna te  rive r or streank of any 
kind flowing through or near the tow n. 
Y ear by year th is  evil increased, more 
rivers being doomed to put on th e  Inky 
hue, un til whole tow ns w ith th e ir  100,- 
000 of in h a b i ta n ts  thus caused the 
rivers to be polluted, and, a t length, 
the noblesf-grandest rive r of the world, 
because flowing th rough the  g reatest, 
w ealthiest city  of the world, yielded its 
once pure w aters and tides to the yoke, 
and, oh! tell it no t to  the shades of de­
parted  artis t-pa in ters , poets, h istorians 
or lovers of nature, became one vast 
cesspool for the  6,000,000 inhab itan ts  
who dwell near Its course.

To the  
luxuriance a n d  
splendor of a  g rea t 
house had  been 
g iven the adven t of 
a  child. Even when 
the  Angel of Life 
b rings a  new soul 
to  the  poor m an’s 
h u t a  s ta r  of joy 

shines over the  m anger. Infancy, w ith 
its helplessness and innocence, had 
passed away. Days of boyhood had 
come—day^ of laugh ter and frolic, 
days o f sunshine and prom ise, days of 
strange questions and curiosity and 
quick development. I  suppose am ong 
all the treasures of th a t house, the 
b righ test w ai the boy. One day there 
Is the shou t of reapers heard afield. A 
boy’s heart alw ays bounds a t the  .sound 
of sickle o r scythe. No sooner have 
the  harvesters cu t a sw ath across the 
field than  the lad joins them , and the 
sw arthy  reapers feel young again  as 
they look down a t th a t lad, as b right 
and beautiful as was R uth  in  the  h a r ­
vest fields of Bethlehem  gleam ing a fte r  
the  reapers. B ut the  sun  w as too h o t 
for him . Congestion of the  brain  seized 
on him. I see the  sw arthy  laborers 
drop th e ir  sickles; and they rush  ou t 
to see w hat is th e  m atter, and  they fan 
him as they try  to  cool h is  brow ; but 
all is of no avail. Ini the in s ta n t of 
consciousness, he pu ts h is  hands 
against his tem ples and cries ou t: “My 
head! my head!” And the fa th er said: 
“C arry him  to his m other,” ju s t as any 
fa ther would have said ; for our hand is 
too rough, and our voice is too harsh , 
and our foot is too loud to  doctor a  
side child, if the re  be in our home a 
gentler voice and a  gen tler hand and 
a  s tille r  footstep. B ut all of no avail. 
W hile the reapers of Shunem w ere busy 
in the  field, the re  came a  stronger reap­
er th a t w a y ^ i th  keener scythe and for 
a  richer harvest. He reaped only one 
sheaf, h u t O w hat a  golden sheaf 
was tha t! I do not w an t to know 
any m ore abou t th a t h eart-b reak ­
ing scene than  w hat I see in  ju s t th is 
one pathetic  sentence: “He sa t on her 
knees till noon and then  died.” 
Though hundreds of years have 
passed aw ay since th a t boy sk ip ­
ped to the harvest-field and then was 
brought home and died on h is  m other’s 
lap, the story  s till th rills  us. Indeed, 
childhood has a  charm  always and 
everyw here. I shall now speak to you 
of childhood; Its beauty, its  susceptibil­
ity  to  impression, its pow er over the 
paren tal heayt, and Its  blissful tra n s i­
tion from -earth  to  heaven.

