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'SILVBE HOTES8

BY THE 8ILVEE PABTY.

Wheri Mr. Qibtw, the former president
of the Bank of England, Was before the
British commission, he'was asked: “Can
Great Bntian settle the silver question
alone Yv He answered: “ Unquestionably;
any great country can settle it.” The
‘United States is big enough and rich
enough to control tlie whole currency
question throughout the world.

Mr. Jay Cooke, of Philadelphia, one of
America's, greatest financiers, speaking' of
the intemaupnal bimetallic conference,
said: “If the proposed international bi-
metallic conference should provek failure,
my plan would be to at once go back in
our own country to bimetallism, offering
our mintsto the free coinage of silver as
well hs-rgold.” That is what the silver
party is asking of the people today.

In February, 1893, a proposition was
made in the} House of Commons for re
convening the Brussels conference. The
Prime Minister England, William E.
Gladstone, was very prompt to express
iiis disapproval of any conference which
looked to the restoration of silver money
In speaking of England he said:

“It iivthe great creditor country of the
world; of that there can be no doubt
whatever; and it is increasingly the great
creditor country of the world. | suppose
there is not a yettr which passes over our
heads which does not largely add to th«-
mass of British investments abroad. 1
am al’r.Q't -afraid to estimate the total
amount of the property which the United
Kingdom holds beyond the limits of tty
United Kingdom; butthis I sun well eon
vinced, that it is not to be counted by tens
or hundreds of millions.

“One thousand millions probably would
be an extremely low and inadequate
estimate. Two, thousand millions, or
something even more than that, is ven
likely to be nearer the mark."

This expression of Mir. Gladstone wa-
met with exclamations of upprova’. Of
course the Prime Minister in speaking
2,000,000,000, referred to timt jutimber of
pounds, sterling pounds; and when i>
told the House of Commons that, soru
thing more than 2,000.000,000 sterling wa*
due to England from foreign countries/ it
meant that more than $10,000,000,000 was
owed the people of the United Kingdom.
The Prime Minister then proceeds with an
aixof sarcM-iii to ask whether England- i;
called upon to sacrifice a part of the J.-ir
due her by the substitution of an inferior
or cli-aper money. Mr. Gladstone pro-
ceeds in this language:

“1 think under these circumstances it is
rather a serious matter to ask this country
to consider whether we are going to per-
form this supreme act of self-sacrifice? |
have a profound adnitration for cosmopol-
itan principles. | can goa great length
in moderation (laughter) iu recommend
ing their r<cognition and establishment,
but if there are these two thousand mil-
lions or fifteen.hundred millions of mon-
ey which we have got it is a very serious
matter as between this country and other
countries.’

We have nothing to pay them; we are
not debtors at all; we should ifi*t no com-
fort, no consolation out of the substitution,
of an inferior material, of a,cheaper monJ
ey, which we could obtain for less and
part with for more. We should get no
consolation, but the consolation throughout

the world, v&uld be great.” (Loud laugh-
ter.)'
Mr. Gladstone knows full well that

wheO money is abundant it}has less pur-
chasing power than when restricted in
volume. Therefore asa defender of the
great creditor nation of which he was
prime minister, he opposes any measures
which would “increase the coinage of the
world. Mr. Gladstone continued in these
words:

*This splendid spirit of philanthropy,
which we cannot too -highly prize, be-
cause | have no doubt all this is foreseen,
would result in our making a present of
fifty or a hundred millions to the world.
It would be thankfully accepted, but I
think that the gratitude for your |>enevo
lence would be mixed with very grave
misgivings as to your wisdom.

| have shown why we should pause
and consider for ourselves once, ttfice and
thrice before departing from the solid
ground on which ybtt have within the last
half century erected a commercial fabric
unknown in ‘the whole history the
world—before departing from that solid
ground you should well consult and well
consider and take no step except such as
you can well justify to your own under-
standing, to your fellow countrymen and
to those-who come after us.”—Communi-
cated.

Lowell Banker and W ife Prefer Death to
Facing Financial Rain.

