A BIG COLD MINE AND
OPERATIONS.
Twenty Million Dollars la Its Present
Value—'The Man That Found It Sold
It for Hundred — Low Grade
Ore *

Four

(Special Letter.)
OME people are
pleased to call Ju-
neau themetropolis

of Alaska. If by
this they mean that
it iis the largest,

dirtiest, most licen-

tious town in Alas-

ka jthe name Is well

Chosen. But if by

metropolis is meant

the centre of the
political, educational, mercantile, whal-
ing, fishing or mining industries of
Alaska, then Juneau has no right to the
title of metropolis, jIn everyone of
these particulars it has a second or
thivd-rate standing. In 1880 gold was
discovered at the mouth of a email
creek back of the present site of the
city. Notwithstanding the fact that
hundreds of claims were soon located
and a half dozen mines are now in op-
eration along this stream, it requires
only fifty-five stamps“to pulverize all
the rock mined, and the magnitude of
the operations has never yet justified
the erection of smelting or chlorination
works. From first to last these mines
have proved a disappointment.

Across the Gastineaux channel, some
five miles away from Juneau, prospec-
tors struck "pay dirt” on the southern
mnd of .Douglas Island. This was in
1882, two years after the discovery of
gold at Juneau. Peter Er~ssafd, or
“French Pete,” worked his way up the
bank and discovered a ledge jof quartz
containing traces of gold. This he con-
sidered of little value, as it could only
be operated by machinery much more
extensive than his pick, shovel and
washing pan. He therefore went back
to the beach and continued to dig in
the loose gravel. A shrewd prospector,
John Treadwell by name, came along,
heard of Pe’e's find, examined it on the
sly, and struck a bargain with the orig-
inal discoverer for $400. This was the.
first sale of a claim that has since be-
come one of the'richest mining proper-
ties in the world. It was another sale
of Paradise Lost. "French Pete” was
the Milton of Douglas Island. It is a
long way from $490 to $20,000,000, but
that distance has been covered in four-
teen years since John Treadwell ac-
quired the property. With thil change
cf ownership, the name of the ledge
changed for "The Paiis.” to “The Tread-
well.”

Treadwell at once organized a com-
pany-and proceeded to dig a prospect-
ing shaft across the ledge and to erect
a five-stamp ~nill. The shaft showed
the ledge to be 400 feet thick and the
stamp mill convinced the company that
the rock could be worked profitably
upon a large scale. Upon the strength
of this discovery a 120-stamp mill was
built and active operations begun on a
basis hitherto unknown on the Alaskan
coast. In 18S8 the capacity of this mill
was doubled, and now the deafening
tumult cf 240 stamps drowns all noise
at the mine, save the roar of the heavy
blasting. Not content with his first
purchase, Treadwell traced the ledge
along the and step by step ao-
j quired other claims until he owned the
vein to the very water's edge. Think of

itt A ledge of gold-bearing quartz,

S;00G feet; long, 400 feet wide, and

reaching to unexplored depths. Such

is the Treadwell'Claim.

The TreadwelVpre is very low grade,
funning oniys/fbout three dollars per
ton. Unless, operated upon an exten-
sive seale, the mine would not pay ex-
penses. XTder the present manage-
ment the total cost of,mining has besn

deduced to $1.33-per ton. At legist, tlr.s
is the published statement of the com-
pany. A formergovernor of Alaska,
who had access to the hooks in order

Here it is pul-
verized and passed over concentration
plates in order that the free! gold:may
be amalgamated :*nd the ‘worthless
rock washed away. The residue; con-
taining sulphurets of gold, is collected
and taken by a covered tramway to the
chlorination works, where it is.roasted
three times in brick furnacee. Each
roasting lasts six hours. Just before
raking the sulphurets from the last fur-
nace, a little common salt is added.
At this point some gold may be lost
by volitlzation. Delay is very expen-
sive. In the process of roasting the
sulphurets have been changed to prot-
oxides:' Before roasting the ore was
the color of fool’s gold; afterward it is
a deep violej, The next step in the
process is to place the roasted ore in
tanks of water and then pass through
the solution jets of chlorine gas.
changes the prot-oxides to gold chlor-

ides. When testing reveals the fact
that all the prot-oxides have been
changed, the resultant is drawn ’off

Into tanks and iron sulphate Is added.
This frees the gold from the chlorides
and precipitates it as free gold. Ow-
ing to the greater specific gravity the
gold falls to the bottom of the last
tanks. The liquid is drawn* off and
thrown away. Once a mpnth the resi-
due Is cleaned up and taken the as-
say office where it is melted and cast
into bars. The amalgamated gold is

also bror™'it to this office, where the
mercury is driven off by heat and. the
gold made into bars. T*he third of July
five bars, valued at $60-000 were cast.
These were shipped to San Francisco by
the steamer City of Topeka, July 12.

The company now employs 400 men
ac its four mines on Douglas Island.

