A stfce top  gradually; swung back through 
t h e 45 inch arc; small fissures appeared' 
near the base. In  every grove a Steele 
w edge was driven to  maintain the w eight 
o f  the  walls. The entire work consumed 
one day, and thg reduction of wood to 
ashes required I one hour.—Engineering 
X**is. j.

Thoge who have Indulged In deep-sea 

fishing know how the flshllne cuts 
deeply Into the hard wood of the gun­
wale as It Is hauled in while taut. Even 
an Iron protection, after a time, ahows 
the wear of the rope, which is compara­
tively soft This gives a clue to the 
invention of an Albany quarry-man for 
cu tting  stone. Instead, however, of 
hemp he proposes to use wire rope, and 
with this he will carve the marble and 
stohe right out of its native bed. The 
wire is wound in s trands  and has a 
very rough surface, powerful machin­
ery gives a strong and steady strain, 
ind the stone,' yielding to the constant 
wear, parts, with smooth edges. It 
would be easy enough to cut the blocks 
after they are removed from die quarry, 
but where the cleverness of the in­
ventor comes in is devising mechanism 
that can be applied to the stone while 
in the quarry. This is effected by sink­
ing twe parallel channels in the quarry 
to a depth a little greater than that of 
the lowest level of the stone to be cut. 
Tbs channels may be from 20 to 100 
feet, or more, apart At the bottom of 
each is made a small hole to receive 
the foot ends of the shafts of the ma­
chine. This is the only preparation of 
the^quarry that is necessary. The 
ropes, which are colled on huge drums, 
are then passed around the channels, 
and as the drums revolve the cutting 
proceeds: Suitable brakes are provided 
tor the regulation of the speed ahdu 
pressure. The ordinary speed of the 
strahd Is 800 feet & minute,,so that a 
mile length of It passes in' six min­
utes. While the strand is moving 
crushed stone or chilled shot and water 
can bO introduced to increase the attri­
tion. Far better, however, than either 
of these 1b  a composition obtained from 
the tailings of a magnetic iron separtr 
tor, which costs about,one-tenth as 
much as the chilled shot It doss not 
leave the lines caused by the shot, and 
it can be uaed over and over again.
