NAMED AFTER FAURE.

A Cannibal island
tha French '

Felix Faure, the president.of France,
has sought popular faYor mornwper-
sistently and to better purpose%han
any otlTer chief executive of that re-
public, and the latest sign that suc-
cess has crowned .his efforts comes
from a far-off corner of the world, says
an exchange. He has graciously con-
sented to-the request of the citizens
of a town in the New Hebridee that
he become a godfather and lend his
name to their tiny municipality. Since
the beginning of the new year, there-
fore, the town of Faure-Villa has been
in existence.

The New Hebrides Are among the.|
few really cannibal islands which yet
resist the efforts of missionaries. A
peculiar feature about (the colony on
the ~sland of Vate Is that they are a
law unto themselves and answerable
to no nation in particular for thjelr
conduct. They are under the protec
tlon of a naval commission composed
of French and English officers.

As a result of this lack of govern-
ment there are no legitimate births
or marriages there. In Frarice and
her colonies it is essential that every
oirth be registered in due form by an
officer of the government. Neither is
ally marriage legal unless it is solL-
emnized 'by the state as well as the
church. Since there is ho government
in official existence in (these islands,
therefore” the-’French settlers have to
content themselves with simply the re-
ligious cerenioniee of marriage, which,
in the eyes of the law, should they re-
turn to France, would be no marriage
at all. le .

The children born In this strange
colony would also have no legal exist-
ence in France and could with great
difficulty be allowed to marrytor in-
herit property there, for they can
show no “acta de naissance ” which ic
pll important in that country.

cal treatment and little ov no hospital
service, resort to it as thej only means
of lessening their sufferings; that so
far from the allegation being true that
the supply,of opium by India to China
is disastrous in the highest degree to
the pengle off tte latter country, the fact
is that the use of the Indian product,
owing its higher quality and price, is
almost wholly restricted to) the wealth-
ier classes of China; that {the cultiva-
tion affthe poppy for the production of
mopium Is way general InlChina, and
to such an extent that {one single
proving eftthe empire afinnally pror
duces ®iore opium than the entir? ex-
porttff India; and, finally, that any al
tempt on fhe part of either] the Indian
or Chinese governmentto interfere with
the production and sale of aprtnmt with
a viof restricting or preventing Its
consumption, would be uttftfy futile,
and i the -ease of the former country,
would undoubtedly lead to]revolution.

LONDON “TOSHERS

Go Through the Sewer* to Saarch Ito
Articles of Value.

Shoremen, or- shoreworke”s, they
sometimes call themselves, but their
most familiar appellation is “itoshers.”
and the articles they pick up “tosh.”
They really belong to ax™otlier weL-
known class, the mudlarks, but con-
sider themselves|a grade or tyo above
these latter, for the genuine tosher
does not confine himself as [they do,
traveling through the Thanies mud
and picking up .odd pieces of coal or
wood, copper, nails, bolts, iron and
oldsrope. The tosher, when fhe coast
Is clear of the police, makes' his way
Into the sewers, and will venture some-
times for miles: in quest of .valuables
that occasionally find their tway into
"them by the kitchen sinklr the street
grating. When about to fenter the
sewers these mien provide themselves
with a pole 6even or eight feet long,
on one end of which there Ip a large
Iron hote, a bag! carried on tie back, a
canvas apron tied around them, and a
dark lantern, similar to a policeman’s.
This they strap on their right breast,
soi that while Walking upright through
thje large sewers the light is thrown
straight in front When the”r come to

