Tuesday’s election was so.decisive that
the general result was known four hours
after the polls jclosed. It simply rained
republican voted in New York, Pennsyl-
vania and in several”other states, and in
democratic localities, the republicans
pulled down democratic majorities to a
great extent.

Our own state went republican by “bout
50,000.

1130 votes were cast out of a regis-
tration of 1292. In this precinct 520 votes
were ,cast out of a registration of 640.
The republicans carried this precinct by
i00 majority and the Northville jpre-
cinct by 250.

The Fight is Over.

The result of Tuesday’selection proves,
beyond doubt, that a large majority of
our people are In favor of protection, re-
ciprocity and a gold standard of money.
The battle has been fairly fought, it has
been hard fought, and it has been settled
by such a pronounced victory that one
would think there could be no question
as to which party was in the right, j

But whether or not the tariff and finan-
cial questions have been settled for any
length of time depends npon the results
of future legislation. We have passed
through a four year’s period of hardships
and oppression, of idleness and scarce
money, of closed factories and business
failures, and we are now in a first-class
position to appreciate better things and
better times.

We do notapprehend disastrous results
from the election of the republican party
to power. But on the other hand we be
lieve that our country is secure, thajtour
institutions are permanent, and that our
people, as a nation, are too sensible to be
reckless, and too proud of the stars and
stripes tn be dishonest. We hope for the
best and the best is none too good for
Americans.

FEMININE ELECTRICITY.

rh« Unflattering Term
Still Used.

From the beginning it had been no-
ticed that there were two kinds of cler-
ical forces, but these were named, with
peckless discourtesy, positive and neg-
ative. as though the second had been
Inferior, inactive, merely receptive,
says Harper’s Weekly. And yet there
were suggestions of the true relations
of these two forces that should not
have been overlooked. It ia recorded
that six years after the St. Petersburg
professor#1 fatal experiment (about
1769), Robert Syzrimer, **when pulling
off bis stockings in the evening, re-
marked that they gave a cracking
noise and emitted sparks” By varied
experiments he discovered that the
electricity was most powerful when a
silk and worsted stocking had been
worn on the same leg, or. if the stock-
ings were both of silk, then mere di-
verting results weie obtained when
they were of different colors. Two white
silk stockings or two black ones gave
ao electrical indications. When a black
and white stockings were withdrawn
from the same leg, and then separated,
they were so much inflated th”t each
showed the entire shape of the ljeg and
at a distance of eighteen Inches they
rushed to meet each other. Separated
by force they would again beedme in-
flated. and be as ready to rush together
as before. When this experiment was
performed with two black stockings in
one hand and two white in.the other,
the repulsion of those of the same color
—their Jealousy—ind the attraction of
those of different ‘colors would j“throw
them into agitation and make them
catch each at that of its oppositejrnlor
