REPAIRING

IS A FAMOUS ESTATE

A MAGNIFICENT FARM GOING
TO RACK AND RUIN.
Homestead Was Once an Elaborate and
Stately Edifice of .Judge
Michigan—Desolation Now Marks the
M ansion,

Emmons of

Outhouses and Grounds.

(Detroit Letter.)

r-~ HE decay of a

SSI once pretentious
m | estate is a spec-
if tacle that has its
jP melancholy feat-
J ures, although to
tne artist there
may be found pic-
turesque mqualities
in the contempla-
tion of rack and
ruin. Nature may,
be even more acceptable to many when
the underbrush has grown wHd and
tangled and weeds desecrate the once
well-kept lawn, but surely an atmos-
phere of sadness surrounds the old
homestead, whose windows were once
brightly lighted and whose portals
were in the past hospitably opened to
the visitor, but where now only deso-
lation deigns. The homestead, con-
structed on broad lines of liberality,
now appears but a great shell, waiting
for the touch of time, and slowly
crumbling away.

Only a care-taker now £as charge
of the old Emmons estate between
Ecorse and Wyandotte, an estate in
which Unearned and scholarly judge
once took immoderate pride. It had
been his pleasure for years to improve
the grounds, and in this agreeable
task he brought to bear a considerable
love for nature and a nice apprecia-
tion for us all that makes a country es-
tate most desirable. A visitor to the es-
,[tate at the present time, after wander-
ing through the grounds, would in-
stinctively realize~that here at one
time had presided someone who, per-
haps, loved not man the less but na-
ture more. The great trees, the va-
riety of foliage, the willow lane, the
admirably designed lawn', the attrac-
tive nooks and cprners and many oth-
er details reveal the clear insight of
the designer of such an estate; It was
remote in the eirfy days, much more
so than now, when electric cars spin
by at frequent intervals; the roads
were sometimesr almost impassable;
but it represented a domain, or farm,
which was more attractive to the
owner than a city residence and here
he lived after his ,own fashion for
many a day. Had not old Judge Em-
mons long since passed awayt it
would be of much interest to. learn
from him his early experiences in this
comparative  wilderness; how he
gradually converted an ordinary farm
into a delightful domain and of the
life he passed here, surrounded by the
objects which were dearest to him.

The entrance to the old place Is at
present discouraging to the visitor.
The car stops on the farther side of
the road, and it is only after wading
nearly ankle deep through the mud
that one gains the lawn. Even the mo-
torman is surprised when you ask

to stop at the Emmons house, and
his look toys: “What on earth do you
want to atop there for? Nobody stops
there.” And really it is a heroic task
to reach ,the lawn through the mud,
and you do’not wonder at his expres-
sion of countenance. Passing through
the gate—once a pretty detail in Itself
—you notice the line of- biige ever-
greens which stand like a row of sen-
tinels all along the road. The hedges,
you furthermore observe, have not
been kept up, and instead of present-
ing anything like a symmetricaP ap-
pearance, are a mere barrier. The va-
rieties of' trees, hickory, maple, ash,
elm, willow and evergreen, not to men-
tion many others, would commend
themselves to the observation of a
lover of such sylvan deities—not en-
tirely because of numbers, but because
of the manner in which they are laid
out. Here, perhaps, the attention will
be primarily, called by an evergreen of
unusual proportions, entwined by
Borne vine the leaves of which are
fighter than the general color tone ot
the tree and afford a marked contrast.

Seeing the possibilities ol
a business transaction In the visitor’s
presence, the old lady asks if you want
to buy some apples. You reply that
you do. not, and turning away, resume
your Panderings ov.er the estate. Two
bull terriers, none too hospitable,
come rushing from some subterranean
passage in the rear of the house, and
a good deal of gentle persuasion/ is
needed to impress upon them the fact
that your intentions are good and that
you are neither a tramp nor a burglar.
The dogs gradually cease yelping, hut
stand at a distance with a suspicious
and a hungry gleam in their eyes.

, In the rear the view Is no less impos-
ing than in front of the old mansion.
A magnificent weeping willow stands
by the side of the house, its great
branches sweeping up to the roof. The
house and the willow appear to have
something in common; one seems to
belong to the other. Farther back lie
some of the ruined outhouses now fall-
ing to pieces and their purpose in the
proud days of prosperity is a matter
for conjecture. The old lady in the
ruined mansion saye they might have
been “root houses”—that s, recep-
tacles for cabbages, turnips, parsnips,
and other “roots.” Near by, a white
cow is chewing her cud with the felic-
ity and contentment of a matinee girl
in her tutti fruttl. A brown mare ap-
proaches,

expecting some delicacy, while in the
background a startled filly gazes some-
what wildly at the intruder, prepar-
ing on the instant to scamper away
with its inordinately long legs. The
cow, the mare "and the filly add cheer

to the prospect, suggesting just so
much more life in the melancholy pic-
ture.

