The common ;COubcil of the village of 
Plym outh has finally come to the con­
clusion tha t it would be a wise move to 
regulate, in some manner, the  selling of 
goods in our village by outside peddlers,, 
and on Monday evening d tew  up an or­
dinance requiring a license fee of from 
tw o to five dollars per day from these so- 
called itinerant merchants.

Heretofore there has been nothins to 
prevent th is class of people from coming 
into the village with a car load of bananas, 
oranges, pineapples, melons or a lot of 
rugs, curtains, clocks, etc., disposing of 
them to our people and tak ing  the money 
away with them without even leaving the 
price of a meal or a shave. The resu lt of 
this is tha t Plynlouth has become an easy 
mark for people who carry Oft th is kind 
of busirtes§.-

D bring the  sum m er months fru it ven­
ders are seen on otir streets two or three 
days out of every week, and there is 
scarcely ft Week in  the  year yyhen we are 
free from  what m ight be term ed “install­
m ent” men. These fellows go from house 
to house w ith rugs, curtains, clocks, lamps, 
album s, tables, etc., charge double w hat 
one would have to pay righ t here in  our 
own stores, and they don’t pay taxes or 
ren ts in Plym outh either. T hey general­
ly do a good business because th e re  are 
found a certain  number of people in, ev­
ery town who are lu red  by the tem pting 
bait of “easy payments" and who never 
stop to  consider tha t they, can get better 
bargains of our home merchants.

Installm ent men, peddlers, etc., w ill 
probably give Plym outh a “wide berth,” 
leaving the trade of Plym outh people to 
Plymouth' merchants, which rightfully 
belongs to them  and which will enable 
them to carry a larger and better assort­
ment of whatever line of goods they deal

P ort H uron w ith her docks stored with 
coal, lumber, etc., P ort H uron, the home 
of the Maccabees, gradually sinks from 
view as the “City of Mackinac” turns her 
prow to the uorthw ard and glides out up­
on the  blue w aters of w hat the Pathfinder 
term ed “The Inland Sea.” How majestic­
ally our floating palace moves over the 
waste of waters passing! bpatp^qf various 
inscriptions from the light steam and sail 
boats to the broad huUed} grain barge and 
transportation steamer, j Occasionally is 
seen also a-fiock of ducks bobbing up and 
down w ith the motion of the waves. 
Here also are seen the w hite gulls as with 
tireless wings they follow the path of the 
boat, circling first to thej right and then to 
the left, o r as-the boat stops- at some port 
settles down upon the bosom of the 
water.

Those who have never taken a lake trip  
know b u tlittle  of the fascination attending 
such an experience. Imjigine a day, neith­
er cold nor hot, ju^t simply midway be­
tween, pleasant both within the cabin and 
outside, or eY§u 9a the -upper deck, a sky 
iiearly cloudless, the bright, warm sun­
shine, the  quiet rock of the boat caused 
by the action of the  wdves, ju s t sufficient 
to le t a person know they are on water in­
stead of land, the  dim^ indistinct line of 
shore dotted here and 'there by trees and 
rocks presenting a  weird, g h ostlike  ap ­
pearance, broken1- now ! and then  ©f the ir 
monotony by the  tow ering spire of some 
church which, betokens some little town 
or as the eye roams over the expanse of 
water, the mast <Jf some sailing vessel 
looms up to view and in an indescribable 
short space of tim e copies‘ in full view, 
sudh is the speed of the  river and lake 
boats.. These all combined lend a charm  
to a lake voyage which is experienced-in 
no other way.

At Sand Beach we saw one of the finest 
harbors on the  lake coast. H ere is a long 
lin e  of break water, a tieach  extrem ity of 
which a lighthouse towers heavenwardp 
W ithin the lim its o f  the breakw ater acjdj 
near the w harf is a smiall w hite building 
used by the life-saving jcrew.

