tinuance of its race Iby depositing little 
clusters of orange-colored eggs on the 
under side of the young vine leaves, 
which in a few days produce colonies of 
small, dark-brown larvae, which feed 
on the under side of the leaves, riddling 
them, and when numerous they devour 
the whole leaf except the larger vines, 
and sometimes entirely strip the vines 
of foliage. In three or four weeks th  ̂
larva attains full growth, when it is a 
little more than .three-tenths of an inch 
long, usually of a light brown color, 
sometimes dark, and occasionally paler 
and yellowish. The head is black and 
there are six or eight shining black 
dots on each; of the other segments bf 
the body, each dot emitting a single 
tfk>wni6h hair. The under surface is 
paler than the upper; its feet, six in 
number, are black, and there is a fleshy 
orange-colored pro-leg bn the terminal 
segment.

When mature the larvae leave the 
vines and descend to the ground, where 
they burrow under the earth and form 
small, smooth, oval cells, within which 
they change to dark-yellowish pupae. 
After remaining for tw<for three weeks 
in this condition the beetles Issue from 
them and the work of destruction goes 
on; but since they live at this season 
of the year entirely on leaves, of which 
there is an abundance, the injury dune 
Is much less than In the spring. On the 
approach of winter the beetles retire 
to some suitable shelter, as under 
leaves, pieces of bark, or in the earth 
Immediately under the roots of vines,

they feed on the Virginia Creeper, the 
alder, and sometimes [feed on the leaves 
of the plum.

Remedies.—To destroy the beetles it 
Is recommended to strew in the autumn 
air-slacked lime or unleached ashes 

..around the infested vines, removing 
and destroying all rubbish that affords 
shelter. In the spring the canes and 
ycung foliage may De .syringed With 
water, in which has been stirred a tea­
spoonful of Paris green to each gallon. 
Strong soapsuds have also been recom-1 
mended and are deserving of trial. On 
chilly mornings the beetles are com­
paratively sluggish and Inactive, and) 
may then be jarred from the vines on 
sheets and collected and destroyed. 
These Insects are much more abundant 
in some seasons than in others.

A v o id  B e i n g  S tu n g .
Why do bees sting some people morej 

than others? Some tell me they cani 
hive a swarm of bees, take away honey,j 
transfer, or do any other thing neces-J 
sary, and never use a veil or gloves; 
and never get stung. Now, I get stung 
every-time I work with them, even 
with good veil and gloves on. ThU 
morning I looked into a hive having a 
new swarm in it, and I received s l i  
stings before I could quietly replaci 
fche cover. Is there any way to avoid 
stings? I any not afraid of the beest 
and like to work with them; but I 
should prefer not to get stung every 
time I go near them.

The above was addressed to Mr. A. I. 
Root, editor of Gleanings in Bee Cul­
ture, a short time since, and he replies 
as follows: I know there is a sort a|f 
current Impression to the effect that 
bees will sting some people more than 
others. -While this is true. It is not be­
cause they are able to recognize any 
peculiar physical condition or differ­
ence, nor is It because one persota 
smells to the bees differently from an­
other. It is because they notice a dif­
ference in behavior In different per­
sons. . For instance’ Mr. A. has made ja 
close study of the habits of bees, aqd 
particularly of the causes that induce 
them toi sting. He recognizes thtit 
quick motions, under some circum­
stances are quite likely to arouse the 
bees and make them sting very bad) y. 
There are certain things he can 4o 
w ith  Im punity, and others he can  ndt; 
or, perhaps, we had b e tte r  p u t I t  t l  Is 
w ay: H e can do an y th ing  w ith b« as 
h e desires; but if  he w orks in a certs In

a l l ; th iD gs decen tly  and  in  -^erdpr.
' Tr^pker? Oh, yes! he has ofcie.;. but >he 
j usJs it at the wrong time, and does hot 

