The second annual meeting of the 
Wayne Co. Farm ers’ Institute society oc­
curred in the village hall Thursday and 
Friday, Jan . 14 and lo, 1 S!JT.

Every session found the hall crowded 
the utmost capacity. Farm ers front 

all parts of the county, with their wives 
andfamilies were present and they entered 

he spirit of the meetings, and parti i 
paled in the discussions with marked e n ­
thusiasm.

Dr. ,J. M. Collier being: unavoidably 
called away the Institute Was opened by 
■the conductor in charge,, Mr. 1». M. Kel­
logg, an enthusiastic |gm her of sip ill 
fruits, a t Three Kivers, .who occupied the 
first hour. He said indeed that he w«s-a 
crank upon the subject of small- fruil 
growing. lie  rem arked as follow s: The 
Divine 'author of Creation saw lit to ar . 
range the whole of animal life in sexes. 
To reproduce the ir species was. the first 
and primal duty, it was the foundation 
of the attachm ent of individna’lsml'.'oppn 
site sexes in the human race. Among: 
birds, beasts.and insects the same law.was 
paramount. He asserted tha t the union 
of one male and one female iciiioiig the 
animals, Where map’s influence had not 
changed their habits, .wentTso far tha t in 
the jungles of Africa if oiiA'rtf a pair of 
lions was destroyed the other remained 
single, lie  said the sfiino!great law. the 
necessity of perpetuating the spw.ies. ex. 
tended to plant life as well. A lthough a 
beneficent Father had doubtless provided 
all- the unnum bered varieties of fruits 
partly for man's gratification, the princi 
pal object was certainly to renew the life 
of the plant. He showed us drawings ot 
the iftnle and female. Organs of the straw­
berry and gave descriptions of the ir func­
tions. {

The conductor then calljedoifr attention* 
to the fact that we had occjasionally a very 
great show of blossoms followed In­
most a total failure of fruit, as happened 
two years ago. This was] due to pollen 
exhaustion. Each year the tree or plant 
had only about a certain am ount of vital­
ity to  use. Vigorous pollen would pro­
duce line fruit. If the  vitality of.t he tree 
was distributed over such a m ultitude of 
blossoms its strength would be diluted, so 
to  speak, and barrenness would he the re­
sult. I lls  mode of applying tlo-se facts to 
the production of extra fine straw berries 
followed.

In a field of strawberries he m arks 
those hills which have the best growth of 
root, leaf and flower, examining 'w ith  a 
leD sto be sure tha t the development of 
the stamens and pistils, the male and fe­
male organs, is perfect. The runners 
from these* m arked hills, are transplanted 
the  following spring lintola seed bed. Be­
cause the ripening of the seed is a yery ex­
haustive process, he cuts off all the flow­
ers the first spring. Deprived of the op­
portunity to perpetuate itself by seeds all 
the energy of the plant turns ti> the pro­
duction of runners and an enormous^ 
number of new plaujts results. The next 
spring these runners are transplanted in­
to the fields in hills rowed both ways. 
The removal of the first spring’s tjUbssoms 
from these hills is again rigidly attended 
to, and by the second spring he has plants 
of wonderful productiveness. Through 
the whole process the highest perfection 
both in fertilizing and cultivating the soil 
is a m atter of course.

Even when success in producing super­
ior .fruit 19 attained no large returns-xjeed 
be expected until the growers reputation 
is established, and that takes titneL tfiopf 
esty in packing, attractiveness of paefca-e,' 
a uniform mark and only a sitiglje’house 
to handle the fruit, for him in the same 
lown, were enum erated as essential- fac­
tors in securing this reputation.

We have given much space to .'Ir>Kel- 
logg’s first ta lk , but it was evidently new 
to most persons present.