The child’s beauty does not depend 
upon form o r featu re o r complexion or 
apparel. T ha t destitu te  one th a t you 
saw on the stree t, bruised w ith unk ind­
ness an d ’'in  rags, h as  a  charm  about 
her, even under her destitution. You have 
forgotten a  g rea t m any persons whom 
you have met, of finely-cut features 
and w ith erec t posture and w ith fau lt­
less complexion, w hile you will always 
rem em ber the  poor g irl who, on a  -cold, 
m oonlight n ight, as  you were passing 
late home, in  her th in  shaw l and bare­
foot on th e  pavem ent, p u t out her hand 
and 6aid: “ Please give me a  penny.” 
Ah! how often we have walked on and 
said: “Oh, th a t is no th ing  but stree t 
vagabondism ;” b u t a fte r  we got a 
block or two on, w e-stopped and said: 
“Ah, th a t Is not r ig h t;” and  we pass­
ed up th a t same way and dropped a 
m ite in to  th a t suffering hand, as 
though ft were not a  m a tte r of second 
thought, so asham ed were we of our 
hard-heartedness. W ith  w hat adm ira­
tion we &11 look upon a  group of chil­
dren on the  play-ground o r in the 
school, and we clap our hands alm ost 
involuntarily  and say: “How beauti­
ful!” All stiffness and d ign ity  are  
gone, and your shou t is  heard  w ith 
the irs  and you trund le  th e ir  hoop, and 
fly th e ir  k ite , and  strike  th e ir  ball, and 
all your w eariness and anxiety  are 
gone as when a  child you bounded over 
the play-ground yourself. T ha t father 
who Gtands rig id  and unsym pathetic 
amid th e  sportfulnesa of children, 
ought never to  have been tem pted out 
Of a  crusty  and  unredeem able so litari- 
bess. The w aters leap down the  rocks, 
but they  have not the  graceful s tep  of 
childhood. The m orning comes out of 
the gates of the  east, throw ing its  sil­
ver on the lake and its  gold on the 
towers and its  fire oil th e  cloud; but it 
|s  n o t so b fig h t and beautiful as the 
tnorning of life! , There is  no light 
like tE&t w hich Is k indled  in  a  child’s 
eye, no color like  th a t which blooms on 
a child 's cheek, no m usic like the 
sound of a child’s  voice. I ts  face  ini 
the poorest p ic tu re redeem s any im ­
perfection in  a rt . W hen we a re  w eary 
With toll, th e ir  li ttle  hands pull the; 
burdens off our back. Oh, w hat a  dull,, 
Btale m ean w orld th is  would be w ith ­
out the  sport fulness of children. W hen 
I. find people th a t do not like children, 
l  Im m ediately doubt th e ir  m oral and 
C hristian  characte r. B ut w hen th e  
grace of God comes upon a  child, how 
unspeakably  attrac tive . W hen Samuel 
begins to  pray, and  Tim othy begins to  
te ad  th e  S criptures, an d  Joseph show s 

[him self invulnerable to  tem pta tion— 
[how beautifu l th e  scene! I  know  th a t 
pa ren ts  som etim es g e t nervous w hen 
the ir ch ildren  become pious, because 
have th e  Idea  th a t good ch ild ren  a l­
ways die. T he s trange questions about 
God mid e te rn ity  and  th e  dead, excite 
ftppr^esud<m in  th e  .parental mind 
ra th er th a n  congratulation. Indeed,
Ui»-» a n  m b * p M f t i  tha t

ed  for heaven. T h is world Is too  poor 
a  garden fo r them  to bloom in. The 
hues  of heaven a re  in  th e  petals. There 
1s som ething  about th e ir  forehead th a t 
m akes you th in k  th a t th e  hand of 
C hrist has been on it, saying: “ Let thfs 
one come to  Me, and le t i t  come to  Me 
soon.” W hile th a t one ta rried  in  the  
house, you fe lt the re  was an  angel in 
th e  room, and, you thou g h t th a t every 
sickness would be the  last; and  when, 
finally, th e  w inds of death  did 
sca tte r  the  leaves! you w ere no 
m ore surprised  th a n  to  see a  s tar 
come out above the  cloud on a 
dark  n igh t; fo r _you had often 
.said to  your com panion: “My dear, we 
shall never raise th a t child .” B ut I 
scout the  idea th a t good children  a l­
ways die. Samuel the pious boy, be­
cam e Samuel the  gr(ftt prophet. 
C hristian  T im othy became a  m inister 
a t  Ephesus. Youg D aniel, consecrated 
to  God, became prim e m inister of all 
the realm , and the re  aYe in hundreds of 
thfe schools and fam ilies of th is  coun­
try  to-day, ch ildren  who love God and 
keep his com m andm ents, and who are 
to  be forem ost am ong th e  Christians 
and the  ph ilan th rop ists  and th e  re ­
form ers of the  next century. The 
grace of God! never kills any one. A 
child w ill be m ore ap t to grow up w ith 
religion, th a n  it w ill be ap t to grow 
up w ithout i t  Length of days is prom ­
ised to  the righteous. The religion of 
C h ris t does n o t cram p the chest or 
curve the spine c r  weaken the  nerves. 
There are  no m alarias floating up from 
the  riv e r of life. The religion of C hrist 
throw s over the  h ea rt and life of a child 
a  supernal beauty. “H er wave are 
ways of pleasantness, and  all her paths 
a re  peace.” ,