The banking firm of Cbas. J. Church
& Son, at Lowell, the firm being com-
posed of Charles Jesse Church, of:Fow-
lerville, and Charles A. Church, of
Lowell, posted a notice declaring the
institution closed because of their in-
ability to realize upon assets. The
business was conducted by Chas. A.
Church, the junior member of the'firm.
When the news of the bank's failure
reached Grand Rapids the National
City bank, of that place, secured a writ
of attachment for $11,000 and placed
the papers4n in the hands of Deputy
-Sheriffs Cowans, of Grand Rapids, and
Ben Morris, pfj Lovjfll, to serve. The
officers called at the home for the
purpose of shrying them on the banker.
As they rapped at the door the pallid
face of Mrs. Church appeared at a
window and as she recognized the call-

ers she dropped the curtain and stepped’

back. Almostimmediately three pistol
shots wetfe-fired in quick succession
inside the house. No sooner had the
last report died away than the deputies
were entering the room over the bat-
tered door. Mrs. Church was found
lying on her back on the floor, appar-
ently dead. Two bullets had taken
effect. Her husband was stretched
across the bed, and as the officers
reached his side he breathed his last.
By his side was the pistol with which
the crime was enacted. Examination
proved that the woman was still living,
but could not last long. Two bullets
struck her, the first going through the
neck and the second *plowing a gash
across.the throat in front.

Thai the shooting was premeditated
by both ncaiand wife there can be no
doubt, as letters have been found
which"show that they had planned to
die together rather than face disgrace
and financial wreck.

In an adjoining room to the one in
which the tragedy occurred were three
children, who sle.pt on unmindful of
the fate of the.ir parents. The -oldest
is Julia, aged 8 years, then Jesse, aged
4, and the baby, only eight weeks old.
Church was 32 years old and his wife
two years younger.

Church was a prominent citizen and
had been iu business in Lowell for 10
years.

How They Are I)nn IntMcOiar

Youth is indicated by the absjence.ofj
all but essential touches and* by the
clean, smooth curves of the face apd
neck, says the Atlantic. Excepting.the
tougjiea which suggest eyes, nbse and!
mouth, there are no lines. The curves
smooth-
ness, ripeness. For illustrative pur-
pose it is unnecessary to elaborate feat-j
ure; for the age is correctly indicated
by the style ofthe coiffure and the fash*-
,on of the dre88. In female flghres the
absence of eyebrows, also, indicates
wifehood; a straggling tress signifies
grief; troubled thought is shown by an
unmistakable, pose of gesture; Hair,
costume and attitude are indeed! enough
to explain almost everything. |But thd
Japanese artist knows how by means
of extremely delicate* variations in the
direction and position of the hajf-dozen
touches'indicating feature to give some
hint of character, whether sympathetic
or unsympathetic; and this hint is sel-
dom lost upon a Japanese eye. Again,
an almost imperceptible hardening or
softening of these touches hais moral
significance. Still, this is never indi-
vidual; it is the only faintestipossible
hint of a physiognomical law. -In thel
case of immature youth, boy. or girl
faces, there is only a gener”lindication
of softness and gentleness—khe abstract
rather than the concrete charm ' of
childhood. | .

In the portrayal of maturertypes the
lines are more numerous and more ac-
centuated, In recognition of the fact
that character necessarily becomes
more marked in middle age, as the
facial muscles begin to shoy. But there
is only the suggestion of this change,
not any study of individualism. In the
representation of old age the Japan-
ese artist shows us the wrinkles, the
hollows, the shrinking of the tisBues%
the “crow’s feet,” the gray hairs, the
change in the line of face following
upon the loss of teeth. His old men
and women show character. They de®
light us by a certain worn sweetnesB
of expression, a look of benevolent re-
signatiSn; or they repel us by an aspect
of cunning, avarice or enVy. There are
many types of old age 'but they are
types of human conditions, not of per-

sonality. The picture is not drawn
from a model; it is not the reflection
of an individual existence; its value is

made”by the recognition which it ex-
hibits of a general physiognomical or
biological law. Hereiit is worth while
to notice that the reserves of Japanese
art in the matter of facial expression
accord with the ethics of oriental so-
ciety. For agee the rule of conduct has
been to mask all selfish feeling as far
as possible —to hide pain and passion*
under an exterior semblance of smil*
ing amiability or impassive resigna-
tion. One key to the enigmas of Japan-
ese art is Buddhism.