Bishop.White (Episcopal) differed
prayer and ex-Congressman Outhwaite, of
Ohio, read the call'of the convention. Af-
ter the call of the states. Senator Pal-
mer said he would pass the remarks by
hipiself, called fop by the programme,
and introduced Mij. Brennan, of Wiscon-
sin, who read the; report of the national
committee. The report recommended ex-
Gov. Flower, of New York, for temporary
chairman, and John R. Wilson, of Indi-
ana, for temporary secretary. The men-
tion of ex-Gcv. Flower's name was the
signal for a burst of applause which
was tremendous. Ex-Gov. Jones, of Al-
abama, and George F. Peabody, “of Mas-
sachusetts, escorted the distinguished
New Yorker to thfe stage, antf Gov. Flow-
er read the tlrst speech of the convention,
which was the keynote of the affair, ana
was in part as fojiowsf

“This gathering 13 a notice to the wofTd
that the Democratic party has not yet
aurrtiiucrcu to populism “aim auurcljr
The true principles oi Democracy,
pounded by Jefferson and exempllfled
through a “century of national history,
are not dead because tnose princlp.es
have been repudiated by .convention
calllng itself Democratic but controlled
by un-beraocratie Influences. Tnose are

. true Democrats who remain true to the
1 principles of their party and who refuse
be bound by party declarations which
betray party faiths and threaten both
party’ auu countiiy with disaster.

“By our presence here we emphasize
the genuine character of our Democracy
and demonstrate sthe patriotic nature of

even Firemen Killed by Falling: Walla

or From Coming Inj Contact with

Electric Wires In a Big: Fire at Ben-

ten Harbor—An Incendiary Caused It

One of the most terrible disasters
thatever visited jthe city of Benton
Harbor, and one which caused an
amount of distress scarcely equalled
hy the lossof the steamer Chicora two
.years ago, occurred at [the burning: of
Yore’s opera house and the killing of
11 fireman by the jfalling of the walls.

An amateur performance of “A Fac-

*‘tory Girl”had been concluded about
an hour when fire wap discovered in
Yore’s opera bohse, smoke issuing
-from the windows bcinjg the first in-
jtimation of the fact. By the time the
-firedepartment had responded to an
-J*™ the interior*.was a mass of flames
-whijeh came pouring out of the win-
dows. The building was four stories
hiffh and surrounding buildings so
much lower that it prevented the fire-
men reaching the roof pdth their short
ladders. Finally the roof began to
burn, whichprevented any attempt to
«ut off the flames, and it was decided
to confine them as much as possible
and save the adjacent property.
Bravely the firemen, cff Benton Ilar-
hor, wentto work assisted by the St.
Joseph department, but they’ were
handicapped in all directions. Hun-
dreds of people flocking to the scene
and blocked the- streets in evcr® di-
rection, only the Intense heat serving
to keep them at a safe!distance. Urg-
ed to theirutmost the firemen began
getting their hosej ready as best they
oould and the fire;department from St.
Joseph, ran theirtjruckinto the alley in
the rear of the buildingland began un
loading ladders. Othersbegan pulling
lines of hose to the adjoining build-
ings, before”a stream of water
.could be 'turnedlon, fee catastrophe
came without a moment's 'warning.
The; thousands who had collected
aboutthe scene only heard a terrific
crash.which aljnost lifted them off
their feet, while they ‘could. see some
of the firemen ruriningj for their lives
away from the falling bricks and tim-
ber. The walls of the building had
fallen. Then the cry arosrfHhat a
number of men were iburied beneath
the fallen walls, but only the most de-
termined of tfcjemen were able to with-
stand the terrible* heat and smoke in
order to attempt to rescue them. A
rescuing party was at once organized,
however, and thei work of searching
the ruins began without delay. As
the men neared the ruins they could
hear the groans of some of the un-
fortunate ones who were pinned down
while on all sides of them flames were
beginning to burst out anew. Several
streams were brought into use and'the
bodies were taken out as fast as pos-
sible.
While the rescuing party was at
work someone noticed two dark objects
on the roof of an adjoining building.
-*nd' they proved to be the bodies of
Frank Woodley apd Thos. Kidd. Near
them rested a line of hose, vfeich told
the sad tale. The men had climbed
onto the building with the nose, but
before they could gljve the signal to
“turn on the water they fell upon the
live wires and met with instant death.
It was several hours before all the
bodies were removed and the fear that
some might have been overlooked in-
duced the workers to pick over the
ruins several times rintil they were
-satisfied .that not a |body remained.
During all this' time the immense
crowd hung on watching the direful
mwork and it was; daylight before the
scene began to be deserted. Mingling
in the crowd were the Wives and fami-
lies of the firemen, and they became
-frantic to know who had. been killed or
-wounded. It was impossible to keep
-the rad news from thetm,.and as fast as
*- limp, lifeless body ,was taken from
the ruins it would bh surrounded by
~tear-faced women and children, whose
gprief was pitifhi- to witness. The
dead are:

*Frank Watson, of St. Joseph, leaves
awidovc; John Hoffman, Benton Har-
bor, crushed into an unrecognizable
mass, leaves a widow and five children;-
Thomas Kidd, Bentox Harbor, unmar-
ried, killed by! live electric wires;
Frank Woodley; of.Benton Harbor,
killed by live [electric light wires,
leaves a widow* and three children;
Edward H. Gange, of St. Joseph, dray-
man; Scott Rice,bell boy at the Benton
hotel; William I. Mitten, Benton Har-
bor, leavesa widow and seven children;
Louis Hoffman, Benton Harbor, wid-
owers. leaves, two small children; Ar-
thur & Hill, St! Joseph, foreman, St.
Joe Hose Co.; Frank Seaver, St.
Joseph; Robert jL. Rofe. St. Joseph.

He went to Nebraska, set-
tling in Omaha in March, 1866, and has
lived in the state for 30 years. He was
postmaster of Omaha under President
Harrison’s administration; wasa mem-
ber of the national council of adminis-
tration of the G. A. R. for three years;