the branch sewers and fcavfe to stoop,
the light is", thrown directly at their
feet. Aa they make their way they use
their hoe in the mud at their feet and
in the crevices of the brickwork, and
Occasionally Shillings and silver spoons
find a temphbrary resting place in the
bag at thbeir back or in theif capacious
coat pockets. The toshers generally go
in gangs of three or four, both for the
sake of company and to bojable to de-
feiJ® themselves from the ’rats with
which the sewers swarm'/ When they
come near a street grating they close
their lanters and watch an opportunity
to slip past unnoticed, |for .otherwise
a crowd of people might'collect at the
grating, whose presence would put the
police on the alert They find great
quantities of money, copper money es-
pecially. in the crevices of the brick-
work a little below the grating, and not
infrequently shillings, half-crowns and
sixpences, with an occasional sovereign
or half-soyereignr  Whenr, “in luck"
they find many articles of plate, spoons,
ladles, silver-handled knives and forks,
mug3 and jdrinking cups, and now and
then ar'.icl” of jewelry. They general-
ly also manage to fill their bags with
the more jbulky ‘articles found in the
search, such as old metal, bones and
rope3. These they dispose (of to marine
store dealers and rag-anij-bone men,
and divide! the proceeds, along with the
coin” found, among the different mem-
bers of the gang. At one time the regr
ular toshers used to earn from 30s to
£2 a week; each, but with the construc-
tion of new sewers, grated at the
mouth, their industry is pot so easily
exercised.! and is .consequently much
less- profitable.—London, Mail.

THE YARD MEASURE.

Standards Hate Varied In the Different
Age* df the World.

The yard is the} British and |Ameri-
can standard ofilength. Down to 1824
the original stajndard of Britain (and
from Which ours was copied) was a rod,
which had fccdnj deposited in the court
of exchequer, London, in the time ol
Queen Elizabeth, [in those days, says
the St. Louis Republic, all measures In-
tended for general use were taken tc
the court of exchequer to be examined
by the proper officer. That official took
the proposed measure and placed it par-
allel' with the ~tapdard, and if found
correct placed certain marks of identi-
fication upon it; By an act of parlia-
ment in 1824 the old Elizabethan stand-
ard was superseded by another, Which
had been constricted under the di-
rections of the Royal society sixty-four
years previous. This act provided that
“the straight.lipe or distance between
the centers of kw> points in the gold
studs iff tpe brisslrod now in the cus-
tody of the clerk pf the house of com-
mons shall be tihe genuine standard of
the yard measure in Great Britain.’
The act further jprbvided that the meas-
urements of the bod must be made
when the temperature of the brass rod
was at 62 degrees Fahrenheit. That
standard was djes*royed by fire in 1834
and the commission appointed to re
place it made the yard measure now
in use. The new Standard was deposit-
ed in the house Of-parliament in 1855
and authenticate”® copies of it are. in
the possession [of] our government of-
ficials at Washington.

In the course Of his farewell speech
at the dinner of the British chamber
of commerce In Paris, Lord Dufferin,
the retiring British embassador, said;
"But Whatever may be the ups |and
downs of the diplomatic career every
member of the sen-ice, no matter how
unpromising the post he occupies, may
console himself with the reflection ihat,
if he is industrious, prudent and, above
all single-minded, the bread he casts
upon the waters will.not be lost! and
that, perhaps, when he leafet expects
it, his May will dawn, for though,; like
everything else, the outward aspects
of diplomacy have changed since the
beginning of the century, never have
the nations stood in greater need of
the thing itself than at the present
moment. What do we see Ground us?
The whole of Europe Is little bfetter
than a standing camp, numbering [mil-
lions of armed men, while a double
row of frowning and opposing fort-
resses bristles along every frontier.
Our harbors are stuffed and the |seas
swarm with ironclad navies, to whose
numbers, | am forced to admit, Eng-

land has been obliged, in self defense, ,

to add her modest quota. Even In the
remotest east the passion, for military
expansion has displayed an unexpected
development In fact, thanks to" the
telegraph, the globe Itself has become
a mere bundle of nerves and the slight-
eet disturbance at any one point of the
system sends a portentous tremor
through its morbidly sensitive surface.
We are told by the poets of oldi that
when Zeus nodded, the golden halls of
his Olympus shook to their founda-
tions. To-day it would suffice for any
one of half a -dozen august personages
to speak above his breath or unwitting-
ly to raise his little finger and, like in
a heaven overcharged with electricity,
the existing conditions of the unstable
equilibrium which sustains thoi Eu-
ropean political system would be upset
and war, waged in circumstances of
greater horror than has been hitherto
known to the experience of mankind,
might eventually envelop not Eiirope
alone, but two—nay, all the four-*-con-
tinents afhnce, {6ince. in every one of
them representatives and offshodts of
the contending nations Woultfof neces-
sity be brought into collision. It is to
prevent catastrophes of this kind £hat
we meek, civil-spoken and mild-man-
nered persons have been invented.
Looking at us you will perhapB say
that we are a poor and feeble folk and
that our calling is a sorry preserva-
tive against such dangers; hut such as
it is, it is the bes” device human in-
genuity has been able to discover.
After all, a very thin wire proves a
perfectly effective lightning conductor
and for over eighty years, thanks to
this unpretending agency, an unbroken
peace has been maintained , beiween
your native land and the country with
whose prosperity and welfare your own
interests are so closely associated.”