The farm now consists of 600 acres;
formerly there were 634 acres, but the
odd 34 acres, lying far from thp river,
have been disposed of. The early rec-
ords show that H. H. Emmons bought
In 1856 505 acres of land for’ $17,000.
The rest was acquired at different
times. The value of the property to-
day is probably considerably over
$200,000, but is not selling because real
estate is almost a dearth on the mar-
ket. When Judge Emmons first mov?
ed out here and erected the spacious
and handsome home he began to
plant great pines, "because,” says an
old acquaintance, “he had lung trouble m
and looked for a remedy in the pines.”
W hether the judge’s lung trouble was
obviated the records do not specifical-
ly state, but as he lived to a ripe old
age in the full enjoyment of life. It
is to be presumed that the complaint
did not bother him greatly. Judge Em-
mons had practiced in Detroit, the firm
being known as Van Dyke & Emmons.
A brother of Mr. Emmons and a broth-
er of Mr. Van Dyke established an-
other law firm in Milwaukee, which
was known as Emmons & Van Dyke,
Judge Emmons was regarded as a bril-
liant and successful lawyer, one of the
bright men of the day in this com-
monwealth.

A portion of his farm was acquired
«from, one Thomas Smith, and thereby
hangs a tale. This Smith was no. or-
dinary Smith, but was an extremely
foxy; Smjth. The government had
been giving grants of land, not exceed-
ing 320 acres, to various settlers.
Smith located his strip at a point
where the river took a decided turn.
The shape of Smith’s strip was like
the space included between two spokes
in a wheel—narrow at the hub and ex-
panding greatly far from it. Smith,
when applying for this generous slice
of real estate, merely sent the hub
measurement He asked for a strip of
land so many feet on the river front—
and got it The government was too
.obtuse to consider any such trifles as
the bends of a river. Perhaps it
thought (that the Detroit river flowed
without crook 0% turn, after the .pat-
tern of a canal. Smiths neighbors
had farms but they Were the same
width in the rear as they weie in
front. But foxy “Yankee” Smith at once
became a double-barreled land owner,
haying been awarded over 1,800 acres
when the intention had been to give
him but 320 acres. Great are the
Smiths! When Judge Halmer H. Em-
mons died he left four heirs: Mrs.
Clara Gi. Collins, Mrs. Elizabeth W.
Faulconer. Haliner H. Emmons and
Sarah C. Emmons (deceased).

Crop Report.

The average condition of wheat in lllie
State on November 1was DQ in the south-
ern counties 88,- ceutral 93, and northern
95, cOtnpari.-ou being with vitality gnd
growth of average years. The average
condition m ‘he State in previous years
has been: 1895, 78; 1894, 94; 1893, 09;
1892, 87; aud 1891, 91. ’lhe averuge con-
dition in the southern couuties is 16 per
cent higher than in 1895, 3 per cent lower
than in 1894, the same as in 1893 and H91,
and 5 per cent higher than in 1892. The
plant appears to be in healthy condition,
but is of small growth owing to the un-
usually cold aud dry weather of October.

The total number of bushels of wheat
reported marketed by farmers since the
October report was published is 1.227sjl7.
and in the three months. August, Septem-
ber and October, 3,399,174. This is 476,459
bushels more than was reported marketed
in the same months last year.

The average yield of corn per aarej in
the State is estimated at 72 bushels »f eirs.
equal to about 36 busheL of shelled earn.

The estimate for the soulheru craantie.-
is 74, central 70; and northern 67 bushels
of ears. lhese are remarkably high (es-
timates for the State and each section Sod
indicate the' largest crop ever grown. Tl e
average yield per acre iu the sixteen
years, 1879-94. was 51.05 bu-bels of ears, or
about 26 bushels of shelled corn.

The clover »eed crop is light. Theles-
timate is 161 bushels per acre on less than
three fourths the acreage in average e*irs

Potatoes are estimated to yield 80 ">er
cent of an average crop. The excesaiVt
rains during the growiug season did mjiich
damage to-this crop.