T he beach is everything tha t its name 
would indicate, but the town itself pre­
sents a comparatively fine appearance. 
Some good buildings t are observed and 
tw o or three church  spires, can be seen. 
To all appearances a general business is 
done here, but at Oscoda, our next stop­
ping place, lum ber seems to be the p rin­
cipal'business carriedj on. Considerable 
freight is here unloaded: It'is interesting 
to note wjth w hat dispatch a boat cargo 
can be unloaded. The dock being high 
er than the level of the boal’s deck, an in­
cline plank platform has to  be used. Up 
thfs slanting bridge the freight is drawn 
on two-wheeled trucks by the boat hand: 

"one pulling on the haindles and the other 
pushing on the load, i Taking a running  
start, they are enabled to move large bar­
rels and boxes with apparent ease-

for the punishment of truancy, the school ^  lor 11,llmau' *“ "* f'S awa-v '
board lias'appointed a truant officer. A 
few statements regarding the application 
of that ’aw to graded schools may be of 
interest to the people of this district.

The law applies to children between 
the ages of eight and  fourteen years. In  
cases of truancy or non-attendance at- 
school on the part of such children, the 
tra an t officer shall notify the parent or 
guardian that, on the following Monday 
m orning, such children shall present 
themselves at school w ith the necessary 
tex t books.

The notice shall Inform  the parent or 
guardian tha t J attendance at school shall 
be consecutive at least eight half days of 
each week until the expiration of four 
mouths.

I d c a s ; any parent or guardian fails to  
comply with the notice, he shall be deem­
ed guilty of a  misdemeanor, and shall, on 
conviction, be liable to a fine of not less 
than five dollars nor more than 
fifty dollars, or by im prisonm ent in 
the  county ja il not less than two nor m ore 
than ninety days, or of both such fine and 
im prisonment at the discretion of the 
court.

In case the above measures are not ef­
fective in com pelling attendance at school 
on the part of any juvenile disorderly per­
son, the truan t officer shall, in case the 
parent or guardian refuses to  do so, make 
a  com plaint against such juvenile disorder­
ly  person. T he justice of the peace shall 
issue a  w arrant and proceed tp hear such 
com plain t; and if he shall determ ine th a t 
such child is an habitual truant, he shall 
sentence such child, if a boy, to the In­
dustrial School|for Boys, at Lansing; or,if 
a girl, to the Industrial Home for Girls a t 
Adrian.

For the first few milles nothing but rocks 
strewn among the slumps can be seen 
from  the roadside, in ifact, the very soil is 
one entire surface of jshell rocks.

Leaving this settlem ent in the  distance 
we pass on through a less prosperous 
stretch of country, and as we near the 
next town (Hillman) the soil becomes bet­
te r and more indications of th rift are man­
ifest.

H illm an is a thriving town of about 350 
inhabitants situated oh Thunder Bay river 
one mile west of the east line of Montinor- 
enci county in range 3rh .orth  of 4 east 
I t  has 9 general sfjores, 2 black-smith 
shops, 2 wood-working shops, 2 saw mi!l9, 
one barber shop, 2 sfiingle and one plan­
ing mill, a large school w ith 3 depart­
ments, one roller m ill with excellent 
water power, 2 hotels and a large town 
hall.

The farms around H illm an are fertile, 
the soil is a clay lo a d  and very product­
ive, as high as 02 bushels of oats per acre 
being grown on some! farms. The tim ber 
is mostly hard wood, such as beech, maple, 
etc. j

Good unimproved land can be bought 
here for $2 per acre, a  good chance for a 
man with a small amount of capital to get 
a home, as the land is easily cleared.

but really  Im portant sources of m a­
nures; for we did not w ish to subject 
ourselves to  the look o,f incredulity , or, 
m aybe ridicule, believing th a t 'ye could 
tnore successfully draw  a tten tion  and 
prom ote Investigation in to  th (se  m a t­
te rs  by trea ting  only of those methods 
of which all will adm it the value. But 
if  b o  more, we would a t  least urge the 
careful saving of m anures after the 
m ethods described, because ? e know 
them  to  be profitable, and we knojv, if 
they are carried  out, th a t not only  will 
you reap  bountifully  from th< fatness 
of your land, but also th a t when yon 
shall end your days and your children 
receive th e ir  inheritance, tha t i t  shall 
not be a  barren , but a  g a rd e i.—A. M.