kepp it on hand ready to quell any dis­
turbance that is likely to arise. Sir. 
A, ion the contrary,! observes that bees 
aro crosser on some days than on 
some others; but if he must handle 
them on an “off day” (a cool day aljterj 
a tain; a day when the bees have been 
robbing, or a day following a sudden 
stoppage of. the boney-flowV, Jtie will 
flrst make sure that "his smoker la in 
gojod order, and ready to giVe off a 
good volume of smoke. He will blow 
a ilittle of it in at the entrance, and 
tbjen pry the cover up a little yery 
gently. As he does so he will send a 
stream of smoke into the crack made 
by the putty-knife or screw-driver. 
This drives down the guards, and then 
ttje crack is made 'a' little Wider, and 
mjore smoke is then driven in, when the I 
cover is removed. If the bees show a ■. 
quick nervous movement, standing up | 
b|gh on their legs, bobbing their, bodies 1 
quickly one way and then the other, be 
gives them a few more light whiffs of 
smoke until they are subdued. With a 
s<irew-driver he loosens the frames, 
hpiding the smoker In his hand. Just 
as soon as the bees stick their heads 
up, ready to show fight, he drives them 
back again, and then very cautiously 
ahd deliberately removes the first 
frame. His movements from now on 
ai-e very deliberate; and occasionally 
when the beee are a little obstreperous 
»e gives them another whiff of smoke. 
Jnly a very little is required—just suf­

ficient to let them know that he is mas­
ter, and that they must let him entirely 
done. T his: surhmer I worked with 
Lhe bees nearly a week before l  r e ­
c e iv e d  a single sting, and yet one of 
the boys who worked hear me at the 
time, doing the same work, was stung 
inywkere from three to five times a 
day. Perhaps some may fdel that these 
slow movements wasted a j good deal of 
dime; but I find that I can really do 
snore work in a day by closely and 
Carefully watching any disposition on 
the part of the bees to resent my in­
trusion. Right here rests the whole 
secret. To one who is accustomed to 
handling bees there is a certain inde­
scribable action on their part that 
Bhows when they are ready to sting. A 
{little smoke at the right time takes-the 
j**fight” all out bf them. I do not be­
lieve it is good policy for one who 
{handles bees very much to get stung a 
great many times, and one should be 
careful to avoid every sung as much 
as possible. In the summer, when the 
bees are working in the fields, one or 
two stings perhaps in the whole 
month would be all that I should get, 
providing there were nothing but 
Italians from imported stock, or of 
that persuasion; and how I avoid the 
stings i3 simply by following the plan 
laid down for Mr. A. In this connec­
tion it migh- be well to state that one 
who makes a business of keeping bees 
U liable'in years to come to experience 
some bad effects from too much of 
the apis-jihellifica poison being inject­
ed into his system. The Rev. L. L. 
Langstrotb, James Heddon, and others 
in later years experienced some incon­
venience from what they ascribed to 
the presence oLtdcr.much bee-sting poi­
son in the system. In regard to dis­
pensing Vith a veil—yes, this can be 
done, but it doesn’t pay. I have seen 
some of these same chaps- boast of how 
they did not need any face protection; 
yet I have seen them r/asie valuable 
time in stopping to put the hands up to 
the face, or plunge the head in a clump 
of bushes, in Ignoble retreat.

ad sometimes useless and may be in- 
irioue, says Texas Farm and Ranch, 
pring subsoiling is not to be recom- 
icuded. Whenever there is a dry, herd 
ubsoil, tt will pay to loosen it up. 
/hevever there is a subsoil inclined to 
m together and become compacted, 
cep and thorough loosening is just 
hat is required. In porous, gravelly 

ubsoils the process is useless and often 
ljurious. Subsoil plowing does not 
roduce moisture, it simply puts the 
round in good condition to receive and 
-tain moisture from precipitation. The 
apacity of a porous soil to retain 
aolsture is well Illustrated by this bit 
f experience. Early last spring the 

vrlter had several loads of coarse sand 
'nd gravel hauled and deposited in 
iles of about one cubic yard each. This 
vas removed about the end of the pro- 
racted drouth. Six Inches below the 
urface it was wet enough for any pur- 
ose of plant growth. About the 6ame 
in>e, post holes dug in the black, stiff 
oil near by showed It tcTbe apparently 
erfectly dry as deep as the auger 
vent, eighteen Inches to two feet. Sub­
oiling should never be done when the 
oil Is very wet, for thi6 leaves the 
rrrnnd in a worse condition jthan be- 
ore. Subsoiling should be done in fall 
•r winter so that repeated rainB may 
ettle it and fill it to saturation. After 
his a shallow stirring of the surface 
vill retain the moisture with but little 
.iio&equent rain.