Th • paper was severely criticised by 
our townsman, G. A. Starkw eather, Esq., 
who gave usvery forcibly- his views up­
on the subject. I need hardly add that 
Mr. Starkw eather uid hot view the ques­
tion in just the same fight with .Mr. Lath­
ers.

of last year. This success she attributed 
largely to  the inspiring presence.and the 
tireless efforts of Mrs. Mayo. At the'con 
jelusion of Mrs. Bennett's remarks, Mrs. 
Mayo stepped forward and com plim ent­
ed the ladies upon the  large audience as­
sembled for this meeting. She Stated that- 
this was the largest audience she had ad 
dressed during lie,r continuous work which 
began on'the 27 th of last 'November. She 
then began h e r  addre-s on tie* topic, 
-‘Making Housework Easier,*’ by telling 
of the course of study for women at Agri­
cultural College where, as she stated, 
women are taught, not by theory, but by 
actual practice, plain sewing, cooking and 
all that pertains to practical housework. 
She Spoke of the enthusiastic interest 
shown by the women in the ‘-Women’s 
Section of the Institute. Last year she 
worked in 20 counties, w h ile 'tin s  year, 
with the aid of two assistants, [ she would 
have 72 counties to be worked up.

Mrs. Mayo spoke of .woman's dislike for 
hfmsevyork“a#the greatest bar to her suc­
cessful performance of it. Every work 
m ust he a failure unless we love it. The 
successful business man is the one who 
enters into a line of Work he really likes. 
The same rule holds good with women, 
no woman, can be a successful housekeep­
er who feels nothing but dislike for her 
work. As burdens are made easier, work 
becomes pleasanter, therefore it is every 
woman’s r ig h t to make her work as light 
a> possible. The .woman who does not 
make her home her first care, can never 
retain the affection and respect of hus­
band and children. Learn to  do house­
work, not simply bedSuse it must be done, 
but for the sake of the beauty of the oh 
jec t to  be attained by it, for a perfect 
home is the  most beautiful object ever 
found. Love lightens labor, aind itison ly  
through her never-failing' love for hus­
band and children tha t the weary woman 
is enabled tojuccomplish successfully the 
work of her home. Perfect-system makes 
work easier, therefore every woman should 
be as systematic as possible about her 
housework. She has a right to plan to 
leave-mndone all the work she can without 
neglecting the comfort of her family. 
Distressing neatness causes discomfort to  
the family. Littile feet W ill'be muddy 
sometimes, and the hoy who is-continual­
ly nagged because he tracks mud into the 
house, i9 liable to hang around on street 
corners in preference to going home.

Monday, Mrs. Mayo thought, was the 
most suitable day of the week for wash­
ing, as the  Sabbath-day’s rest which pre­
ceded it, fitted a woman for the hard 
work of^wash day. The busy housewife 
had a right to satfe herself whatever work

C a r e  o f  C o m b  H o n e y .
Most beginners and very m any old 

bee keepers have hut little  knowledge 
of how to care for comb honey afte r  
getting  it, and it is no uncommon th ing  
to find it  stored In the dam p vegetable 
cellar, a place en tirely  unfit for keep­
ing any kind o t honey. A t my ap iaiy  
the supers are taken  from t£e  hives 
when the combs are well sealed, ami 
stored in a  building covered, sides and 
top, en tirely  w ith iron, where- on clear 
days the therm om eter rises to 120 de­
grees. H ere it  rem ains for some two 
months, an oil stove being kep t bu rn ­
ing  on dam p, cloudy days. I t is then 
crated in new, nea t 12 and 16 pound 
crates, and  is now considered in  first- 
class condition fo r both sh ipping and 
eating. In  1889, in an  o u t ap iary , we 
stored our honey In a  room directly  
over the k itchen stove, where a  fire was; 
kept burning  from m orning till night, 
and a fte r  rem aining  the re  ten  weeks In 
a  very high tem peratue, we found It In 
finer condition than  any honey we ever' 
handled. Any room in the top of h 
dw elling house, im m ediately under the 
roof, is a good place to store honey, but 
care m ust be taken  th a t the p lace is 
tig h t enough to keep out bees, or you 
may lose your honey w hen nec tar fails 
in the fields.—Ex.