I pass on to  consider'the susceptibil­
ity  of childhood. Men pride them ­
selves on th e ir  unchangeability . They 
w ill m ake an  elaborate argum ent to 
prove th a t they  th in k  now ju s t as they 
did tw enty  years ago. I t  is charged to 
fra ilty  o r fraud when a  man changes 
h is  sentim ents in politics or in  religion, 
and i t  Is th is  determ ination  of soul th a t 
so o ften  drives back the  Gospel from 
a  m an’s heart. I t  is so hard  to  
m ake avarice charitab le, and fraud 
honest, and pride hum ble, and 
scepticism  C hristian . The sword 
of God’s tru th  seems to glance 
off from those m ailed w arriors, 
and the  helm et seems battle-proof 
aga in st God’s-'-battle-axA 7 B ut child­
hood; how susceptible to exam ple and  
to  in s tru c tio n ! You are  no t surprised 
a t  the  record: “A braham  begat Isaac 
and Isaac begat Jacob ;” for when re­
ligion s ta r ts  In a  fam ily, it  is ap t to go 
a ll th rough .. Jezebel a m urderess, you 
are  no t su rp rised ,to  find her son Jeho- 
ram  attem p ting  assassination. Gh, 
w hat a  responsib ility  upon the  paren t 
and the  teacher! The m usician touches 
the keys, and  the  response of those 
keys is aw ay off am id the  pipes and the 
chords; in d  you w onder a t  the  distance 
between the  key and the  chord. And 
so i t  Is in  life; if you touch a  child, 
the  results w ill come back from  m an­
hood or old age, te lling  ju s t the tune 
played, w hether the dirge of a  g rea t 
sorrow or the anthem  of a  g rea t joy. 
T he word th a t the Sabbath School 
teacher w ill th is  afternoon w hisper In 
the  ear of the  class, will be echoed 
back fropa everlasting  ages of light*or 
darkness. The home and the  Gchool 
decide the  republic or the despotism ; 
the barbarism  or the  civilization; the 
upbuild ing  of an  em pire, or the over­
throw ing it. H igher than  parliam ent 
or congress are  the  school and the 
fam ily, and the  sound of a  child’s foot 
m ay m ean m ore than  the  tram p of a 
host. W hat, then , are you doing for 
the  purpose of bringing  your children 
in to  the kingdom  of God? If  they are 
so susceptible, and If th is  is the  very 

! best tim e to ac t upon th e ir  e ternal in ­
terests, w hat are you doing by way ol 
r ig h t im pulsion? There were some 
harvesters in the  fields of Scotland 
one ho t day; and H annah Lemond 
was helping them  to  gather the  
hay. She laid  her babe under a 
tree. W hile she was busy in the  field, 
the re  was a  flu tter of w ings in  the  air, 
and a  golden eagle clutched the swad­
dling band of the  bab^, and flew away 
w ith it to the  m ountain eyrie. All th e  
harvesters and H annah Lemond s ta r t­
ed fo r the cliffs. I t  was two miles be­
fore they came to the foot of the cliffs. 
G etting ther£, who dared to  m ount the 
cliff? No fiuinan foot had ever trod  it. 
There were sailors there who had gone 
up the  m ast in the  day of te rrib le  tem - 