BARON VON ZEDTWI1TZ.
Becently Lost Ills Life In
YachT* at’Sea.
Baron von Zedtwitz, who was killed
the other day in the, collision of Em-
peror William’, yacht Meteor and< his
own yacht Isolde, was a recent convert
to the sfiort of yachting. It'was only
in 1893 that he joined the Imperial
Yacht Club and became Enthusiastical-
ly interested in the sport.
Isolde was a competitor in nearly all
the Baltic and English regattas of this
and of last season. While new as a
yachtsman the baron was widely
known as a diplomat. He.entered the
civil service in Saxony in 1874 and fdur
years later he became attached to tho
diplomatic service of the empire. Since
that time he had held such important

SPEED OF INSECTS.

A Common Home Fly Travels a Mile la
Thirty-three Seconds.

It is the: poular belief that the flight
of the birds is much swifter than that
of the insects, but a number of natur-
alist* who have been making a study of
the matter think that such is not the
case, says Science. A common house
fly, for example, is not very rapid in
Its flight, but Its wings make 800 beats
a second and send it through the air
twerfty-five feet, under ordinary cir-
cumstances, in that space of time.
When the Insect is alarmed, showever,
it. has been found that it can increase
its rate of speed to over 160 feet per
second. If it could continue such rapid
flight for a mile in a straight line It
would cover that distance in exxactly
33 seconds. It Is not an uncommon
thing when traveling by rail In the
summer time to see a bee or wasp keep-
ing up with the trainband trying to
get in at one of the windows. A swal-
low is considered one of the swiftest
of flying birds and it was thought until
recently that no insect could escape
It. A naturalist tells of an exciting
hase he saw between a swallow and
a dragon fly, which is among the
swiftest of Insects. The insect flew
with incredible speed and wheeled and
dodged with such ease that the swal-
ow, despite its utmost efforts, com-
pletely failed to overtake and capture

{James F. Joy was born in {Durham,
H. H., Dec. 20, 1810. |After being edu-
in the public.schools he became
ared his money,;and en-
and graduated from Dartmouth
college. He then, went to the Cam-
bridge law school. He was afterwards
instructor of Latin in Dartmouth col-
legs. He came to Detroit in 1836 and
entered the law office of U. S. Senator
Forter.. In 1837, he was -admitted to
tfae Detroit bar. Almost from the first
he wasemployed infthe' mostimport-
amt cases in the.state and national
gfcrarta.  Many railroad advantages en-
joyed by Detroit and Michi?j* were
dfce to the influence of Mr. Joy. He
eastern capitalists to extend
Michigan Central to Chicago. In
\1865 he became president of the Michi-
gan Central tailway, and gridironed
{hastate with what is known as the
Michigan Central railroad system. He
Continued in his position until the Van-
derbilt's secured control of the system.
He then became president of the Wa-
bash railway and his connection with
‘that road gave it a;strong position in
the business world. He secured termi-
nals at Detroit for the Wabash and
Canadian Pacific and was.rthe chief
power in carrying the new Fort Street
Clnioudepot project to completion. Ho
was one of the organizersof the Penin-
sular Car.Co.,-and Was at the head of
the company which he organized to
build the Soo canal locks, and he was
interested in various enterprises in
different sections of the state.

ble from an economic ,point of view.
He retired from the presidency of the
Wabash railroAd half a dozen years'-
ago, but remained in close touch and
was consultedalmost daily on import-
ant matters. During the past 10 years
Mr. Joy has gradually retired from
business, turning lihe details over to
lussons.
In politics Mr. Joy was always a
Republican, but never held
beyond serving one term in the
legislature about 30 years ago and a
regent of the state university.*
n 1880 he was delegate-at-large to the
Republican national convention and
made, the speech nominating James G.
Blaine for the presidency. Mr. Joy
had been married tjwice. His first wife
j-dieda good many -years ago, leaving
three children.