Hog cholera is reported f om a few lo-
calities, mostly in the extreme southern
counties, but stock generally is in good
condition.

The mean temperature of the State in
October was 44.9, and in the southlern
counties 46.2 degrees. It was 1.6 dej
below the normal in the state, 1.7 de®
below in the southern counties, and atyout
1 degree below in the remaining counties.

The average precipitation during]the
month was, in the State, 1.50 inches, and
in the southern counties 1.23 inches. Cpm-
pated with the normal there was a defi-
ciency in the State and m each section in
the lower peninsula as follows: State, 192
inches; southern counties, 1.05 incites;
central, 1.73 inches, and northern, ~.25
inches. The rainfall in the upper penin-

sula amounted to 3.46 inch*W hich ia 0.71
inches in excess of the normal/

IGermans Bitter Against Bismarck.

Berlin: The Hamburger Nadmcht-*
en’sreply to the press attacks made
upon that paper™ which is accused of
making “traitorous “irevelations” in
having disclosed the existence of the
Russo-German neutrality treaty dur-
ing the period extending from 1884 to
1890, has not in the slightest degree
pacified Prince Bismarck’s assailants,
nor has it stilled the clamor that the
government' take immediate and de-
cisive action tosuppress the revelations.

There Seems now to be no doubt that
the fall of Prince Bismarck was asso-
ciated with the emperor’sdenunciation
of the Russo-German treaty, and his
majesty’sappointmentof Count Caprivi
as imperial chancellor followed. Em-
peror Francis Joseph, of Austria, and
Count Kalnoky, the Austrian minister
of foreign affairs, had gotwind of the
secret convention between Prinpe Bis-
marck and the Russian foreign office,
probably through St. Petersburg, and
the emperor feared that Germany’s im-
plied infidelity to the dreibund would
cause a rupture lof the relations of the
allied powers and leave Russia master
of the situation; consequently he dis-
missed Bismarck and thus cemented
the alliance with Austria.

u. SBanIeship Texas Sank.

The U.;S. battleship Texas, while
tying at the cob dock, Brooklyn navy
yard, had a 13-ineh hole stove in her
side caused by tSe breaking of her sea-
cock and she now lies on the bottom of

A .tough passage, Indeed, for those
who take Paul literally. When some
of the old theologians declare® that
they were willing to be damned for the
glory of (?0d, they said what no one
believed. Paul did.not in the text mean
Be was willing to die forever to save
his relatives. He used hyperbole, and
when he declared, “I could wish that
myself were accursed from Christ for
my brethren, my kinsmen according to
the flesh,” he meant in the most vehe-
ment of all possible'ways to declare
his anxiety for the salvation of his
relatives and friends. It was a pas-
sion for souls. Not more than one
Christian out of thousands of Chris-
tians feels it. All-absorbing desire for
the bettermen of the physical and men-
tal condition is very common. It
would take more of a mathematician
than | ever can be to calculate how
many are, up to an anxiety that some-
times will not let them sleep nights,
planning for the efficiency of hospitals
where the sick and wounded of
body are treated, and for eye and
ear infirmaries, and for dispensaries
and retreats where, the poorest may
have most skilful.surgery and help-
ful treatment. Oh, it(ls beautiful and
glorious, this widespread and ever-
intensifying movement to aileviate®and
cure physical misfortunes! May God
encourage and help the thousands of
splendid' men and wom”n engaged in
that work. But all that is outside of
my subject to-day. In behalf of the
immortality of a man, the inner eye,
the inner ear,ithe inner capacity for
gladness or distress, how few feel any-
thing like the overwhelming concen-
tration expressed in my text. Rarer
than four-leaved clovers, rarer than
century plants, rarer than prima don-
nas, have been those of whom it may
be said: “They had a passion for
souls.” You could count on the fin-
gers and thumb of your left band all
the names of those you can recall, who
In the last, the eighteenth century,
were so characterized!. All the names
of those you could recall in our time
as having this passion for souls you
can count on the fingers"and thumbs
of your right and left hands. There
are many more such consecrated souls,
but they are scattered so widely you
do not know them. Thoroughly Chris-
tian people by the hundreds of millions
there are to-day, but how few people
do you know who are utterly oblivions
to everything in this world except the
redemption of souls? Paul had it when
he wrote my text, and the time will
come when the majority of Christians
will have it, if this world is ever to be
lifted out of the slough in which it has

ment had better begin with myself
and yourself.