The speculators on the Chicago board 

of trade were som ew hat s t in e d  up a 
few days ago by a dispatch t  > the ef­
fect th a t the  school d irectcrs In a 
school in northern  Iow a had cc n tracted  
for a  Bupply of corn for th s  w inter 
fuel a t the  school house instead  of a 
supply  of coal, says W allace's F arm er. 
It left the  im pression on the n inds  of 
the  dealers th a t corn was a t i s  lowest 
point and th a t when it became cheap 
enough to  be used as fuel the < onsump- 
tion would be Imm ensely i lereased. 
In  all th is they were exact y right. 
W hile not very m uch corn ma;' be used 
as fatii in the 3tate of Towa, j e t  fu rth ­
er w est where the  distance !rom the 
soft coal m ines renders hzrd  coal 
cheaper th a n  soft coal for fuel the re  is 
no reason why the farm er si ould not 
burn h is  corn. I t  is much eai ier to sit 
by the stove, red -hot w ith to rn , anil 
read tp e ’papers on a cold da r th an  It 
is to  haul the corn five or te r m iles to 
town and sell it  a t  ten cents a bushel 
and buy hard  coal a t ten dollars a  ton. 
We doi not know  the relative < uan tities 
of hea t given out by a ton of la rd  coal 
and  a  ion of corn, but a  tor of corn, 
cob and all, which is the form in which 
It is used for fuel, would be w orth a t

M ild e w e d  G ra p e s .
Some seasons grapes are  seriously 

affected by mildew. T he v inea may 
suffer severely one season and be en­
tire ly  exqjnpt the  next, ow ing to  a  dif­
ference in  the  w eather. I t  has been 
ascertained  th a t mildew of th e  m ost se* 
vere form  and frequent occurrence on 
native grapes is caused by an excess 
of m oisture on the  foliage, chiefly be­
cause of heavy, continual dew. Local­
ities w here heavy dews are of less fre­
quen t occurrence a re  m ost favorabli 
for successful grape culture. I t  hai 
been found by experim ents th a t plant! 
protected by a  su itab le  covering whicl 
will a r re s t the  upw ard rad ia tion  o 
heat and  p reven t dew on th e ir  foliagi 
w ill be exem pt from mildew, although 
Surrounded on all sides by mildewe* 
vines. The relation  of ro t to  mildew 
has not been definitely ascertained, but 
it has been observed th a t f ru it on vinejj 
w here the trellises are  covered to preji- 
vent mildew a re5 less affected by rot 
than  those less protected. Some var 
rie ties of grapes are  much more liable 
to mildew than  others, and should bfe 
avoided.

The m usical or w histling  tree  is 

found in  the  W est Indian  islands, in 
N ubia and the Soudan. I t has a  pecu­
lia r  shaped leaf and pods w ith a  sp lit 
0 ropen edge. The wind passing, throg  
these send out the  sound which gives 
the tree its peculiar nam e. In  Barba- 
does, th e re  is a valley filled w ith these 
trees, and  when the trade w inds blow 
across the islands a constan t moaning, 
deep-toned w histle is heard  from it, 
which in the  still hours of the  n igh t 
has a  v e ry ,w e ird  and unp leasan t ef­
fect.