W eed*  a s  F«*rtlllq&ni.
The University of Virginia has beea 

•xperimenting with weeds in order to 
• eiermine their value as fertilizers, 
aking their proportion of nitrogen, 

jhosphoric acid and potash as the cri- 
erion of commercial value. Fifty 

species of weeds were taken for the ex­
periment, and of these fifty the high- 
st in value per dry ton was the com- 

•non poke berry (Phytolocca decandar), 
which indicated that a dry ton of this 
would equal as manure what would cost 
$21.93 if the chemical matters above 
named bad been bought for manure. 
The lowest in value of the fifty thus 
used for manure would be common 
ianic grass (Panicuni virgatum). which 
would be worth only $?.40 per ton, es- 
amated In the same way. Strange to 
say, some closely allied species of grass 
bowed high manurial value. The 
ommon crab grass (Panlcum sanguin- 
ile), 6tands third on the list, with a 
«alue of $13.39 per ton. One very re-
i^arkable f a c t  Is the e x c e p t i o n a l - ,  value
of the poke berry. This Is given as 
$21.93, while the next on the list, bit­
ier dock (the common Rumex obtusi- 
tollus) is but $16.26; all the others down 
to the panic grass following each oth­
er in fractions of the dollar only be­
tween them.

F e r t i l is e r *  on  C o rn .
Some experiments In growing corn at 

the’ Maryland experiment station gave 
ihe following results:

1.—An application of 300 pounds of 
fertilizer on corn Increased the yield 
8.1 bushels per acre, but the Increased 
yield was not sufficient to pay for the 
application of the fertilizer.

3.—In the test of wide.and narrow 
rows, the narrow rows gave an in­
creased yield of 6.4 bushels.

3. —Shallow cultivation of corn gave 
a slightly better yield than deep culti­
vation.

4. —Corn which was cultivated three 
times yielded 41.1 bushels per acre; 
that which was worked five times yield­
ed 39.5 bushels per acre.

5 . —Drilled corn gave a rather better 
yield than checked corn.

C.—Manure from a well balanced ra­
tion made slightly m ap corn per acre 
than manure from a poorly balanced 
ration. ________

Sun-Burned Potatoes.—Potatoes that 
are to be kept for eating should not lie 
long on the surface of the ground ex- 
•»osPd to the sun. for if they are 
greened even slightly much of the po­
tato must be cut off with the peel, or 
it will be bitter. The green of potato 
is a poison. Though the green tops of 
potatoes will sometimes be eaten by 
cows, they will give tne bitter taste to 
ihe milk that is sometimes noticed in 
fall. Cows will not eat enough of them, 
However, to do thumtelves any injury. 
,v lien the green or sunuurned potatoes 
,s t ut away it carries with it the best 
iart ot the potato, as there is in near­

ly everything moie nuirition on the 
uviter suriace oi vegetauies than in 
those less near to tne 6unligbt. For 
.eed potatoes the greening by sunshine 
.j; no disadvantage. It dries out the 
.>otato, and makes the eyes push out 
I t  l onger than they would if not so 
dried.—Ex.

German Prunes.—There is no easily 
grown fruit that gives a more certain 

rofit than the German prune. They 
vere introduced in this country by 
;ermans many years ago, and for a 
ime these furnished the only market 
or them. But the prune as a fruit for 
-rying has entirely surpassed the plum, 
.ud though it is always dried whole, 
he seed Is not troublesome to the eater, 
he Pacific coast states have furnished 

nest of the prunes -for commerce. But 
t is a fruit that succeeds equally well 
n the east, with the advantage that it. 
lore grown near our large cities, there 
rill be considerable demand for the 
rui't for eating when ripening, but not 
ried.—Ex.
Handling the Cow.—Too much has 

leretofore been left to chance; it is 
rue that a poor cow can be made bet- 
cr by careful handling, but if she does 
ot possess the natural qualities of a 

:ood milker, it is poor economy to 
raste time on such a subject. Having 
elected the cows, pure water and 
bundance of feed are Indispensable 
c-quisites to success. Milk is so sus­
ceptible to taints and bad odors that 
tuch care should be given to these 
ir#ers; you cannot have pure, un­
linked milk from cows thatm re com­
pelled to drink stagnant and impure 
Vatfer, or fed on unground and dam­

aged food.—Ex.