E x c e lle n c e  o f  D r ie d  F ru i ts .
One of our contem poraries says: 

“Can any m ethod of cooking dried fru it 
b ring  it  back to th e  s ta te  in  w hich it 
was when plucked from the  tree?" One 
,can form no idea of w hat can be ac­
com plished in  th is  way un til he  w it­
nesses the exploits of some nea t-hand­
ed housekeeper while engaged In pre­
paring  some toothsom e fru it luxury  for 
the table. The sam ples of cooked fru it 
whioh are so liberally  passed o u t a t 
fairs  and expositions, a re  very pala ta ­
ble, and  serve to show w hat can be 
done w ith our sun cured fru its, but it 
is  w ithout th e  dominion of experim ent, 
and  in domestic life alone, under the 
hands of a  practica l housewife, th a t our 
dried fru its  achieve the h ighest excel­
lence they are  ever calculated to  a t­
ta in . If p roprie tors of res tau ran ts  
could only be made to believe it, they 
would find these fru its  a  tak ing  item  
on th e ir  b ills  of fare, and a  thousand 
tim es preferable to  th e ir  soggy pud­
dings and sole le a ther pastry.

M aking a  L ittle  E x tra  M anure.— 
-There is no denying the fact th a t the 
fu ture success of the  average N orth­
w estern farm  depends on the  m anure 
pile, ahd  the m an who proposes to 
succeed has got to calculate on it, says: 
Farm , Stock and Home. One of the 
very best ways to add m aterially  to the 
product of m anure about £be stables 
and farm yard  is to haul in  muck from 
some dried slough or m arsh, o r in the 
absence of such, from  some low hol­
low or a low place in  the  wood lo t 
This rich m uck w ill dry opt in a  few 
days and Is one of the very best a b ­
sorbents th a t can be used to  takd up 
and hold the liquid manure.- I t  may 
be simply spread abou t the yard  to be 
carted to the  fields in the spring, o r it 
may be more perfectly used by dry ing  
it  and placing a  little  of i t  in the stalls 
daily. The odds and ends of tim e for 
the nex t tw enty  days can be very pro­
fitably used in th is  wprk. If  the  s ta ­
ble has n o t been thoroughly cleaned 
up do i t  d o w . Get the  m anure onto 
the  fields. I t  w ill be fa r  better oil 
the re  than  to  undergo ano ther w inter's 
leach in  the piles about the  barns and 
sheds.

Deep D raining.—Deep underdrain ing  
is a protection aga inst dam age frpfn 
droughts. T h a t may seem paradoxical 
to some—th a t we drain  to get w ater out 
of the soli and  drain to»get w ater in to  
the soil—yet we k n o w 1 from personal 
observation th a t grow ing crops over 
and around tile  drains, in  tim e of sev­
ere drought, w ill show alm ost as much 
superiority  over those grow ing on un ­
drained land as  would be seen by com­
parison  of the  sam e lands in an  ex­
cessive wet tim e. We shall not a t­
tem p t a  full descript^pn of the theories 
explanatory of th is  as  put forw ard by 
those who have taade the subject a 
study, bu t-w ill m ention a  few points 
th a t m ay serve to  give the  reader some 
com prehension of the  idea.—Ex.

devil and  plucky a  fellow a t a  pinch as 
I ever had to do w ith. He was about

“ ‘The lion! the  lion!’ hallooed 
^haraoh, and as lie did so, he, or ra ther 
*he, for it -was a., g rea t gaun t lioness, 
hall’ wild no doubt w ith  hunger, lit 
right in the middle of the skerm , and 
stood there in the sm oky gloom, and 
lashed her ta il aind roared.

blaze in the h ea rt of the sm oke; Jim - 
J im  in the foreground. \vhefe the oxpn 
had throw n him  in the ir wild rush, 
stretched out there in te rro r; and then 
as a cen ter to the p icture the g reat 
gaun t lioness .g la ring  ! round with 
hungry  yellow ciyes. anfl roaring  .and 
w hining as she made up her mind 
w hat to  do.

“ It did-.not take her long, ju s t the 
iirae tlia t it takes a flash to  die into 
darkness, and then, before I could, fire 
again or do any th ing , w ith ■ a most 
fiendish sno rt she sp rang  upon poor 
Jim -Jim .