j ie s t ;  they did no t dare risk  it. H annah 
Lem ond sa t there for aw hile and look­
ed up and saW th e  eagle in  the eyrie, 
and then  she leaped to her feet, and she 
sta rted  up Where no hum an foot had 
ever trod, c rag  above crag, catching 
hold of th is  root o r th a t root, u n til she 
reached the  eyrie and caught her babe, 
the  eagle swooping in  fierceness all 
around ^>out her. F asten ing  the  child 
to  her back, sh e  sta rted  for her friends 
and for home. O, w ha t a  dizzy descent! 
s lid ing  from  th is  crag  to  th a t crag, 
qtaching by th a t v ine  and by th a t root, 
com ing down fu rth e r and fu rther, to 
the  m ost dangerous pass, where she 
found a  goat and 6ome kids. She sa id : 
“Ndw I ’ll  follow the  goat; the  goat w ill 
know, ju s t which is th e  sa fes t way' 
down;” and  she w as led by the  anim al 
dow n to  th e  p la in . . W hen sh e  got there, 
a ll th e  people cried!: “T hank  God, 
th a n k  fiod !” h e r  strengU i not giving 
w ay u n til the rescue w as effected. And 
they  cried; “S tand back, now. Give 
her a ir!”  -O, if  a  w oman will do th a t  for 
the  physical life of he r child, w hat will 
you do fo r th e  e terhal life of your boy 
and-you r g irl?  L e t i t  no t be to ld  in 
the g rea t day  of e tern ity  th a t H annah 
Lem ond p u t forth  m ore exertion  for the  
saving  of th e  physical life  o f h e r  child 
th a n  yon, O parent, have ever p u t fo rth  
fo r the  e ternal life of your little  one. 
God h e lp  yon!. •  *  •

.T he re  Is n o t a-large ffunily', o r  hard ly  
a  la rge  fam ily th a t has  n o t b en t over 
such a  treasu re  an d  Iqst it . In  the  
fam ily fold is  th e re  no  dead lam b? I  
b a r s  seen  m any such cases of sorrow .

Tfifero Is one pre-em inent in  my mem-
~>ry as pasto r—Ccovllle H aynes McCol­
lum. The sto ry  of h is  death  h is  b rough t 
hundreds unto  God. He belonged to  my 
parish  in  th e  w est. A thorough boy, 
nine or ten  years of age. N othing  mo: 
bid, noth ing  dull about him . f ils  voi^e 
loudest and h is  foot swiftestL-on the 
playground. Often h e .h a s  come in to  
my house and throw n him self down on 
tbo floor in  an  exhaustion of boisterous 
m irth ; and yet he was a  C hristian , con­
secrated to  God, keeping h is  com m and­
ments. T ha t Is the  k ind  of childish 
p ie ty  I  believe in. W hen the  days of 
sickness came suddenly-and he w as told 
th a t he could n o t get well, he said: 
“Jesus alone can save me. Jesus w ill 
save me.' He h as  saved me. Don’t  cry. 
mamma. I shall go rig h t s tra ig h t up 
to heaven.” And then  they gave him  a 
glass of w ater to  cool h is  hot lips and 
be said: “M amma, I  shall ta k e  a 
d raugh t from  the  w ater of life after 
aw hile, of w hich if one d rink  he shall 
never get. th irsty  again. I  lay m yself 
a t Jesus’ feet and I w an t-h im  to  do 
ju s t w hat' he th inks  b e s t; to  do w ith 
me.” In  those daye, “R est fo r the 
W eary” y a s  a new hym n, and he had 
learned it; and in a  perfect ecstacy' 
of soul, in his la st hour, he cried o u t?

A nother reduc­
tion of £200 w as to be m ade on the  
b irth  of the  first child- of the  second 
m arriage, and  every additional child 
was to  involve the  fu rth e r loss of £100 
a  year.—C ham bers' Journal.

Thejincrease in the con­
sumption of manufactured tobacco- for 
chewing and smoking for the last fiscal 
year was 5,397,000 pounds; of cigars, 73, 
'83,304, and of cigarettes, 722,850,543