State Accountant Tompkins has fin-
ished apportioning the state tax of 1896,
among the 84 counties at the state,
baaing it upon the new valuation fixed
by the state board of equalization.

The people of St. Louis -were star-
tled by the finding of the" dead bodyof
Wm. Leopard on the bank of thedftne
river, one mile northeast of totfrd on
the farm of M. Sorter, with a bullet
hole throngh..his head. The body was
found by Wesley Beach, aged 11, who
was taking the cows tto pasture. The'
body was fonnd on the bank of the
river and very near to the water, as
the coat of the dead man was yet wet.
Within a few feet of the body was
fopnd the gun which Leopard had bor-
rowed with the' muzzfe sticking about
18 inches inches in the sand and all
nearly covered with water. On exam-
ination it was found that there was no
shell in the gun. This was cause for
further examination of the body, and
it was found that the ball had entered
the right temple and passed out
through the top of the head. There
were no signs of powder marks on the
face to indicate that the shot was fired
at close range. This gave rise Uflsus-
picion, and some very ugly rumors
concerning Leopard and his family are
being circulated.

It issaid that Leopard has 'a wife
living at Barrie, Ont., from whom he
was never divorced, and he was mar-
ried again only a fe\fc weeks ago.
Leopard's life was insured for 81,000 in
favor of his father and'it isalleged
that the dead man has recently accused
his step-mother of attem pting to poison
him. Sensational developments are
expected.

Will Maks Thy
Windows of Ac»te* and Thy Gates
of Carbuncles™ — Book of Isalab,
Chapter S4, Verse 12.

ERHAPS becausea
human disease of
most painful and
ofttimee fatal char-
acter Is named af-
ter It, the church
and the world have
never done Justice
to that intense and
all-suggestive pre-
cious stone, the
carbuncle. The
pearl that- Christ picked up to illus-
trate his sermon; and the jasper and
the sapphire and the amethyst which
the apocalyptic viBlon masoned into the
wall of heaven have had proper recog-
nition, but'this, In all the agee, is the
first sermon on the carbuncle.

This precious stone Is found in the
East Indies, in color is an intense scar-
let, and held up between your eye and
the sun it |s a burning coal. The poet
puts it into rhythm as he writes:

Like to the burning coal whence cornea
its name;

Among the Greeks as Anthrax known
to fame. ! n

God sets it high jup in Bible crystallo-
graphy. He cuts It with a- divine
chisel, shapes It with a precise geo-
metry, and kindles its fire into an al-
most supernatural flame of beauty. Its
law of symmetry, ite law of zones, its
law of parallelism, something to excite
the amazement of the scientist, chime
the cantosiof the poet, and arouse the
adoration of the Christian. No .one
but the Infinite God could fashion a
carbuncle as large as your thumb nail,
and as if to make all ages appreciate
this precious stope he ordered it.set in
the first row of the high priest’s breast-
plate in oltien time and higher up than
the onyx and the emerald and the dia-
mond, and; in Ezekiel’s prophecies con-
cerning the splendors of the Tyrian
court, the carbuncle is mentioned, the
brilliancies of the walls and of the tas-
sellated floors suggested by the Bible
sentence, “Thouj hast walked up and
down in the midst of the stones of
fire!” Bu[; In tfeit  ia not a soli-
tary specimen that | hand you, as the
keeper of a museum might take down
from the shelf a precious stone and al-
low you to examine It. Nor is it the
panel of a door that you might stand
and study for its unique carvings or
bronzed traceries, but there Is a whole
gate of It .lifted before our admiridg
and astounded vision, ayd! two gates

of it, a*e.! many gates of it! "I will
make thy, gatea of carbuncles.” What
gates? Gates of the Church. Gates
of anything worth possessing. Gates
of successful enterprise. Gates of sal-