W ith  all 
m an’s know ledge of chem istry  and his 
ab ility  to  form ulate w hat be calls a 
w ell-balanced or scientific ra tion , he 
has never been able to form ulate a  food 
ra tio n  contain ing  all the  necessary ele- ( 
m en ts in  th e ir  proper ratio , as th a t 
supplied by natu re  In th e  various g rass­
es in  the  sp ring  and sum m er tim e. In 
grasB we have a  perfec t ra tio n  for the 
developm ent of an im als—the .m uscle 
form ers and fa t form ers in  th e ir  proper 
ratio , and w hen these are  m ost abund­
an t, na tu re  brings forth* its  Increase. 
W henever m an in terferes w ith these 
law s, the  productions take  on an  a r t i­
ficial form, so th a t in  the w in te r cbw 
we have an  artificial an im al—In fact, 
in  some respects, all of our dom esti­
cated an im als  are  an  artificial produc­
tion .^  They have been im proved by­
m an by selection and  breeding, out of 
all sem blance of the  original. These 
artificial im provem ents in  the  course 
of tim e become so firmly fixed; in  the 
anim al as  to  become transm issible. And 
h.ere is th e  poin t I  am  driv ing  at, th a t, 
recognizing these laws, the  w inter 
m ilker of th e  fu tu re  m ust come from 
cows th a t have been bred in th is  direc­
tion; the  b etter w in te r m ilkers thbir 
offspring w ill n a tu ra lly  be. F o r  a  good 
m any years w e/have been w in te r dairy ­
ing  and w orking  on th is  theory  unril I 
am sure th a t the  ca lf from  a  cow th a t 
has been a  w inter m ilker from  the  tim e 
She came into work, is our best and 
most persisten t m ilker. W e have had 
calves equally well bred, cared for in  
the  sam e m anner, one from  a  cow th a t 
has alw ays dropped her calves in  t&o 
sp ring ; th e  o ther from a  cow th a t  has 
dropped her calves in the  fall, and the 
fall ca lf alw ays made the  m ost persis­
ten t, therefore m ost profitable, milker. 
One m ay get a  cow from a calf dropped 
in  the  sp ring  th a t w ill give a  la rger 
flow of m ilk for a  sh o rt tim e, b u t i t  Is 
the  cow th a t gives a  good am ount of 
m ilk for a  long tim e th a t is  the  m ost 
profitable cow.

T h is is accom plished in  the  hive by a 
high degree of tem perature, and can 
be done outside by m ain ta in ing  the 
sam e conditions. ;

Colonies th a t lack s to res for w inter 
should be fed the required quan tity  In 
the  fall, and  Septem ber Is the  beat tim e 
to  do it. 4 t .  should be done w hile it 
is ye t w arm  enough to allow  the  bees 
to 6eal the  stores over.

E very  colony should have 25 or 30 
pounds of good sealed stores to  bring 
them  th rough  to  the  first of May, w ith 
good w in te r protection besidea. I t  is 
far be tte r  to  have a  little  too much 
stores th a n  too little.

S trong colonies of bees som etim es be­
come suddenly depleted in num bers, 
w ith  n o t enough left to  keep up the 
necessary w arm th  to  h atch  the  eggs. 
T h is is because no young bees have 
been hatched, and  the old ones, super­
annua ted , le ft the  h ive in  search  of 
food, and  w ere n o t able to. retu rn .

R epairing  B arns.—Do n o t delay in  
having  all necessary repairs  m ade to 
ca ttle  bam s, s tab les and sheds. The 
n igh ts a re  now becom ing cold and 
stock should be housed.

A ny building in  w hich you can­
not keep 'com fortably  w arm  is too cold 
for stock of any  k ina , and m eans loss 
of ■'profit in th e  stock kep t therein. See 
to  i t  a t  once th a t th is loss is prevented 
by th e  m aking of all necessary repairs.

G erm inating  N uts.—The success of 
germ inating  n u ts  in the  spring  depends 
upon the  condition of ripeness and the 
m ethod of keeping them  during  the 
w in ter. N u ts should n o t be allowed 
to  become too dry before burying  in 
sand. W hen gathered too early  the  
kernels  shrivel up and have b u t little  
germ inating  power, hence they should 
n o t be gathered until, the kernel is full 
and  plum p. If  the re  is any  danger of 
mice getting  in to  the boxes w here they 
a re  buried during  the  w inter, w ire n e t­
tin g  should be nailed  over them .—Ex.

A New Cherry.—A Germ an h o rti­
c u ltu ris t recom m ends a  new  cherry, 
known as the ‘iH bchgenuss von E rfu rt ,” 
w hich produces fru it as  la te  as the 
m onth of October. The tree  is a  vig­
orous grower, w ith  large foliage of dark  
green -color, the  f ru it also being large;

School Board Says 8:30 O clock <-

E d it o r  M a i l :
I noticed iu last week's paper an article 

signed “A Subscriber” referring  to the 
opening of the school house on cold w in­
ter mornings. The w riter stated; tha t he 
recently passed the school house at 8 :30 a. 
m., and saw ten or a dozen little ones 
standing outside shivering) with cold be­
cause they could not get in. Huithen ad­
ded that he thought the school house 
should be opened earlier because!some of 
the children came from  the copntiy-to 
school and therefore have to come early.