DAILY DOINGS OF CONGRESS.

A m e r ic a n  F e d e r a t io n  o f  L a b o r .
The sixteenth annual convention of 

the American Federation of Labor was 
called* to order at Cincinnati by Presi­
dent Samuel Gompers. About 150 del­
egates were present and many visitors. 
Special greetings were extended dele­
gates Samuel.Woods and John Mallin- 
son, of England, and Louis Vigouroux. 
of France, who were seated with all 
the privileges. President Gompers in 
responding to the address of welcome, 
referred to the attacks on the organ­
ization because it was merely a feder­
ation and not a more compact union. 
He showed how the fullest scope was 
given to individual opinion*and rights 
in the American Federation of Labor 
and thus the affiliation of different la­
bor organizations wa6 possible in one 
general federation, ne appealed; for 
continued efforts for the cultivation of 
public opinion as well as for favorable 
legislation and for the most earnest co­
operation of “all labor organizations, 
lu his annual address President Gom­
pers made some important recommen­
dations on the eight-hour day question.

Secretary McCraith reported that the 
receipts for the year showed an in­
crease of 15 per cent over last year, 
while the balance on hand is 25 per 
cent greater. The membership was 
increased 68,292 during the year. 
Treasurer Lennon reported receipts 
819,621. expenses §15,452, balance on 
hand §4,169. The executive council 
submitted an elaborate report on its 
work during the year, in which it re­
ferred to the detailed statement of 
strikes and other efforts of which Scc- 
Tbtary Mcl'raith gave an elaborate his­
tory in his annual report.

One entire day of the convention was 
spent over the report of the credentials 
committee recommending the unseat­
ing of Delegate W. C. Pomeroy, of the 
Waiters’ union, Chicago. The report 
was adopted.

A strong resolution of sympathy with 
Cuba was passed and the recognition of 
the independence of that suffering peo­
ple demanded. A number of vigorous 
speeches were made in behalf of the 
resolution. Secretary McCraith had 
circulated reports that President Gom­
pers had mixed up in politics during 
the campaign and there was a stormy 
time when the matter was brought up 
in the convention. President Gompers 
was vindicated by a large vote and 
McCraith announced that he would 
resign.

S e n a t e — Seventh day—Rev. T. Per 
Witt Talmage offered the opening 
prayer, Mr. Hale, of Maine, reported 
the pehsion appropriation bill as passed 
by the House. Mr. Allen, Populisti of 
Nebraska, caused a stir by offering a 
resolution for a committee to investi­
gate the use of money in the repent 
presidential election, the committee to 
be empowered to send for persons 
and papers, and directed to report 
within one year.

He said the time had 
come for the United States to act in 
the matter and -possibilities of war 
should Dot prevent decisive steps, "and 
he questioned the wisdom of the Presi­
dent's position that the granting of 
belligerent rights would be “untimely.”

Johannesburg, the London of South 

Africa, nine years ago a barren veldt 
and eight years ago a miners’ camp, 
is now the center of some! 100,000 in­
habitants and increasing about as fast 
a s brick and mortar can be obtained, 
says a writer in Chambers’ Journal. It 
is  situated directly on top of the gold, 
and on looking down from th* high 
ground above it looks to an English 
•ye hk« a huge drawn-out mass of tin 
sheds with their painted mine chim­
neys running in a straight line all 
along the quartz gold reef as far as you 
can see in either direction. The larg­
est, or main reef, runs for thirty miles 
uninterruptedly, gbld-bearing and hon- 
•yaorobed with mines throughout. 
This, even were it alone, could speak 
for the'stability find continuous pros­
perity of the Transvaal gold trade. On 
a small steamer arriving only a few 
days ago from the cape was said to be 
between £300,000 and £400,000 worth ot 
gold, and the newspapers show that | 
usually about £100,000 worth is con­
signed by each mail boat.