" I  heard the unfo rtuna te  lad shriek, 
and  then  alm ost in stan tly  I saw his 
legs throw n in to  the  air.

ly fas t in  a  mudhole. T here is alw ays 
som ething w rong w ith  him .

“W ell, i t  w as no -use cry ing  as I 
should alm ost have liked to do, because 
if th is  ox had red-w ater i t  w as prob­
able th a t the  res t of them  had it, too, 
a lthough they had been sold to me as 
‘salted,’ th a t is, proof aga in st such dis­
eases as red -w ater and  lung-sick. One 
gets hardened, to  th is  so rt of th in g  in 
South A frica in course of tim e, for I 
suppose in  no o ther country  in the 
world is j.the w aste of anim al life so 
great. :

“So, tak ing  my rifle and  te lling  H ar­
ry , to follow me (for we had  to leave 
P haraoh to  look a fte r  the  oxen,. 
P haraoh ’s lean kine, I  called them ), I 
s ta rted  to see if any th ing  could be 
found of o r apperta in ing  to  the un­
fo rtunate Jim -Jim . T he ground round 
our little  camp was hard  and rocky, 
and  we could n o t h it off any  spoor 
of the  lioness, though ju s t  outside the 
skerm  we saw a drop o r two of blood. 
Several hundred  yards from the camp, 
and a  little  to th e  righ t, was a  patch  of 
sugar bush mixed up w ith  the  usual 
mimosa, and fo r th is  I made, th ink ing  
th a t the lioness would have been sure 
to take her prey  there to devour It. 
On we pushed th rough the  long grass 
th a t was ben t down beneath  the w eight 
of the soaking  dew. In  two m inutes 
we were w et th rough  up to  th e  th ighs, 
as w et as though we had waded th rough 
w ater. In  due epurse, how ever, we 
reached the  patch  of bush, and in the  
gray  lig h t of the  m orning cautiously 
and slowly pushed our w ay in to  it.

On te rra  co tta cy linder re ­
cently  b rought up from  thousands of 
years of burial, th e  capture of Babylon 
by Cyrus j s  told.- On a  B abylonian 
gem recently  found a re  the figures *of a  
tree, a.!man, a  woman, and a serpent, 
and  the hand  s of th e  m an and w oman

a seal inscribed w ith the  words “Hag- 
gai, son of Shebaniah,” thousands of 
years ago .cu t, showing th a t th e  P ro ­
phet H aggai, who w rote a  pa rt of the 
Bible, was not a  myth. The .Royal 
Engineers have found, eighty feet be­
low the surface of th e 'g ro u n d  a t  Je ru ­
salem, Phoenician pottery and hewn 
stones w ith inscriptions, showing th a t 
they were furnished by H iram , K ing 
of Tyre, ju s t as the Bible say$ they 
were. The g reat nam es of Bible h is­
tory, th a t m any suppose are nam es of 
im aginary  beings, are found cut into 
im perishable stones which have w ithin 
a few years been rolled up front the ir 
entom bm ent of ages, such as Sen­
nacherib and T iglath-Pileser. On the 
edge of a  bronzed step, and on burned 
brick has been found the  nam e of Ne­
buchadnezzar. H enry Raw linson and 
Oppert and H incks, and Palestine ex­
ploration societies, and Asyriplogists, 
and Egyptologists, have rblled another 
Bible up from the depths of the earth , 
and lo! it corresponds exactly w ith our 
Bible, the rock Bible ju s t like the 
prin ted  Bible, inscrip tions on cylinders 
and brick-w ork cu t-.th irty -eigh t h un ­
dred years befo re  Christ testify ing  to 
the tru th  of w hat we read  eighteen 
hundred and ninety-seven years after 
Christ. The story of .the Tower of 
Babel has been confirmed by the  fact 
th a t recently  a t  Babel an  oblorig pile 
of brick one hundred  and ten fedt-liigh 
evidences the rem ains of a fallen; tower. 
In, the Inspired  Book of E zra we read 
of the  g rea t and noble A snapper, a 
nam e th a t m eant nothing especial, un­
til recently, in pried-up E gyptian  sculp­
ture , we have th e -s to ry  there told of 
him  as a  g rea t hun te r as w ell as a 
g rea t w arrior. W hat I say now is 
news to those prejudiced aga in st the 
Bible. They are so fa r  behind the 
tim es th a t they  know, n o t th d t the  
Old Book Is being proved true  by the 
pry ing  eye of th e  an tiquarian  and the 
ringing  ham m er of the archaeologist 
and  th e  p lunging crow bar of the geolo­
gist. No more is infidelity characte r­
ized by Its blasphem y th a n  by its  ig­
norance, bu t oh! w hat a  high moun­
ta in  of prejudice aga inst th e  Bible, 
against C hristian ity , aga in st churches, 
against all evangelizing en terp rises—a 
m ountain th a t casts its  long, black 
shadows over th is  continent and  over 
all continents. G eographers te ll us 
th a t M ount E verest Is th e  h ighest 
m ountain in  the world. Oh, no! The 
m ountain of prejudice against C hris­
tian ity  h igher than  the highest 
crags th a t dare the  lightn ings of 
heaven.