vation. Gates of national achievement.
Isaiah, who wrote this text, wrote also
all that about Christ "as the lamb to
the slaughter,” and spoke of Christ as
saying, “l have trod the wine-press,
alone,” and wrote, "Who Is this that
cometh from Edom, with dyed gar-
ments from Boarah?” And do you
think that Isaiah In my text merely
happened -to represent the gates as red
gates, as carmine gates, as gates of car-
buncle? No. He means that it is
through atonement, through blood-red
struggle, through agonies we get into
anything worth getting Into. Heav-
en’s gates may well be made of pearl,
a bright, pellucid, cheerful crystalliza-
tion, because all the struggles axe over
and there is beyond those gates noth-
ing but raptures and cantata and tri-
umphal procession and everlasting
holiday and kiss of reunion, and so the
twelve gates are twelve pearls, and
could be nothing else than pearls. But
Christ hoisted the gatea of pardon in
his own blood, and the marks of eight
lingers and two thumbs are on each
gate, and as he lifted the gate It leaned
against his forehead and took from it
a crimson impress%and all those gates
are deeply dyed, and Isaiah was right
when he spoke of those gates as gates
of carbuncle.

We are not indebted to history for
our knowledge of the greatest of na-
tional crises. Many of us remember
it, and fathers and mothers now living
had better keep telling that Btory to
their children jso that instead of thefr
being dependent upon cold type and
obliged to say, “On such a page of such
a book you can read that,” will they
rather be able to say, “My father told
me so!” "My.mother told me so!” Men
and'women who vividly remember 1361.
and 1862, and 1863, and 1864, be your-
selves the historians, telling it, not
with pen, but with living tongue and
voice and gesture. That is the great
use of Memorial Decoration Day, for
the calla lilies on the grave-tops soon
become breathless of perfume, and in
a week turn to dust like unto that
which lies beneath them. But the etory
oT courage and seif-sacrifice aDd pa-
triotism told on platforms and Ir
households and by the roadside and in
churches and ih cemeteries, by that an-
nual recital wall be kept fresh. In the
memory! of generations as long as our
American institutions are wprthy of
preservation. Long after yon are dead
your children will be able to say, with
the Psalmist, ‘jWe have heard ~ith our
ears, O God, our fathers have told us,
what work thdu didst in their days, in
the times of ojld.” .

Shod* for Hdwrs.

Various methods have been advanced,
such as srape vines, sunflowers, trees,
.shade-boards, etc., each having-its own
£qod pbints, writes .G. M. Doolittle in
Trees have one advantage
over everything else, in that they shade
the apiarist as well as the hives; and
what bee-keeper is there who has not
wished for a shield from the sun for
himself when working for hours on a
July or August day, when the mercury
was up in the nineties in the shade?
While this is so, yet trees, as a rule,
are apt to give too dense a shade; and
| am satisfied, from years of close ob-
servation, that* so far as the bees are
concerned, the® do much the bestright
out inj the rays of the -sun the whole
year round, when the question is dense
shade or no shade. For this reason |
prefer |to have a shade where | can go
once in a while when becoming greatly
heated, and either paint the hive white
or use a shade-board for each hive, let-
ting them stand in the sun. Lately, in
making some new hives.l have taken
no pains to make the cover water-
tight, but have made a ,shade-board to
project from two to teriinches around
the top of the hive, the six-inches be-
ing on the south, while the north side
has a four-inch cleat nailed to it, thus
giving; a pitch to the south, this caus-
ing the rain to run off easily, while at
the same time it gives a good circula-
tion of air over the top of the hive,
so that the heat never drives the bees
out of the sections or causes the combs
to melt down, with the hives standing
In th4 full blaze of the sun In the
hottesSt weather. Where | formerly
covered the tops of my hives with tin,
or made tin-roofed hives, | now cover
this, shade-board with tin, and in this
way water ever touches the top
of the hive. After a use”of them for
two years | am much pleased with
them. The wood material used for the
shade-board is %-inch stuff, thus mak-
ing it; very light to handle; and as an
insurance against the wind blowing it
off, I puta common brick on each, and
for two years we hqd no winds strong
enough to stir a single one.

Feed for Sows and Pigs.—The brood
sow and young pigs must have some-
thing more than corn and pasture to
do the best. Of those foods one or two
of which should be added, may«be men-
tioned skimmed milk, peas, oats, wheat,
whea™ bran, shorts, etc.. The grains
should be ground and mixed either
with milk br water. For all other ani-