I have occupied the position of janitor 
at our village school building for 12 years. 
W hen I first began work there the chil­
dren who lived near the school were in 
the habit of coming very early, sometimes 
at 7 a. m., and racing through the build­
ing, running up and down stairs ami hav­
ing a general jollification each morning. 
The m atter was referred  to the school- 
board and they made a  ru le tha t the chil­
dren in general should not be adm itted 
till 8:30, when the first bell rang. There 
was, however, an exception made in favor 
of children from the country, and any 
pupil coming a long distance, who reached 
the  school house before the first bell rang, 
could, by going around to  the  rear of the 
building, enter the basement. Therefore 
it was not the children from the country 
whom “Subscriber” saw “standing outside 
shivering w ith pold,” but children who 
lived near the school house and came 
knowing fhll well tha t they would not be 
adm itted until the first bell rang.

I t would have been better if “Subscriber” 
had interviewed some one connected with 
the school^.and learned the tru th  of the 
m atter instead of using space iu our w eek­
ly paper to air his views? upon the man­
agem ent of the school.

During the past few we#ks there has 
been considerable ta lk  by the people of 
N orthville as to who was responsible for 
the Atwater street bridge, which was 
washed out by the flood o f  last summer, 
the village of Northville or th e  township 
of Plymouth. The township board took 
the ground tha t the street in question had 
net been accepted as a public thorough­
fare by the township board land.therefore 
the township could not be expected to 
build the b ridge ..

The editor of the N orthville Record 
took the other side of the question and 
contended tha t the town should build it. 
Meanwhile the  Northville cominon coun­
cil took action on the m atter and ordered 
the streqt com mittee to purchase an iron 
bridge for A twater street. A t th e ir  next 
meeting, Oct. 19, they reconsidered their 
previous motion and referred the matter 
of buying a bridge to the street commit 
ti*e. Then Neal commenced hustling 
around to justify him self in the stand lie 
had taken. He corresponded w ith the A t­
torney General, ta lked .with well known 
lawyers on the ^subject and searched 
through law books until he found the fol­
lowing special act of the legislature: Act 
294:

A  H O T  P L A C E  T O  L I V E  I N .

S ec. 4. “An act to re.incorporate thevii 
lage of N orthville. The bridges and ap­
proaches thereto  now built or that piay 
hereafter be built across any stream or 
water course w ithin said corporate lim ­
its of said village shall be maintained and 
built by the respective township at large 
in which same may be situated, in the 
maftiner as though said village was not in­
corporated.”

He then settled back in hi§ chair with 
an I-told-you-80 expression on his count­
enance and said to the town board, “Now 
get a hustle on and put up the  bridge at
once.”-

B ut the town board didn’t hustle. The 
village board, however, in order to  be 
sure about the m atter consulted legal ad­
vice and discovered tha t the  village was 
responsible for the bridge, and ter save 
tim e and trouble, they will probably act 
accordingly.

In  connection with this the  M a il  wishes 
to  state that, if there are any streets in 
Plym outh or N orthville tha t have been 
laid out according to lawr and have not 
been formally accepted by the township 
board as public thoroughfares, it would be 
well to lay them before the board and 
haye them accepted so there w ill be no 
question in the future as to who should 
•build and repair the bridges and approach­
es thereto.

F o r forty  consecutive days in the  
m onths of Ju ly  and A ugust “the  m er­
cury has been known to  s tand  above 
100. degrees in the  shade n ig h t and day 
and to run up as high as 130 degrees 
In  the middle of the afternoon. - A t 
Bahrein, in the cen ter of the  most to r­
rid  p a r t of th is  m ost torrid  belt, as 
though i t  were na tu re ’s in tention  to 
m ake the place as unbearable as possi­
ble, /w ater from wells is som e:hing un­
know n. /fcjifieat shafts have been sunk  
to  a  depthrof 100, 200, 300 and even 500 
feet, b u t alw ays w ith the same re­
su lt—no w ater. This serious d raw ­
back, notw ithstanding , a  com parative­
ly num erous population contrive to  live 
there, thanks  to copious sp rings which 
burst forth  from the bottom  of the gulf 
m ore than  a mile from the shore.