As we enter, the town we find fine 
and well-planned streets, crossed at 
places with deep gutters—gullies, 
rather—to cary off the water, which is 
often, in the heavy summer rains, deep­
er than your knees. Crossing these at 
a  fast trot, the driver never drawing 
rein, the novice is shot about in his 
white-covered, two-wheeled cab, with 
its large springs, like, *- pea in a blad­
der. Indeed, one marvels at the dain­
tily dressed habitue of the place being 
swung through similarly, quite uncon­
cerned and without rumpling a frill. 
We pass fine public buildings, very 
high houses and shops, somewhat Jer­
ry-built, it is true, and goodness help 
them in case of a large street fire 
—but now being added to or replaced 
by larger and more solid buildings, in­
deed, bricks cannot- be nja-de .fast 
*£Hough to., supply the demand, both 
here and in some -of the outlying 
Transva! towns where the gold boom 
is on-. There are lofty and handsome 
shops with most costly contents which 
can vie with London or Paris.

At most stores where sweets and 

sweet-boxes are sold, you can get small 
drums, intended for holding sweets. Of 
these very pretty hanging pincushions 
can be made.

Of course 
you will not do anything so rash as to 
attempt to cut either of these boards 
with your scissors. Pencil carefully 
and accurately out the size and shape 
or the article you want to make of the 
board, and then cut it out with & very 
m ats penknife.

Later dispatches from Cuba by way 

of various points confirm the reports of 
the killing of Gen. Antonio Maceo. Dr. 
Maximo Zertucba, who was the per­
sonal physician of Maceo. has surrend­
ered to the Spanish and San Felipe 
and says that Maceo was shot in the 
chin, the bullet breaking his jaw and 
passing out near the shoulders. A 
second bullet wounded him in the ab­
domen. But this does „not tell the 
whole of the story. Positive informa­
tion, corroborated by circumstances, 
show that Maceo and his staff were 
murdered in cold blood while under a 
flue of truce. • la.,

It is very apparent that Cant.-Gea. 
Weyler had become convinced that he 
could not defeat the Cubans by war­
fare in Pina» del Itio so he re-solyed 
upon the cowardly assassination. 
This was made .possible by the secret 
relations between Dr. Zertucba, the 
physician of Maceo's staff, and marquis 
of Ahuma-.la, the acting captain-gen­
eral at Havana during Weyler’s ab­
sence in the field.

Maceo crossed' the t roc ha over the road 
to Guannjar. without being molested 
by the sentinels, who in fact, recognized 
him and presented arms in his honor. 
But as soon as he arrived at. the place 
decide^ nnon Maceo and his staff, num­
bering 35 men and officers, were greeted 
by a.'trerncnilous volley from the troops 
under Maj. Cirujeda*, who lay conven­
iently in nmtfu.sh. Most of the officers 
on bis staff fell with Gen. Mneco. 
Zertueha is alive because he was aware 
of the scheme and remain,-d in the 
rear. The bodies of Maceo and youug 
Gomez were then tied to the tails of 
the soldier’s horses, and dragged over 
the field so as to disfigure them, as the. 
Spaniands did not wish to have them 
discovered and identified at first.

Antonio Mm eo was without question 
the most, brilliant figure of the present 
revolt in Cuba, as h e , was -in the 10 
years' war—ISOS to 1878. i In the great 
raid across the island led by Maximo 
Gomez in 1S95, Maceo was his chief 
coadjutor, and when Capt.-Gen. Cam­
pos had finally receded with his head­
quarters to the city of Havana, Maceo 
led a daring raid into the jferfiie prov­
ince of Dinar del Rio, where ho devas­
tated the great Vuelta Abajo tobaeoo 
district and raised the whole province 
in revolt against Spain. There k e  has 
been ever since, with the Spanish au­
thorities in the province practically- 
overturned. Time and again reporte 
havo been received of his defeat and 
rout, his death in action, orbis suicide, 
always to - be refuted by his later 
activities.

Since September 30ttythere-has 
been added at least three or four inches 
to the excess, making a gain of nearly 
eight inches more than the -average 
Early in November there were heavy 
rains depositing over two inches, and 
since then there'have been heavy 
snows, aud about a foot of snow cov­
ered the ground on November 2Bt.h. 
Dakota farmers have abundance of-hay 
and great supplies of oats, barleyinnd 
corn. Wheat has advanced to about 
seventy cents a bushel in the local 
markets, aud prospects for further, ad­
vance arc good.