The crim es of the world! A r a l  not 
r igh t in  calling them , when piled up 
together, a m ountain? B ut we cannot 
bring ourselves to  appreciate g reat 
heights except by com parison. You 
th in k  of Mount W ashington as high, 
especially those of you who ascended 
as of old, on muleback, or more re­
cently  by ra il-tra in , to the Tip Top 
House. Oh, no! T hat is not high! 
F or it  is only about six thousand feet, 
w hereas, ris ing  on th is western hem ­
isphere are  Chimborazo, twenty-Sne 
thousand feet high, and M ount Ba­
ham a, tw enty-three thousand feet, high, 
and Mount Sarota, tw enty-four thou­
sand eight hundred feet high. But th a t 
is not the h ighest m ountain on the 
w estern hem isphere. The highest 
m ountain is the M ountain of Grime, 
end js  it possible th a t th is  m ountain, 
before our Zerubbabel, can ever be 
made a  plain?

There is also the M ountain of W ar, 
the most volcanic of all m ountains.— 
the Vesuvius which, n o t con ten t; like’ 
the Vesuvius of Ita ly , w ith whelm ing 
two cities, H erculaneum  and Pompeii, 
has covered w ith its fiery scoria thou- 
sahds of cities and  would like to whelm 
all the cities of both hem ispheres. 
Give th is  m ountain  full utterance , and 
It would cover up W ashington  amjl New 
York and London as easily  as a  house­
holder, w ith h is  shovel, a t ten  Q’cloek 
a t n igh t banks a  g ra te  fire w ith ashes. 
This m ountain i3 a  pile of fortresses, 
barricades, and arm ories, the  wbrld's 
a rtille ry  heaped, wheels above Wheels, 
columbiads above colum biads, sefen ty - 
four pounders above seventy-four 
pounders, wrecked nations above 
wrecked nations. This M ountaip of 
Wjar is not only loaded to cannonade 
the  earth , but it Is also a  cemetery, 
holding the  corpses of th ir ty  m illion 
slain  in th e  w ars of A lexander and 
Cyrus, s ix ty  million slain  in Roman 
w ars, one hundred  and eighty n^lllion 
slain  in  w ar w ith T urks and Sar&cens, 
and holding about thirty-five billion 
corpses, n o t m illion b u t billion.

“W hat a  h issing, bellowing, tum b­
ling , soaring  force is  K ilauea! L ake of 
unquenchable fire: convolutions , and

but I da re  not hazard a  prophecy. 
Can it  be th a t its fires w ill ever be 
p u t out? Can i t  be th a t its  ro a r w ill 
ever be silenced? Can it be th a t before 
X)ur Zerubbabel th a t blazing m ountain  
w ill ever become a plain?