The w ater from these springs is ob­
tained in a  m ost curious and novel 
manner.. “ M achadores” (divers), whose 
sole occupation is th a t of furn ish ing  
the people of B ahrein w ith  the life- 
giving fluid, repair to th a t portion of 
the gulf where the  springs are  situated  
and bring  away with them  hundreds of 
bags of w ater each day. T he w ater of 
the  gulf w here the springs bu rst forth  
Is nearly  200 feet deep, b u t these maoh- 
adores m anage to fill th e ir  goat-sk in  
sacks by d iving to th e  bottom and 
holding the m ouths of th e  b a a  over 
fountain Jets—this, too, w ithout allow ­
ing the s a lt  w ater of th e  gulf to mix 
w ith i t  T he source o f these subm arine 
founta ins is thou g h t to be In the hills 
of Osmond, 400 or 500 miles away. Bo- 
lng situa ted  at the bottom of the gulf, 
(t is  a m ystery how they were ever 
discovered, b u t the  fac t remains that 
rhey have been know n since th e  dawn, 
of h isto ry .

The “filled cheese” bill passed by 
the  la st congress goes into effect on 
SepL 4 and on and after that date & 
special governm ent ta x  of $250 per an ­
num  w ill have to  be paid by all whole­
sale dealers and $12 per annum  by all 
re tail dealers in filled cheese.

In addition  to  the  spe­
cial tax  a t  the  ra tes  g iver a ll dealers 
who have any filled cheese in stock 
on Sept. 3 a re  required to purchase 
special tax-stam ps, a t  the  cost of 1 cent 
for each ; pound, and  a ttach  these 
stam ps on the  packages con ta in ing  fill­
ed cheese. T h is w ill only have to be 
done w ith  the stock on hand,
fos* any filled cheese receiv­
ed after Septem ber 4 w ill have 
to be duly stam ped by th e  m anufactu r­
er, who is required to  pay  a  special ta x  
of $400 a year fo r m anufactu ring  the 
article. The tax  is abou t th e  sam eth ing  
as th e  special tax  paid by dealers in  
oleom argarine.—Exchange.

Sam uel J . W elch, a  w ell-to-do and

On the  fa ta l m orning the  fam ily  had  
b reak fa s t ea rly  as usual and  G eorge 
W elch, a  b ro ther, had  gone to th e  b arn  
to  do th e  chores. He had  been absen t 
b u t a  few  m om ents w hen he h ea rd  thfe 
d ischarge of a  gun, w hich  caused him  

, to  h u rry  tow ard  the  house. H e saw

Two of the  m ost w onderful au tom ata 

now w orking  w ith in  the  lim its  of the 
U nited S tates, rem arks  the  Argosy, are 
those used by the  governm ent for 
co un ting  and ty ing  postal card3 into 
em ail bundles. These m achines are  
m ade in  Connecticut, and the  tw o are 
capable of counting th e  prodigious 
num ber of 500,000 such cards in ten 
hours, and  w rapping and tying th e  
sam e in packages of tw enty-five each. 
In  th is  operation th e  paper is pulled 
off a drum  by tw o long fingers which 
come up from  below, and ano ther fin­
ger dips into a  v a t of m ucilage and ap­
plies. itse lf to th e  w rapping paper in  
exactly  the  r ig h t spot. O ther p a r ts  of 
th e  m achine tw ine the paper around 
th e  pack of-cards* a thum b presses 
over the  mucilage spot and the  pack­
age Is throwm upon a  delivery belt 
ready for delivery.

D i g g i n g  f o r  J e w e lr y .

D igging for jew elry  seem s ra th er an 
odd occupation, but in Central A m eri­
ca it has been carried- on for a long 
tim e w ith success and  profit. Along 
the  coast of Costa R ica a re  v as t ceme- 

j te ries in which the  o rig inal inhab it- 
| an ts  of long ago were buried. W ith 

them  were in terred  g rea t quan tities of 
j gold ornam ents, th a t m etal being 
I found abundan tly  in  th a t region. Many 

of the  graves have been opened, and 
from them  gold has been taken  to the 
value of a t  leas t £2(50,000. The first d is­
coveries of th is  treasu re  trove caused a 
rush  fo r the field of exploration which 
prom ised to  riva l th a t of 1849 to  Cali­
fornia . Thousands of the  graves still 
rem ain , unopened, and it is a common 
practice for. v isitors in  search of curio­
sities to  rob them .