Sometimes a general begins a  b a ttle  
before he is ready, because th e  enem y 
forces it  on hrni. The general says,

More bad men' 
than  good men, and they come up w ith 
bravado and the  force of g rea t num ­
bers. They have o p ened .battle  upon 
us before we are, In our own streng th , 
ready to m eet them , and g rea t are th e  
discouragem ents. But steady, there! 
Hold on! R einforcem ents a re  coming. 
Through the  glass of 'inspiration  I 
look, and see the flash of the  sw ord o f  
“him who hath  on his vesture and on 
h is  thigh a  nam e w ritten  K ing of; 
kings and Lord of lords.” All heaven' 
is on our side and iB com ing to  th e  
rescue. I hear the  rum bling  of th e  
K ing’s artillery , louder than  any th u n ­
der th a t ever shook the earth , and with 
every roll of the ponderous wheels our 
courage augm ents, and  when these re­
inforcem ents from heaven get in to  
line with the forces of God already on 
earth , all the arm ies of unrighteous­
ness will see th a t the ir hour of doom 
has come, and will w aver an d  fall back 
and take flight and noth ing  b e .le ft of 
them  save here and there, strew n by 
the wayside, an agnostic’s; pen o r a  
broken decanter or a  to rn  p laybill of 
a debasing am usem ent o r a  blasphem - 
ous paragraph, or a leper’s scale, o r a  
dragon’s tooth, to  show they ever ex­
isted.

J Constant nagging usually 
had no effect o ther than to irritate the 
m ^nbers of the household, while a gentle, 
pleasant way of asking favors usually ac­
complished much.

The speaker thought that about 20 min­
utes a week ebulil be saved on the regular 
ironing and thjis could be used for read­
ing. Don’t  iron the woolens, shake them 
them  out, I'oldj and lay them away, it is a 
useless waste of time for farmers’ wives 
to iron the overalls; the average farm 
hands will ne\jer uotice or care whether 
they are ironed or not. Don’t iron the 
coarse towels on both sides, fold them up 
inid pass the iron over them. Give yubf 
family good [wholesome foods, but dir- 
pense (with dainties.

D on't work afternoons if you can avoid it. 
Use that time for rest and reading.

Don’t scoldjami fret, b ar your burdens 
sw.eetly and well. Constant fretring wear- 
out more women than hard work ever 
does.. Give your ehildrep a sweet mem­
ory of the mother. Have good discipline 
for the home instead of fretting.

Mrs. Mayolconcluded h e ra d d r .s s  with 
an earnest appeal to each mother to give 
her best to her home, trusting to an all- 
wise F ather to soothe the jarred nerves, 
strengthen the tired body, and help her to. 
retain the perfect love of husband and 
children.

The discussion was led by Mrs. Henr« 
T uttle , who agreed with the preceeding 
speaker in thinkiug that a woman should 
plan to  save herself work. The kitchen, 
she said was a woman’s work-shop and 
shouldthereiFore.be made as convenient 
as possible Many steps could be saved 
by having flour-bins, cup-boards and 
everything handy about the kitchen.

’ P lenty of good dry wood, Mrs. Tuttle 
thought, was needed to make the much in 
ery of the work-shop run perfectly, and 
she agreed vyith Mrs. Mayo in th inking  it 
foolish to spoil good fru it to make pies 

N ext followed a paper, by Mrs. E. W. 
Chaffee, entitled “The Coming Woman.’’

. T he w riter thought much of the talk  about 
the  coming woman was mere nonsense.

I t  Is 
during  these periods of the  sitting  
th a t the “big guns" on each side are 
brought into action. U nder the ru les 
of the house all opposed business m ust 
cease a t  12 o’clock and the member 
who at th a t hour moves the ad jou rn ­
m ent of sth e  debate has the r ig h t to 
open it the nex t evening. If a mem­
ber of the governm ent speaks last a t 
night, the adjournm ent of the debate 
is moved by an opponent of the gov­
ernm ent and, vice versa, if a  member 
of the opposition concludes his speech 
at m idnight a  supporter ot the  adm in­
istra tion  secures the  advantage of re­
sum ing the debate on the follow ing 
everting.