A  P e c u l i a r  L e g a c y .

A lady p atien t of a  M anchester su r­
geon repaid his professional a tten tion  
by bequeath ing  him  £25,000, the-liberal 
legacy being clogged w ith the  condition 
th a t  h e  should have her body em ­
balm ed in  th e  m ost, perfec t m anner 
possible; and  th a t once a  year he 
should  look upon her face in  the  pres­
ence of two w itnesses.

A  G n s R e g u la t o r .

Some of the  ga$ com panies in the 
U nited S tates have adopted th e  slq t m a­
chine in  regu lating  the supply of gas 
to  k itchens for cooking. A tw enty- 
five-cent piece is dropped in to  th e  m a­
chine attached to  th e  m eter. W hen 
tw enty-five cents’ w orth  of gas is used 
no m ore can be obtained from  th e  m eter 
un til ano ther tw enty-five cen ts is 
dropped in. This insu res prom pt pay­
m ent of bills, and preven ts d isputes as 
to gas bills. This method was adopted 
in  London. T he resu lt h as  been to 
arouse public pro tests  from  the  chim ­
ney-sw eeps; the  sm all dealers in  coal 
and wood claim  th a t th e ir  business Is 
being destroyed. There a re  37,000 gas 
stoves connected w ith  tire  slo t mar 
chine m eters used in London.

S iz e  a n d  S p e e d  o f  W a v e * .

Many different answ ers© have b e e n  
given to  the  question "How high are 
the  g rea tes t ocean w aves?” M. Dibos, 
a  m arine  engineer and lau rea te  of the 
In s titu te  of France, h as  la tely  made 
some personal obs?rvations on th is  sub­
ject. He describes waves encountered, 
in the  N orth A tlantic  w hich had a 
he igh t of a t leas t forty-five feet. 
D riven before a  heavy w ind waves may 
advance a t the ra te  of from  thirty-five 
to forty  m iles an hour, and such un­
du la tions of the ocean may travel more 
than  500 m iles from the  poin t ^ h e re  
the wind created them , w ithout being 
accom panied by any d isturbance in  the 
atm osphere.

The m otor car has long been a  fam i­

lia r  s igh t in the  s tree ts  of P aris , and 
the  F rench  have diow n g rea t ingenuity  
in  the  Invention and im provem ent of 
th e  different types qf th is  convenient 
vehicle. I t  seems n o t unlikely  th a t 
before long it w ill be as g rea t a  fa­
vorite in England as it is  in  France. 
A scheme is  on foot to supersede a  
la rge num ber of the London om nibuses 
by electric  vehicles.

They propose to  in troduce 
m otor cars, each of w hich shall be ca­
pable of draw ing th ree  wagons, ca r­
ry ing  ten  tons of produce. The wagons 
are to be loaded a t  the  sh ip ’s side, and 
the  special advan tages of th e ir  use w ill 
be th a t goods can in th is  way he con­
veyed w ithou t tran sfe r to: o ther "ve­
hicles d irect to the w arehouse, w her­
ever it m ay be situa ted . The 
o rd ina ry  highw ays w ill be utilized, for 
th is  purpose and  no ra ils  need be laid. 
I t  is expected th a t by th is  m eans the 
cost of conveying m erchandise to  and 
from  M anchester and  o th e r tow ns w ill 
be reduced to  a  po in t w ith  w hich the  
sh ip  canal cannot com pete, and  the  
fu r th e r  expectation is th a t the  railw ay  
com panies will be compelled in self-’ 
defense to  low er th e ir  rates, which 
again  w ill tell aga in st the  ship canal.

A nother proposed application  of ^be 
m otor ca r is th a t now under discussion 
by the  tow n council of Dover, K ent, for 
devoting  a  num ber of horseless vehicles 
to th e  s tree t scavengering service of the  
town.
